\VASHIN(“TON (UP)—Supreme
Court Justice Pierce Butler, one of
the two remaining econservative
members of the nation’s highest
court, died early today after a long
illness. He was 73.

His death creates the fifth va-
cancy to ocecur on the nine-man
bench during Franklin’ D. Roose-
velt’s secend term as president. Ap-
pointment of Butler’s successor will
make a majority of the court Mr.
Roosevelt’s appointees.

President Roosevelt expressed
personal regret at Butler’s death
in a statement and in a personal
letter to Mrs. Butler.

“I had known Justice Butler for
a great many years and I always
regarded him as a personal friend,”
Mr. Roosevelt said.

“His undoubted great ability, his
complet» frankness in the. expres-
sion of his philosophy and his hon-
este convictions commanded my re-
spect and in common with his many
friends I sincerely regret his un-
timely -passing.

Butler died at Garfield hospxt
at 3:14 a. m. CST. He had been a
patient there since Sept. 22 for
treatment of a bladder ailment.

His condition turned steadily
worse early this morning. Neither
his doctor nor any member of his
family was present.

His illness began in the spring
of 1938 but he continued his work
on the bench through June, 1939.

Butler is survived by-his widow,
four sons and two' daughters.

Friends of the Butler family said
that the justice’s funeral would be
in St. Paul.

It is Iikely that the president will
seek a Catholic to succeed Butler,
who was a member of that faith,
and speculation centered immediate-
1v on Attorney General Frank Mur-
phy. The far west and southwest
will clamor for recognition in this
nomination, however.

Associate Justice Harold Steph-
ens of the U. S. court of appeals
here also would qualify geograph-
jeally as Butler’s successor. Steph-
ens is a Catholic and from Utah.
He barely missed nomination to

Courtesy Cars

Courtesy cars which will trans-
nort Wichita Falls football fans
from the railroad station to the
football field tomorrow night will
gather on Ave. B between Main
and Commerce before 6:45, cham-
ber of commerce officials said to-
day.

Drivers of the cars are asked to
drive into the block from Main
street, wait until they get a cargo
of rans, then drive down Commerce
to the stadium. It will be necessary

for most cars to carry two loads,

the officials said.

Courtesy car drivers are request-
ed to remain in the business dis-
iriet until near game time, as many
of the fans from Wichita Falls will
eat before going to the game, the
officials added.

Courtesy cars will be needed to
carry all of the fans from the sta-
dium back to the train after the
game, and drivers are particularly
urged to remain at the field until
they get a load of fans.

The special train from Wichita
Falls will arrive at 6:45 and more
than 1,000 fans are expected to be

A new type corral, designed by
County Agent V. E. Hafner, was
demonstrated to more than 100
cattlemen of Childress county this
afternoon on the J. W. Johnson
ranch, five miles north of Chil-
dress.

The corral was built by iafner
and J. B. Johnson from a model
designed by Hafner and exhibited
at the Lubbock and Dallas fairs
this year. The plan has also been
adopted by the Texas etxension
service.

Principal” feature of the corral
is a lever-operated ‘‘squeeze gate”
for use in branding, dehorning and
cutting cattle.

The cattle may be driven through
a chute into the gate by one man,
and all lever operations may be
handled by one other man.  The
cows can be stopped in the gate
and held for branding or dehorning
in the squeeze device, or they may
be driven on through the gate and

Former Chicago
Gang Overlord |
Is Freed Today

CHICAGO (UP)—Edward O’-
Hare, racing magnate who was
assassinated in gangland fashion
Nov. 8, was the witness who in
1931 supplied the government
with evidence to send Scarface
Al Capone to Alcatraz for in-
come tax evasion, an informed
and reliable source told the Unit-
ed Press today.

“It is true that O’Hare supplied
the evidence and God only knows
what is going to come out of this,”
the informant said. “I think there
may be more murders.”

Capt. Dan Gilbert of the state
attorney’s police commented,“There
is -no doubt in my mind that the
Capone mob killed O’Hare.” The
information came from one of a
handful of Chicagoans in posses-
sion of the real story behind the
government’s successful effort to
put the gang leader behind bars.

The disclosure came with added -
piquancy on the day that Capone
was released from federal custody
in Pennsylvania.

CAPONE RELEASED

WASHINGTON (UP) — T h e |
department of justice announced
today that Al Caponé€, the one-time
l(“hlcago gangster chieftain, was re-
|1ea<ed to his family this morning
at the Lewisburg, Pa. penitentiary.

Capone has completed his sen-
tence, having done so three days -
ahead of the scheduled date be-
cause of a credit of three days in
L federal custody in 1931.

The department of justice said
that Capone had been ‘transferred
today from the federal correctional
institution at Los Angeles.

The brief announcement did not
explain how Capone was brought
east from California but subse-
quently 1t was stated that the pris-
oner was brought to Lewisburg by
train. .

