An unexpected cut in the amount of 
Federal revenue sharing funds Floyd 
County will receive this year forced 
county judge Choise Smith this week to 
revise his budget proposal downward.

\fter receiving a Federal announce­
ment that the revenue sharing funds 
would be $11,571 less than was earlier 
expected, the judge slashed most items 
on his first proposal by half.

“ Each item on the budget which is 
not already obligated will have to be 
reduced,”  Judge Smith said.

W hile the reduction was meager 
when compared to the whole amount, 
local organizations will be particularly 
hurt because such a great share o f the 
funds has been earmarkea for county 
budding projects already.

by $1,000. The $2,000 earmarked for 
new office furniture for the county judge 
was eliminated entirely.

The funds allocated to the Floyd 
County Museum were cut in half. The 
museum will, on approval by the 
commissioners Sept. 10, receive $500.

The Floyd County Day Care Center 
will get the $500 Judge Smith earlier 
suggested, with no cut. Also proposed

for approval with no cut was the money 
for the Central Plains Mental Health 
Center. $3,200 was set aside for that 
organization.

The Senior Citizens Association share 
also was sliced by 50 percent, to $500.

The largest decrease in the judge's 
revised budget was felt in the library 
building fund. F^irlier set at $5,000, the 
library will receive only $2,000 if  the 
latest proposal is accepted by the 
commissioners.

Total expenditufes for the new bud­
get was expected to be $376,700.

The new Federal ruling appeared to 
surprise county officials.

“ This c-m e as quite a shock,”  
commented Olin Watson, the county 
auditor.

“ The early budget was based on a 
preliminary estimate made in M ay,”  he 
siad. “ W e waited and waited for some 
word from the Federal government, but 
you can’t wait forever. So we went 
ahead and put the early estimate into 
the budget.”

County commissioner Jack Lackey 
noted that many people would be 
unhappy with this '.veek’ s announce­
ment. But, he said, there was nothing 
else that could be done.

Floyd County will receive $94,352 
during the next entitlement p e r iod 'o f 
1979-^. The additional funds for the 
proposed budget were received and 
obligated during past periods. Judge 
Smith said.

“ W e, t<x), are public employes, and 

we were strapped also —  by the 
Legislature, under threat o f a gover­
nor’ s veto —  with a 5.1 percent salary 
increase in the face o f double digit 
in flation ,”  she noted.

Some local school boards are giving 
teachers and other employes 1979-80 
pay raises well above the state-funded 
5.1 percent increase, Mrs. Russell 
pointed out.

“ This should tell the Governor some­
th ing,”  she said. “ Local boards are 
close to the people and they know that 
a teacher can’t support a fam ily on 
$8,970 a year.”

The $8,970 figure is the minimum 
starting pay for beginning teachers for 
1979-80.

“ Even the more experienced teachers

—  higher up the pay ladder —  can’ t 
fight 13.2 percent inflation with 5.1 
percent pay raises,”  Mrs. Russell 
declared. She added that last school 
year teachers received an average 
increase o f only about 2 percent.

“ It’ s still a disgrace that Texas ranks 
JrU among states in wealth and 25th in 
per capita income,”  Mrs. Russell 
pointed out, “ while the state stands 
only .13rd —  and falling —  in average 
salary paid classroom teachers.”

Average Texas teacher pay for last 
school year (1978-79) was estimated by 
the Texas Education Agency at only 
$12,975. Actual figures have not been 
reported yet.

“ That is the total salary from both 
state and local sources, from all funds, 
and it is for professional teachers with

St least a bachelor’ s degree —  and 
usually more,”  the TSTA president 
stated.

The 1979 school finance bill allows 
free or reduced-price lunches for “ dis­
advantaged”  pupils from four-member 
families with annual income up to 
$12,600. That includes many teachers 
who fell below the $12,975 estimated 
average.

Mrs. Russell noted that public school 
teachers do not receive some o f the 
fringe benefits available Uo public 
employes who receive their paychecks 
from the state.

