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More than 350 students given school supplies

Man arrested
in JonBenet
murder case

The recent spate of rain may be
the difference maker for this year’s
cotton crop.

bucket at the airport,” he said.

Forecasts for today and Friday
call for only a 20 percent chance of
additional rain, but more may be
on the way soon. Another moisture
line stretching from Brownwood to
Dallas is moving west and may
drop even more precipitation on
the area within the next few days,
the spokesman said.

A very long 10 years: Ramsey
family says arrest brings
long-sought relief, vindication

BOULDER, Colo. (AP)
— Patsy Ramsey knew
before she died of cancer
in June that police were
looking into a potential
suspect in the gruesome
death of 6-year-old daugh-
ter JonBenet nearly 10
years ago.

She didn’t live to see
what her husband and
attorney call complete
vindication: The arrest of
a suspect in the little
girl’'s slaying, and his
confession to reporters
Thursday that he was
“with JonBenet when she
died.” ’

Former schoolteacher
John Mark Karr, 41, was
arrested Wednesday at an-
apartment in Bangkok,
Thailand, where he said
the death was “an acci-
dent.”

But even before the con-
fession, the Ramsey fami-
ly was heralding news
they hoped would finally
end the suspicion that
has hung over the parents
of the 6-year-old beauty
pageant contestant.

“Patsy was aware that
authorities were close to
making an arrest in the

John Ramsey, the girl's
father, in a statement.

British judge rules that 23 suspects in foiled

bombing plot may be kept in custody:

LONDON (AP) — A district judge ruled that British
investigators have until next week to investigate the
suspects arrested in an alleged plot to blow up as
many as 10 trans-Atlantic jetliners, saying they could
be kept in custody without charge.

Scotland Yard said later Wednesday that a person
arrested on Tuesday as part of its investigation into
the foiled plot was released without charge. Another
detainge was released without charge Friday.

The judicial order was the first major test of a new

~terrorism law that lets suspects be held for as long as

28 days without charge so investigators can solidify
their cases.

The hearing, which addressed the cases of 23 sus-
pects arrested in Britain’s initial sweep last week, was
held behind closed doors and attended only by the
syaslpects' lawyers, investigators and government offi-
cials.

Scotland Yard said that 21 of the suspects could be
detained for questioning through Aug. 23, while anoth-
er two could be detained until Aug. 21. No reason was
given for the difference in the length of time.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sweeping new rules aimed at
prodding companies into shoring up their pension
plans and ensuring that workers get the retirement
{)aeneflts they’'ve been promised are about to become

President Bush planned to sign the bill Thursday
and has already praised it as “the most comprehensive
reforms to America’s pension system in over 30
years.”

The massive legislation reflects the evolution of
workers’ retirement benefits — the decline in tradi-
tional pensions that give retired employees a fixed

payment each month and the rise of defined-contribu-

tion savings plans that rely on workers to build retire-
ment assets.

It could also save taxpayers from {unding a multl
billion-dollar bailout of the federal agency that insures
pension plans.

Some critics, such as the Pension Rights Center, say
the changes do nothing to stop companies from freez-
ing their pensions and, with time, will weaken the
pension system. '

Capture of suspected drug lord

unlikely to be death blow for Tijuana cartel

MEXICO CITY (AP) — The capture of suspected drug
lord Francisco Javier Arellano Felix is unlikely to
deal a death blow to the Tijuana cartel that bears his
family name, partly because his reputation had little
to do with his leadership abilities, experts said.

Although U.S. authorities announced Wednesday
that they had “taken the head off the snake” with the
arrest of Arellano .Felix aboard a boat off Mexico'’s
Pacific coast on Monday, the gang has effectively lost
much of its influence over the years.

“For the war against drugs, this means nothing,
since Francisco Javier was not an important part of
the organization,” said Jesus Blancornelas, a Tijuana
journalist who has chrecnicled the city’s drug trade for
decades and was wounded in a 1997 assassination
attempt linked to the cartel.

