Queen’s father, Harold, expressed 
concern about Ms son’s condition after 
a 50-mlnute meeting in Zurich, 
Switzerland, Saturday morning. But 
he said later in the day that the 28- 
year-old diplomat was improving 
“abnoat hoir by hour. His mind is 
clear. His spirit is great, the mood is 
excellent. He is coming back fast to be 
the same boy we knew."

One of t te  first things Harold Queen 
said aRer his first meeting with Ms 
son was: "Richard is not as we have 
known him when we last saw him a 
year ago."

Ute younger Queen is reported to 
have lost 10 to IS pounds ip the last few 
weeks, and to be suffering a 
neurolo^cal daorder that has con­
tributed to dizziness, a lack of coor­
dination and stiffness on his leR side.

U.S. State Department officials said 
he would undeigo extensive tests at 
the three story complex, regarded as 
one of the most modem and well- 
equipped outside the United States.

Soviets see Carter policy 
as inconsistent, officials say

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
.Soviet officials find 
President Carter's foreign 
policy inconsistent and 
consider America to be

trigger-happy" and tem­
pted to attack the Soviets, 
administrabon officials have 
been told

The Soviet view was 
presented to Carter in a 
study by the International 
Communications Agency, an 
independent government 
entity that advises the ad­
ministration on foreign 
perceptions of the United 
States

In a 19-page report 
prepared by Gregory Guroff, 
chiri of the agency's East 
European branch. Soviet 
officials were quoted as 
saying they see Carter's 
foreign policy “ as in- 
consi.stent and. as they like 
to say, ‘zig-zaggy ’ They 
claim to find the U.S. un­
predictable and unreliable”

In this regard, the report 
said, the Soviets have in­
creasingly focused their 
concern personally on Carter 
and his chief advisers, 
viewing the actions of the 
r  S leaders as increasingly 
hostile toward the Soviri 
Union

'To the extent that Soviets 
‘-ee policy as a function of 
personality. they are 
cautiously optimistic that 
the relationship can only 
improve after the election, in 
part on the grounds that 
Americans cannot long 
Ignore the importance of a 
workable relationship with 
the Soviet Union

“ At the same time, there is 
a strong feeling that the 
Soviet Union cannot do 
business with the current 
president.’’ it added The 
report noted, however, that 
“tne cumulative effect of 
American actions of Has 
spring is beginning to raise 
doubts that Preaidmt Carter 
has been the sole reason for 
declining relations ’’

Soviets at all levels see

AUSTIN — Town drunks 
could beh eaded for treat- 
mert centers instead of jail if 
the 1981 Texas Legislature 
adapts a propoaal currently 
being prefuned by a House 
committee.

“Tliis plan emphasizes 
treatment rather than in­
carceration,” says State 
Rep. Mike Ezzell of Snyder, 
who is heading an interim 
com m ittee’s study of 
alcohol-related problems.

The committee’s work is 
incompelte, so details are 
lacking. A fourth draft of 
proposed legislation is under 
way.

Also lacking is a price tag 
on the treatment centers that 
would be needed under the 
legislation. Supporters say 
th ^  won’t  know the cost 
unW a final version of the bill 
is agreed on.

Legislation requiring a 
center in every town would 
be expensive, they say, while 
one emphasizing a reigional 
approadi would be less so.

The basis of the propoaal is 
the decrim inalization of 
public intoxicatlan.

Currently, a person who is 
drunk in puUic can be 
hauled off to ja il. The 
proposal being studied would 
remove that possibility 
unless the person was 
breaking another law.

Becky Davis, ad ­
ministrative assistant for the 
Texas Commission on 
Alcoholism, says the general 
proposal would require a law 
enforcement officer to 
determine whether a person 
is a threat to hlnmdf cr 
herself, or to the public.

’’The officer could offer 
help, take him to a treatment 
center or take him home,” 
she said. ’’But he couldn’t 
force the issue.”

