So much has been said of
the broad picture that I in-
tend to devote this space to
personal incidents. I distinct-
Iy remember the sunny after-
noon when my troop of Boy
Scouts suited out. We were

- going to lead a parade, and
the town turned out to send
a group of young men off to
war. Some of those who were
going away were: Roy Horn,
Vertrees Langford, Elmer
Strong, Joe Luce, U. N. Davis
and many others. The band
played and the crowd cheered.
On the whole it was very gay,
but I had a sinking feeling in
the pit of my stomach when
the train pulled out of sight.
* * £
The next incident that concerns
my own kin did not begin to dawn
on me in its full import until
years after the war was over. I
had a first cousin on my mother’s
side who graduated at the head. of-
his class from Baylor. His name
was Carroll Thomas. ,He in-
tended to go to another Univer-
sity and study law. But he was
called to the colors, and like Frank
King, he was one of the boys who
never came back. His mother at
first was unable to rationalize the
fact that her only son was never

coming home. My uncle spent the
remaining years of his life taking

her from place to place. He died
a few years ago after depleting
his modest savings from a lifetime
of thrift. His wife is living and
is healthy and happy, but none
of us ever mention the war in her
presence, for to her the war has
never ended.
s
Consider a homecoming. Guy
Clay went off in much the
same setting as Roy and Ver-
trees and Elmer. He served at
Verdun, St. Mihiel, Chateau
Thierry, Muese-Argonne, and
on the defensive sector. For
his heroic work he was later
decorated by the French Gov-
ernment. He went off while
the bands were playing, but
when he came back no crowd
was there. And in all of the
years between only two men
have been thoughtful enough
to stop and thank him for of-
fering 'his life in the .service
of his country. Thete is no
bitterness in him and he is
forging' ahead in life by work-
ing hapd, but he is one of the
many who knows of the glory
of war.

Another instance concerns Potts
Fulton who also saw service with
the first American troops in
France. He knows what it is to
face death and to live amid mud
and slimé¢ and blood, but more
terrible than any of these he
learned what it is to face the
choice of either killing a man you
have never seen before or else die
yourself.. Potts came back sound
mentally and physically, but there
are scars’ on his heart. He
worked hard and he tried to find
a secure place for himself but it
eluded him. At long last he has
found it, and today as he enjoys
it he thinks of his fine, tall young
son.

Here is evidence that brings
out the need for tolerance and
sanity when you consider race
and blood.

And here is the
story as it relates to Armistice
day: When President Wilson
addressed Congress, Adolph
Boverie immediately volun-
teered for service. He went in
April. But of the boys who
went from Collingsworth do
you know who it was that
served the next longest term in
the American army in Europe?
That was Carey Stall. He
served 23 months loyally and
faithfully and well. By race
one was a full blooded French-
man. By race the other was
a full blooded German. \Actu-
ally they were sons of Collings-
worth. They were true Amer-
icans. In the ecritical days
ahead, - remember ~Carey and
Adolph.

And here is an item in a lighter
vein that concerns men who could
tell something much more “serious.
One'day in France Marvin Somer-
ville and Coon Cocke were getting
ready to start to the front. They
met Roger Collins who was com-
ing back from the front and- who
had a leave of absence. They dis-
covered that he had no money and
each of them began shelling out
their pockets. The obvious answer
to that action .is that they did not
know whether or not they were
ever coming back. They did
know that Roger was going to the
bright lights where he could spend
it. Money did not mean anything
to them. It might mean something
to Roger. - Back in Wellington
years later, Roger kept trying to
find out how much they gave him
that day in France, but none of
them knew. After all, just how
would you count it in dollars and
cents? s .

There are deeper and more

significant facts that could be

told if someone were able to
prize them out of such men as
Frank Price and Bob Tennison
and the others who know what
they know. However isn’t this
enough to give us a clear pic-
ture? Isn’t this enough to
convirrce you fathers and
mothers who have fine young
sons? It can be amplified
without end, but it should be
enough to convince all of us
that as a nation we have a
destiny that is all our own.
In our minds we know the fu-
tility of intervention by this
country. I have written the
paragraphs above in the hope
that we may know it in our
hearts.

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Skyrockets Take Victory

From Cyclone By32To 6

In one of the most spectacular
series of plays the Rockets have
displayed this year, they emerged
victors over the Memphis Cyclone
32 to 6 on Cyclone Field Friday
night, November 3.

Long passes and even longer
runs accounted for the scoring
during the first part of the game,
while during the latter half, the
Rockets resorted to power drives
to add up their tallies.

