Neblett wired the St. Louis office
that the 1934 goal for memberships
was assured. Zeihm advised that
he was positive that Midland would
thus be tne first chapter in the na-
tion to report and, as a conse-
quence, much favorable publicity
would result.

The goal for the Midland chapter
has been set at 1,000 memberships.
To reach this number it will be
necessary that the town of Mid-
land furnish 650 or 700. Odessa is
confident that it will secure at
least 200, with a possibility of a
maximum 300. Semonile should fur-
nish 75 or 100, and Andrews a pos-
sible 50.

With such an enrollment all rec-
ords will be broken for the Miti-
land chapter. The high peak of
memberskips in the local chapter
dates back to 1931 when 600 an-
swered the call, with a total con-
tribution of $1250. Odessa furnished
41 of this number and the town of
Midland the other 559. W. I. Pratt
was roll call chairman for that
year., M. F. Peters was chairman
of the campaign for the two suc-
ceeding years.

One can be as definitely enrolled
in the organization by the contribut-
ing of only one dollar as if he gave
$100. However, it is necessary that
those who can contribute larger
amounts do so for without the larg-
er memberships the local organiza-
tions could not properly take care
of their needs, which would neces-
sitate the greater help from the na-
tional office. The time is nefir when
local communities are again going
to have to feel the responsibility for
their needy and give of their means
for their relief. Governmental emer-
gency measures cannot go on for-
ever. A subscription to the Ameri-
can Red Cross will get more relief
work done for the amount of money
spent than through any other exist-
ing organization, committeemen say,

Stanton’s surprising Black Shirts
fanned into crackling life the smold-
ering fire of traditional grid rivalry
with the Midland schoolboy eleven,

Doctor Explains
How to Nurse One
Back from Death

This is the second of two stories
by Dr. Robert E. Cornmish, Cali-
fornia scientist, telling how he
would try to bring the dead back
to life. Dr. Cornish won world-
wide attention with his experi-
ments in which he restored life to
dogs pronounced dead for several
minutes.

By DR. R. E. CORNISH

Suppose a man were executed by
lethal gas, and revived as explained
in my preceding article: How should
one proceed to nurse him back to
health, and. how assure complete
return of mental powers?

It is known that the brain is
sensitive to failure of its supply
of oxygenated blood. Thus Stewart
and Rogoff showed with animals,
that if blood supply to the head|
were cut off more than 10 or 15|
minutes, without heart or breath-|
ing ever stopping at all, release
of the arteries to the head might
then result in considerable grad-

Wear Selves Out

Of interest is the ‘“‘pseudaffective” |
state recently produced in’animals
by Cannon and Britten, by remov- |
ing only the highest part of the
cerebrum, or seat of intelligence of
the brain. |

Such animals showed extreme
nervous activity of a mechanicali
nature, and so wore themselves ouf !
in a few hours. The¢ heart beat |
very fast, but could not keep up |
the blood pressure.

The fast heart rate could be pre- |
vented by suitable means to reduce |
the excessive adrenal gland secre-
tions, but the blood pressure was
low just the same.

There was still the same. reduc-
tion in volume of blood, so that |
the blood stream becomes partly
“dried up,” just as in the dreaded
“surgical shock.”

Norman Freeman found that the
fall in blood ,pressure and in -blood
volume of the ‘pseudaffective” |
state may be largely prevented by
injecting ‘a certain extract of the
fungus “ergot.”

Better Nursing Helps

“Lazarus V,” also dead four min-
utes, showed faster improvement,
due perhaps to better nursing im-
mediately ‘after revival. He also,
after a month of nursing, eats alone
and will probably be soon’ walking,
although it is difficult to teach
walking to Lazarus IV.

It should be remembered that ex-
periments such as those of Stewart
and Rogoff do not in any way dem-
onstrate that, by proper nursing,
complete revival of the brain might
not be obtained, even if circulation
through the brain had stopped for
many minutes.

Barbital Found of Value

The 'excessive heart rate in “re-
vival shock” is probably caused
partly’ from excessive adrenal gland
activity, just’ as ' in ‘the genuine
“pseudaffective’” state.

This may be controlled by mor-
phine; but.adequate doses are likely
to stop the breathing and heart.
In “Lazarus V” better results were
found with a less poisonous com-
pound, such as barbital.

It is of interest that during the
few hours that the revived heart
is gradually increasing -in rate, a
dose of barbital is able to:check
further increases, but does not
seem to slow the heart. Hence to

Prompt inhalation of amyl nitrite
appears to somewhat counteract
the epinephrine shock. Slowing : of
the circulation introduces a danger
besides death ‘of the intellectual
brain—clotting of the blood.

Clotting Is Prevented

We find that during the first few
critical days, injecting = some of
the anti-blood-clotting heparin
under the skin every eight hours
will retard or prevent clotting, due
to slowed circulation, -although ' the
brain is still liable to asphyxiation
from inadequate blood supply.

But this is a genuine life-saving
action in “shocked” animals. Now
the medicinal leech has an anti-
clotting substance, hirudin, in its
saliva, and perhaps the former gen-

eral use of leeches in all: kinds of 4

sickness had some real basis. VB
Hirudin under these conditions |#
blood

would be absorbed into the
stream over a period of 12 to 24
hours.

We thus see that the science of
resuscitation invades the whole sci-
ence of medicine and most of the
other sciences as well.
