Austin.—Gov. Price Danie] has
ordered a special Senate election
April 2 and Ralph W. Yarbor-
ough, whom Daniel defeated for

Governor, has announced as a
candidate.
Danie] said April 2 coincided

with the date for city elections in
about 130 cities.

“This will enable many . cities
which are holding elections any-
way and the counties in which
they are located, to save a con-

siderable amount of money. Al-|

most half of the voters in Texas
now use woting machines.”

He noted it would be an added
convenience to voters for both
elections to be at the same time.

Daniel’'s office said the high
man in the election would be the
winner. If the Legislature pass-
ed a law calling for a runoff, the
Governor's spokesman said ‘it
would then become a legal ques-
tion.”

Yarborough, an Austin attor-
ney who has narrowed his losing
gap in each of his four statewide
races, became the fifth major
contender for the Senate seat
temporarily held by William A.
Blakely of Dallas.

In the forthcoming Senate
race, however, Yarborough will
not be alone. James P, Hart of
Austin, former justice of the
Texas Supreme Court, is one of
the five principal candidates who
have announced so far.

Conservative Democrats also
face the race with candidates
who will divide their votes, to-
gether with a lone Republican.

Conservative Democrats an-
nounced so far include Congress-
man-at-Large Martin Dies of
Lufkin, and Searcy Bracewell of
Houston.
