A good ration
for the first few weeks would be
coarsely ground corn, oats and wheat
bran, equal parts by weight, with a
small quantity of oll meal added every
few days. Feed the calf at first one-
fourth of a pound of grain a day, or
just what it will eat up clean, gliving
one-half of the amount night and
morning. After n few weeks a ration
of whole oats four parts, shelled corn
two parts, and oll meal one part by
weight shonld be substituted for the
ground feeds. The calf should be eat-
fng from two to three pounds of grain
a day when six months old, or approx-
jmately one-half to one pound of grain
per 100 pounds live weight.

This costs money. Just how much nobody
knows. It used to be sald that $100,000,000 was
spent by tourists In Florida every winter, but that

vas before the war, and the cost of touring has
gone up. The estimates must be revised.

Some approximation of the facts cun be ob-
talned, however, by diligent search among the
railrosd records. The season starts a little
variler in the Carolinas than in Florida, and then
laps over sgaln after the Florida season, but the
season of eapacity is consldered by rallroad men
to be approximately fifteen weeks. During this
period the travel South Is fairly constant. There
are two maln gateways for Northern approach to
the South—Chicago and New York. Out of Chi-
cngo there are running every day 5 Southern
sleeperg, which hold on an average of 1,000 per-
sons. From New York by rall and boat there
teave nbout the same numbers, 2.000 persons iu
all, With a season of ahout 100 days, that reaches
% total ef 200,000 persons who travel by rall and
Hout,

400,000 to Go South.

The automobile traffic carries others who are
ne Incdnsiderable part of the whole. Fully &0
cars & day are now going South. Three persons
to & car and 100 days of travel would Indicate
that 260,000 persons find the Southern touring a
pleasant relief from bucking snow drifts,

In all, about 400,000 persons will go South this
year. These figures can be checked up somewhat
with the hotels. There are some famous places of
recreation, which are filled from the time they
spen until the end of the season, hotels In resorts
such as Asheville, Pioehurst, Alken, Southery
Plnes, In the Carolinas; Augusta and Thomasville,
in Geergin, and Bellealre, Miaml, Palm Beach, St,
Petersburg, Daytona and St. Augustine, In Flor

The total hotel capacity of these places Is 46.
€467, The average stay at most of these hotels can
at about two weeks. That would

Most of these peo-
ple do not go to the hotels; they have their own
bomes, winter palaces by the summer sea.

These varying pocketbooks have caused a great
variety in the decoration and cost of the hostel-
ries, which seem to spring up all over Florida.
There are places for the rich man, the poor man
and even for the gmn who has a large family, but
has the y and disposition to give them a
good time. There are places where one can spend
$40 u day “and up,” also modest little hotels,
whare $3 and $4 a day Is charged for room and
meals. In nearly all of them the American plan
prevails. A fair average charge Is $8 a day.

Even this amounts to an enormous sum. For
iIf each of the 400,000 persons stays on an average
of two weeks, that brings the total of hotel
charges to $44,800.000.

Homes Owned by Northerners.

The homes also are not all of magnificent pre-
tension. There ure thousands of others. Around
St. Petersburg has grown up a large colony of
reasonably priced homes, and at West Palm Beach
s another group of homes owned by persons of
unassuming prosperity. In Miami, which in the
last ten years has grown faster than any other
city in the country, and Is now a bustling place of
35,000, are still other houses which are not neigh-
borhood show places. It Is estimated that 10 per
cent of the people who go to Florida own their
own homes, and that the average valuation Is
about $8,000. But 10 per cent of 400,000 is 40,
000, which gives a real estate valuation of $320,-
000,00Q cwned by Northerners. The tax from this
Is a seurce of prodt to the state.

The cost of travel alone Is tremendous. An av-
erage round trip fare, ineluding Pullman, would
be about $100, and when 200,000 persons spend
that It means a revenue to the roads of $20,000,-
000. And there's the gasoline!

What Is spent for amusement can only be
gnessed at, for it Is a sum that varles according
to the means and habits of the Individual. Some
of those who own beautiful homes and entertaln
lavishly spend sume that make the ordinary trav-

the Southern tour exciting.

Wisconsin and Min-
nesota are full of “resorters” all summer, many
of them from the South.

