This, 
according to the Army and Navy 
Journal, was the foundation of one 
of the most satisfactory bucce8S''8 
he ever had in surgery. It  was the 
means of introducing into the army 
the use of tarred hemp, or oakum, as 
a dressing for wounds.”

Japan Wanta Oar Cetton.
K. Uiyama, a representative of 

the Japanese governinent was in El 
Paso beginning a tour of the United 
States and Mexico. Mr. Iliyanuf 
is a highly educated gciiticinau and 
speaks English, Spanish, Gerniuu 
and Chinese fluently. He is the 
head of a new department estah- 
lished by tho Japanese govcrnineiit 
which might be termed a eoninier- 
cial, or international trade bureau. 
He landed at San Diego, Cal., sev­
eral daye ago and will visit every 
part of the United States and Mexi­
co before he returns to the orient.

“ Japan is fast coming to the front 
with other manufaeturing coun­
tries,”  said Air. Uiyama, “ and espe­
cially in the matter of cotton uiaiiii- 
facturing. *Wc are now operating 
sixty large cotton mills in Japan 
and are supply nearly as much cot­
ton goods as the country can con­
sume. We are not satisfietl with 
that, however, and are rciu hing into 
China and other oriental eountrics. 
Until a few years ago most of tlie 
raw cotton used in the Japan mills 
came from India, but we have found 
the American article cheaper and 
for many things better than the In­
dian and Egyptian cetton. I will 
visit Galveston, New Orleans and 
Atlanta especially on this one thing, 
and thoroughly investigate the shi 
ping situation. We have been buy­
ing most of our cotton machinery 
in England heretofore, but I think 
will buy mostly from the United 
States in the future. This coun­
try ean make Ix-tter and cliea|K‘r 
machinery than England can and it 
will pay Japan to buy machinery 
where she gets the raw cotton.”

“ Trade between the United States 
and Japan and China is rapidly in­
creasing,”  continued Air. Uiyama, 
“ and will increase more rapidly in 
the future. Heretofore our people 
knew very little of the resources of 
the United States, and the |H>ople 
here knew or eared less about us. 
A closer relation lias been estab­
lished lately, however, and great re­
sults to both countries will come.

“ It  is this matter that 1 am in­
structed to look after most. T shall 
endeavor to tell the people here 
something of our business and tlie 
field wc offer for trade and assist 
in building up the trade between the 
two countries all I  can.

“ Tlie recent war in China and the 
opening of the Philippines will 
work wonders for the United States. 
The trade of all the Philippines ami 
of a good majority of China justly 
belongs to this country and there is 
no reason why it should not get it. 
Outside of machinery tJicre is prac­
tically no American manufactured 
goods used in the orient when com­
pared with other countries, and 
when the people there learn that 
they can get cotton clothing and 
other necessities of life cheap 
enough in this country, they will be­
gin to use a great deal of them. 
O f course, they must liavo some­
thing for their own raw products, 
but they can get it when the com­
mercial relations of the two coun­
tries are brought closer together.

cycles of evolution, says a Providence 
dispatch to tbe New York Post. He 
showed that after certain forimi have 
been elaborately developed there is a 
return to simpler forms. His first pa­
per was entitled “ Progressive Evolu­
tion of Characters in tbe Young Stages 
of Cephalopoda.” He showed that In 
an examination of fossil remains of 
cephalopoda we do not find a steady 
progress through tbe successive geo­
logical era. but in each era (ram the 
Potsdam deposits down to th* present 
there appears a series of forms which 
show tbe general treud of development.
It is true that tbe simple first form In 
each period is much more complex than 
the corresponding form in tbe period 
just passed, and also that tbe final 
forma are in each case more highly 
apeclalized, but these last forms are 
not in direct relation with the series 
Just before or Just following. After 
a time, however, that is. In tbe trias- 
slc era( Just succeeding the carboni­
ferous, tbe final form in the series be­
gins to show signs of degeneration.

This period Is called a cycle, and it 
may seem remarkable to find that In 
tbe development of an Individual of 
the more complex forms we find repre­
sented all the stages lu the cycle of 
tbe race.
