TRAINLOAD OF 
MEN £N ROUTE TO 
DENISON HALTED

MUSKOGEE, July 25.—A Katy 

passenger train carrying 63 men to 
work in the company shops at Deni­
son was held in Muskogee last night 
by the federal authorities after a note 
wrapped around a brick had been 
hurled into one of the coaches as the 
train entered'Oklahoma.

The federal authorities would not 
make public today the contents of the 
note but it was understood to contain 
a threat against the lives of the men 
if they persisted in continuing the 
trip to Denison to accept work during 
the shopmen's strike.

Heavily armed guards remained in 
charge of the train all night.

The men were not permitted to 
alight for food for fear of violence. 
It was understood today that an at­
tempt would be made to slip the men 
into Denison by a circuitous route.

Despite the fact that he with­
drew from  the congressional race 
on June 22 and so notified all 
the county chairmen o f the dis­
trict, Ernest V. Albright, secre­
tary o f  the Ranger Chamber o f 
Commerce, is shown to have car­
ried both the Cisco and Sabanno 
boxes, in the returns published 
in the Cisco News.

Mr. Albright led Thomas L. 
Blanton at Cisco with a plurality 
o f  134. A, total o f  895 votes was 
cast for congressional candidates 
at Cisco.

over the other five candidates. 
During his campaign over the 
district Mr. Albright made one 
speech at each place.

It is not known why Mr. A l­
bright’s name appeared on the 
ballots in some o f the precincts 
and did not appear on the bal­
lots in others over the county,

Leaving shrouded in mystery the 
cause of the sinking o f the steam­
ship Charles Braley, 75 miles north 
of Tampico, wireless communication 
between the ship and Port Arthur 
naval radio station ceased this morn­
ing at 7:30, when a message broad­
casted by the radio set aboard the 
vessels told of the crew abandoning 
the ship and taking to the open sea in 
life boats.

The first message from the sink­
ing ship, intercepted by the naval 
radio station here this morning at 
6:30, said: “ Steamship Charles Bra­
ley sinking 75 miles northwest of 
Tampico, All hands still on board at 
this time but preparing to abandon 
ship at any time.”  The second mes­
sage, received 45 minutes later, read: 
“ Ship still afloat. Working the steam­
ship Cathwood, out of Port Arthur, 
by radio. Taking to life boats with 
ending of radio power.”

There followed the broadcasting of 
a dozen messages from members of 
the crew of the sinking ship to rela­
tives ashore. “ Ship sinking, don’t 
worry,” said most of them.

CHINA PUNS NAVAL •

build a modern navy for defense pur­

OPEN SHOP NOW 
BIGGEST ISSUE 

I  RAIL STRIKE
CHICAGO, July 25.—In the face of 

additional curtailment of railroad 
service, and almost general reports 
that the strike of shopmen is con­
tinuing effective, railroad executives 
are preparing for a lengthy battle to 
oust the American Federation of 
Labor unions and to replace them with 
company organizations.

The meeting of Eastern executives 
Monday Lo outline this program is to 
be followed by meetings of Western, 
Southern and Southwestern execu­
tives, it is learned, for the purpose 
of bringing about the open shop 
throughout the country.

This is the big issue in the strike, 
despite the wage and working con­
ditions controversies, in the opinion 
of observers, and is the climax of a 
fight that dates back to the return of 
the railroads to private control.

Seek Pre-War Conditions.
One of the most bitter criticisms of 

one coterie of railroad executives on 
the government handling of the rail­
roads during war-time, has been that 
the A. F. of L. rail unions were given 
national agreements during federal 
control which made it possible for 
their leaders to effectively build up 
strong unions where weak organiza­
tions had existed before. A strong 
campaign to bring about pre-war con­
ditions has existed since, and is now 
brought to a head by the announced 
program of the American Association 
of Railroad Executives to form com­
pany unions.

The executive association has main­
tained consistently that it was not 
fighting the unions and that all action 
along this line was the decision of in­
dividual roads. The announcement of 
L. F. Loree, Eastern chairman of the 
executive association, puts the East- 
eim carriers on “record as a unit in 
seeking to oust the established unions.

Only the hardest kind of a fight 
can make this effort by the carriers 
successful, in the opinion of rail au­
thorities here. Under the Esch-Cum- 
mins law the labor board must recog­
nize as employes representatives, 
those who represent the majority of 
the workers In the railroad shops 
throughout the country from 75 to 95 
per cent of the employes belong to 
the American Federation of Labor 
unions, the Federated Shopcrafts.

Court Decision a Hard Blow.
If enough skilled mechanics can be 

secured to fill the shops, outside of 
the unien men, it is declared, there is 
a chance for the executives to win in 
their attempt- to freeze out the or­
ganized unions.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE 
PLANNING MELON FEAST

NEW YORK, July 25.—Congress, 
for the first time in nearly a quarter 
of a century, may have a negro mem­
ber after March 4 next. A concerted 
effort is being made by negro leaders 
in the Twenty-first New York dis­
trict, embracing' the' largest colored ; 
belt in New York city and a part of | 
the fashionable Riverside Drive sec­
tion, to nominate one of their own 
race for the house of representatives 
in the Republican primary this fall.

The present member from the 
Twenty-first district, Representative | 
Martin C Ansorge, is a candidate for j 
renomination. The. negroes mentioned 
as his probable opponents are James 
Weldon Johnson, secretary of the Na­
tional Association for the Advance­
ment of Colored People, and Wm. H. 
Ferris, editor of the Negro World. 
Both have strong backing among 
members of their own race. The en­
trance of both in the. primary would 
insure Ansorge’s renomination, unless 
either Johnson or Ferris will with­
draw.

The district has 355,000 negro vot­
ers, more than 40 per cent of the dis­
trict’s total vote..

George H White from North Caro­
lina was- the last negro representa­
tive, serving in the fifty-fifth and 
fifty-sixth congresses.

Federal Broadcasting Stations
Set Up in Wyoming and Nebraska

WASHINGTON, July 25.— Gov­
ernment broadcasting is being sys­
tematized under the direction of an 
interdepartmental advisory commit­
tee appointed at the instance of Sec­
retary of Commerce Hoover.

The committee has made a prelimi­
nary classification of the kinds of ma­
terials which the several departments 
may have to broadcast by the primary 
stations, namely, Market prices 
and data, weather, and hydrographic 
news, standard radio signals (such as 
wave length arid time signals), ex­
ecutive announcements, statistics and 
educational material. One of vhe 
functions of the committee is to ad­
vise regarding priority of the types of 
government material to be broad­
casted and regarding schedules of op­
eration. ; c

The committee has recognized the 
principle that radio must be used pri­
marily for types of service that can­
not be as satisfactorily given by other 
means of communications and that 
therefore radio broadcasting should 
not be used in general where wire- 
telegraphy or telephony or printed 
publication jyould be as satisfactory. 
It is possible that- the scope of the 
committee’s activities may be extend­
ed beyond the subject of broadcast­
ing, and that the committee will act 
in an advisory capacity to the secre­
tary of commerce in. matters of gov­
ernment radio regulation and will 
consider pll radio questions of inter­
departmental interest.

In accordance with recommenda­
tions of the committee, an experi­
mental system of government broad­
casting by “ primary” broadcast sta­
tions has been established, utilizing 
only previously existing government 
stations and equipment. The “ pri­
mary” stations are stations which 
broadcast official "‘government news 
by continuous wav'q:i;(code) telegra­
phy for the purpose of furnishing 
this information to local broadcast 
stations for rebro&d'easting by radio 
phone.

The eight stations so far included 
send out daily bulletins of govern­

ment news, mostly marked agricul­
tural market data. They are:

Arlington; Great Lakes, 111., Wash­
ington, D. C., postoffice; Omaha, 
Neb., postoffice; North Platte, Neb., 
postoffice; Rock Springs, Wyo., post- 
office; Elko, Nev., postoffice; Reno, 
Nev., postoffice.
