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J. E. Jones, who has been rais­
ing horses for 40 years, and is 
now breeder of Palominos, points 
out a few features that comprises 
an ideal horse.

Mr. Jones says that the animal 
should weigh from .900 to 1,000 
pounds; neck should be wide and 
round, looking down on it; but 
not too long from a side view; 
eyes should be large and bright 
and wide between the- eyes. Nos­
trils big and open; muzzle, small 
and thin through the throat latch, 
high crest or arched neck; medium 
thick through the jaw; ears small 
and set forward pointed, not too 
round on the end; withers high 
and thin; wide full chest; all four 
feet under him, bunched, not 
spread out; egs not too short, with 
plenty daylight under him; hack 
short and straight; tail carried 
high out from the horse’s body; 
hair fine and silky; short from 
the knees down and medium 
heavy bone; fetlocks high and al­
most straight; no hair around fet­
locks, hair here should be very 
short; good round hips and wide 
across hips behind; stifles full.

Mr. Jones is now getting every­
thing in readiness for his big Pal­
omino sale next Wednesday. Buy­
ers from California and other 
states as well as all parts of Tex­
as will be at the ring when Ray 
Lum of Vicksburg, Miss, raps the 
hammer for the opening of the 
sale.

A herd of 56 head of late guild- 
ing steers and heifers were purch­
ased this week by Charles Mund 
at 7c for heifers and 7 3-4c for 
steers. Sters averaged 580 pounds 
and heifers 555 pounds. The deal 
was handled by Whitten-Whitten 
and Isaacs, it is understood.

Recalled By 
Local Veterans

In an interestng and impressive 
Armistice Day program presented 
at the I Jons club luncheon Wed­
nesday, events during the world 
war and on the signing of inde­
pendence were recalled by three 
Eldorado veterans who were pres­
ent. Miss Oma Ford gave violin 
selections of war-time numbers, 
accompanied by Miss Rosalyne 
Jones at the piano.

H. T. Finley, with company L, 
23rd infentry, 2nd division, who 
spent 14 months in France, re­
lated incidents just preceeding and 
after armistice was signed. Mr. 
Finley was with the only Schleich­
er county boy who was killed in 
line of duty, Bev McCormick, who 
fell on November 2, 1918. He was 
the son of Mr. and Mrs. P. H. 

-McCormick, a brother of Don, Rex 
and Van McCormick, and Mrs. 
Mae Tisdale. He was killed in ac­
tion at Meuse Argonne, offensive, 
and hurried in St. Romaine ceme­
tery in France. After the war his 
body was removed to his home­
town and hurried with military 
honors in the local cemetery. A 
monument, erected by Schleicher 
county citizens in his memory, 
now stands in the court yard here. 
The local post of the American 
Legion is named in his honor.

In Mr. Finley’s division was 
also R. I. Cloud, who was wound­
ed in battle. Many other Schleich­
er county boys were in other divi­
sions on the front.

E. W. Brooks, with the Army 
Mobile' Veterinary hospital No. 1, 
was in France 13 months. He told 
of incidents that .occurred in the 
closing hours of the war.

E. C. Hill, in the tank core, did 
not go to France, but was aboard 
a ship to sail when Armistice was 
signed. He related incidents he 
experienced during the closing of 
the war.

AUSTIN—Pensions for the aged 
continued to be the major political 
issue in Texas this weekend, as 
Austin seethed with discussion of 
the prospects of a special session, 
and saw a new style in legislative 
proceedure being tried out. Gov. 
W. Lee O’Daniel, having failed to 
get agreement from a majority of 
legislators on his sales tax pro­
posal, checked the problem back 
to the solons, by indicating he 
will not call a session unless the 
legislators agree in advance to 
pass a specific tax bill. Leaders of 
the anti-sales tax group, joined by 
several House members who sup­
ported SJR 12, the constitutional 
sales tax program of the special 
interests and Gov. O’Daniel, were 
seeking pledges by mail to an 
omnibus bill, similar to the one 
passed by the House, and killed In 
Senate committee, at the regular 
session. Observers here discounted 
the probability of getting the sol­
ons to tie their hands in advance 
by a pledge to vote for any bill, 
and the special interest lobbyists 
continued a high-pressure drive 
throughout the State to mobilize 
jentiment behind a movement to 
ippose any special session.

EAT VEGETABLES 
ALL WINTER

One reason children used to be 
given sulpher and molasses or 
sassafras tea in the spring to 
“ tone up” their blood was because 
they got so few green vegetables 
during the winter months. That’s 
an opinion advance by Margarer 
Stewart, County Home Demon­
stration agent.

“The prospects are that we may 
have to do something equivalent 
to resorting to grandmother’s 
remedies next spring unless we 
begin to do something about green 
vegetables immediately,” s h e  
warns.

Where weather will not permit 
planting vegetables in the open 
garden, a fram garden may pro­
vide quick maturing vegetables 
like mustard and tender greens, 
spinach, lettuce, parsley radishes, 
and onipns. The agent says it is 
wise to get an extra suply of seed 
and plant them thick because seed 
germination is poor this time of 
the year.

“ If you will soak the seed over 
night in warm water they’ll ger­
minate faster” , Miss Stewart says 
“ You’ll need to drain off the wa­
ter and dry the seed out by mix­
ing with sand in order to separate 
them for planting. If seed are 
planted in shallow trench and the 
soil packed around them by 
tramping, the moisture won’t dry 
out so fast and you’ll get a better 
and quicker stand of plants.”
