CHOLASTIC LAW, EXPENSE

Puils who are between the ages
of 17 and 21 and who reside in a
district not maintaining a school
of roer classification for them to
attend, should be transfered to
an adjacent or convenient dis
trict in which a schooll of proper
classification is maintained. The
transfers cannot be made by the
county superintendent under the
provisions of section 62 of the
1911 School Laws Phamphlet,
since they cannot be enumerated
on the census rolls of their dis-
wrict. Transfers for this kind
should be made by the county
board of education, and the coun-
ty superintendent should be in-
structed by the board to transfer
a sufficient amount of the funds
from the district in which the
pupil resides to provide free tu-
ition for such time as the school
of the district from which they
are transfered are maintained.

August, and properly cared for af-
ter that time, will show a belter|
y eld than land prepared later than
the dates mentioned, August
plowing or listing is better than
p'owing or listing done in Septem-
ber for wheat, Ground prepared
after September first must be plow-
ed shallower, and 1t wiil likely not
make as large a yield as tnat plow-
ed early and deeply and well plac-
ed, The land that is prepared late
shoujd be well packed with a sub-
surface packer, If the sub-sur-
face packer cannot be obtained,
the common smooathing harrow
used two er three times over the
field, immediately after the plow-
ing, will do much good. The har-
rowing, together with the tramp-
ing of the horses used in drawing
the harrow, will aid in “‘firming"’
the ground. We must remember
that wheat requires a firm seed
bed,
TIME FOR SEEDING

§EThe time for seeding wheat must
necessarily vary according to the
season and location.

For Kansas and Oklahoma con-
ditions, the best wheat crops usu
ally come from sowing from Sep-
tember 15 to October 15, provided
that the season is favorable,

For Northweston Texas condi-
tions, later sowing has proven
more successful, the time being
from October 1 to November 1,
depending on the season. Sowing
as late as December 1, often pro-
duces good rdsults.

GOOD SEED

Too much cannot be said in fa-
vor of good, pure seed. Much of
the wheat used for seed this fall
will doubtless be badlv mixed and
of an inferior qualiny, It pays to
sow good seed, even if it has to be
secured at prices above the aver-
age market, Turkey Red and
Kharkof wheats will be tound as
good varieties as may be obtained
for our conditions. These are
both hardy winter varieties of ex-
cellent milling and good yielding
qualities,

The wheat should then be
emptied onto a clean place and
covered with sacks or blankets for
two hours, after which it should
be thoroughly dried before sowing.

To sprinkle, prepare a clean
place on a canvas or smooth floor,
and thoroughly sprinkle the space
to be occupled by the wheat, with
the solution, before the seed is
emptied uponit. Now spread the
wheat upon the space thus pre-
pared for it, and sprinkle the solu-
tien all over it,shoveling the grain
in such way over and over, so as
toinsure that all of the seed will
be uniformly moistened with the
liquid, Having thoroughly damp-
ened the wheat with the solution,
shovel the grain into a pile and
cover with sacks or blankets for
two hours, after which it should
be thoroughly dried before sowing.

Do not allow the wheat to remain
wet too long after treating, as the
germinating qualities may be in-
Jjured.

KATY IIPROVEMENT WORI(
SUSPENDED.

——

Credit of Road Impaired Ly Hos
tility on Part of the State.

The announcement uf President
Schaff of the M. K. & T. Railway
that his road would suspend exten-
sion and improvement work pending
settlement of the $105,000,000 law-
suit, it is understood, has affected
the expenditure of several miliion
dotlars on their properties and the
lltlgltmn has created a feeling of
distrust in railroad and financial
circles.

The Katy railroad operates 1,61/
miles of hne in Texas, it touches
most of the important cities, pene-
trates the most productive region
of the state and one-half our pop
ulation is tributary to its tracks.
It is such an important factor in
the industrial affairs of the State
that its affliction is felt by a large
number of our people and the liti-
gation becomes one of general in-
terest to the public.

The Attorney General seeks to pre-
vent the Katy from leasing the Tex-
as Central lines, alleges an unfai
division of the rates on interstate
business and claims violation of
the general office law. In discussing
this feature of the litigation, Pres-
ident Schaff said: *“The action ol
the Governor and Attorney Genera
in preventing the M. K. & T. of
Texas from availing itself of th
legislstion has been most discourag-
ing, especially in view of the over-
whelming demand from all sections
of the State for the passage u" this
law.” Concerning the division of
rates he calls attention to the offer
made to the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion to co-operate with them in an
investigation of this subject. It isa
well known fact that the M. K. & T
Railway Company of Texas has its
general offices in Dailas and that the
president and general manager of
the road reside in the State.

In discussing the effects of the
suit upon the future policy of the
road, Mr. Schaff said:

“All work of improvement and ex-
tension will meétessarily have to be
suspended, as we cannot afford t
take the responsibility of expending
additional money for improving and
extending railroad property in Texas
in the face of the hostile attitude of
the State administration manifested
in his litigation. The suit has de-
stroyed the credit of the road in
the money markets of the world until
the company’s rights have bLeen de-
termined in court,”

Wheat can be sowed slight-
ly deeper in sandy soils than in
heavy or tight soils.

Music is a succession of sounds
which please the ear or awaken
pleasing emotions, also the art
of producing such sounds and
the science which treats of their
properties and relations.

All sounds are the result of
very rapid regular vibrations of
some elastic medium, usually the
air set in motion by a sounding
body, transmitted through the
intervening space in the form of
waves and striking the mechan-
ism of the ear. If the vibrations
are fewer than sixteen or more
than 8192 in a second the sound
ceases to be a musical sound. It
iS @ mere noise,

Musical tones vary in three re-
spects, pitch, intensity or loud-
ness and} imbre or quality.

The history of music is natur-
ally divided into two great peri-
ods, Ancient and Modern, dis-
tinguished by two facts: The
Ancient knew nothing of har-
mony, that is, of the results
produced by sounding several
notes together: They also knew
nothing of the key.

The oldest records of music
are those of ancient Egypt. dat-
ing toabout 400 B. C. Among
the Hebrews and Assyrians the
important phase of music was
its religous significence. It was
left for the Greeks to give the
first great impetus to the study.
Their music was inseparably
linked with poetry. The next
great epoch in the history of mu-
sic begins with the rise of Chris-
tianity, the first great name be-
ing that of Gregory the Great. to
whom is due the Gregorian
Chant.

In the 16th century another
revivial took place, and among
the names of musical importance
of that time are Martin Luther
and Palestrina, probably the
greatest musical geniusin Italian
history. Numerous musicians
have become widely known and
today our system of music fills a
great place among our freedom
loving people.
