County Judge Rod shew re ­
viewed the Lubbock County 
building program when he ap- 
peared as guest speaker for the 
regular weekly luncheon meet­
ing ofSlatonKotary Club Thurs­
day at the Clubhouse.

The .Jdg commended mem­
bers of the commissioner’ s 
court, pointing out that $2 m ill­
ion In building improvements 
have been made since 19C4 
without an Increase In tax rate 
or voting on bond issue.

Judge Shaw outlined the 
county's oourthouse building 
history since 1891, when a 
$12,000 bond Issue was passed 
to build the first courthouse. 
In 1913 s $100,000 bond Issue 
was approved, and this was the 
old oourthouse which was in 
use until 1930 when a $1 m ill­
ion bond Issue was passed for 
the new structure.

In 1908r the county more than 
doubled the space In the new 
oourthouse by adding some 
65,000 square feet. Other Im­
provements since 1964 have 
Included the remodeling of the 
Lubbock County Office Build­
ing — the form er post office; 
and acquiring new parking 
areas. The county aleo acquired 
property for the new Federal 
building, which was sche<kiled 
for occupancy this week.

Shaw pointed out that the 
county Is currently considering 
the merging of the county and 
district attorneys' offices into 
■ "o ff ic e  of prosecution." The 
Judge was Introduced by CXG. 
M e man, program chairman.

Residents who i«intod 
flashlights upward oould see 
the dust slowly settling to the 
grountX The wind velocity pick­
ed up again early Thursday 
morning, clearing the (hist from 
the air but le t vine a brown 
blanket over everything in the 
area.

Low temperature the pest 
week was a reading of 56 de­
grees Saturday morning. The 
mercury topped 100 Monday 
when a reading o f 102 degrees 
was reported at the Pioneer 
Natural Gaa Co. office. Tem ­
peratures were In the high 90's 
Tuesday and Wednesday.

S la toe school Board initiated 
action on a building program 
(hiring a regular monthly sess­
ion Tuesday night, calling for 
plans and specification.-, on s 
permanent - type addition at 
S.F. Austin school, and cost 
estimates on a portable build- 
lag at West ward, and repairs 
or remodeling at high school 
and the administrative office.

Trustees also studied a pro­
posed budget for 1971-72 which 
totaled $1,319,370. It was the 
first look at the budget, which 
will get s final approval after 
a public hearing in August. The 
budget is up $167,884 over the 
past year, but most of the In­
crease Is accounted for In a 
new special education cooper­
ative program. Regular budget 
Items were up about $27,000.

In other business, the board 
approved the employment of 
five new teachers; heard a land- 
use request from  three Chamb­
er of Commerce representat­
ives; approved a new deposit­
ory contract with Clt) sens State 
Hank, discussed appointment of 
three Equalisation Board mem­
bers; reviewed the flnanc.al 
statement and attendance re ­
ports, and approved payment 

of bills.
The board has been studying 

the shortage of classroom spsce 
tor some time, and Tuesday 
launched a program to take 
care of the most pressing needs. 
Trustees discussed some of 
the problems with a t/ubbock 
architect, who later was auth­
orised to draw up plans and 
specifications for two class­
rooms and additional rest room 
facilities at the Austin chooL

The addition and growth of 
two state programs - - kin­
dergarten and special education 
— have been primary factors 
in causing the shortage of 
rooms. The school has already 
added one portable building on 
the West Ward campua, com­
pleting the structure In May.

Besides the permanent addi­
tion planned i t  Austin, the board 
asked for cost estimates on 
another portable-type building 
at west ward, partition work 
at high school, and remodeling 
work at the administrative of 
flee.

Trustees recently approved 
the sale of $113,000 in un­
issued bonds to take care of 
part of the building program. 
The bonds remained from a 
$800,000 capital Improvements 
bond Issue approved by voters 
in 1966.

In reviewing the proposed 
budget for the next school year, 
supt. J. C. McClesky listed six 
budget Items which are In • 
creased from last year. They 
Included: local fund assign - 
ment, $9,485; attorn-; fees, 
$6,000; bond payments, $5,780; 
athletic programs, $5,000; In­
surance, $1,000; and the natural 
gas bill, $600.

A projected budget estl mated 
a deficit o f $6,847 to start the 
school year In September --  
compared to $19,000 deficit at 
the start of the past year. The 
proposed budget has an esti­
mated $15,000 deficit.

The "P lan  A "  special ed­
ucation cooperative program Is 
planned In conjunction with 
Roosevelt and Cooper school 
districts. Since Slaton will be
charged with the bookkeeping.

ocalthe total Is included in theloca 
budge’ for some $222,000. The 
stste provides a majority of 
the ftinds for the program.

New teachers approved for 
employment in September In­
cluded Mrs. Pnullne Mason, 
elementary: Marlene Mullins, 
musle; Mrs. Ardsll Reascner, 
elementary, Mrs. Mickle Miles, 
msth, and Charles Hearn, 8th 
grade science. There are sev­
eral vacancies st present, the 
superintendent reported, with 
tome depending on final ap­
proval of the special ed cooper­
ative program.

Milt Ardrey, Robert H. Davis, 
and Earl Bartley --  represent­
ing the C o f C, appeared at the 
onmmleston to request donation 
o f land on which to erect a 
proposed ag show barn. Davis 
aald the grout dealred a tract 
o f land on the Babe Ruth Park 
property, which Is owned by 
the school.

Davis sstd no definite plans 
have been made for the building 
as yet, but the group wanted 
to secure an okay on the pro­
perty before proceding. He said 
the C of C was willing to have
the school own the building.

Hamburgers 
A Different Taste
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whal*s new about the great 
American tradition, the ham­
burger'’ Only the variations you 
might add to come up with a 
different taste treat of the old 
and ever popular favorite. 
Traditionally, the hamburger 
ha* been around a long, lor* 
time, having had its origin In a 
restaurant back of the water­
front In - -  where else -- Ham­
burg, Germany.

The story is that In 1891, 
Otto Kuaae, a oook In the res t­
aurant back of the waterfront, 
made a sandwich which the ta il­
ors who stopped at the port 
liked extremely well, and, In 
1894, some of these same sail­
ors visited the port of New 
York and told restaurant own­
ers about Hamburg Otto’ s fine 
sandwich, which these restaur­
ants In turn started making for 
their customers. In ahort order, 
all the sailors had to do was 
ask for s "hamburger*’ to get 
the then popular version.

As so often happens, changes 
have been made In the original 
version, but the name and its 
popularity have Increased over 
the years. The original was 
made like this and you might 
like to Iry It for a change. 
The meat patty was made of 
ground sausage beef fried in 
butler. Then an egg was lightly 
fried on both sides In butter. 
This combination was placed 
between two slices of bread, 
lightly buttered, with a touch of 
mustard and a slice or two 
o f pickle added. A very hearty 
combination known as Deu­
tsches Beefsteak.

The great hamburger bun, 
probably the largest single 
specialty item in the bakeries 
today according to Vernon 
Baird, President of Mrs. 
Baird’ s Bakeries, did not make 
Its appearance until when some­
one decided to serve ham • 
burgers on buns at the great 
St. Louis Exposition. 1 romthat 
time on the popularity of the 
hamburger has grown more than 
any one American favorite, Is 
made In numberless variations, 
with different combinations or 
)ust plain, depending on the 
section of the country In which 
you might order It, available 
Just about any place you eat out 
and served at home by the 
millions, doctored to suit In­
dividual tastes. It Is true, how­
ever, that the bun on which It 
Is served Is sn Integral part 
of the overall gootkiees of the 
finished production. Its fresh­
ness, flavor and texture add 
much to make this a mediocre 
or superb combination.

B ro il or pan fry your beef 
patty, toast or lightly ssute the 
cut sides of the bun, sdd what­
ever you choose - pickle r e ­
lish, lettuce, a tomato slice, 
mustard, catsup, dill pickle 
slices, etc. - for the usual, 
or try one of the following for 
a change of pace.
BLUE CHEESE BURGERS 

1 beaten egg
1 pound ground beef
2 ounces (1/2 cup) blue cheese, 
crumbled
2 tablespoons mayonnaise 
1 tablespoon Worcestershire 
sauce
l/2 teaspoon dry mustard 
4 hamburger buns, split, toast­
ed and buttered

Combine egg, l/4 teaspoon 
salt and dash pepper. Add beef; 
mix welL Shape into f patties, 
1/4 .  inch thick. Blend blue 
cheese with next 3 Ingredients, 
spoon mixture ator four patties, 
leaving l/2-tnch margin around 
edges. Top With remaining pat­
ties; seal. B roil 3 inches from 
heal 6 minutes. Turn; broil 
4 to 6 minutes. Serve In buns. 
Makes 4 servings.

ONION BURGERS 
Combine l/2 cup sour cream

-onion dip, 3 tablespoons fine 
dry bread crumbs, 1/4 tea - 
spoon salt, dash pepper. Add 
1 pound ground beef; mix welL 
Shape into 4 patties, 3/4-tnch 
thick. Broil 3 Inches from heat 
for 5 minutes, turn; broil 4 
to 6 minutes. Serve In 4 ham­
burger buns, split and toasted 
or plain. Serves 4.

CHEESE AND BEEF BURGERS 
Combine 1/4 cup catsup, 1 

tablespoon finely chopped on­
ion and 1/2 teaapoon dry must­
ard. Add 4 ounces sharp pro­
cess A merlcan cheese, shredd­
ed and 1 pound ground beef; 
mix well, shape Into 4 to 6 
pattlea. Panbroll in 1 tablespoon 
hot salad oil In skillet over 
medium heat for 8 minutes. 
Turn; cook 5 to 6 minutes 
longer. Serve in equal number 
of hamburger buns.

THE AMERICAN FAVORITE, the Hamburger, had Its origin way back In 1891 In Hamburg, 
Germany. Th* name stayed the same but today* a version* don’ t look much like the original.
