The increased share of the
funds will be used to expand that
committee’s activities.

Council members last night were
given a slide presentation reviewing
the finencial expenditures and the
effectiveness of the Convention and
Tourist Development Committee over
the past year. The presentation and
slide show were given by Atkins and

““I think we should make it clear depending on
Soviet behavior and how they conduct t. ves, we
are prepared to have as constructive and beneficial a
relationship as possible,”” Shultz told the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee in the second day of his
confirmation hearings.

Sen. Charles H. Percy, R-Ill., the committee
chairman, said he planned a vote later in the day, and
it a red virtually certain the panel would recom-
mend confirmation by the full Senate,

Assistant Republican Leader Ted Stevens of Alaska
said the Senate would act quickly, possibly by Thur-

sday.

Sgulu. a former secretary of labor and treasury in
the Nixon administration, was nominated by President
Reagan after Alexander M. Haig Jr. resigned from his
State ment post over policy differences that
have not fully explained.

He ori{ was to have a
liver tr: that would give him a
chance to live; however time ran out
on young JaCoby before a compatible
donor could be found. He died
Tuesday at a local hospital as the

The doctors said the youngster
would never crawl, walk or talk, but
he made them eat their words in
January 1981 when he took his first
steps at age 16 months. And he
learned to talk two months later.

He was doing so well doctors
postponed a liver transplant, which
they considered to be his only real
hoee. However, the disease began to
take its toll this March and after tests,
arrangements were made with a
Pittsburgh hospital for a transplant.

JaCoby's ration was sc ed
whenever a r became available,
but his strength ran out before a
suitable match could be found.

JaCoby was well loved in the Bryan
area as had been set up to help
with the family’s medical expenses.

Israelis stage mock

Israeli jets roared over Beirut today
in mock divebombing raids on the
Palestine Liberation Organization’s
retreats, and U.S. and Lebanese
mediators trid to break a deadlock on
how and where to evacuate the PLO
guerrillas.

Palestinian gunners fired anti
aircraft barrages as waves of low-
flying warplanes swooped over
Yasser Arafat’s encircled enclaves in
a fresh reminder of the massive
Israeli invasion force poised outside
west Beirut

Israel has threatened to storm the

perrilla-held area unless the PLO
eaves Lebanon

But there were no bombing runs
reported in the first mock air assaults
on the Lebanese capital in a week, and
aUS.-s ored cease-fire generally
was hol(gqu.

The mock raids came a day after
PLO and Lebanese sources said
Arafat would order his 8,000 fighters
cornered in west Beirut to surrender
their heavy weapons and evacuate by
sea under U.S. 6th Fleet escort if
Washington recognizes his guerrilla
group.

U.S. agreement to this demand
would be a stunning setback for Israel
and a triumph for the PLO, which has
teetered on military defeat since
Israel launched its massive invasion
of Lebanon June 6 to crush the
guerrillas.

The United States has refused to
recognize the PLO until it accepts

Israel's right to exist

Despite the latest cease-fire
declared Sunday, the PLO and Israel
accused each other of minor
violations. The military command in
Tel Aviv said six Israeli soldiers were
ambushed and wounded late Tuesday
in a hail of bazooka and light arms fire
near the town of Aley, nine miles
southeast of Beirut

State school ordered ™%

to not release

DALLAS (AP) Officials at a state school for the
mentally retarded have been ordered to stop releasing a
Dallas boy suspected of sexually attacking at least seven
girls while on leave from the school

Family court Judge Pat McClung on Tuesday
prohibited the Fort Worth State School from allowing the
boy, 16, to leave the school grounds or visit his home *‘for
any reason.’’

The boy “'is a danger to himself or others,”” McClung
said :

McClung said he hoped the order would show school
officials “‘the glaring deficiencies in their programatic
approach to this child.”’

A hearing in the case is set for July 21

School spokeswoman Drenda Witt said the school had
not received copies of the court order by this morning

She said she could not comment on that specific case
because doing so would violate his privacy. She said the
school runs a program for mentally retarded juveniles
accused of violent crimes, and that these youths also were
allowed to go home because ‘‘this is a rehabilitation
facility, not a prison.”’

“They usually have been accused, but not convicted of
anything,” she said

The boy involved in the court order was referred to
juvenile authorities in 1979 when he was suspected of rape
and sexual molestation. In November 1979 he was
diagnosed as mentally retarded, and was committed to
the Fort Worth school a month later

Court records show that the boy was suspected in two
sex offenses on April 1, 1980 and May 10, 1981, while he was
on leave from the school

After these alleged attacks, Dallas County prosecutors
sought a court order barring the boy's release, but the
case was settled in October when school offficals agreed
not to let the boy go without notifying the judge and
prosecutors in advance

Victims of three rapes and two attempted rapes here
identified the boy Monday from a photographic lineup,
police records show. The attacks allegedly took place on
June 26 and 27, and July 10 and 11. The girls were 10, 11, 12,
13 and 16 years old, assistant District Attorney Hal

Sources in the Middle East indicated that PLO leader
Yasser Arafat was seeking recognition by the United
States as his price for leaving Lebanon.

Shultz loldpthe committee he shares the U.S. com-
mitment to the security of Israel, but also believes that
stronger ties with the Arabs are needed.

In his opening statement, Shultz said the plight of the
Palestinians is “‘a central reality of the Middle East,”’
and ‘‘the Palestinians themselves must participate in
the negotiating process’’ to resolve it

Asked whether this meant that he favored
negotiating with the PLO, Shultz said, “‘If the PLO
changes and becomes something other than the PLO as
we have known it ... cgrtainly it is something that ought
to be considered. "

Shultz said he would not favor dealing with the PLO
unless it forswears terrorism, recognizes Israel’s right
to exist and accepts two United Nations resolutions
calling for Israel to swap territories it captured in 1967
for Arab recognition and secure borders

The PLO has never explicitly recognized Israel's
right to exist or accepted the two resolutions, which
speak of the Palestinians as ‘‘refugees.”

U S. policy has prohibited negotiations between the
United States and the PLO since 1974

“I don’t prejudge the question of who should be
representing the Palestinians except to say that it

should be what I think of as legitimate representation,
that 1s, somehow stemming from the Palestinians

themselves,’’ Shultz said.

He said that if the PLO *'got off this guerrilla kick,
they are one voice of the Palestinian people. Whether
they would be ‘the’ voice is another question.”

Lebanese and Palestinian sources, who asked not to
be identified, said Arafat was demanding recognition
as a condition of abandoning Beirut by sea under escort
of the U.S. 6th fleet

Shultz said he supports Reagan’s agreement in
principle to send up to 1,000 Marines to help with the
evacuation, provided it can be done ‘‘properly and
safely.”

“It could save a lot of lives in Beirut ... there is a lot
to gain if it can be brought off,”’ he said.

The PLO forces are surrounded and outnumbered by
Israeli troops that invaded Lebanon to drive them out.

To help achieve a lasting Middle East peace, Shultz
said, the Arab nations ‘‘need to feel there is some give

on the part of Israel’’ on the question of Palestinian
autonomy on the West Bank and Gaza.

There i1s a ‘‘perception in the Arab world’’ that the
return of the Sinai to Egypt was done at the expense of
the Palestinians in the other occupied territories, he
said

Asked about an interview in which Israeli Defense
Minister Ariel Sharon spoke of settling 70,000 Israelis
on the West Bank in the next few years, he said, “It
would be certain to set back the effort to deal properly
with Palestiman needs "

'Hostage' cat back with owner

but dispute is still unsettled

DICKINSON, Texas (AP) — A cat held *'prisoner’’ for a
month spent his first day at home since the surgery that
left his owner and a veterinarian feuding over the b\lf

He's fine, he's purring,’’ said Sharelle Overton, 19, who
won back her cat, Tobias, at a 2'2-hour trial Tuesday. The
orange-and-white feline attended the proceeding but
seemed restless in his carrying cage, scratching against
the door and crying

The veterinarian who yielded the cat rejected a cash
offer of $125 from Miss Overton to settle an unpaid surgery
bill for the cat's operation

Instead, Dr. Ron Ludwig told his attorney he wants to
sue to collect the $275 bill and possibly more for boarding,
post-operative care and attorneys’ fees

“Whatever happens, that's fine,"’ said Miss Overton as
she hugged her cat outside Justice of the Peace Willim T
Fuhrhop's court in this community south of Houston. ‘'I've
got my cat back, and that’s all [ care about."”

Miss Overton filed the lawsuit against Ludwig last
month, when the veterinarian refused to return Tobias
because Miss Overton had not paid the $275 he demanded
for emmergency surgery to remove some fishing line the
cat had swallowed

“It is the judgment of this court that Tobias the cat be
returned to its owner at this time,”' ruled Fuhrhop at the
close of Tuesday's hearing

The obviously healthy cat purred after Miss Overton
took him from the cage and hugged him.

The controversy began last month when Miss Overton
and four friends picketed Ludwig's clinic in nearby
League City, Texas

Ludwig testified he agreed to perform the surgery for
an unspecified fee — with the operation itself costing $125
but not including medicine, X-rays and hospitalization.

Miss Overton contended Ludwig agreed to do the
operation for no more than $125 but then demanded the
higher price when she came to get Tobias on June 12.

It was revealed during Tuesday’s hearing that Tobias
had been held ‘‘prisoner’’ at a veterinary clinic in
Houston, 45 miles away, owned by a friend of Ludwig's.

Pan Am Flight 759 crashed Friday afternoon shortly
after takeoff from New Orleans International Airport in a
torrential rainstorm on a flight from Miami to San Diego,
via New Orleans and Las Vegas.

The death toll aboard the plane was 146, including an
unborn 7-month-old fetus added Tuesday by the Jefferson
Parish coroner. Eight people on the ground died when the
Boeing 727-200 slammed into Kenner in suburban New
Orleans, destroying or heavily damaging more than a
dozen homes in the second-worst U.S. air accident.

The first three lawsuits in the crash were filed Tuesday,
asking for a total of $88.5 million.

The suits included a $15 million judgment sought by
Gabriel Trahan Jr., whose wife and 4-year-old daughter
died when the plane reduced their home to rubble.
Trahan's 16-month-old daughter, dubbed the ‘‘miracle
baby,"* was found alive in the smoldering ruins.

Witnesses have given testimony
before a federal grand jury, but the
prosecutors are under political
pressure to drop the investigation.

Informants told my staff of the
illegal drug operation 15 months ago.

Dealing with foreign governments
is an everyday enterprise for the
Bechtel Group Inc., the secrecy-
shrouded ate complex that may
?e the world’'s largest construction
irm,

Whether building a new city in
Saudi Arabia, a half-billion-dollar
resort in Malaysia or a nuclear power
plant in Taiwan, Bechtel pursues a
“‘foreign policy’’ of its own, a policy
centered on profits, not on national
interests,

Profits and foreign policy create a
volatile mixture for all multinational
corporations. The nomination of
George Shultz, president of Bechtel,
as Ronald Reagan'’s secretary of state
raises questions about Bechtel's
operations around the world and
Bechtel's effect on future U.S.
policies.

But Bechtel officials don’t see the
Shultz nomination as having a major
impact on the company’s role.

I don’t think Bechtel will have any
more influence than in the past,”
Harvey Brush, the company's
executive vice president, said in an
interview last week. :

Many questions at today’'s Senate
Foreign Relations Committee
hearings on the Schultz nomination
will focus on Bechtel's long and
profitable relationship with Saudi
Arabia and other OPEC members. In
Saudi Arabia, Bechtel is now building
a $3 billion airport at Riyadh and a
whole new city at Jubail that could
cost as much as $20 billion.

Its Middle East links have gotten
Bechtel entangled twice with U.S.
policy and politics.

Last year, the then-manager of
Bechtel's Washington office sent a
letter to members of Congress ad-
vocating the sale of AWACs, advanced

radar planes, to Saudi Arabia.

Recently, Bechtel's effort to
sidestep U.S. law prohibiting com-
pliance with the Arab-backed boycott
of companies doing business with
Israel was set back by the US.
Supreme 'Court. The court refused to
free the compan{ from a consent
decree barring it from taking part in
the boycott.

Partly at Shultz’ urging, Bechtel
has also attempted to create more
favorable attitudes toward its clients
among the American public. It has
underwritten at least one film, a book
and a traveling cultural exhibit, all of
which portray Arabs and the Saudis in
particular in a favorablelight.

With Shultz at State and former
Bechtel executive Caspar Weinberger
at the Defense Department, critics
have asked whether Bechtel's views
will sway the course of American
foreign policy on Israel and the Arab
countries.

The government’s Mideast policy is
only one area that affects Bechtel.
Others include:

—U.S. policy on nuclear
proliferation. Bechtel helped build
nearly half of the nuclear power
plants in the United States, It would
like to build more around the world,
but U.S. policy has put a damper on
such efforts. Bechtel has said it is
pushing for changes in that policy.

—The area of trade sanctions as a
foreign policy weapon. Shultz has
spoken out in the past against the use
of trade sanctions, which could limit
the company's foreign sales.

Some of Bechtel's public problems
arise from its immense size, in-
volvement in dozens of countries
around the world and its penchant for
secrecy.

Bechtel reported 1981 revenues of

$11.4 billion, which would make it the
26th largest industrial company on the
“Fortune 500" list if it were included.
One trade magazine ranked it as the
largest construction firm in world in
1981. But Bechtel is privately held,
with all the stock owned by 58 people,
officers or directors of the company.
It does not re its profits, although
one publi estimate put the 1981
figure at $150 million.

Now the company has 113 major
projects — each worth more than $50
million — under way in 21 countries.
Bechtel, with a current workforce of
119,000, has built major projects in
more than 100 countries. It played a
major role in building the Hoover
Dam, the Alaska pipeline, the San
Francisco and Washington subways
and the San Francisco Bay Bridge.

Bechtel often works directly for
foreign governments, another
potential source of problems.

“QOutside the United States, a good
bit of what we call industry is
government-owned. So the govern
ments become our clients,” said
Brush, now the No. 2 Bechtel
executive, directly under Stephen D.
Bechtel Jr., whose grandfather
founded the company in 1898,

With the slowdown of the nuclear
power industry in this country, about
half of Bechtel's business now comes
from outside the United States, up
from only about 6 percent in 1970.

Bechtel executives like to say their
company is a service company,
providing the people and services
needed by their clients, including the
foreign governments.

1 don't think you can say we have a
foreign policy in the same way as a
government does,” Brush said. “‘We
look for business in any area of the
world. And when you get business, you
have to be a good neighbor."’

Space program finally has past

Hollywood seeks NASA's right stutt

RIDGEFIELD, Conn. (AP) — On the recent
July morning when the space shuttle Columbia
was piggy-backed to Cape Canaveral atop a
Boeing 747 after its final test flight, the New York
Times had a story about film makers hunting
through miles of old NASA film for a movie about
our first astronauts.

The Ladd Company has embarked on a $17
million dollar movie version of Tom Wolfe's best
seller “The Right Stuff” and wants to mingle
historical stock footage with what the actors and
directors create so the audience cannot
distinguish the difference.

KINGS MOUNTAIN, N.C. (AP) — When Mark Hoffman
was still in school he bought a parrot; later tired of it, and
sold it. A short time later he bought two more, decided to
advertise the birds for sale, and the response was so great
that he rushed out and bou(ht several more birds simply
to fill orders that kept pouring in,

The simple adventure was to determine Hoffman's
career, for from that time his entire life has centered
largely around birds. His aviary in Kings Mountain is now
stocked with 4,000 birds from Mexico, Brazil, Paraguay
and other Latin American countries.

His toucans, macaws, cockatoos, conures, parrots,
finches and other ordinary and rare birds can be bought at
prices ranging from $12.50 for a finch or parakeet up to
$4,750 for a tame Hyacinth Macaw. The untamed version
of the same bird sells for $3,600.

The birds are all closely segregated according to
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species and all are protected against chills, winds,
diseases and other tg"pes of health hazards. All are housed
in 9,000 square feet of sanitary cages that spread over the
10-acre establishment on Route 1, two miles outside Kings
Mountain.

*“I think we're the largest business of our type between
Maine and Florida on the East Coast,”” Hoffman said,
“and between here and California, I know of two places
that have more space and a few more birds but none with
a greater variety than we have here.”

Hoffman, who is 27, married and the father of two boys,
has been in the bird business for slightly more than four
years. At present his sales are about one-fourth retail and
threefourths wholesale.

In addition to stocking and selling birds, Hoffman ships
to pet shops and retailers in all states of the Union except
Alaska. Before shipment, all birds larger than a cockatiel
are surgically sexed by Hoffman to determine which sex
the bird is, whether fully mature, and whether the bird is
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fully able to be used for breeding,

Birds are rather delicate creatures, and Hoffman takes
great care to prevent disease outbreaks He says that at no
time since he has been in the business has e been a
real threat to his stock.

‘“Newcastle disease, an acute viral infection charac-
terized by pneumonia, has hit the general area
previously,” he says, ‘‘but we were untouched.”

When he buys a shipment of birds, as much as $37,000
worth at one clip, the birds are quarantined at the ship-
ping point. Then when they arrive at Hoffman’s aviary, he
immediately requarantines the birds and will not sell any
of the stock until he is certain the birds are disease-free.

“If there is a problem,” he says, ‘‘the quarantine
remains in effect until we have solved the difficulty. The
entire building housing the birds will be closed off until
good health conditions are restored. An outbreak of
Newcastle, psittacosis, or herpes could wipe out my entire
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Birds in hand worth much to aviary owner

stock.”’

The Hoffman Aviary stocks 180 species of birds, some
tame, others untamed. Hoffman describes a tame bird as
one that can perhaps talk, one that will sit on the owner’s
arm, and one that will accept and return adfection. He
buhys some tame birds but also does the taming for many
others.

Hoffman says he is selftaught in all his areas of bird
expertise. The hobby which began modestly has grown to
the point that he has a monthly operating cost of $15,000.

Hoffman says business is booming.

“Birds are ideal pets,”’ he says, ‘‘if they are properly
cared for. It costs little to feed them, they are relatively
quiet — or may be, depending upon the bird — and they
may be kept in buildings where dogs and cats are not
permitted.

“And,"” he adds, “it’s no fun to try to coddle a goldfish.”

During this period. male
gypsy moths get a whiff of
the pheromone, fly into the
trap and die before they car
mate. As a result fewer
females are 1mpregnated
and there are many fewer

moths, but there are others
designed to lure the
Japanese beetle and the
bagworm.

Falkland islanders describe
battle's ‘climate of fear’

STANLEY. Falkland Islands Argentine military
police burst into Gerald Cheek's house and, holding his
family at gunpoint, whisked him away to a detention
center Other Argentines in the occupied Falkland Islands
hegged and stole food. looted and burned and shot blindly
at noises in the dark

Although islanders say they suffered no physical
maltreatment during the 10-week Argentine occupation,
they describe a climate of fear that got worse as their
British rescuers approached

At first their behavior was very good, '’ said Rex Hunt,
who was Falklands governor when Argentine troops in
vaded April 2 and who returned as civil commissioner
after British troops recaptured Stanley on June 14
But as the British fleet moved south, they got rather

more fraught A number of the Argentine conscripts
behaved badly,”” Hunt said. ‘‘There was quite a bit of
looting Islanders returning to their homes were ab-
solutely aghast at the state the Argentines left their
houses in

Several houses, a recreation hall and a public works
maintenance building were burned down. Islanders say
many homes were raided for food and some for valuables.
Some residents reported finding excrement in their
homes, and British military men said excrement was
smeared on the walls of the Stanley school.

‘After what they did, I hope | never see the bastards
again,”’ said Harold Rowland, the islands’ financial
secretary and the top civil official left in Stanley after
Hunt was exiled to Britain

‘Basically,” said Rowland, ‘‘the Argentines hid behind
the population. They set up their gun emplacements right
next to people’s houses. They stopped people at random on
the street. | suppose they hoped to intimidate us. But
eventually, even the elderly people went smiling past the
guards "’

ONE OF THE first things the Argentines did after
storming Government House on Stanley’s waterfront
April 2 wadto warn prospective troublemakers.
