For Small Amounts of Kraut

In making only a small quan-
tity of sauerkraut, use steril-|
ized quart glnu—top jars. Pack
into the jars, sprinkling salt ov-
er it as the jar is being filled.
Use a wooden gpoon for the pac-
king. Use two level teaspoon-
fuls of galt to each quart of cab-
age with a pad of boiled cheese-
cloth and insert two wooden
strips endwise so that they catch
under the neck of the jar and
hold the cabbage under the
brine. Place lid on jar loosely.
Do not use metal lids or, zine
caps.

Set jars in an enamel flat
pan to catch the juice which
may overflow Try to keep at
an even temperature between
|55 degrees F. to T0-degrees F.
If scum forms remove the
cheesecloth and replace with a
lfreshly boiled one. If the brine
level goes below the top of the
packed material, add new 2%
percent brine (2 tablespoo n s
salt' to 1 Quart water)prompt-
ly. Otherwise the exposed mm-
terial may spoil.

When bubbles of gas no lon-
ger appear (one to two weeks
depending on temperature) re-
move the cheesecloth and wood-
en strips. Add enough boilin g
brine to fill the jars to within
% inch of the top. Presg the
kraut down firmly with a gpoon
to release any trapped gas bub-
bles. Wipe the tops of the jars
dry and adjust lids according
to the types of jars used. Be
sure that the gas bubbles have

or the jars may explode.

Process quart jars in a sim-
mering water bath (185 degrees
F.) for 20 minutes. Cool jars
rapidly by plunging the filled
hot jars into a large container
of lukewarm water (120 degrees
F.) Place this container under
a faucet and let cold water run
continuously and slowly into
the container until the product
in the jar is cold. Cold flowing
water must not strike the jars.

If a cool dark, and well -ven-
tilated -torage space is availa-
ble and the kraut ig held only
a short time, processing Is not
impergtive, !nlteld, the jarg of
kraut may be filled to over-
flowing with additional brine to
exclude air, sealed and “stored

TELEPHONE SERVICE NEAR NORMAL
AFTER MURRICANE CARLA STRIKES

Hurricane Carla has come and gone; and | know we were
all glad to see her go. Even though we were not directly
affected here in Hereford, I'd like to tell you a little of
what she did to telephone service on the Gulf Coast and
what Southwestern Bell did about it. It's an interesting cfld
dramatic story. ; ;

As Carla faded northward after her terrible blow at the
Gulf Coast, she left behind: .

o totulling $6': million to telephone facilities
—144, knocked out along a 500-mile
stretch of coastal front and inland

—miles of telephone lines and poles ed in

twisted moze of wire and splintered wood

—15 Southwestern Bell exchanges completely isolated,

including Freeport, Bay City, and El Campo, along
with 28 other communities. g
. .Telephone people were ready for the emergency. Before
the winds and rains had subsided, - Southwestern Bell had
men and equipment rolling to the disaster area to restore
crippled telephone service. .

An army of 5,400 telephone men from many cities and
_states was hastily assembled in the Galveston-Corpus Christi-
: ' me -from ponits in North
Kansas and Missouri. -
‘'FLOWN IN '

At the same time, the company flew emergency generat-
ing equipment for electric power into the storm area from
many places in our five-state territory. From other cities
in North Texas, special mobile radio trucks converged on
the stricken area to help bridge the gap left by the silenced
telephones, relay emergency messages, and maintain con-
tact with the “outside world," :
