wns announced today by A. L. 
Smith, executive 8<X'Tetary of 
tlie State Committee, and Jack 
Shelton, vice director and state 
agent of the Texas Extension 
Service.

The first of the recommenda­
tions approved ia that the term 
“ soil conserving crops”  ha.s 
been ruled to mean any crop 
on crop land upon which an 
approved soil-building practice 
ia carried out in 1936, and from 
which no soil depleting crop is 
harvested in 1936.

The second recommemdatlon 
that was approved for the State 
of Texas slates that sorghum or 
millet when seeded on. crop 
land between January 1, 1933 
and July 31, 1936, if all the 
crop is left on the land or 
plowed under, will be regarded 
as a soil-conserving crop.

The third approved recommen- 
ddtion is in regard to a soil- 
building practice which states 
that any sorghum, Sudan grass 
or millet will receive a soil­
building practice payment at the 
rate of Jl.OO per acre fhen 
seeded on crop land between 
January 1, 1936, and July 31. 
1936, and all the crop is left 
on the land or plowed under, 
providing that all the require­
ments for grant are complied 
with.

NEW SV8TEM DYKKH AND 
‘ ‘WTiEl»”  HOIÆS

San Angelo.— When rains fall 
on the D. T. and Zack Jones 
farm in the Grape Creek commu­
nity, flood water will bo son- 
served through a system cf 
dykes and “ weep”  holes design­

ed to spread the water over 
350 acros and to eliminate dam- 
a,;? that has occurrt'd in the past 
to field terraces, according to 
R. M. Milhollin. manager of the 
Soil Conservation Service pro­
ject at San Angelo.

“ Terracing on a number of 
places in Tom Green county 
has been thought impractical 
because of damage that might 
remit from off adjacent landis,” 
Mr. Milhollin states. ‘ ‘The sys­
tem used varies with the slope 
of the land, type of soil, num­
ber of acies from which out­
side water comes and number of 
acres on whi,ch water can be 
spread.

“ Water from the hills four 
miles from the Jones place, 
when rains of flood type occur, 
cross the Jones farm through a 
broad valley that parallel Grape 
Creek. Cooperating landowners, 
through control of outside wa­
ter on their own farms, have 
I educed the number of acres 
from which runoff may be ex­
pected to 1000 acres. This flood 
water ia picked up on a large 
graded dyke and spilled onto 
an adjacent pasture, where thru 
five “ weep”  holes in the large 
dyke, the water is let into five 
terrace intervals of a cultiva­
ted field. Any water not need­
ed on the field can be by-passed 
and used in a ‘syrup-pan’ ter­
racing system on another field.

“ Taking advantage of flood 
water for increased vegetative 
growth, erosrton control and for 
flood control,”  Mr. Milhollin 
statee, "lends special significance 
to this type of work being done 
by land owners cooperatin.t 
with the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice.”

W’ lien warm days come the 
prospect of eating a rich heavy 
slice of cake loos«« its appeal 
even to the possessor of a high­
ly developed sweet tooth. So 
plan to serve cakes that are not 
so rich lu texture or content. 
Cakiie of the sunshine or ancel 
food variety are delicious «lith 
fresh berries or ice cream and 
general favorites as well.

SUNSHINE CAKE 
One cup cake flour, 1 teaepocn 

baking powder, I  teaspoon salt,
6 ^ggs, I cup fine granulated 
sugar, }  cup strained orauge 
Juice, - teaspoon grated orange 
lind.

Light the oven and adjust

heat to 275. Sift the flour, then 
remeasure and sift tour times 
with the baking powder and 
salt. Bent yolk.s of eggs til! 
foamy and thick. This requires 
a'loiit 10 minutes of beating by 
liund.

Add sugar gradually and con- 
linue beating until Stiff. Add 
orange rind, then Juice and 
Hour, mixing alternately, stir­
ring In thoroughly. Carefully 
fold in stiffly Ireaten egg w'hltea, 
last using a wire whip and ro­
tating the bowl with one hand 
while folding in with the other. 
Turn into an unolled turk’s- 
bead pun, being careful not to 
stir batter as it is being trans­
ferred.

Bake for first 20 minutes at 
27 5 degrees, then increa»» the 
temperature to 300 degrees and 
bake for 50 minutes longer. In­
vert to cool in the pan, like an­
gel food, and remove when cool.

ICING FOR SUNSHINE 
CAKE

Beat i  cup granulated sugar 
I cup powdered sugar, 1 cup 
shredded pineapple and I egg 
whita together until the icing 
is very stiff, holding its shape.
