U.S. jobless rate rises, while jobs growth slows

WASHINGTON (AP) - The unemployment rate rose to4.6 percent and
job growth slumped to its lowest level in nearly three years in September
as the global economic crisis spread and deepened.

The seasonally adjusted rate, up from 4.5 percent during the three previous
months, was the highestin six months, the Labor Department said toda
[t had hita 28-year low of 4.3 percent in April and May

Employers added only 69,000 jobs to their payrolls last month, down
from 309,000 in August and the weakest figure since a blizzard in the Northeast
forced businesses to cut payrolls in January 1996

“The relatively weak September growth reflects an unusually small
increase in services and job losses in manufacturing and construction,”
sard Katharine Gi. Abraham, commissioner of the Bureau of Labor Statistics

Manufacturers cut payrolls by 16,000 jobs in September, the fifth decline
in six months. During the period, factory employment increased only in
August, reflecting arebound following the General Motors strikes. Over
the past six months, the sector has lost 152,000 jobs

On Wall Street, the stock market extended its losses. The Dow Jones
average of industrial stocks fell 13 points 10 7,619 in the first half hour
of trading.

President Clinton, appearing at a Democratic fund-raiser in Washington

State regulators review voice-dial feature
Replacement options available for existing customers

HOUSTON (AP) - State regulators
are studying whether to save Voice
Dial, a special phone service that has
been a commercial bust but is a
valuable tool for the disabled.

Southwestern Bell wants to end the
service, but has delayed hanging up
on Voice Dial users while the
regulators conduct their study.

Voice Dial lets callers dial
numbers by speaking a word or name
into the phone. Southwestern Bell
believes the service doesn’t have
enough subuﬁ'ibers to make it worth
keeping, a spokeswoman told the
Houston Chronfcle on Thursday.

But the Texas Public Utility

Commission announced recently that

it had received complaints from
people who are disabled and unable

to dial phone numbers with their
fingers. :

“Because of the nature of the
service, iU’s_very valuable to the
people who are using it,”" said
commission spokeswoman Leslie
Kjellstrand. .

Kjellstrand said the commission’s
staff originally recommended giving
Bell the go-ahead to disconnect Voice
Dial. But after receiving a handful of
complaints, gommissioners asked the
staff to study the issue again.

Voice Dial, first offered two years
ago for $4 a month, originally was
touted 'as a convenience. It hasn't
caught on with the general public, but

Chrysler vows to appeal
$80 million judgement

Company blames alterations
as cause for fiery auto crash

RIO GRANDECITY, Texas (AP)
- Lawyers for Chrysler blasted jurors
who reached an $80 million judgment
this week against the automaker and
vowed to appeal the ruling.

A Starr County jury made the
award for compensatory damages
Tuesday to relatives of Christopher
and Donna Kiefer, who were killed
in a fiery crash in 1996. The jury
rejected punitive damages sought by
the families.

Chrysler lawyers said the jury
ignored evidence that the fire could
have been caused by alterations made
to the truck by Christopher Kiefer and
the truck’s previous owner.

““The owner had taken a hammer
to the fuel system, replaced the
original gas cap with a 40-year-old.
model thatdidn’tfit, and was driving
around with at least 40 gallons of gas
in worn out World War Il vintage
containers,”” Chrysler attorney Ken
Gluckman said

Gluckman called the verdict ““a
complete abdication of personal
responsibility.”

But a lawyer for the relatives -
Christopher Kiefer's children, Danmiel
and Kimberly, his mother, Alvina

Kiefer, and Donald Hill, Donna
Kiefer's father said the jury
followed the evidence.

The award ‘“‘showed that
Chrysler’s conduct was not only
improper but also criminal, and it
killed two very nice people who did
not have to die,”” said Mikal Watts.

Walts” said the fire was caused
when the driveline punctured the fuel
tank and the fuel filler cap was peeled
off. He said none of the alterations
made to the truck affected the fuel
system, which he called defective.

“The fuel tank that was punctured
was in the same eondition as when
they sold.it,” Watts said. “*Nothing
changed about the design of the fuel
system.”’

Chrysler lawyers said there was no
evidence that the fuel tank was
punctured. :

In June 1996, the Kiefers were
driving from California to Costa Rica,
where they planned to reare. Their
Dodge Power Wagon pickup truck
was struck by a car driven by Sergio
Rodriguez on U.S. Highway 83 near
and caught fire, and the Kiefers
burned to death.

The family members sued Chrysler
for product liability and Rodriguez
for negligence. The jury found
Chrysler 80 percent responsible and
assigned 20 percent of the blame to
Rodriguez. Under Texas law,
however, Chrysler could be responsi-
ble for the entire amount, Watts said.

Rodriguez was convicted of
criminally negligent homicide in
connection with the accident but has
been awarded a new tnal.

This week’s verdict was not the
largest ever against the automaker.
Last year a South Carolina federal
jury handed down a $262.5 million
verdict against the company.

HOUSTON (AP) - Kelvin Johnson
will be behind bars for at least the
next five years.

Now, if his keepers can just keep
him away from the telephone.

Prosecutors say Johnson has made
a living bilking personal-injury
lawyers in Texas and three other
states by posing as a down-on-hisluck
oil-rig worker.

After his conviction on a theft
charge, Harris County jurors took
about a half-hour Thursday to set
Johnson's punishment at 20 years in
prison and a $10,000 fine. He must
serve at least five years before he’s
eligible for parole.

It's Johnson’s fourth conviction
for conning attorneys with his tales
of woe, the Houston Chronicle
reported today.

“This guy was just like the little
bunny on television,” prosecutor
Harry Lawrence said. ‘*He just kept
going and going and going."

Lawrence said Johnson always
used a variation on the same theme
to steal about $20,000 from 10
lawyers - two from Houston, two
from Lafayette, La., two from St.
Louis, ‘and one each from Austin,
Marshall, San Antonio, and Little
Rock, Ark.

Johnson would pretend to have
been injured in an oil-rig accident,
then tell lawyers he had already had
operations, was about to have surgery
on his back and all his money was
gone.

He would say he was behind on his
rent, his lights were about to be shut
off and that he and his wife had
children to feed.

He met with the lawyers or called
them late in the day so they couldn’t
check out his story. He would hire
them to represent him in a lawsuit and
persuade them to give him anywhere
from $100 to $4,000

“Anybody who preys on the
system, whether it's these sort of
scam artists or illegitimate claims,
hurts not only the integrity of the
system but people who are legitimate-
ly injured and seeking proper redress
under the law,” said Gary Pitts, a
Houston attorney victimized by the
scam.

Johnson even conned one of the
Louisiana lawyers into sending him
money while in jail. After getting out
on bail, he conned the two Missouri
lawyers, one of whom c.me to
Houston and put Johnson up in an
expensive hotel.

Lawrence said Johnson used at
least seven different aliases in the
scams. He eventually was nabbed in
a sting operation after several of the
lawyers reported the swindle.

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‘ Herd,Canyon to square off tonight N
Panhandle battle of pleasant surprises

Neither coach expresses surprise
at the success of the other’s team.

But that’s just coachspeak, right?
Or are botrCanyon and Hereford for
real?

In what could be dubbed as the
Which Team Is Really for Real Bowl,
the Eagles and the Whitefaces -- two
longtime District 1-4A rivals - will
matchup in a n@ndistrict game tonight
at Kimbrough Memorial Stadium in
Canyon.

“I think both teams have proven
some things,”” Hereford coach Craig
Yenzer said. ‘‘We still have some
things toprove. . .. [ think we're both
for real. We both want just one more
positive thing to happen before
district.”

The game couldn’t be more
diametrically opposed to the one the
two teams played last year to end the
season for both teams. Both Canyon
and Hereford went into that game
with 2-7 records. Canyon emerged a
17-10 winner.

But after four weeks in 1998, it’s

a whole other ballgame. Hereford is
a surprising 3-1, and Canyon is 4-0.
“I think every coach has it in thé
back of his mind that he’d like to win
every game,” Canyon coach Bill
Patterson said. *"And certainly, things
are much happier when you do.”

Well, happy days are here again
-- in both Canyon and Hereford.

Patterson said, if anything, he miay
be more surprised by Canyon’s
success than Hereford’s.

“I'knew coach Yenzer would have
a good team,” Patterson said.
“They’ve been building and building
over there. They're a playoff team
now. They're a team that’s going to
20 to the playoffs and probably play
a couple of games. They're a
legitimate contender for the district
title in that district.”

Patterson’s optimistic forecast for
the Whitefaces may take many by
suprise, but what may have been the
biggestsurprise of the season to date
came last Friday when the Eagles beat
Borger -- a team that had upset state-
ranked Sweetwater in Sweetwater the
previous week -- 24-17 in overtime.

So what gives -- why are these two
teams so good all of a sudden?

“I think with young kids, the
experience of being out there is abig
deal,” Patterson said. ‘“That’s a big
part of it. We're improving every
week,”

The Eagles have won. their first
four games with one of the area's
leading offenses and a stingy defense.

Offensively, Canyon is averaging
326.0 yards per game, and can hurt
you both on the ground and through
the air. Canyon is averaging 199.3
yards rushing and 126.7 passing.

Cody Kidd is back at quarterback
for the Eagles. The 6-1, 170-pound
senior is 29-for-54 for 507 yards and
two touchdowns with no intercep-
tions.

**Cody Kidd -- the quarterback --
has done a nice job,” Yenzer said.
“He seems to open things up for their
offense. . . . He puts it right on the
money. That's a concern. Their three-
step passing game really is a concern
overall.”

Ditto, said Patterson.

“There's no question he’s

improved,’” he said. ““He’s done a
really good job fof us offensively.
And he’s become a real leader.”

Also featured in the backfield for
the Eagles are fullback Chris Scott
and returning senior tailback Brady
Hukins. Hukins is Canyon's leading
rusher four games into the season
with 504-yards on 103 carries --a4.9-
yard average. ' Hukins has three
rushing touchdowns.

**Hukins is running hard,” Yenzer
said. “*Will James will come in, and
[ believe he's the one that busted the
long run against Borger. He's the
sprinter. They've got some speed
back there.”

Hereford counters offensively with
an attack that has Patterson and the
Eagles guessing. Which to stop -- the
run or the pass?

“They can do both,” he said.
“We haven’t played anybody that can
consistently do both like they can. It’s
kind of like choose your poison. . . .
We'll have to be ready to adjust.”

The Whitefaces are one of the few
area teams with more yards through
the air than on the ground. Hereford

Texas Supreme Court to hear arguments in Tech case

AUSTIN -- The Texas Supreme
Court will hear arguments in
December concerning a Texas Tech
football player who was ruled
ineligible for academic reasons in
1996.

A lower court granted offensive
lineman Casey Jones a temporary
injunction that allowed him to finish

out the 1996 season. The National
Collegiate Athletic Association
appealed, but the 7th Court of
Appeals in Amarillo refused to acton
the case since the season was over.

Now, the NCAA wants the
Supreme Court to rule that the
appeals court was wrong. Even
though the season is over, the NCAA
says the injunction was improper and
wants to be able to take action against

the university.

The Supreme Court said Thursday
it will hear arguments on Dec. 8.

“Ultimately, we want a finding
that the temporary injunction that
permitted Jones to play was improp-
erly granted,” said Todd Lafferty,
attorney for the NCAA.

The NCAAisnottrying to punish
Tech, but wants to be fair to the teams
it played against, Lafferty said.

Lafferty added that if the Supreme
Court rules in favor of the NCAA and
the Jones imjunction is lifted,
disciplinary options include forcing
Tech to forfeit games in which Jones
played.

“We're delighted that they will
hear this case,” said Wally Renfro,
NCAA spokesman. “We think it's

Leyland quits Fish,

new Rockies skip?

MIAMI -- the Florida Marlins,

the latest loss was their mpst costly.

Jim Leyland resigned as manager
Thursday, four days after Florida
finished the worst secason in the
National League since 1969. His

- departure completes the breakup of

a team that won the World Series last
year but lost 108 games this year.

At 53, Leyland wants to manage
a contender in 1999, rather than spend
several seasons rebuilding. The
Colorado Rockies phoned Leyland on
Thursday and list him as the No. 1
candidate for their vacancy, and the
Los Angeles Dodgers and Detroit
Tigers also are looking for managers.

Leyland said he doesn’t know
where he'll work next season, but as
expected, it won't be in Miami. He
had erroneously predicted that his
decision to leave would “shock the
world.”

“I' think this is a major shock,”
Leyland insisted from his home in
Pittsburgh. “Ireally believe some of
the coaches and players thought at the
end of the day that I was going to
make a decision to stay.”’

But due to the state of the Marlins,
Leyland’s departure was widely
anticipated. Founding owner H.
Wayne Huizenga has been trying to
sell the franchise for 15 months, and
prospective new owner John Henry
says it may be several years before
the team can contend for another title.

“I'had todetermine whether [ was
willing to go at the pace the new

ownership is going to set,”” Leyland
said. "I decided I didn’t want to do
that.”

Henry said he told Leyland that the
Marlins will likely continue to
struggle until they can increase
revenue in a new stadium.

“Itwas difficult to make any case
for a change in our competitiveness
without the need for a new ballpark
being resolved,”” Henry said.

Public feuding between Henry and
Huizenga, which caused a snag in
their negotiations last weekend, may
have also figured in Leyland’s
decision.

General manager Dave Dombrow-
ski, a source of franchise stability
after signing a five-year contract
extension last month, is expected to
move quickly in seeking a replace-
ment. Candidates include John Boles,
the Marlins’ manager for the second
half of 1996 and now vice president
of player development, and Fredi
Gonzalez, manager of Florida's
Triple-A affiliate in Charlotte.

The Rockies immediately began
courting Leyland.

““He’s the only one we’ve talked
to,”” owner Jerry McMorris said. *‘1
wouldn’t say he's the only candidate,
but he’s at the top of our list.”

Further conversations are planned
next week. McMorris has the
financial wherewithal to contend, and
he and Leyland are good friends. But
high-scoring games in Denver’s thin
airare adrawback to the job, Leyland
said.

Tripp, I would write you a check™
if she also would be untruthful.

I would write you a check for
the entire portion”’ of acondominium
“lownin Australia,”” Ms. Lewinsky
told her friend.

Yugoslavia offers experts
investigate massacres

PRISTINA, Yugoslavia (AP) -
Yugoslavia is offering to let foreign
experts investigate massacres of
ethnic Albanian civilians in Kosovo,
in the face of mounting international
condemnation and the threat of
NATO airstrikes.

Despite the offer, U.S. envoy
Robert Gelbard said the massacres
have left the, Yugoslav government
with “*no credibility at all.”

Serb police have denied murdering
civilians, and Yugoslav Foreign
Minister Zivadin Jovanovic said in
Washington on Thursday that his
government is willing to let an
international team take part in an
investigation to “establish and prove
the facts.”

Milosevic launched a crackdown in
February against rebels in Kosovo
who are seeking independence for the
province in southern Serbia that is 90
percent ethnic Albanian.

Earlier this week, diplomats,
journalists and human rights workers
saw as many as 18 mutilated bodies
in the forests around the town of
Obrija. Residents in the nearby town
of Golubovac said Serb forces
surrounded a group of refugees on
Saturday, separated 13 men and shot
them.

In New York, the U.N. Security
Council condemned ‘‘those
responsible’ for the bloodletting, but
Britain and the United States failed
to convincg Russia and China to
specifically blame the Serbs for the
killings. The council called on
Milosevic to identify, fing and punish
the killers.

New pill may aid fight
against gum disease

WASHINGTON (AP) - Millions
of Americans may soon take a pill to
help fight advanced gum disease. It
won't replace that painful scraping
away of hardened plaque patients
now endure at the dentist’s office, but
the newly approved drug can make
their gums significantly healthier.

CollaGenex Pharmaceuticals’
Periostat is a new way to treat gum
disease. Until now, treatments have
focused just on attacking the bacteria
that cause periodontal disease.

Periostat, by contrast, suppresses
an enzyme found in inflamed gums
that literally breaks down the gums
and eventually the bones that hold
tecth in place. So Periostat, when
used after dentists scrape away
hardened bacteria, can slow, or
perhaps even halt, the progression of
gum disease.

“This is a whole new concept,”
said Dr. Sebastian Ciancio, who
studied Periostat at the State
University of New York, Buffalo.
“For the first time, we have a drug
that ... helps the body be;,m to heal.”

Usmg Periostat daily, “it looks like
we've arrested the disease in cases
where patients were told by their

dentists that they were probably going
to lose their teeth,” added Dr. Lorne
Golub of SUNY’s Stony Brook campus,
who discovered the enzyme’s role in
research that led to Periostat.

CollaGenex announced the Food
and Drug Administration’s approval
of Periostat on Thursday, saying the
prescription-only pill will be on

shelves within two months.
A price has not been finalized, but a
spokeswoman said treatment would
cost between $1 and $4 a day.

One study found that patients who
took Periostat daily after dentists
scraped away plaque had their gums
reattach to teeth 52 percent better than
patients who had-plaque removal alone.
Periostat patients also had 67 percent
more improvement in the depth of gum
loss.

New California law
targets ‘stalkerazzi’

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Remember
the pictures of Madonna’s wedding
to Sean Penn, taken from an army of
helicopters hovering over her Malibu
mansion? Or the snapshots of Brad
Pitt in the buff on a private beach?

Images like those will be grounds
for legal action under a new state law
that aims to protect celebrities and
others in private moments.

“Under this bill, the so-called
‘stalkerazzi’ will be deterred from
driving their human prey to distrac-
tion - or even death,” said Gov. Pete
Wilson, who signed the bill into law
Wednesday.

But journalists and First Amend-
ment law experts complain that the
law, which takes effect Jan. 1,
muzzles the right to gather the news.

““This is a law that addresses a
non-problem,” lawyer Douglas
Mirell said. “This is a PR effort
spawned by the tragedy of Princess
Diana’s death but addresses no
legitimate issue that is not now in
existing law.”

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Sunshine on a cloudy day

Temptations miniseries heats up =

TRAFFORD (AP) - On a set built to re-create Motown
Records, with thythm and blues thumping in the air
and people dressed in 1960s chic, the original
Temptations are reliving history in all its smoky, soulful

glory.
““The Temptations,” a four-hour miniseries that
“will set up November sweeps for NRC, chronicles
the group that recorded 43 top- 10 singles over 25 years
and sold more than 22 million records.

They were once billed as ““the tall, tan and tempting
Temptations” and were famous for their music, ernotion
and the image of a silky-smooth, harmonizing group
of five black men who achieved crossover appeal to
white audiences. Musicians influenced by their sound
include the Rolling Stones and John Oates, who once
said the group changed his life.

“‘Ilived and died for the Temptations,’’ said Alan
Rosenberg, the actor who plays the group’s longtime
manager, Shelly Berger.

As a teen-ager, Rosenberg saw the Temptations
at the Copacabana and memorized their dance steps.

“Nobody ever saw color, nobody ever saw race,”’
he said. ‘It was sprt of an oasis during the turbulent
'60s.”"

On the set of the show, which has just completed
production, it’s easy to forget that four of the group’s
five best-known members met untimely deaths, that
the songs are 30 years old, and that one member took
cortisone shots in his knees (deleteto stave off arthritis)
s0 he could keep performing the group’s trademark
moves.

Front man David Ruffin died from a drug overdose
atage 50; Paul Williams, bounced from the group in
1971 for alcoholism, killed himself two years later
atage 34. Two other original members died at 52: Eddie
Kendricks from lung cancer in 1992 and Melvin Franklin,
the bass singer, in 1995 after a series of seizures.

I want Marvin Gaye here, [ want Smokey here,”
barks director Allan Arkush, who calls most of his
actors by their characters’ 'names and hardly notices
the irony.

“It’s like getting to live your life twice. Maybe
you can get to improve it the second time around,”
said executive producer Suzanne dePasse, who was
Motown founder Berry Gordy’s business partner.

The show already has generated some controversy
among relatives of Ruffin, who died in 1991 after
overdosing at a crack house in Philadelphia. Williams

depicted Ruffin - the lead vocalist in such Temptations
hits as “‘My Girl"” and ** Ain’t Too Proud To Beg"’ -
as a talented egomaniac who was expelled from the
group in 1968.

The actor portraying Ruffin, who goes simply by
the name Leon, said Ruffin’s fatal flaw was his
excessiveness - “wanting the group to be his, the women,
the parties.”

“Ego can make you lonely, but it doesn’t kill you,”
he said.

Charles Malik Whitfield said he is playing Otis
Williams *‘as truthfully as possible. Even though he’s
alive, it's not an impersonation.”

Learning the Temptations’ signature choreography
was difficult enough, but Whitfield said the real killer
has béen changing hairstyles so frequently.

At one point, he awoke the day after a shoot to
discover that his pillow was attached to his head from
residual wig glue.

“I could not believe it - this glue, this hair,” he
said.

The worst style was the ‘“Tony Curtis,”” which he
described as a “‘flattop process hairdo with a
dipsy-doodle in front.”

The film - which is based on founding member Otis
Williams’ 1988 book, “The Temptations’ - traces
the group’s history from sidewalk harmonizers to
superstars, with some amusing anecdotes showing
their road to fame wasn’t always smooth.

In one scene, actor Obba Babatunde, as Motown'’s
Gordy, is playing the early Temptations tune *‘Paradise™
for a group of extras playing record-company workers.
As dePasse chats on a cell phone off the set and bends
over a script with a pencil, she is absently bouncing
to the music she has probably heard thousands of times.

Gordy then asks the room whether they would spend
their last dollar on the record or a sandwich. The
unanimous answer: A sandwich.

The film also deals with the unsavory side of the
group’s history. In one poignant scene, a drunken Paul
Williams stumbles around a party singing “For Once
In My Life."”

“It’s like you’re in the room and you want to leave
the party, because it’s painful to watch,” said Arkush,
the director. *This movie will only work if the
storytelling does not stop between songs ... . If we
were doing an action picture, these would be the fight
scenes.”

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Clinton gets measure on Y2K glitch

WASHINGTON (AP) - President
Clinton indicated he will sign a bill
to encourage businesses to share
information about how to overcome
the Year 2000 computer problem.

“This important bipartisan
legislation ... will help our nation

_prepare its computer systems for the

new millennium,” said Clinton,
adding that he looked forward to
signing it into law.

The House approved the legisla-
tion by a voice vote Thursday. The
measure had cleared the Senate in
September.

The bill, promoted by the White
House and Sen. Robert Bennett,
R-Utah, provides limited protection
from lawsuits for businesses that
cooperate among other companies
and with the government in ways to

solve the computer problem.

“No one's ever confronted this
kind of issue before,” said John
Koskinen, chairman of President
Clinton’s Year 2000 Conversion
Council. “"People have to be able to
compare notes,”” he said

Bennett said he was surprised the
bill got through Congress this year
due to the lateness of the session and
the complexity of the issue. “This
shows what can be done when the
administration and Congress work
together in good faith,” he said.

The bill offers limited liability
protection for companies sharing
information about the computer
problem they believed to be true at
the time but which later turns out to
be incorrect.

Koskinen said the voluntary
cooperation encouraged under the
legislation will be vital for companies
and even foreign countries that
started late trying to repair their
computer systems. The bill does not
mandate that companies work
together.

“The only way they can have any
chance of completing the fixing of
their systems is if they can take
advantage of the experience of others
who have been working on the
problem longer,” Koskinen said

The bill also ensures that industry
information provided to the federal
government on a confidential basis
will not be released to third parties.

It establishes a government Web
site at the General Services Adminis-
tration as a clearinghouse for basic

computer problem information for
consumers, small businesses and
local governments.

Bennett, in a joint statement with
other supporters, said the legislation
arose from the “stony silence in the
sharing of essential information about
such remediation efforts’ arising
from company fears that information
would be used against them in court

Many computers originally
programmed to recognize only the
last two digits of a year are expected
to fail on Jan. 1, 2000, when the
machines will assume itis 1900. That
glitch could cause serious problems
in electric power grids, telecommuni-
cations, financial markets and
government systems.

Demos ponder benefits of veto of tax cut

WASHINGTON (AP) - Rather
than try to block an $80 billion
Republican tax cut bill, Senate
Democrats are considering whether
they would get more political mileage
out of letting it pass so President
Clinton can veto it.

Senate Minority Leader Tom
Daschle, D-S.D., said that if
Republicans can hold enough of their
own votes for the bill - something not
at all certain - Democrats might get
more election-year ‘‘resonance’” out
of a high-profile presidential veto at
the White House.

““Some of our senators are a little
concerned that if we just do it here,
nobody will understand that we did
it,”’ Daschle said Thursday. ““We just
think the American people ought to
see what clear dividing line there is
there and let them make their own
judgment.”

To deny Democrats that opportuni-
ty, Senate Majority Leader Trent
Lott, R-Miss., may noteven allow the
House-passed tax cut bill to comie to
a vote, according to Republican

sources speaking on condition of
anonymity Thursday.

Both parties are trying (o
determine the best political approach
to the tax cut bill as congressional
elections approach. Democrats fear
being seen as rejecting a tax cut,
while Republicans don’t want Clinton
to label them as overeager to cut taxes
instead of using forecast surpluses to
save Social Security.

The House bill would reduce a
variety of taxes by $80 billion over
five years by using some of the $1.6
trillion surplus forecast for the next
decade. Democrats say this amounts
to a raid on Social Security, which
faces insolvency in 30 years and
which they say the surplus shopid be
used first to guarantee. ‘

Republicans say their plan would
lock away 90 percent of the surplus
to save Social Security, with only 10
percent used to cut taxes. They
contend the Democrats really want to
use the extra money for more

.government spending at taxpayers’
expense.

“Bill Clinton already has plans to
spend this surplus,” said House
Republican Whip Tom DeLay of
Texas. “The American people
deserve their money back. They know
a surplus means over-taxation.”

Clinton told an evening
fund-raiser, “‘I know it’s popular to
offer a tax cut five weeks before the
election, to say 'We finally got a
surplus, we want to give you
something,’ but it's dead wrong.”

“We ought not to spend one red
cent until we know we've taken care
of Social Security for the 2lst
century,” he said. “That’s a huge
issue and it’s more important than an®
election-year tax cut.”

Daschle unveiled a $27 billion
Democratic alternative to the GOP
plan that would give relief to some 24
million married couples who pay
more income taxes than they would
if single - which is also in the GOP
bill. That option, however, would be
paid for without spending surplus
dollars.

Democrats have several options

under Senate rules. If they use a
parliamentary delaying tactic, or
filibuster, the tax cut bill would need
60 votes to pass; if they do not, a
simple majority of 51 would send it
to the president for a certain veto

Some Democrats believe a veto
would help divert attention from the
Monica Lewinsky investigation for
Clinton and give them a straightfor-
ward campaign issue on Social
Security versus tax cuts.

There is some question whether
there are enough Republican votes in
the Senate to pass the tax cut bill
outright without significant Demo-
cratic support. Up to 10 GOP senators
are said to be skeptical, and some
view the issue as one sought mainly
by House Republicans to use in their
OWnN campaigns.

Publicly, Senate Republicans say
the House tax bill is scheduled for a
vote Tuesday. If it fails, or is pulled
beforehand, the GOP is expected to
offeronly a $6.1 billion package that
renews several expiring business tax
credits until early 2000.




Presidents
have long
history

of lying

WASHINGTON - Now come
presidential historians in defense of
deception.

Not that they’re excusing President
Clinton’s misleading statements
about Monica Lewinsky, mind you.
But there is considerable sentiment
that presidential lying is nothing new
and sometimes entirely defensible, at
least when matters of state are at
stake.

X - "The fact is that every one of
these guys has told significant lies,”’

says Stanley Kutler, a retired

University of Wisconsin historian.

- "Presidents have lied somuch to
us about foreign policy that they’ve
established almost a common-law
right to do so,” says historian Leo
Ribuffo of George Washington
University.

- "We want presidents to be
ethical,” says the Brookings
Institution’s Stephen Hess, ‘‘but we
understand that there may be some
circumstances where it's more in
American interests that they not tell
the truth.”

Hess’ latest book, *‘The Little
Book of Campaign Etiquette,” lumps
politicians’ lies into four categories:
honest lies, inadvertent lies,
half-truths and damn lies. The first
category includes lies told to protect
lives or national security, the last
batch encompasses out-and-out
falsehoods writ large and small, right
down to the Nixon White House's
claim that Tricia’s wedding cake
came from an old family recipe.

“‘Reporters tend to accept honest
lying, understand inadvertent lying,

fail to work hard enough atexposing
half-truths, and gleefully go after
damn lies,”” Hess writes.

There have been plenty to go
around.

Richard Shenkman, author of the
forthcoming book ‘‘Presidential
Ambition,”” ‘says the first known
flat-out lie by a president was
Thomas Jefferson’s request of $2
million from Congress for military
supplies and fortifications when he
secretly wanted the money to gain
France's help in pressing Spain to sell
Florida to the United States.

Another presidential lulu, in
Shenkman’s view, was James K.
Polk’s claim, in seeking a declaration
of war, that Mexico had invaded the
territory of Texas, “‘shedding the
blood of our citizens on our own
soil.” (The land, claimed by both
Mexico and Texas, was occupied by
Mexicans.)

Skeptical of Polk’s claim, a young
congressman named Abraham
Lincoln introduced a series of
resolutions questioning ‘‘whether the
particular spot of soil on which the
blood of our citizens was so shed,
was, or was not, our own soil.”

Franklin Roosevelt, for his part,
never leveled with the American
people as he involved the country in
an undeclared naval war against the
Germans long before the United
States formally entered the World
War I1.

Some foreign policy deceptions,
however, are looked at with a less
forgiving eye, including President
Johnson on Vietnam and President
Reagan on Iran-Contra.

“*At his worst, Lyndon Johnson
destroyed his own credibility,”
former Johnson adviser Joseph
Califano wrote in *“The Triumph and
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Tragedy of Lyndon Johnson.” ‘‘He
hid the true cost of the military
buildup in Vietnam as he first
unfolded it. ... He lied about little
things like appointments to office and
his schedule. ... He paid a fearful
price as first the press corps in
Washington and Saigon and then
millions of Americans came to doubt
his word.”

Two decddes later, Reagan came
quasi-clean after leaving office about
his long-held Tlaim that there had
been no deal to trade arms for
hostages, saying: ‘‘My heartand my
best intentions still tell me that is
true. But the facts and the evidence
tell me itis not.”

Just as there is a long history of
presidential deception about foreign
policy, misleading statements about
presidential private lives are nothing
new. Presidents have often misled
Americans about their personal matters
and their health, says Shenkman, and
the truth often didn’t emerge until much
later.

While presidents from Garfield and
Wilson to Kennedy and Johnson
contrived to leave the false impression
that they never strayed, few lied directly
and none had to answer questions about
their sex lives under oath, he said.

“Bill Clinton’s problem is he got
caught,” Shenkman added. If his
untruths had come out 20 or 30 years
later, he says, then people wouldn’t
have much cared.

For 'his denials of a role in
Watergate, Richard Nixon has special
standing among presidential
prevaricators. **He looked the country
in the eye on more occasions than
Clinton did and lied about it,”’ says
Ribuffo.

As for lies by the other presidents,
Ribuffo adds, ‘‘they’re not as
publicized, they’re not as clear-cut and
on foreign policy they’'re more
understandable.”
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Llst of problems on budget
measures remains dauntmg

* WASHINGTON (AP) - Facing
veto threats, stubborn Democrats and
internal Republican divisions, GOP
congressional leaders have a daunting
list of problems to overcome in their
struggle to finish must-pass spending
bills for the new fiscal year.

House-Senate bargainers reached
agreements Thursday on global
warming and public housing issues,
raising hopes that Congress would
vote next week to approve the $93.5
billion megsure for veterans, housing
and environmental programs
containing that language.

Butno sooner had they struck that
compromise than the
Republican-controlled House ignored
GOP leaders’ pleas and refused to
debate a separate, $27 billion measure
financing the Treasury Department
and smaller agencies. The 294-106
vote was cemented by a rafe alliance
of Democrats and conservative
Republicans opposing provisions
concerning the Federal Election
Commission, contraceptives for

federal wakmandHaitian refugees.
Most Republicans voted against
the bill even ‘after House Rules

Committee Chairman Gerald °

Solomon, R-N.Y., warned, “If I catch
one Republican coming over here and
voting against this rule, I'm going to
invite you to go outside, because you
are not a team player.”

A veto threat loomed over a $60
billion agriculture measure. Senate
Minority Leader Tom Daschle,
D-S8.D., said President Clinton would
reject the legislation because the $4.1
billion in emergency aid for farmers
that Republicans included in the bill
18 t0o low. The bill has still not been
sent to the White House.

The action occurred as Congress
sorted through the remaining nine
spending measures needed to keep
federal agencies operating in fiscal
1999, which began Thursday. With
legislators having completed just four
spending bills so far, Clinton had
already signed a stopgap measure
allowing agencies to function through

Oet. 9.

The, glodal warming-and public
housing language were includedin a
$93.5 billion measure finflicing
veterans, housing and environmental
programs for 1999 that House-Senate
negotiators agreed to Thursday
evening:

Last December, administration
officials helped negotiate an
international climate treaty in Kyoto,
Japan. The agreement calls on the
United States and other industrial
countries to curb heat-trapping
greenhouse gases, mainly by slowing
down the growing amount of carbon
dioxide released into the atmosphere
from burning fossil fuels.

That treaty produced a backlash
among some lawmakers, who
expressed fear that Clinton would
begin to implement its restrictions -
even though the Senate has not
ratified it.

Earlier this year, the House voted
to prohibit the administration from
trying to “‘develop, propose or issue”’
regulations implementing the treaty.

World markets continue to sag

NEW YORK (AP) - Stocks opened
little changed on Wall Street today as
traders looked for bargains in the
aftermath of a global selloff that
knocked nearly 6 percent off the Dow
industrials over the previous three
days.

European stocks were falling
sharply, however, and Asian markets
turned in a mixed performance.

The Dow Jones industrials, down
476.31 over the past three sessions,
was down 4.64 at 7,627.89 in the
early going today. Broader indicators
were mixed.

There was an additional sign that
money is not pouring out of stocks
today. The market for U.S. govern-
ment bonds, which has been rallying
on a “‘flight-to-safety’’ this week,
stabilized this morning. Interest rates
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on Treasury bonds, which move in the
opposite direction from bond prices,
edged higher today after falling to
30-year lows in each of the past three
days.

The Dow’s slide included
back-to-back losses of more than 200
points on Wednesday and Thursday.
Traders remain worried about a
global economic slowdown that is
cutting the profits of U.S. companies
and fears of further fallout from the
near-collapse last week of Long-Term
Capital Management LP, a Green-
wich, Conn., hedge fund.

There was fresh evidence of a
cooling of the U.S. economy today
as the government reported a small
rise in the unemployment rate and a
slowdown in the growth of new

The unemployment rate was
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percent in September, compared with
4.5 percent during the three previous
months and a 28-year low of 4.3
percent in April and May. In addition,
the government said employers added
only 69,000 jobs to their payrolls last
month, the weakest figure since a
blizzard in the Northeast forced
businesses to cut payrolls in January
1996.

In afternoon trading, the key stock
index in London was down 2.4
percent, and indicators were off 4.7
percent in Frankfurt, Germany, and
2.1 percent in Paris. *
