Edward Garza Runs for  
a First Down,

Never before have the Sonora 

Broncos recorded consecutive 
shut-outs AND scored more 
than 50 points per game! It 
was no surprise to anyone that 
the Broncos were going to beat 
the outmatched Brackettville 
Tigers. As usual, the Tigers 
were well coached, played 
sound football, and were 
tough as nails. I don’t think 
that I have ever seen a Tiger 
leave the field with an injury 
that was short of a compound

fracture or a severed artery.
The explosive Bronco offense 

is compiling some very con­
fusing statistics. The Broncos 
managed only 12 first downs 
while scoring 56 points. Clay­
ton Parks threw for 255 yards 
on 14 of 23 passes which is an 
18.21 yards per catch average. 
The Broncos rushed 25 times 
for 128 yards. It is not uncom­
mon to read box scores where 
a losing team will have many 
more first downs and more 
rushing yardage. Edward Gar­
za led all rushers with 56 yards 
on eight carries. Seven Bron­
cos carried the pigskin during 
the game. Erik Santana, Zach 
Badeaux, and Garza averaged 
over seven yards per carry. 
Parks completed passes to nine 
different receivers. Cadesman 
Pope was the leading receiver 
with three catches for 95 yards 
and one 62 yard touchdown. 
Word Hudson caught two 
passes for 61 yards and both 
of them were for touchdowns. 
Dallas Payne caught one pass 
for 12 yards and a touchdown.

On defense, the Broncos’ 
speed, size, and strength com­
pletely dominated the Tiger 
offense. The Tigers gained 42 
yards passing by completing

3 of 8 passes. They ran the 
ball 32 times for a MINUS 
23 yards. They managed two 
first downs and 19 yards of 
total offense. Their leading 
rusher gained seven yards on 
two carries. Nineteen Bron­
cos recorded tackles. Damon 
Evans led with 12 tackles fol­
lowed by Badeaux with 11. 
Five of Evans’ tackles were 
for losses, and Kyle Patlan 
had four for losses. Kade 
Wimberley had the only sack, 
and Badeaux had an intercep­
tion.

The first Bronco scoring 
drive used nine plays high­
lighted by pass receptions 
by Pope, Cross, and Davis 
Jimenez. Hudson got the 
touchdown on a five yard re­
ception. Wimberley missed 
his PAT kick and the score 
was 6 to 0 with 8:47 left in 
the first quarter.

It took only two plays for 
the next Bronco score. Pope 
scored on a 62 yard catch and 
run. Wimberley made up for 
his miss when he smashed 
through the Tigers for the two

THE FUTURE...

I’ve 
served with a couple of ethnic backgrounds two that I remem­
ber well were a Canadian and Romanian. It’s true they were 
serving to gain citizenship to become an American, yet they 
could have waited. The fact that they decided to serve in the 
American Military while waiting for that to happen is what I 
admired about them. There are a lot of Military members like 
that; they choose to put themselves in harm’s way for a coun­
try that doesn’t consider them citizens, yet lets them serve. 
When I was deployed to Iraq, I worked with some Muslim 
Marines. When it came to what we were doing over there, 
their views weren’t any different. They knew we had a job to 
do and that was to take care of the people. They didn’t show 
hatred towards our Country nor did they want out of their con­
tracts. They were Americans and they were fighting alongside 
their American brothers and sisters.
I suppose what I ’m trying to say is, when it comes to America 
we are divided in so many ways. Red states, blue states, reli­
gion, race, choices of lifestyle and even looks. It’s time, as a

New Fishing Regulations 
Affect Some West Texas Reservoirs

Fall is finally here, and the weather will soon be cooler. That 
usually means fall gardening for many folks. However, due to 
the dry year, our usual fall gardening tips will be contingent 
upon fall rains!!

Planting-
Fall is a great time for planting. Trees and shrubs planted 

now will be well established by spring’s growing season and 
endure next year’s heat much better. Keep in mind that they 
must be watered adequately. You can also plant leaf and root 
vegetables such as broccoli, cabbage, cauliflower, radishes, 
spinach and lettuce late in the month.

Wildflowers should be sown this month into weed-free, 
well-tilled soil. With good soil moisture there will be colorful 
bluebonnets next spring. Now is also the time to sow or over­
seed cool season grass seed such as fescue and rye. Remem­
ber if you apply pre-emergent weed killers to your lawn, grass 
seeds will not germinate.

Pruning-
You can prune out dead or diseased wood from trees and 

shrubs. Hold off on major pruning until mid-winter. Pruning 
now will stimulate tender growth prior to frost.

Fertilizer-
This is the last chance to apply iron sulfate to correct yel­

lowed foliage on iron-deficient plants such as St. Augustine 
grass, apricot trees, mulberries, and roses.

For all these tips, it is important to realize that these work 
best with good to adequate moisture. Otherwise, we might not 
want to plant a tree or overseed a lawn. If you are going to 
water, it is better spent on trees. These are an important and 
valuable part o f your landscape and should be maintained.

ATHENS —  Effective Sep­
tember 1, some Texas reser­
voirs will have different fish- 
harvest regulations. One is 
Lake Kirby, where the 12-inch 
minimum length and 25-fish 
daily bag limit for blue and 
channel catfish was changed 
to a NO minimum length 
limit and daily bag limit of 50 
blue or channel catfish in any 
combination. No more than 
five blue or channel catfish 20 
inches or greater can be kept.

The new catfish regulation 
will give anglers more harvest 
opportunities (i.e. anglers get

to keep more fish and smaller 
fish) and will also provide 
more protection o f larger 
catfish to increase, or at least 
maintain, numbers o f larger 
catfish for anglers to enjoy 
(i.e. anglers can only keep 
five 20-inch or longer cat­
fish).

Lake Alan Henry, near 
Post, will also have a new 
regulation for black basses. 
Gone is the 18-inch mini­
mum length limit on spotted 
bass and smallmouth bass. 
The new minimum length 
limit for smallmouth bass is

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Expert: Don’t Experience A Second Disaster -  Watch For Fraud
Editors Note-While Sutton County residents have been spared from many o f the disastrous fires seen across the state, all 
of us have relatives or friends that might find it beneficial to take heed of the information in the following article.

COLLEGE STATION —  A 
disaster can bring out the best 
in people or the worst in peo­
ple, said a Texas AgriLife Ex­
tension Service expert. And if  
it’s the latter, people need to 
be aware o f how some people 
may try to take advantage.

“The most common com­
plaints following a disaster re­
late to price gouging and home 
repair contractors, but identity 
theft is also a concern,” said 
Dr. Joyce Cavanagh, AgriLife 
Extension family economics 
specialist in College Station.

Cavanagh said following 
past disasters, such as Hurri­
cane Rita, the Texas Office o f 
the Attorney General received 
numerous complaints o f busi­
nesses charging excessive 
prices for essential goods and 
services such as rental cars, 
hotels and mdtels, building 
materials, and groceries.

“Anyone who feels he or she 
is a victim of price gouging 
following a disaster should 
report the incident to the con­
sumer hotline at the Texas Of­
fice o f the Attorney General,” 
she said. The number for the 
hotline is 80,0-252-8011, and 
their website at http://www. 
oag.state.tx.us.

After a major disaster, con­
tacto rs  and others often go 
door-to-door soliciting home 
repair work, Cavanagh said.

“While many o f them are 
legitimate, others are not and 
the dishonest ones may take 
your money
without completing the job or 
use inferior materials and per­
form shoddy work,” she said.

Cavanagh offered the fol­
lowing suggestions before 
hiring a contractor:

-  Get more than one esti­
mate and don’t be forced to 
sign a contract right away. 
Ask the salesperson to leave a 
copy o f the contract for you to 
review.

-  Get everything in writing, 
including cost, work to be 
done, time schedules, guar­
antees, payment schedule and 
other concerns.

-  Keep copies o f everything 
you sign.

She added that any contract 
signed for work on a home­
stead must contain the follow­
ing warning next to the space 
for your signature: “Important 
Notice: You and your contrac­
tor are responsible for meet­
ing the terms and conditions 
o f this contract. If  you sign 
this contract and you fail to 
meet the terms and conditions 
o f this contract, you may lose 
your legal ownership rights in 
your home. Know your rights 
and duties under the law.”

“When you sign a contract 
for home improvements on 
your homestead, a contrac­
tor can legally fix a lien on 
the homestead,” she said. 
“If you sign a contract con­
taining the language quoted 
above, and you fail to make 
the payments, the contracting 
company can take away your 
home. So it’s imperative that 
you understand your obliga­
tions under the contract, and 
that you are confident you can 
meet those obligations. If you 
have doubts, consult an attor­
ney before you sign.”

Cavanagh said people 
should also ask for a driver’s 
license and/or contractor’s li­
cense and write down those 
numbers, as well as the per-

Proposition Number 1 
(SJR 14)

SJR 14 would amend the consti­
tution to authorize the legislature 
to provide the surv iving spouse of  
a 100 percent or totally disabled 
veteran with an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation of all or part 
of the market value o f the surviv­
ing .spouse’s residence homestead 
as long as the surviving spouse 
has not remanied, the property 
w'as the residence homestead of 
the surviving spouse when the 
qualifying veteran died, and the 
property remains the residence 
homestead, of the surviving 
spouse.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as Ibllows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
provide for an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation of all or part 
of the market value o f the resi­
dence homestead of the surviving 
spouse o f a 100 percent or totally 
disabled veteran.”

Proposition Number 2 
(SJR 4)

SJR 4 w'ould amend the constitu­
tion to authorize the Texas Water 
Development Board to issue ad­
ditional general obligation bonds 
on a continuing basis for one or 
more accounts o f the Texas Water 
Development Fund II, w'ith the 
restriction that the total amount 
o f bonds outstanding at any time 
does not exceed $6 billion.

son’s address and a vehicle 
license plate number.

“Then contact the Better 
Business Bureau in the per­
son’s home community or 
check online at http://www. 
bbb.org to determine whether 
there are any complaints,” she 
said. “Call your local Better 
Business Bureau office if you 
need assistance.”

She added that it is also im­
portant to ask for references 
and check them out, and never 
to sign a contract with blanks 
where unacceptable terms 
might be added later.

“Never pay a contractor in 
full or sign a completion cer­
tificate until the work is fin­
ished and acceptable. And be­
ware o f salespeople who say 
they need to be paid in full 
before the work is complete.”

Cavanagh said after a di­
saster people often will have 
to share personal information 
in order to get relief benefits 
from government agencies or 
other organizations, or to ob­
tain replacement identifica­
tion documents.

“Be cautious,” she said, 
“because identity thieves 
may pose as government of­
ficials or representatives of 
government agencies. Ask for 
identification, and when pos­
sible, try to initiate the contact 
yourself using information on 
official websites or at official 
information centers.”

People working with con­
tractors and others to repair 
their homes may be asked for 
personal information so a 
credit check can be per­
formed, she said.

“Be sure the business is le­
gitimate before you give out

your Social Security number 
or other personal informa­
tion,” she said. “If  in doubt, 
don’t give it out.”

Cavanagh also suggested 
examining bank statements, 
credit card statements and 
other statements closely for 
any unauthorized purchases 
or withdrawals.

“About 60 days after the 
disaster, you should request 
copies o f your credit report 
from all three major credit bu­
reaus—^Experian, TransUnion 
and Equifax,” she said. 
‘̂ Sometimes after a disaster, 
credit bureaus do not charge 
victims for their credit reports, 
so be sure to ask. And if you 
believe someone has commit­
ted identity theft against you 
or may do so in the future, you 
may want to add an Initial Se­
curity Alert to your personal 
credit report.”

She said this initial alert will 
remain for 90 days and will 
notify anyone who reviews 
your report to take extra steps 
to verify the identity before 
granting credit.

“You need to request the 
security alert with only one 
credit bureau,” she said. “That 
bureau should automatically 
notify the other two to place 
an alert on your file. But be 
aware that adding an alert to 
your credit report may pre­
vent you from opening an 
account unless the creditor is 
able to get in touch with you 
and positively confirm your 
identity and that you are ap­
plying for credit.”

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
permit a county to issue bonds 
or notes to finance the develop­
ment or redevelopment of an un­
productive, underdeveloped, or 
blighted area and to pledge for 
repayment <̂ f the bonds or notes 
increases in ad valorem taxes im­
posed by the county on property 
in the area. The amendment does 
not provide authority for increas­
ing ad valorem tax rates.”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 26)

SJR 26 would amend the con­
stitution to authorize the legisla­
ture to allow cities and counties 
to enter into interlocal contracts 
with other cities and counties 
without having to assess an ad 
valorem tax and set aside a speci­
fied amount o f funds for the pay­
ment of costs under the interlocal 
contract.

The proposed amendment w'ould 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
‘T he constitutional amendment

authorizing the legislature to al­
low' cities or counties to enter into 
interlocal contracts with other cit­
ies or counties without the impo­
sition of a tax or the provision of 
a sinking fund.”

Proposition Number 6 
(HJR 109)

HJR 109 would amend the con­
stitution to increase the amount 
of principal that is available for 
withdrawal from the permanent 
school fund each year and would 
also clarify certain references 
to that fund in the constitution. 
Increased access to the princi­
pal of the state public education 
trust I'und would be based upon 
HJR 109 granting the author­
ity to consider alternative market 
calculations when determining 
the amount of principal that is 
available for distribution to the 
available school fund.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as Ibllows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing die legislature to 
permit conservation and reclama­
tion districts in El Paso County 
to issue bonds supported by ad 
valorem taxes to fund the devel­
opment and maintenance o f parks 
and recreational facilities.”

Proposition Number 8 
(SJR 16)

With wildfires continuing 

to damage, lives, property and 
land, Texas health officials 
urge people to be aware of 
potential risks as they return 
home to begin the recovery 
process.

*Ash: Adults should use a 
protective respirator mask 
^ - 9 5  or P-100) while clean­
ing up areas with ash. Ash and 
dust from burned buildings 
may contain toxic chemicals. 
Children should not be in the 
area during cleanup.
* Electricity: Avoid downed 
or damaged electrical lines. 
Electrical repairs should be 
done by a qualified techni­
cian.
* Carbon Monoxide: Place 
generators, power washers 
and other fuel burning devic­
es at least 50 feet away from 
the house and away from open 
doors and windows to avoid 
carbon monoxide poisoning. 
*Natural Gas: Do not enter 
an area or building where you 
smell gas. Do not turn on the 
lights or light a match. Leave 
the area immediately, then 
dial 9-1-1.
*Food: Discard food that may 
have spoiled, thawed or come 
into contact with hazardous 
materials. Loss of power to 
refrigeration and freezer units 
can cause food to spoil. If 
you’re not certain food is safe, 
throw it out.

*Water: Check with the water 
provider to be sure that water 
is safe to drink because water 
pressure may have been lost 
during the fire. Water from 
a damaged water system or 
well may require disinfection 
by boiling for one minute or 
stirring in 1/8 teaspoon o f un­
scented bleach per gallon and 
letting sit for 30 minutes. 
*Debris: Avoid broken glass, 
exposed wires, nails, wood, 
metal, plastic and other de­
bris that can cause puncture 
wounds, cuts and bums. Fall­
ing trees and tree limbs while 
using chain saws can cause 
severe injuries.
* Mental Health: Common 
feelings after a traumatic 
event can include fear, sad­
ness, guilt, sleeplessness, ir­
ritability or numbness. Take 
breaks from cleanup efforts, 
get rest, drink water and ac­
cept help from others. Do not 
increase the use o f alcohol or 
other substances. For mental 
health or substance abuse as­
sistance, dial 2-1-1.

Always follow guidance 
from local officials before 
returning to an area that has 
been evacuated.

DSHS Warns of 
Mercury Poisoning 
Linked to Beauty 

Cream from Mexico
The Texas Department of State Health Services is warning 
the public that a number of mercury poisoning cases in South 
Texas appear to be linked to the use of Crema Aguamary, a 
cosmetic produced in Mexico and not approved for use in the 
United States.

Healthcare providers in South Texas have reported at least 
18 patients who tested positive for elevated levels o f mercu­
ry in their blood. Additionally, DSHS has tested 16 samples 
of Crema Aguamary products obtained from individuals in 
Texas. All had elevated levels of mercury, some hundreds of 
thousands of times higher than permitted in the United States. 
Samples of face cream contained mercury levels ranging from 
56,000 to 131,000 parts per million (ppm), and samples of a 
cream labeled for use around the eyes tested from 240 to 6,700 
ppm of mercury. The U.S. Food and Drug Administration al­
lows only trace amounts of mercury less than 1 ppm in cos­
metics.

Products with the highest level o f mercury contamina­
tion appear noticeably gray in color. Others are lighter gray 
or cream colored but still may contain dangerous levels of 
mercury. It is unclear at this point whether the contamination 
is happening where the product is produced or at some other 
point before it gets to consumers.

DSHS does not have evidence that contaminated products 
are being sold commercially in Texas. It appears that individu­
als are purchasing the products in Mexico and bringing them 
across the border. Crema Aguamary products may also be 
available for purchase online.

Products containing mercury are a particular concern for 
pregnant women and nursing mothers because mercury can be 
passed on to children. Two of the cases with high blood mer­
cury levels are infants whose mothers used Crema Aguamary 
products while they were pregnant.

High exposures to the type o f mercury found in these prod­
ucts can cause damage to the gastrointestinal tract, nervous 
system and kidneys. Symptoms include extreme fatigue, mus­
cle aches and weakness, skin rashes, sores in the mouth, mood 
changes, memory loss, high blood pressure and weight loss.

People who believe they may have been exposed to mer­
cury through Crema Aguamary products should contact their 
healthcare provider or the Texas Poison Center Network at 
1-800-222-1222. People who have the product in their home 
should dispose o f the closed containers at a household haz­
ardous waste facility. If there is no facility available in their 
community, the product may be tightly closed, bagged and dis­
carded with household garbage.