The mystery of Capone’s where-
abouts and when he was being re-
leased “was cleared up by the an-
nouncement of James Bennett, di-
rector of the bureau of prisons.

LONDON . (UP)—Great Britain
today reported that the allied po-
sition in' the- European war had
been strengthened, that Germany
had lost six merchant ships in the
last week and that German ship-
ping ‘was almost bottled. up.

Sir John Simon, speaking for
Prime Minister Chamberlain in the

house of commons, reviewed  de-i

velopments of the week and blam-
ed Adolf Hitler for failure of “the
bold intervention in the cause of
eace” made by Belgium and Hol-
and.

The massing of nazi armed forc-
es near the low countries “present-
ed a pattern all too familiar” to
° persons who can read the signs of
German plans for invasion, he in-
sisted, but added that tension has
not been relieved in that respect.

British shipping continues to
move with increasing freedom, Si-

mon said.

BERLIN (UP)—Germany is de-
termined to carry on the war “until
_British supremacy has been des-
troyed,” ‘authorized German sourc-
es decldared today.

The deciaration coincided with
broad hints in the controlled nazi
press that despite approaching win-
“ ter Germany would- intensify hos-
tilities because Britain and France
had made ‘“new declarations of
war” in rejecting Belgian-Nether-
lands mediation offers.

“We did not want this war,” the
authorized German sources said.
“It was forced upon us by Britain
and France. We will be ready to
talk peace conditions when the war
has ended victoriously for us.”

Newspapers said meanwhile that
Germany had “no intention of hi-
bernating throughout the winter.”

The tax struc-
ture of the United States.is much
too involved today to admit any
sudden sweeping reforms, however
meritoricus they may be.
Seventeen states today levy in-
cone taxes, but no sales taxes, Six
states have sales taxes without in-
come taxes, and 17:depend on both
for their. revenues. Eight states
have neither income nor sales taxes
but rely entirely on other forms of
taxation, such as property, gaso-
line, liguor and tobacco taxes.

Sales taxes vary from 14 of -1
per cent to 3 per cent and produce
yvields .anywhere from half a mil-
lion dollars, in Connecticut, to 86
millions, in. California. Income tax
rates vary from % of 1 per cent on
both personal -and .-corporate
comes, in Maryland, to a 1 to 10
per cent range on -personal and a
straight 6 per cent.levy on corpor-
ate incomes, in’ Minnesota.

The federal graduated income
tax rate is the same in every state
of the union. In states which- de-
pend, not on Ssales: taxes, but on
ineome taxes for their chief source
of revenue, it might be  assumed
that the proportions of state to
federal revenue would remain rea-
sonably constant. But it doesn’t.

In Delaware, the state -revenue
approximates only 1% per cent of
the federal eollected. In Kansas the
percentags is 33; in Kentucky, 31;
in{Maryland, 27; in Oregon, 83, in
South Carolina, 60; in Tennessee,
20; and 1n Wisconsin, 75. None of
these states -has a sales tax to sup-
plement 1ts income taxes. Obvious-
ly some of these states must de-
pend more heavily on other forms

of :taxation:

It was only a generation ago that

the. income tax was inaugurated,
~but in the year ending in June,
1939, 27 per cent of the total rev-
enue in the United States was col-
lected through income ‘taxes.

Like ecivilization 'itself, the tax
structure of .a nation cennot snud-
denly be turned over with a spade.
Taxes in certain - fields, which may
be too high, must be made up some-
where. Some uniform and central-
ized tax basis might be advisable
as a means of eliminating unfair
multiple taxation. Butthe process
must be slow and natural. It can-
not be adjusted suddenly- by edict.

The opening of
such an abscess, when the tissues
have thinned and softened, is not
difficult and is frequently done
without an anesthetic. The abscess
will pop like a pimple that is ready
to burst.

There are other cases in which
the abscess forms in the tissue be-
low the tonsil. Here, again, there
is danger of the abscess passing
its contents into the large blood
vessels unless
treatment.

In general it is not customary to
attempt removal of the tonsils
while the abscess is present because
of the inflammation, and also. be-
cause there may be more bleeding
as a result of the inflammation
than there would be. if. the tonsils
were remov\ed during a quiescent
period. b

It is customary to wait until the
tissues have healed, following the

You may have your Challe-
don, your Kayak the Twice, and
your Bimelech, I'll take William
Woodward’s big three-year-old who
brought the red hood of the Belair
stund rolling home in front in the
Kentucky Derby and the Belmont
Stakes.

“BRritish may take heart from the
American civil: war, when all the
heroism of the soutl¥ could not re-
deem their cause from the stain of
slavery, just as all the courage and
skill which the Germans always
show in war will not free them from
the reproach' of nazism with its
intoleranee and brutality.”

The UDC’s resolution termed
Churchill’s statement a “gratuitous
insult.”