She cited state-paid health insurance, 
vacation days, most o f the employes’ 
share and all o f the state share o f Social 
Security contributions, more days o f 
paid sick leave, plus longevity pay 
increases.

Tax Rebates Up For August
Floydada and Lockney were among 

900 Texas cities that shared in $268.9 
million in rebates from the one-percent 
city sales tax during the first eight 
months o f this year, according to Bob 
Bullock, comptroller o f public accounts.

For the month o f August. Floydada 
received a check for $5,490, a signifi­
cant increase over last August’ s $3,228 
rebate.

Net payments to date for the year to 
Floydada reached $50,214, a two per­

cent increase over last year’ s $48,946.
The city o f Lockney received $2,756, 

more than twice last August’ s figure o f 
$1,291. For the year to date, I^ k n e y  
has received $22,133, a six percent 
increase from last year’ s $20,803 in 
rebates to date.

Total allocations to state cities for 
August was $27.3 million, Bullock said, 
up 12 percent over last year. To date, 
the rebates are running about 25 
percent greater than last year.

W ASH ING TO N , D.C. —  A fter W orld 
W ar II the confidence o f Americans 
seemed almost unlimited. W e had 
defeated the Axis powers and then, 
through the Marshall Plan, rebuilt most 
o f Western Europe. W e could do all this 
and at the same time provide prosperity 
for our own citizens. People all over the 
world were beginning to predict that the 
next 100 years would be an ’ ’ American 
Century.”

Looking back on this era. it is hard to 
imagine today that confidence in our 
leaders and ourselves is at such a low 
ebb. Few people are talking about 
extending Am erica ’s power and influ­
ence and no one is using the phrase 
’ ’ American Century.”  The present sit­
uation is, in a large part, due to our 
Country’s involvement in the Vietnam 
W ar. This conflict shattered the be lie f 
in our ability to find pragmatic solutions 
to difficult problems. It has shaken the 
concept o f ourselves as a Nation.

Now there is a pervasive sense among 
Americans that we ought to put 
Vietnam behind us and get on with the 
business o f the world. This attitude 
neither does justice to ourselves or to 
the people who fought and died in this 
conflict. If we sweep the issue under the 
rug, the lump will show.

One o f the legacies o f Vietnam that 
w e must continue to confront is the M IA  
question. Uncovering the fate o f these 
American servicemen and civilians list­
ed as missing must remain important to 
the United States. W e cannot lose sight

AU STIN  —  (jo vem or Bill Clements 
has reversed his position on history’ s 
largest oil spill which so far has washed 
over a million barrels o f goo onto Texas 
beaches. The Governor last week toured 
the oil-blackened beaches o f Corpus 
Christi and announced the spill was an 
“ unprecedented prob lem .”

He promised local officia ls he would 
do all in his power to provide them 
economic aid for lost tourist and 
business dollars on the G u lf Coast.

When the off-shore oil drilling rig  in 
Campeche Bay in M exican waters blew 
out five  weeks ago. G em en ts  called 
subsequent ecological warnings and 
related press coverage “ much ado 
about nothing.”  G em en ts  stuck to 
those comments until recently, and his 
change in position is thought by many to 
be a real step in cleaning up the giant oil 
spill and recovering the economic loss to 
the Gulf Coast.

Several state officials, including Lt. 
Gov. Bill Hobby, House Speaker Bill 
Gayton and Attorney General Mark 
W hite, have called on the Governor to 
U ke all steps necessary to make the 
economic recovery, including a possible 
lawsuit for damages against Mexico.

W hite said he has not ruled out the 
possiblity o f suing the Mexican govem - 
■ en t, PEM EX , the nationally-owned 
M ex ican  p e tro leu m  in d u s try , and 
SEDCO, Inc. o f Dallas, which supplied 
the offshore drilling rig  being used 
when the oil well b lew  out.

G em ents was president and ch ie f 
executive o f SEDCO prior to becom ing 
governor, but he has since placed his 
Bujority stock holdings in SEDCO into a 
blind trust.

Calls for a Lawsuit
G em ents has discarded the idea o f a 

lawsuit against M exico  as “ not being a 
good neighbor,”  but last week other 
Texans joined the call to keep such an

attion open, including U.S. Reps, 
enry B. Gonzales and Jim Collins. 
Meanwhile, SEDCO officials reject 

any liability for the spill, saying “ gross 
negligence”  must be proven on their 
part; and State Republican Party chair­
man Chester R. Upham Jr. blasted 
W hite for "p lay in g  politics with the 
issue.”

The United States and Mexican 
governments have so far not discussed 
publicly what course they will take once 
the spewing oil well is capped, probably 
at the end o f September.

Tdcph oac  Increase 
In Austin last week the Public

Utilities Commission recom m ended that 
Southwestern Bell Telephone Co. re­
ceive a S136.7-million-a-year rate in­
crease, but commissioners asked for 
more tim e to consider how the increase 
should be d ivided among customers. 
The increase was about S9 m illion less 
than the telephone com pany’ s request 
o f  S145.2 million.

Com m ittees Returning 
Several leg islative com m ittees met 

last week to ^ g in  prelim inary studying 
o f problems and bills to be considered in 
the 1981 session. Am ong those holding 
hearings in Austin w ere the House 
Agriculture and Livestock Com m ittee 
and the House Com m ittee on In tergov­
ernmental A ffa irs . The House Com m it­
tee on Environmental A ffa irs  has been 
holding hearings along the Coast to 
determ ine the extent o f the bad effects  
o f the oil spill.

Mexicsui Coal Eyed 
Governor G em en ts  said M onday he 

would look into the possibility o f  several 
Texas cities buying coal from  M exican 
mines being developed  near Eagle 
Pass. The Coahuila coal is equal in 
quajity to coal which San Antonio is 
buying now from  W yom ing.

G em en ts  met last week with Coahui­
la Governor Oscar R o res  Tapia to 
discuss the problem s o f  drug and 
automobile sm uggling. G em en ts  said 
they agreed to esU blish  a joint com m is­
sion to discuss mutual interesU  such as 
livestock and veterinary problem s, ex ­
change students and cultural exchan­
ges.

N ew  Laws la E ffect 
Several new laws passed by the 

recent Legislature went into e ffect on 
Aug. 27 or Sept. 1, including the new 
usury rate hike which raised the ceiling 
on home m ortgage loans from  10 to 12 
p^cen t. The lending increase was 
raised after savings and loans represen­
tatives complained o f too little money 
available in Texas to  loan to hom ebuild­
ers.

The new law has a Sunset kicker 
which causes the new rate to expire in 
two years, at which tim e it w ill be 
renegotiated through the leg islative 
process.

As I understand the theory, promoted 
mostly by columnists and TV  reporters, 
how a candidate does in the first few 
states determ ines his future. If he does 
poorly in the very first state. New 
Hampshire, he ’ s done for.

Letting New  Hampshire with a popu­
lation o f one-fourth o f one percent o f the 
country’ s total determ ine who’s going 
to be a Presidential candidate with a 
chance o f w inning is about like asking 
me to design a nudear power plant. Too 
much risk in both cases o f having a 
disasterous arddent.

The reason N ew  Hampshire always 
has the first primary is that the state has 
a law automatically shifting the date a 
week ahead o f any other state. This gets 
its name in the papers and helps fill its 
motels. Right now its date is Feb. 17, 
which means 12 or 15 candidates for

Texas consumers enjoy a double 
measure o f  protection against unfair 
debt collection practices say attorneys 
in our Consumer Protection and Anti­
trust Division.

The reason? Texans are protected by 
both the Texas Debt Collection Prac­
tices Act and the new federal Fair Debt 
Collection Practices Act. which became 
e ffective in 1978. W hile both Acts cover 
debts for personal, fam ily or household 
purposes, there is one major difference 
in the scope o f the two Acts. The Texas 
Act covers any person engaging directly 
or indirectly in debt collection whereas 
the federal Act applies only to debt 
collection agencies hired to recover a 
debt owed to another company-creditors 
collecting their own debts are exempt­
ed.

Neither the state nor the federal 
statutes do anything to change the 
consumer’ s obligation to pay the debt 
but together they ban these unfair 
means o f collecting payment:

*D ebt collectors are prohibited from 
making threats o f violence, using 
abusive language, making harassing 
phone calls, im personating government 
officials or attorneys, m isrepresenting a 
consumer’ s legal rights, obtaining in- 
forrpation under false pretenses, col­

Parents’ Attitudes Affect 

Youngsters’ Feelings
Attitudes o f  parents and 

coaches can affect whether a 
youngster feels good or bad 
about participating in organ­
ized sports, according to 
sports  p sych o lo g is t Dr. 
Aidan O. Dunleavy. The TCU 
assistant professor o f kine- 
sfological studies said most 
children respond to com peti­
tion i f  the envirot.ment is 
manipulated carefully so that 
the sport is presented posi­
tively.

“ M ost kids can get bene­
fits and enjoyment from ath­
letics, but they ’ re not all 
going to be superstars,”  he 
saia.

Although sports can pro­
vide most children with a 
fe e l in g  o f  su ccess, that 
doesn’ t mean all want to play 
sports. Dr. Dunleavy said. 
Parents who cannot accept 
that fact and force reluctant 
children to continue playing 
are subjecting their children 
to stress and placing them 
under tremendous psycho­
logical pressure.

A  young athlete who feels 
he or she has been forced to 
take part in sports may feel 
resentful and inadequate, he 
said. “ Children who feel

they have let their parents 
down will eventually avoid 
communicating on the sub­
jec t,”  Dr. Dunleavy said.

" A  child who feels put 
down for not being a success­
ful athlete may start to feel 
like an insignificant person in 
the eyes o f his or her 
parents. 'The child may think, 
’ M y folks don’t fee l good 
about the way I play baseball 
or football or soccor. Maybe 
they don’ t feel good about 
me in other ways,’ ”  he 
suggested.

Theodor W . Alexander o f the 
university’ s Department o f 
Germanic and Slavic Lan­
guages.

A fter a nine-month tour. 
Nelson’s crew returned to 
America June 18. 1945. The 
only casualty his crew suf­
fered throughout the entire 
tour was a scratch on the 
bom bardier’ s finger.

Mem bers o f the crew went 
their separate ways after the 
war and kept in touch 
through correspondence.

Then, in 1959, crew m em­
bers decided to have a reun­
ion in G iicago. Eight o f the 
nine members made it (arm ­
orer-gunner A1 Lewson died 
in 1958).

The reunion worked so 
well the crew decided to 
meet again. In 1%9, six crew 
members rejoined in Daw­
son, Iowa. The crew ar­
ranged another reunion in 
1974 in Billings, Mont.

This year, it fell to Corne­
lius to host a reunion at his 
Double Heart Ranch east o f 
Bartlesville. He and his w ife 
hosted the seven surviving 
crew members and their 
w ives Aug. 18 21.

Cornelius, an oil producer, 
took his cohorts on a tour o f 
his oil properties. The former 
flyboys toured Bartlesville, 
got in a few  holes o f g o lf and 
"spen t the rest o f the time 
re-fighting and re-hashing 
the w ar.’ ’

A t this reunion, the crew 
decided to have its next 
reunion in three years b e ­
cause, Cornelius said with a 
laugh, "everyon e  is getting 
o ld .”

C o rn e liu s  is  a g ra d u a te  o f  
H o y d a d a  H ig h  School a n d  
Texas  T e c h  U n iv e rs ity . H e  is
th e s o n o f E .L .  C o rn e liu s  a n d
brother o f Doris M cU in . 
both o f Floydada.

When you face death re­
peatedly in a B-17 Flying 
Fortress over enem y teiri- 
tory, you become fast friends 
w ith  those w ho t ip to e  
through the flak with you.

In Novem ber 1944, Bart­
lesville resident Don Corne­
lius left Alexandria. La. with 
Ruby Nelson ’ s crew for a 
combat tour with the Eighth 
A ir Force. It was almost a 
short-lived tour.

On the crew ’s second m is­
sion, its B-17 took a fatal hit 
over Brussels, Belgium . For­
tunately, Nelson crash-land­
ed the Flying Fortress in 
friendly territory. The crew 
made its way back to its base 
in Horham. England and 
flew  another 30 missions 
with the 336th Bomb Squao- 
ron, 95th Group.

The Eighth A ir  Force 
launched massive air attacks 
over Germany, sometimes 
nu m berin g  a thousand 
planes. None o f the missions 
were milk runs.

“ Shot down on one m is­
sion and shot up on 12 
others,”  one crew mem ber 
described it.

Nelson said his Flying 
Fortress would often return 
to base with its fuselage 
sprinkled liberally with bullet 
holes.

Acreage Up But Revenue Down

FLOYD DATA 
Former Floydada resi­

Texas’ total vegetable ac­
reage increased almost 11 
percent last year over 1977 
figures, but the value o f 
vegetable crops dropped 2.5 
percent.

Some 226,700 acres o f 
vegetables were grown com­
mercially in Texas last year, 
points out Tom Longbrake, 
horticulturist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. The 1978 crop was 
valued at S270.1 million.

This summer’s fresh vege­
table picture has been high­
lighted by slightly larger 
supplies and sharply lower 
prices, says the horticultu­

rist. Total vegetable acreage 
is up about 2 percent.

Last year’ s number one 
crop, based on acres harvest­
ed, was watermelons. There 
were 49,000 acres harvested 
compared to 58,000 in 1977, 
an 11.8 percent decrease.

Onions, the number two 
crop, increased 12.6 percent 
from 23,700 acres in 1977 to 
30,000 in 1978.

Other vegetable acreages 
fo r  1978 w ere  cab b age , 
20,100; cantaloupes, 19,300; 
potatoes, 18,700; carrots, 
17,800; sw eet po ta toes , 
9,500; bell peppers, 9,100; 
fresh cucumbers, 9,000; and 
pickle cucumbers, 7,000.

Onions generated the most 
revenue among vegetables in 
1978 —  $46.7 million but 
down from $55.8 million the 
previous year.

Cabbage was second with 
$42.3 million in returns, 
down from $47.5 million in 
1977, according to Long- 
brake.

Other top revenue produc­
ing vegetable crops for 1978 
were potatoes, $27.7 million; 
carrots, $21 million; canta­
loupes, $20.5 million; water­
melons, $20.1 million; bell 
peppers, $16.9 million; sweet 
potatoes, $15.7 million; fresh 
cucumbers, $11.4 million; 
and lettuce, $10.7 million.

Carter Gives High Priority 

To Department Of Education
A  cabinet-level Depart­

ment o f  Education, being 
g iven  high priority by Presi­
dent Jimmy Carter, w ill tend 
to federalize education in the 
United States, according to 
Dr. J .M . Moudy, who is 
retiring this month after 14 
years as chancellor o f Texas 
Christian University.

“ Can federalization o f ed­
ucation improve upon what 
w e have?”  asked Dr. Moudy 
in a recent letter to  Con­
gressman Jim W right. “ 1 
sincerely doubt it”  was his 
answer to his own question. 
“ W hat w e have can be 
im proved, but federalization 
never has worked to improve 
anything.”

The well-known education­
al leader pointed to the 
dangers o f establishing a

separate Department o f Edu­
cation and noted that “ these 
dangers are why the educa­
tional community is divided 
on the topic.”

“ Remember thal the U.S. 
Constitution does not speak 
o f education, while all the 
state constitutions do ,”  Dr. 
Moudy added. "Rem em ber 
that accreditation has been a 
s e if-p o lic in g  en d eavor o f  
U.S. schools at all levels. The 
results are not perfect, yet 
the American educational 
systems are the envy o f a 
world in which every system 
but ours is a national or 
federalized system .”

The legislative issue o f a 
Department o f Education, 
passed by the House and the 
Senate, awaits conference 
hearings.

The tooth o f  the ancieiit 
Arctodus was found during 
an earlier d ig and it has been 
positively identified. Its dis­
covery marked the first time 
Arctodus has been found in 
association with man.

Few may 
want to go back to aboriginal

B eca u se  e n v ir o n m e n t  
shapes cultures, emphasis in 
the Lubbock Lake Site re­
search project has dealt with 
the changing environments 
there.

These, along with 
the b igger finds, are ana­
lyzed in the laboratory dur­
ing the winter months.

“ It is this comprehensive 
study that helps us interpret 
and understand the cultures 
at the s ite ,"  Johnson said.

Information On Hunting Safety FLO YD  D A T A

SAFE TY  IS PAR T  
OF H U NTING  

The enjoyment o f a safe 
hunting trip cannot be mea­
sured by normal standards, 
but one careless act or mis­
judgem ent on the part o f the 
shooter, and the trip will be 
remembered for many sea­
sons.

The number and type o f 
hunting accidents are moni­
tored annually by the Texas 
Parks and W ild life  Depart­
ment since the agency regu­
lates Texas hunting and 
trains safe hunters through

it’ s volunteer hunter safety 
program.

Comparisons o f the num­
ber o f accidents and fatalities 
between 1978 and previous 
years indicate that a small 
number o f hunters are con­
tinuing to violate the rules o f 
safe gun handling.

"T exa s  recorded 83 acci­
dents in 1978 and 19 o f these 
were fatal,”  said Fheron D. 
Carroll, P& W D  hunter safety 
coordinator.

“ Only 30 o f  the 125 per­
sons involved in these acci­
dents were under 17 years o f

age which indicates that our 
volunteer hunter safety pro­
gram is working,”  Carroll 
continued.

O f the 10,890 students 
certified in 1978 by the 
P&W D, over 57 percent 
were in the 12-17 age brack­
et.

Hunting accidents occured 
every month o f 1978 with 
December recording a total 
o f 20. Deer, dove, and rabbit 
were the three species o f  
w ildlife envolved in the ma­
jority o f the hunting acci­
dents. 'iTiese three species 
require continual judgem ent 
on the part o f the shooter as 
to the correct time to shoot, 
identification o f target, and 
zone or area o f fire.

Visible identification in the 
field is necessary for both the 
shooter and other hunters. 
This is normally accom­
plished by the wearing or 
displaying o f bright o lo r e d  
clothing such as hunter blaze 
orange.

O f the 23 hunting acci­
dents occuring in 1978 deal­
ing with hunter judgem ent, 
none o f the victims had any 
bright colors displayed.

All shooters should review  
their firearms handling pro­
cedures and rem ember the 
12 commandments o f shoot­
ing safety.

(1 ) Treat every gun with 
the respect due a loaded gun. 
This is the cardinal rule.

(2) Guns carried into camp 
or home must be unloaded 
and cased.

(3) Always be sure that the 
barrel and action are clear o f 
obstructions.

(4) Always carry the gun so 
the direction o f  the barrel can 
he controlled.

(5) Keep the safety ON 
until you arc ready to shoot.

(6) Be sure o f your target 
before you pull the trigger.

(7 ) Never point a gun at 
anything you don 't want to 
shoot.

( 8 ) U n a tten ded  guns 
should be unloaded.

(9 ) Guns and ammunition 
should be stored safely be­
yond the retch o f  children.

(10) Never climb a tree or a 
fence with a loaded gun.

(11) Never shoot at a flat, 
hard surface or the surface o f 
water.

(12) Do not mix gunpowder 
and alcohol. Drinking alcoho­
lic beverages slows the reac­
tion o f the hunter and affects 
the judgment o f the shooter.