“Francisco Javier was a sort of playboy,” said
Blancornelas. “He likes to spend money and enjoy his
fame. He drives aroundin luxury cars.”

Even the nickname of the 36-year-old suspect sug-
gested his secondary status: “El Tigrillo,” or “The
Little Tiger.”

Fighters escort London-to-Washington

flight diverted to Boston after outburst

BOSTON (AP) — Two fighter jets were scrambled to
escort a London-to-Washington flight to an emergency
landing in Boston after a disturbance in which pas-
sengers said a woman in a jogging suit paced up and
down the aisle, peppering her incoherent mutterings
with the word “Pakistan.”

The federal official for Boston’'s Logan International
Airport said there was no indication of terrorism, but
passengers said Wednesday they were unnerved by
the woman and by the military response, just a week
after authorities in London said they foiled a terror
plot to blow up flights to the U.S.

“It was a harrowing two hours,” said Antony Nash,
31, who was on his way home to San Diego and was
seated near the woman.

“I noticed F-15s next to the plane. I said, ‘Oh my
God.’ And then we saw the emergency vehicles” wait-
ing on the tarmac, Nash said.

Gov. Mitt Romney said the 59-year-old woman was
from Vermont and became so claustrophobic and
upset that she needed to be restrained. The FBI in
Boston said the woman, a U.S. citizen, was arrested on
charges of interfering with a flight crew.

Yeater said the recent
rain was crucial in the
development of this year’s
cotton crop.

This summer’s hot tem-
peratures were speeding
up the crop’s growth,
Yeater said, and this

week’s rain will only
speed up the process even
more.

The result is that cotton
planted early in the grow-
ing season might be ready
for the gin as early as
October, he said.

“What we don’t know
about is the cotton plant-
ed late this season,”
Yeater said. “I think
we’'ve got enough mois-

ture to finish it ... but I
don’t know if we’ll have
enough time to finish it.

“To that end, Patsy
would have known very
in-depth information
about this gentleman that
they were looking at as a
possible suspect,” Paugh
said. “Did she know that
they were going to actual-
ly make an arrest? She
probably had a hint but

Karr’s father, Wexford
Karr of Atlanta, told The
Denver Post that he
feared his son may have
been dead before
Wednesday's arrest
because he hadn’t heard
from him in several
years.

The Post reported that
Karr disappeared after
being released from jail
in 2001 in California
where he had been held

on child pornography.

charges. Wexford Karr
tood the newspaper that
his son had told him he
was behind bars in con-
nection with the Ramsey
case.

Sonoma County Chief
Deputy District Attorney
Joan Risse confirmed the
pornography charges and
an outstanding arrest
warrant against a John
M. Karr, though she cau-
tioned she didn’t know if
he was the same person
held in the Ramsey case.

District Attorney Mary
Lacy said the arrest fol-
lowed several months of
work, but she said no
details would be released
until a news conference
on Thursday.

A law enforcement
source, speaking on con-
dition of anonymity, told
the AP that Karr had been
communicating periodi-
cally with somebody in
Boulder who was cooper-
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“ment

ating with law enforce-
officials. A
spokesman for the
University of Colorado,
Barrie Hartman, con-
firmed that journalism
professor Michael Tracey,
communicated with Karr
over several months and
contacted police.

Tracey, who produced a
documentary in 2004
called “Who Killed
JonBenet?,” could not be
located for comment. A
woman who answered the
phone at a number under
his name said he didn’t
live there anymore; his
office phone mailbox was
full.

JonBenet was found
beaten and strangled in
the basement of the fami-
ly’s home in Boulder on
Dec. 26, 1996. Patsy
Ramsey reported finding
a ransom note in the
house demanding $118,000
for her daughter.

The image of little
blonde-haired JonBenet
in a cowgirl costume and
other beauty pageant out-
fits has haunted TV talk
shows ever since, helping
feed myriad theories
about her Kkiller, and the
case became one of the
most sensational
unsolved murder cases in
the nation.

Over the years, some
experts suggested that
investigators had botched
the ‘case so thoroughly
that it might never be
solved.

verbally was left for six
hours on a hot school bus,
his mother said.

A Dallas Independent
School District employee
spotte. Uriel Arellano
sleeping on the bus
Tuesday as temperatures
rose above 100 degrees.
The bus’ windows were
down, keeping it cooler
than if they were closed.

Uriel Arellano’s mother
said that when she
learned he'd been left on
the bus, she thought he
was dead.

“It is something I would
not wish on anyone,”
Emma Arellano told
Dallas television station
WFAA. “... It is totally
unacceptable for any
thing like this to ever
happen.”

There is a system in
place to make sure chil-
dren are not left on buses.
Drivers with Dallas
schools are supposed to
look in every seat to make
sure no child is -~left
behind. And special pink
signs are supposed to be
left on the window as a
reminder the bus was
checked.

“It is my understanding
that she went outside the
bus and put the sticker
outside and walked from
outside instead of inside,”
said Deane Hullender of
the Dallas school district.

The driver was placed
on administrative leave,
the station reported.

“I can’t believe the lady
didn’t see him when he is
such a big kid,” Arellano
said. “It’s hard to believe
she didn't see him.”

Rain floods

El Paso — again

EL PASO (AP) — Cars
with water up to their
wheel wells were strand-
ed on an interstate access
road Wednesday, a day
after President Bush
declared this West Texas
city a federal disaster
area because of recent
flooding.

Police blocked some
freeway exit ramps to
keep cars from flooded
areas. An El Paso police
spokesman said there had
been numerous calls
about the latest flooding,
but no reports of major
damage or injuries.

Flooding has also been
reported in other parts of
El Paso County, an area
hit hard two weeks ago
when it was inundated
with nearly 15 inches of

rain — almost twice the
area’s -annual rainfall —
in about a week.

On Tuesday, Bush
declared El Paso a disas-
ter area, opening the door
for federal aid after rock
and mud slides exacerbat-
ed the flooding damage.

It therefore makes perfect sense
to find out exactly where you stand
by using Blackwood directly over
one club.

East led the ace of diamonds,
continued with the three after West
signaled with the seven, and North
went down three, losing 300 points.

South had bid
notrump first, so West should have
made the opening lead.

If South had realized that East’s
diamond lead was out of tumn, he
could then, as declarer, have prohib-
ited West from leading a diamond.

Flirting with Jaguar’s
crossover concept

Jaguar says its mission
today is simple: Produce
fast, beautiful cars that
are desired worldwide.

But can Jaguar really
survive in today’'s world
without a truck?

Or at least something
that looks like a truck?

The Lexus RX330 is the
best-selling model of the
best-selling luxury brand,
and it's a crossover — a
vehicle that's built on a
car platform but offers
the same Kind of ulility
and appearance as a sport
utility vehicle.

BMW, meanwhile, has
its X3 and X5.SAVs, short
for sports-activity vehi-
cles.

Acura has its MDX.
Mercedes has its M-Class.
Porsche even has its
Cayenne.

These vehicles have
played key roles in boost-
ing the sales for their Jux-
ury brands, said Tom
Libby, director of indus-
try analysis for the Power
Information Network, a
subsidiary of J D. Power
and Associates.

But the closest Jaguar
comes to offering truck-
like utility is its X-Type

sportwagon. The wagon is
a utilitarian version of
Jaguar’s best-selling,
entry-level vehicle, the X-
Type. But the X-Type has
been chastised as hurting
Jaguar’s brand image by
being too bland and
affordable for the exclu-
sive brand.

With no Jag crossover
to choose, Jaguar cus-
tomers have been left
dreaming about what one
could look like. Some
experts said they envision
a crossover that is sexier
than anything else on the
market, with its familiar,
exclusive hood ornament.

For now, this much is
clear: The - lack of a
crossover or SUV seems
to be costing Jaguar cus-
tomers.

Jaguar nameplate loyal-
ty has.- dropped by more
than half since 2003, and
part of that decline is
caused by Jaguar cus-
tomers trading in their
cars for trucks, or vehi-
cles that look like trucks.

Seven years later, Garcia still seeking major title

MEDINAH, Ill. — Sergio Garcia
was still a teenager back in 1999,
filled with bravado and potential,
and eager to take on Tiger Woods
and anyone else standing in his
way of being the No. 1 player in
the world.

With a stunning shot from
behind a tree and a leap across
the 16th fairway at The PGA
Championship, it looked as if he
was off and running.

Seven years later, though, he
remains stuck with the rest of
the pack, still chasing Woods and
that first major title.

“Of course when you come out,
you think that you’re going to rip
the world apart and you don’t

think about anybody else,” the
Spaniard said Wednesday. “But
as you keep playing, you realize
how many good players are out
here and how many players actu-
ally can win a tournament that
single week.

“It’s not easy.”

Never is that more clear than
this week, as the PGA returns to
Medinah for the first time since
“El Nino” took the place by
storm. It's Woods and Phil
Mickelson who are all the rage
now, winners of five of the last
seven majors and paired together
for only the fourth time at a
major.

Garcia, meanwhile, finds him-
self as little more than a
sideshow. Oh, people are certain-
ly talking about him. But they're

‘either asking about that tree or
why he’s inferited the dreaded
“best player never to win a
major” - mantle that dogged
Mickelson for so many years.
“Sergio, obviously as we all
know, he’s got all the talent in
the world,” Woods said. “He’s
come close on several occasions,
and it’s just a matter of doing the
right things at the right time.
But he’s put himself there. You
put yourself there enough times,
you're going to get it done.”
illinois golf coach Mike Small
was the first to tee off Thursday,
drawing warm applause from the
few hundred who came out early
on the cool, partly cloudy morn-
ing.

Owens finally off the bike, back on the field

OXNARD, Calif. — Yes, that
was Terrell Owens on the field
with his Dallas Cowboys team-
mates. No, they didn't simply
move the bike out there.

Sidelined the previous 14 train-
ing sessions with a hamstring
problem, TO finally practiced
Wednesday in pads and a football
helmet — not a bike helmet and
shorts. Though he said he still
wasn’t 100 percent, Owens took
part in the nearly 2 1/2-hour
practice and, as has been his cus-
tom throughout camp, was the
last player on the field.

under your skin a little bit.”

Every point counts

With four races to go before the Chase, Nextel Cup teams
balance the desire for race wins with the need for points

“But when you have a chance to win, you
throw all that out the window and you have to
go after winning the race and not worry about
anything else.”

Balancing the competitive desire to go after a
victory against the larger issue of maintaining a
top-10 spot in the standings over the next four
weeks might wind up being the difference
between having a shot at the title or not.

Kasey Kahne’s situation, in fact, shows just

how fine that line can be.

Kahne has been involved in last-lap incidents
in each of the past two races, a crash at
Indianapolis and a run off the course at Watkins
Glen. Combined, those two incidents have cost
him perhaps 90 to 100 points. ¢

Going into this weekend, Kahne is 54 points
outside the top 10. Add back 100 points and
he'd be ninth in the standings.

The gap between those inside the Chase and
those trying to make it widened a bit at Watkins
Glen. It’s another 118 points back to 12th-placé
Kurt Busch, with Greg Biffle eight behind
Busch and Carl Edwards 11 behind Biffle. As
long as 10th-place Dale Earnhardt Jr. starts the
race on Sunday, nobody besides Kahne could
catch him in the standings this weekend even by
winning the race and leading the most laps.

But this is not the final weekend of the *‘reg-
ular season.” Those chasing those currently in
the Chase still have four races to make up
ground, and every point counts.

And the way to earn the most points you can
is to do what Harvick did at the Glen.

“When you have a good car, you have to run
in the top 10 because all the guys that you're
racing against run in the top 10 pretty much
every week,” Harvick said. “When you have the
car that can win a race, you need to try to do
everything you can to win because it’s not easy
to win in this deal. _