If the person is in­
capacitated, the officer 
could take the person into 
protective custody and seek 
help at a treatment center, 
she said.

TTie proposal is expected to 
draw opposition from people 
who fear it would let drunks 
clatter up the streets or 
permit them to get away 
with other crimes.

Ezzell said he hopes these 
fears can be eased with facts 
discovered by his com-

How bad can a man be whose idea of 
a fun evening is to go home, put on his 
'jamas and watch “Little House on the 
Prairie?”

I have been asking myself that 
question about Ronald Reagan for 
sometime, and I now have an answer 
in the form of another question. The 
other question to: Cton Ronald Reagan 
control his own right wing?

By himself, Reagan makes a pretty 
poor excise for a menace. He comes 
on warm and friemfly and with the 
decent instincts of the Midwestern 
small town. While he seems to lack 
truly intimate friends, nothing in his 
record announces that he is — to cite 
qualities associated with three recent 
presidents — mean, vicious or 
megalocnania ca I.

AS GOVERNOR OF CAUPORMA 
he was far less silty than he sounded. 
His appointments were on the whole 
good appointments He did no serious 
d a m a ^  to the university. If he saved 
money on welfare, as he claims, it was 
in large part because he accepted 
provisions made by the Democratic 
majority in the legislature that — by 
funding abortions — drastically 
reduced the number of children on the 
public assistance roles 

Even though he is often misin­
formed on details, his errors of fact 
turn out to be insigniftcant. For 
example, he was wrong in asserting 
that Vietnam veterans are not eligible 
for the benefits of the GI BiU of 
Rights But the general point he 
sought to make was right on — 
namely that the country needs to do 
more to keep up ita reserve fororn.

For all those reasons, the efforts to 
paint Reagan aa a black villain don't 
come off They turn into quibbles 
about what he really said and really 
meant They convince only the 
already convinced.

Still if Reagan-as-bad-guy is a 
myth, there really and truly is such a 
thing as the far right wing of the 
Republican Party Its members 
adhere to a wide range of ideas ob­
noxious to just government and a 
decent society They are dead serious 
in their beliefs, and they line up 
behind Reagan with an intent to 
assume mastery of government and 
shape national policy 

In the economic field, the far right 
position is well-defined It is the 
position associated with Professor 
Arthur Laffer of the University of 
Southern California The "Laffer 
Cur\e” purports to demonstrate that 
the tax system is so inefficient that big 
cuts in business levies would actually 
yield more revenues 

That proposition is repudiated by 
almost all serious economists, in­
cluding — on “Meet the Press” this 
p u t  Sunday — former Secretary of 
the Treasury George Shultz As Mr 
Schultz pointod out, unless tax cuts 
are dosely linked with spending cuts, 
they would generate nanous inflation. 
But the abaolute need for such linkage 
is not acknowledged by the far right

IN FOREIGN POUCY, too. there is 
an eatablished right-wing position. It 
is a position rooted in blind ideological 
anticommunism, and favored by 
many of Reagan's advisers It finds 
expression in several disutrous 
notions.

Mood flow to 
the intestinal tract can drop by as 
much as 80 percent You can see why 
in such cases something would have to

Slow down your pace a bit to see if 
that corrects the situation If it 
doesn't, then “something rise" might 
be going on The condition you 
describe is discussed by Richard 
Fogoroa. M.D., in the Journal of the 
American Metical Association (May 
2.1980)

country for my school team, but my 
doctor found protein in my urine and 
made me stop running. I would just as 
soon let my kidneys go as s ti^  this 
sport, which I love Wlwt do you say '

You are carrying sports dedication 
to ridiculoua lengths Ignoring the 
doctor's instructions might jeopardize 
your future in the sport

Your doctor knows your condition 
best and you should follow his advice 
However, his ben might be a tem­
porary precaution pending a further 
study Many athletes have protein in 
their urine after they have run long 
distances It’s a fairiy common fin­
ding.

But doctors cannot base advice on 
“common findings.” If the urinary 
protein is a result of strenuous 
physical activity, then it should 
diMppear after a couple of days’ rest

Let's get the terminology right 
There are three basic heat 

proMema They are heat cramps, heat 
exhaustion and heat stroke — in order 
of seriousness

The least severe problem — cramp­
ing — requires removal to a cool 
place, plenty of water and rest 

Heat exhaustion is more serious 
The person's skin is pale, he is 
sweating profusely and there may be 
extreme weakness The body tem­
perature is normal or only slightly 
elevated Again, the treatment is 
removal to a cool place, offering of 
fluids and rest He may need extended 
rest, up to three days 

Heat stroke is an emergency The 
person’s skin Is dry and red. He loaes 
conscioianess or is very confused His 
temperature may be as high as 106 
For this, the peraon should be placed 
in a cod bath or immediatley taken to 
the hoapital. Fhids should not be 
farced if he is unconscious 

About salt: Salt Ubiets should not 
be given by themselvei They require

quart of water Is all tkafa needed. 
Then offer the victim a glaas or two.

An enterprising fellow sold 
packeto of homemade rate 
poison^eside the packets on 
a cloth, he displayed several 
dead rats — testimonials, he 
said, brought to him by 
satisfied ciBtomers

Jiading’s peasant market 
thrives, showing that China’s 
agriculture, which has been 
through many tortuous turns 
since the communist take­
over in 1949. is turning once 
more This time, it is toward 
personal freedom

Private gardens, restrict­
ed or condemned in the late 
1940s in the chaotic days of

nsjki.
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the Cultural Revolution, are 
all right again. ITie woman 
who asked me to move out of 
her customers* way 
reckoned that her family's 
p o stag e-stam p  g a rd n e , 
worked in spare  hours, 
would earn 100 yuan a  year 
— about 999. That equals two 
months’ pay in commune 
fields in Shanghai.

“They try to come to the 
market with crops the state 
market doesn’t have,” a 
government official ob­
served. while looking ap­
provingly at mounds of 
onions and greens. "These 
vegetables are fresher, and 
so people WT willing to pay 
more for them.” The nearby 
state market offered nothing 
like thy variety of the fair 
that morning: the one 
plentiful vegetable, cauli­
flower, looked bedraggled

You must rise early in 
Jiading (no problem for 
(Tiinese. who are out in 
droves at dawn) to witness 
this slice of free enterprise 
The fair takes place for only 
an hour. At 7 a m the unsold 
provender is bundled up 
Some people go to factory 
jotx; most go out to the flat 
farmland. ‘ '

It is ditched dhd dUctNlinto 
a checkerboard of colon — 
tawny here wUh rice, green 
there with cabbage, white 
over yonder with tufts of 
cotton In the gray gloom of 
an aubunn morning, waves 
of bonneted silhouettes move 
across these fields, scything 
rice and clawing earth with 
heavy forks on long bamboo 
poles Men haul baskets of 
compost from a pit and 
dump it on fields where 
others are planting rape, a 
source of animal fodder and 
vegetable dl

Occasionally a tractor 
rumbles past, and in the 
distance a water buffalo 
pulls a plow But mostly the 
expencM energy is human 
To a group of Arkansas rice 
farmers about to visit China, 
an Anterican agricultural 
specialist observed: "You 
won’t see much farming, but 
you will see some of the most 
Intensive gardening in the 
world”

To feed its nearly 1 billion 
people, China has yet no 
choice except to continue 
back-numbing agricultural 
practices But whife trying to 
make agriculture more 
productive. China is alao 
trying now to make farming 
more palatable to its rural 
ntssses, 90 percent of the 
populatian

After coming to power 31 
years ago, the communiste 
seized tte  estates of land­
lords and parcried them out 
to landless peasants. Then. 
Iryiag to find the key to 
g rea ter efficiency, the 
government organized small 
farms into mutual aid teams, 
nsxt into oooparstivas, then 
into coUsetives. n iese  last 
consolidatad the hoMIngs of 
whole villages or evan 
several vHlages. and ended 
the brief flirtation with 
private fann ownership.

L ater the "people’s 
commune” emerged, to be 
plunged into ideological 
tflm tes  in 1989 like moat of 
CMiia wMh the beginning of 
the Cidtaral Revolution. 
Production of badly needed 
tractors and fertUizar area 
slosrsd. llie  CMnoM govam- 
maat dhefoaed last year 
ttiet, while grain prodn^ o n 
roae sulMtantially batwaen

Farm work is still de­
manding in China. "We were 
out here until lO last night," 
said Shang Min Ling, one of 
two score women forting the 
earth of a field near Jia^ng. 
“We came back at 7 this 
morning”

'Hie land near Shanghai 
never rests It receives 
plenty of w ater from 
irrigation canals and the 
winter dimate is mild. The 
inner d ty  is a cornucopia of 
fertilizer — human waste 
and garbage that is barged 
out to communes and 
dumped into compost pits, 
where (the Chinese claim) 
several months of “curing” 
destroys harmful bacteria 
Tltree crops are possible In a 
year

On that long workday in 
November. Mrs. Shang and 
her co-workers were in the 
busy “three season time." 
when crops such as rice must 
be harvrated. crops such as 
'winter # heat mu$t be 
’plaMtM. the 
must be^repured  for stM 
other crops, siich as r  
turnips

Mrs. Shang’s 16-year-old 
daughter. Xiu Ying, worked 
beside her mother, begin­
ning what may be a lifetime 
of farm labor A few months 
earlier she had finished the 
eighth grade — the limit of 
education for most Chinese.

Fair-skinned under her 
bonnet, the looked too 
feminine and frail for the 
fields But when asked If she 
liked the work, she answered 
with the resolution a 
foreigner usually hears from 
Chinese workers: “This is 
very important. Through my 
work, we can increase agri­
cultural production”

“We feel happy to do this.’’ 
her mother added Mrs 
Shang and her daughter 
belong to the Cheng Dong 
Fteople’s Commune, which 
counts 25.(XK> people and 
farms 1,761 hectares (about 
4.350 acres) of land It 
produces rice, wheat, cotton, 
pork, a small quantity of 
ve^tables. and in long, cool 
buildings, thousands of 
pounds of mushrooms

Like others of China’s 
50.000 communes, it has 
branched into m anufac­
turing. In one of lu  35 fac­
tories, 360 women produce 
towels. Other factories turn 
out such products as bicycle 
wheels, iron castings, and 
electrical parts.

Not far from the field 
where Mrs. Shang worked, a 
dozen men shoaled  mud 
from small boats Slowly, 
laboriously, they were filling 
an oM canal, a reminder that 
China — a I and slightly 
larger than the United States 
— needs eveiy aquare meter 
of farmland. Even the edges 
of paths were planted with 
turnips, cabbai 
onions.

Texans finally getting used to heat

The mercury continues to 
creep above 100, but doctors 
say Texans finally are 
getting used to the heat

At least 88 persons have 
died of heatstroke or related 
causes since temperatures 
shot above 100 June 23. But in 
Dallas County, where 70 of 
the deaths nave occured, 
medical examiners said they 
have not seen a heat victim 
since Tussday.

Doctors say most people 
suspectible to heat prooleins 
fell victim to the 110 and 113 
degree temperatures two 
weeks ago. Others, 
physicians say, have became 
acclimated to the weather, a 
process that usually takes 
about two weeks.

“When the body gets really 
hot. It starts unloading every 
hormone we know of. It’s 
really spooky,” said Dr. 
James Knoechel of South­
western Medical School in 
Dallas! "E ventuaPy, it 
learns Itiow wd>h < 'Sf-̂  
fldentlwio co h M  hes8:‘*:

Dr Gary Hart, aUb of

Southwestern, said in 
prolonged hot sptdls, the 
heart pumps faster to cool 
the body, the amount of salt 
in perspiration decreases 
and the amount of blood in 
the body increases by about 
20 percent. Some people 
notice their veins are more 
pronounced during the hot 
summer months, he added.

“ It’s not comi^etely clear 
how it all nts togethw, but 
sonMhow, the b o ^  becomes 
more efficient and generates 
less heat,” Hart said.

More then 20 cities broke 
the century mark Friday and 
forecasters said highs 
Saturday should reach 107 in 
Dallas-Fort Worth and 109 in 
Wichita Falls, usually the 
two hot spots in the state.

Residents acron  the state 
are making adjustments to 
the weather Many cities 
have asked citizens to 
voluntarily cut down on lawn 
watering and in Houston and 
Sweetwater city councils

Candy Man’ maintains 
innocence in murder
HUNTSVILLE, T exas 

(AP) — He is a big man, 
bordering between stout and 
fat. His eyes are pale blue, so 
light that when the morning 
sun reflects on lis face, they 
seem to ha ve no color a t all.

He is Ronald Clark 
O’Bryan, called by his fellow 
inmates on Texas Death Row 
as the "Candy Man” , known 
to others as “the man who 
Idlled Halloween.”

He is sentenced to die for 
the death of his 8-year-old 
son Tim, who O’Bryan said 
in a recent interview, “Was 
very close to me. I never did 
a n j^ n g  to that boy. I loved 
Mm. I taught him to ride bis 
Uke, and we did a lot of 
th in u  together, fishing, 
playing ball, just wrestling

When Tim died, O’Bryan 
said, “ I felt anger and then 
sadness and then depression. 
1 wanted somebody to pay 
for the death of my son. The 
police were lo s in g  for 
somebody to convict. I 
became the scapegoat. I was 
convicted of something I 
didn’t do ”

O’Bryan was sentenced to 
death by a jury after his 
conviction of murdering Ms 
son with cyanide-laced 
Halloween candy to collect 
Insuranoe benefits.

A former resident of Deer 
Park, a Houston suburb, and 
an optical conapany em- 
pioyM, O’Bryan has been on 
Death Row for almmt six 
years.

On that Halloween night in 
1974, O’Bryan allegedly gave 
the deadly candy to his son 
and daughter and three other 
childran.

’Tim was the only one of the 
flve ddldrsn to eat the 
candy. He becam e sick 
inuaadlatafy and was rushed 
toahospitiu.

He dtod one hour later.

Kbiicity on my case, I 
lieve it has influenced the 

courts The courts just won’t 
get down and look at my 
case”

O’Bryan insisted, as he has 
for years, “I had nothing to 
do with the death at my son. 
The police wanted to convict 
somebody and I was con­
victed Now, everybody says 
leave it alone, we have our 
scapegoat. We have someone 
to blame.

“But if one judge, just one, 
would take the time to reatl 
the transcripts, he would 
understand there is not 
testimony based on facts. It 
is all circumstantial.”

When you have only cir­
cu m sta n tia l ev idence , 
O’Bryan said, each link 
“must be put toigether before 
you can make a noose. That 
noose, in case, is non­
existent. Even the key 
witness for the state coultki^ 
identify me. I can prove I 
was never id some places 
where witnesses said I was. 
If some judge would Just 
take dm t im ,n e  would know 
Ineodanew trial.”

^ O’Bryan was chainBaB at 
the parent-taacheir 
orgaaisanon In hie neigh- 
borhood. He was active ta 
the Baptist church, one of the 
those who handtod a bus 
mlatotry project. Ha was a 
volunteer for youth 
programs at the churdi and 
was a teacher for a BaptM 
training daos.

O’Bryan said, “1 don’t like 
being on Death Row because 
I don’t dsaerve to be here. 
You know we had a Mg 
chinabeny tree In our yard 
and Tim and I and some 
other Idde in the 
horhood wouM get U 
and have chfamberry 
like I did oa a kid.

Finding things for the 
Cubans to do has been one of 
the most difficult tasks faced

Parents, meanwhile, sit 
and watch nearby in the 
shade of a barracks.

Some of the Cubans 
arrived at this resettlement 
center, which federal of­
ficials dubbed “Freedom 
City," as long ago as May 18 
The first question usually 
asked of a visitor is "When 
may I leave’ ”

The Red Cross oversees 
recreation and educabon 
activities at the camp 

"Beginning English, of 
course, is the most popular," 
said Nan Clingman, of the 
relief agency Other classes 
taught are American history 
and "basic survival," she 
said

In the mess halls, Cubans 
can be seen sweeping floors 
and wiping tables, ex­
plaining thatpthey simply 
want to be active 

Officials emphasize that

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
use of a new drug — 
described as the most 
promising of its kind in two 
decades — has produced 
(b-amabc results in a recent 
series of kidney transplants, 
doctors say, offering hope 
for other breakthroughs in 
the transplant field 

B a r r in g  u n fo re s e e n  
complicationB, the new agent 
— a fungi extract — should 
lead to “revolutionary ad­
vances” in all forms of 
human organ tra n ­
splantation in the near 
future, according to a team 
of scientists working with 
Dr. Thomas E. Starzl of 
Denver, the recognized 
world leader in kidney 
transplantation 

Using the new drug and 
kidneys from cadavers, the

Choate 
wiU be attempting to land a 
spot on the team  at 
linebacker, Kelso on either 
the offensive or defensive 
lines.

Both men had heralded 
college careers. Choate, 6’, 
255, was a two-time AH 
Southwest (inference pick 
at linebacker while playing 
forSMU.

Kelso, 6’4” , 270, on the 
other hand, made the 197W 
NAIA All-American team, 
playing defensive tackle at 
Howard Payne University in 
the competitive Lone Star 
Conference. He also made 
all-Lone Star Conference last 
year.

This will be Choate's 
second training camp. He 
signed in 1979 with the 
Atlanta Falcons as a free 
agent. While with the 
Falcons, Choate became a 
stellar performer on the 
specialty teams during the 
pre-season.

In a game with the St. 
Louis Cardinals, Choate 
broke his leg and stayed on 
the inactive list through 
most of the 1979 season

Choate was released in 
November of last year. He 
worked out during the first 
half of the season while the 
leg was healing

Choate had originally felt 
that he would be back in the 
Falcons camp this July, but 
during the spring he sensed 
something was not right 
about his status with the 
Falcons front office and the 
coaching staff He began 
looking elsewhere He signed 
as a free agent with Houston 
in May.

Battle of AnHetam in the north where 
the supposed bloodiest battle in the 
world was fought during the civil war. 
Tlie Monunaent of Texas Volunteers 
was viewed, a memorial to the 800 
Texans killed in the battle. This battle 
was a tim ing point in the Civil War 
with 2,300 casualties in one 30 minute 
battle and 4,000 in another three-hour 
battle, the latter on a road now known 
as Bloody Lane.

Johnny also has a skeleton of a 
homed toad, and says that the an 
Kylosaunis evolved into the homed 
toad. Other experts, however, claim 
that the ankylosaurus of tHe 
cnistaceouB period evolved into ^  
glyptodonand then into thearmadillo.’

"The response has been 
remarkable, says the Little People's 
designer, Xavier Roberts, whom 
employees deem a creative genius 
Roberts signs the Little People 
Babies’ tiny bottoms in limited 
editions, intriguing collectors and 
raising the value of these first few 
thousand soft sculptures Mrs Wise 
said that in the hall of BabyLand 
General Hospital stands a “Little 
People Boy” with arms outstretched 
which is worth $10,000 now

The “adoption agents,” along with 
their name tag descriptions, insist 
that “some are mischievous, others 
have fussy tempers, but mo.st just love 
to be held.”