The Rockets scored first in the
opening period, when Moulton
passed to Stafford 35 yards for a
touchdown.

| Significance Of Armistice Is

Vivid To Ex-Service Men

To some people, the word Arm-
istice only means the end of the
late World War. Some may think
very little of it and others only
remember it when they hear the
whistles at 11 a. m., Nov. 11.

But to the ex-soldier, sailor and
marine, who were in. service dur-
ing the war, it has a different
meaning than to anyone else.

To these men, the word Armis-
tice, or “the 11th” brings a flow
of memories that the civilian sel-
dom understands, and in some in-
stances ex-service men are con-
demned for things they may do
on Armistice Day. This would not
happen if every one knew or
could realize what was on the
minds of the men in service on
November 11, 1918—from the raw
recruit in the training camp at
home to'the seasoned veteran in
the front line trenches.

To some it has just the true
meaning of the word, the tempor-
ary cessation of hostilities, for
they would come home and begin
life’s struggle again where they
had left off. Others, especially
the younger men, did not think of
it in this way, for they were full
of Iife, energy and an eagerness
to get back home, not realizing
the difficulty they would have in
getting back into the scheme of
things. There had been changes
at home and they had become
changed themselves, owing 'to a
different mode of living and dis-
cipline. 3

To some it meant little, for they
were crippled for life and cared
very little abouts anything except
getting home and for that reason
they were glad the Armistice was
signed and others would miss the
fate that had befallen them.

Altogether they were happy be-
cause the war had ended and every
year as the 11th of November

draws near, every ex-service man

will begin to think of what he will
do on Armistice Day (except work,
for they just won’t work unless
they have to) and they will gen-
erally congregate somewhere and
talk the war all over again.

Every ex-service man has a
deep feeling of friendship for
every other ex-service man that
has grown stronger through the
years since the war, and they just
have to get together at times and
as Armistice was something of a
let-down to them in 1918, they
look to November 11 as a time to
stop everything and celebrate the
signing of the Armistice which
they do in various ways.

During the last few years Arm-
istice has come to mean to most
everyone, and especially to ex-ser-
vice men, a holiday, a time for
retrospection, a kind of thanks-
giving. They are all thankful that
they are living and that they live
in a FREE COUNTRY, the ones
who are especially thankful that
they are still able to fight the
battles for their disabled Buddies.

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PEACE COMES OF AGE

In America Peace comes of age on
Saturday. _
® The twenty-one years have seemed so
short a time. Just as'a child grows quickly
into maturity and even its parents are left
a little breathless, so the years of peace
have slipped quickly by.

Those men who were ‘“somewhere in
France” twenty-one years ago will remem-
ber the buddies ‘who didn’t come back and
will pay a tangible tribute to them. All of
us will remember and pay a mental tribute
to them—the men who might have been
farm leaders and merchants and profes-
sional men in Collingsworth County.

To those men over there the first
Armistice, as well as those that have fol-
lowed, had a meaning which none of the
rest of us can ever experience. To those
of us over here, it was church bells ringing
in the crisp, cold November sunshine, and
in the houses, warmth and the closeness
of family.

Peace is a precious thing, but it is a
complex thing and its path is perilous.
Already it has been destroyed in Europe
and in Asia. Nothing can be said here
that has not already been said, except to
add one more plea that our gift to Peace
upon its coming of age shall be a renewed
resolve that we shall not go to war.

RED CROSS IS BUSY

The American Red Cross is calling on
women to aid again in bringing comfort to
victims of the war by knitting sweaters
and making clothing for the thousands
now destitute and homeless.

Norman H. Davis, national chairman,
has announced that the organization hopes
to send 137,000 sweaters and 83,000 winter
dresses to Polish refugees- by January 1,
the garments to be made by American
women in Red Cross chapters all over the
country. '

A special delegation went to Europe
last month to survey the most urgent
needs, which they found greatest among
the Poles, driven from their homes and
country by Hitler. Already purchases of
30,000 suits of heavy underwear, 10,000
pairs of shoes and 5,000 blankets for these
sufferers have been made, but these will
supply only a small percentage of those in
dire need.

The most dynamic force in the direc-

‘thusiastic deep sea fisherman,

tion of the Amel;ican Red Cross is Miss
Mabel Boardman, its general secretary,
who has devoted 40 years to this human-
itarian work without ever receiving a dol-
lar of salary. Under her direction the
organization’s 8,700 local chapters have
been set up, and the splendid work done

during the World War and since was |

largely due to her leadership.

There is no doubt that a generous re-
sponse will be made to the present appeal
in behalf of the unfortunate Polish people.

NEW LAW’S PROVISIONS

Essential points of the new neutrality
law now in effect are the following:

Sale of arms, ammunition and imple-
ments of war generally to belligerent na-
tions is permitted, provided they pay cash
and transport the goods in foreign ships.

Bars American vessels from belligerent
ports. Exceptions are made with respect
to ports in the South Atlantic, and gen-
erally to those not in an actual war zone.
These exceptions may be modified by the
President as circumstances make desir-
able.

Americans are forbidden to travel on
belligerent ships, with certain minor ex-
ceptioms.

The President is authorized to restrict
the use of American ports by belligerent
submarines or armed merchant vessels.
The arming of American merchant ships,
except with small arms, is forbidden.

Dealing in bonds or other obligations
of belligerent nations is forbidden, and no
credit may be extended to them by the
United States or its citizens. No funds
for belligerents may be solicited in the
United States, except for medical aid,
foods and clothing to relieve suffering.

Designation of which are considered
belligerent nations is left to the President.

A STORY-TELLER DIES

Millions of fiction lovers whose tastes
run to tales of the old West were sadden-
ed a few days ago by the sudden death
from heart disease of Zane Grey, one of
the most popular and prolific novelists of
his generation.

Grey was 64 years old, and began his
literary career 35 years ago, after about
six years in the practice of dentistry. His
earlier novels were not very successful,
and it is said that only two persons—a
brother and Lina Elise Both, whom he
married—gave him an encouragement to
continue writing. -

His most spectacularly successful nov-
el, “Riders of the Purple Sage,” was pro-
duced in 1912, eight years after his first
book was accounted a dismal failure. He
wrote in all about 50 novels, which made
him a handsome fortune.

Several years ago Grey became an en-
and in-
dulged in the sport from his palatial yacht,
on which he spent much time. Several of
his later books dealt with the sea and
fishing.

While he could hardly be classed as a
great literary figure, Zane Grey was an
author whose books had a wide popular
appeal, and the world is poorer because
of his passing.

Revised Bill Lists
Rules To Keep

America Neutral

To stay at peace, the United
States operate under a

newly adopted neutrality code.
This revised Neutrality Bill in-
cludes the following provisions:

The embargo against ship-
ments of arms, munitions and
implements of war to belliger-
ent nations is repealed.

American vessels are prohib-
ited from carrying passengers
and goods to ports of countries
at war. This ban does not in-
clude possessions. of belligerents
in specified areas of the West-
ern Hemisphere, South Atlantic,
Pacific and Indian oceans, to
which actual warfare does not
extend.

The President is empowered
to designate by proclamation
combat areas into which and
through which American ships

and citizens may not go.
* * S

will

Cash and carry provision in
the Neutrality Bill provides that
all title to and interest in goods
shipped to belligerents must be
transferred before the products
leave American shores. This
does not apply to materials,
other than arms and munitions,
that American ships may carry
to ports of outlying territories
and possessions of countries at
war.

Granting of credits to a bellig-
erent nation or its agents is pro-
hibited.

American citizens are prohib-
ited from traveling on ships of
belligerent registry except in
accordance with rules issued by
the President.

American merchant vessel
can carry no more small arms
and ammunition than is ordi-
narily necessary for preserva-
tion of discipline.

* * *

It is unlawful for any person
within the United States to pur-
chase or sell bonds or securities
of belligerent nations. Solici-
tation of contributions in behalf
of countries at war is prohib-
ited except for funds collected
by non-governmental nations for
the relief of human suffering.

The President is empowered
to regulate the use of American
ports and territorial waters by
foreign submarines or ‘armed
merchant vessels.

Use of the American flag by
any belligerent vessel to escape
capture is prohibited. Any ship
violating this provision will be

three months.

The Neutrality Bill continues
the life of the Munitions of Con-
trol Board as an agency for li-

- censing and regulating the ex-
ports of arms, ammunition and
implements of war. All makers,
exporters and importers of these
products are required to regis-
ter with the secretary of state,
who is the board’s executive
chairman.

The International TUniform
Sunday School Lesson for Nov.
17,

Text: Matthew 6:19-34.

B * *
In clear, direct expression of

the truth to ordinary men, Jesus
found the power of His words.
Even though portions of His
Sermon on the Mount are some-
what perplexing, there is one
section that is easily applied to
the difficult situations of life.

Jesus tells us that where a
man’s treasure is, there will his
heart be also. That is a self-

evident truth. A man’s treasure |

is not what he calls his treasure,
but that to which he is giving
his life and upon which he would
stake his life. It is important,
therefore, that a man should
seek the true: treasure.

Jesus-saw men laboring and
sacrificing and enduring to build
up for themselves a treasure of
things that had no permanency
or real value. When he saw a
farmer, whose ‘farm had pros-
pered, pulling down his barns
and building larger ones that he
might find a place to store all
his goods, Jesus pointed out that
he had overlooked the most im-
portant thing of all—his life.

“Thou fool, this night thy soul
shall be required of thee, and
whose shall these things be?”
The point is not that this farm-
er was a sinner-or a sinner above
other men, but rather that he
had left out of his calculations
the most important thing of all.
How many of us are wiser than
this prosperous farmer? How
many of us, either in prosperity
or adversity, are putting first
the things that endure, the real
goal and the real worth?

We never attain to the best
and the highest until that treas-
ure in Heaven has become worth

s

more to us than anything else,

the thing to which we give our

hearts and lives. -
It is this same truth that Jesus

.enforces by other illustrations.

If there be anything doubtful or

Did Jesus teach
that we should be utterly un-
mindful of tomorrow, making no
provision for it and living life
only in a sort of hand-to-mouth
existence from day to day? Ohe
can hardly believe that. Even
His reference to the birds which
are fed by the Heavenly Father
would not justify that interpre-
tation, for if anyone has watched
birds he must realize that they
are most active and persistent in
the pursuit of food and the find-
ing of a living. 5

But Jesus saw men filled with
anxious thought, concerned more
about tomorrow than today. He
saw them weakening their ef-
forts because of this anxiety,
and it was in this spirit that He
bade them to seek first the King-
dom of God and to have no
thought for tomorrow.

It is good teaching for those
who seek first the Kingdom of
God, whose hearts and lives are
given over with complete con-
secration to the kingdom of love
and truth; but it would be very
poor teaching for those who had
not made this crucial surrender
of their lives to all that is
noblest and best. Here is the in-
sistent truth of the lesson—that
we should put God’s kingdom
first, not that we should be care-
less slackers in the business of
living.

In auguration of 4 new loan

program on cotton Tuesday,
.and the announcement of a
-comprehensive program of
drouth aid highlighted Wed-
nesday’s news for farmers in
Collingsworth County.

The base rate on the cotton
loans, which are of prime impor-
tance to growers of this section,
‘was set at 8.3 cents for those in
compliance with the government
farm program, a news release from
Washington Wednesday morning
said.

In dollars and cents, Collings-
worth county farmers will receive
about the same as last year, S. K.
Parsons, cotton buyer, said Wed-
.nesday morning. The base rate,
he continued, is the same as last
year.

One difference, however, will be
made, as this year, all classing will
be done at Dallas, Altus, or Lub-
bock by government cotton class-
ers, whereas the classing was
- done here last year. Government
classing was used, however, in
1937.

As to when farmers may start
making applications for the loans,
Mr. Parsons stated that no word
had been received locally, and he
indicated that it may be a week
or ten days before this can be
started.

Concerning the drouth relief, the
plan for which was drafted at the
request of President Roosevelt, de-
tails have not been released, but
are expected within a few days.
Collingsworth and surrounding
counties are included in the drouth
area and will be eligible for aid,
information received here, indi-
cated.

Co-operation in these plans are
the farm security administration,
the farm credit administration, the
disaster loan corporation, and the
federal surplus commodities K cor-
poration.

Veteran Speaks

Are Compared

(Vernon Atkinson, who served
for two years in the World War
without being wounded and who
was with the Army of Occupa-
tion in Germany in 1918, gives
herein his opinion of French and _
German ideals. He also gives
his views of part of the present
war problems).

The German peopte are more
progressive and industrious than
the French but the French are the
freest. The French know the war

game better than any other peo-
ple. Considering the difference in
the ideals of the two peoples it
will be quite a hard matter for
them ever to patch up their dif-
ferences. French ideals.are large-
ly based on religion. German
ideals are largely based on tra-
ditions concerning the Fatherland.

The French people would like
to let well enough alone and be let
alone. The German people feel
as if they had been imposed upon
by some power, and they don’t
know what. They don’t have
much confidence in their leaders.
It is mostly a case of pressure on
the inside. They would not par-
ticularly object if some enlightened
people other than the French
would take them over and give
them room to grow. They are
more concerned about business and
raising their families than with
politics. They are a hardy race
and possess qualities that, if they
were assisted to develop, might
play an important part in a high-
er civilization. They (Germans)
have not entirely gone back on re-
ligion; it is just a question of be-
ing disgusted with the kind that
has been imposed upon them.

The German people knew more
about this country before 1918
than we knew about their country.
But now it would take the Ger-
man people quite a long time to
understand democracy according
to Western standards.