Visitors to National Parks.

The pational parks and monuments last sum-
mer attracted 1,058,455 visitors from all parts of
the United States. Many of these tourists were
from the South, Motorcars from prattically
every Southern state were largely in evidence,

In 1917 travel to national parks totaled 488208
visitors, which was an increase of over 100,000
visitors for the best previous travel year. In 1918,
the war year, 451,601 visitors were recorded Ia
the same pational parks. In 1919 two additional
national parks were created, and travel for that
year increused to 755,325 visitors, or 67 per cent
over the war year record. Also in 1919, 56,191 vis-
ftors were recorded In six national monuments,
making a total travel for 1919 of 811516 Ex-
pressing this astonishing growth of tourist travel
in terms of percentage, travel In 1920 increased
117 per cent over 1917, 134 per cent over 1918, und
80 per cent over travel for 1919,

In 1917, 54,602 private cars were recorded; In
1018, 68,966 ; in 1919, 07,721 ; and last summer the
totdl number of curs o-n&rlug the national parks
was 128,074,

These visitors spent a lot of money all along the
route—many millions.

Here's a prediction that Is interesting. The
time I8 not far distant when several of the nation-
al parks will be crowded In winter with visitors
ecjoying winter sports.

Up to very recently the general public has re-
garded the natlonal parks in general as lnacces

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MILK PRODUCTION PROBLEMS

Department of Agriculture Has Been
Carrying on Interesting and In.
structive Studies,

(Prepared by the United States Departe
ment of Agriculture)

For 180 cows that average less than
5000 pounds of milk snnually, the
part of the milk check that represent-
ed profit and reimbursement for the
owner's managerial ability was 23 per
cent. For 257 cows averaging more
than 6,000 pounds annually, the per
cent remaining for profit and the own-
er's skill was 41 per cent.

For the last five years the dairy di-
vision, United States Department of
Agriculture, has been making studies
which bear on this problem in many

dairy sections of the country; and
two-year Investigations on the re.
quirements for producing milk have
now been completed on groups of
dairy farms in six of these communi-
ties. One of the latest of these stud-

les, earried on in Vermount, is the one
on which the above figures are based.
What It has disclosed in regard to
economy of production and the re-
quirements for producing milk, may be
of value to the dairywan who Is inter-
ested In finding out where milk re-
turns are going.

These figures, which were obtained
from a study of the production ree-
ords of 58T cows which remained in
the herds a full year, show that the
average annual production of the 180
lower-producing cows was 4,146
pounds ; also that *he average produc-
tion of 257 higher producers was 7,144
pounds a year. After subtracting
from 4,146 pounds the amounts of milk

required to pay production costs (feed,
1810 pounds of milk; labor, 808
pounds of milk; and other costs 570
pounds of milk) only 960 pounds of
milk remalined for the profit and skill
of the owner. For the high-produc-
ing group, however, 3,074 pounds of
milk remalned after the following de-
ductions had been made: For feed,
2302 pounds of milk; Ilabor, 808
pounds of milk, and other costs 962
pounds of milk.

Here, thén, were cows in the same
locality, in some cases standing side by
side, and all requiring about the same
labor; yet some were producing three
times as much profit as others, evean
though they were charged with great-
er quantities of feed and a large
amount of “other costs.”

The figures ndduced are significant
also In that they show that in milk
checks size Is not always a true meas-
ure of real value; but that the per
cent of profit, as determined by the
cows that are kept, plays an lmpor-
tant part.

The figures upon which this compar-
fson }s based were actual records of
production; feed, labor, and other
costs were obtained by monthly full-
day visits on each of the farms for a
period of two years Careful rec-
ords were made on these visits of the
daily milk prodvetion of each cow,
feed consumed, labor required, over-
head costs, ete. Using these data,
the requirements for producing 100
pounds of milk were worked out. So
far as possible the requirements were
determined in terms of pounds of feed,
hours of labor, etc., so that constantly
fluctuating prices would have no ef-
fect on the value of the figures. Re-
sults may be Interpreted at any time
by using prevailing prices.

The requirements for producing 100
pounds of milk, based on 847 cows,
with an average annual production of
5,252 pounds of 3.0 per cent milk, were
as follows:
