The editorial writer went about his task with typi-
‘al thoroughness. First he asked himself, ‘“What ‘pre-
dsely is a wolf?” The 45 volumes of “Words and Phrases
fudicially Defined’’ failed to yield up an answer in all
heir 45,000 pages.

Then he consulted the dictionary, which told him that
‘wolf” could be “any ravenous, cruel or rapacious person
v thing.” But in the Bible he found Isaiah mentioning
omething ‘about the wolf dwelling in peace with the lamb

Confused by this clash of definitions, the editorial
vriter consulted his friends. A recent debutante scoffed
it the idea of libel. She told him that the male “wolf”
vas as necessary to social gaiety as the female “gold
ligger,” and not half as dangerous. A former Belle of
he Nineties, howeved, defined ‘“‘wolf” as ‘“a man with
inscrupulous designs on unsophisticated girls.”
(Fortunately, perhaps, he did not come upon the
vnical and uncompromising miss who is on record with
he simple statement that “A wolf is a man.”)

he Hard Way

Congress can find an excellent example of how not to
vrite a soldier-vote law in a set of instructions issued by
he Army. The instructions cover the ways and means
‘or qualified service men and women to vote in the April
rimaries in Pennsylvania, Illinois and Nebraska, and the
April general election in Louisiana.

There is nothing really wrong with these ways and
neans except that they were designed for peacetime use,
nd the changes have been few and inadequate. The
yresent absentee system will probably work all vight for
soldiers in this country. But for those overseas the
whole rigmarole will likely prove to be a pain in the neck,

absentees just won’t take the trouble.

The Army has instructed commanding officers to call
the attention of soldiers from these states to the coming
primaries and election, and has provided postage-free
application postcards for ballots. All thjs is to the good.
But a lot of the soldier-voters will find that their troubles
have started even before 11‘;he postcard stage,

Many youngsters in uniform will be voting for the
first time. Others may be uncertain of their state’s vot-
ing regulations. And if they have any doubts, they must
write to their secretary of state and find out if they have
‘o register, pay a tax, or fulfill some other requirement.

Nebraskans will have an added chore. They must
write to their secretary of state or an appropriate local
official for a special application form. Thig is sent to
them and must be filled out and returned before the bal-
lot can even start on its way. This procedure must also
bhe followed in Pennsylvania if the hopeful voter prefers
a regular absentee ballot to an “official war’” form.

Of the four states in question, Nebraska, Louisiana
and Tlinois allow less than 30 days from the time the
state mails the absentee ballot until the voter is required
to mail it back. In this connection, the Army suggests that
“it s not desirable to burden overseas air mail with ap-
plications for ballots in cases where the time interval is
manifestly too short to accomplish receipt, execution and
return of the ballot.”

In other words, it is likely that in some
tHere will not be time to vote at all.

How to avoid this delay and red tape is Congress’
job, Whether a federal or a “states rights” voting sys-
tem, or a modification of either, is finally decided upon.

Federal Wage Board
Withholds Decision

WASHINGTON—(#)— A decision
was withheld Wednesday by the
Federal Wage Adjustment Board
for construction workers after hear-
ing a Texas challenge of its juris-
diction regarding wage scales of
employes engaged under contract
by a state on public works.

Texas officials, although qpecn‘—
ically concerned with highway con-
struction projects, declared that the

'issue involved affected all cmktluc—

tion work financed by funds>of a

state, county, city or any other
political subdivision.
The bhoard, meeting Tuesday to

consider an application by the In-
ternational Union of Cperating En-
gineers, Houston Local No. 450, to
increase rates of engineers in the
San Antonio area, comprising 48
counties, heard the Texas officials
protest that it had no authority to
decline wage levels on road pProj-
ects financed with state funds.

supply traffic from Rabaul, and de-
clared “their ultimate fate is seal-
ed.”

- In a special statement issued
eight hours after his communigue,
MacArthur asserted, however, that
Japan cannot be defeated through
blockade and bombing alone.

“We must defeat Japan’s army,’
he said, “and for that purpose our
stratégy must devise ways and
means (0 bring our ground forces
into contact with his at decisive
points.”

"Whether MacArthur had the vast
Asiatic mainland in mind was not
clear. But he did call attention %o
Japan’s immense holdings on the
Asiatic continent, Manchuria, Ko-
rea and Northern China, and ob-
served that “her outlying islands of
the Pacific represent an outpost po-
sition important, it is true, but no
lenger decisive.”

Admiral Chester W. Nimitz, com-
mander in chief of the Pacific fleet,
expressed belief recently that Japan
would have to be defeated from land
bases in China. \

No Letup In Air

Still, there was no letup in the
regular air pounding at key Japa-
nese positions in the Southwest
Pacific, and if the Seabees who
landed in the Green Islands follow
their Solomons pattern, there soon
may be a new Allied air field within
easy striking distance of those
bases.

The deteriorating enemy strong-
holds of Rabaul was attacked again
Monday, with 171 tons of hombs
strewn on its three airdromes. Eight
planes - were destroyed on the
ground, and between seven and 12
of 40 interceptors shot down. The
Allies lost three fighters.

flying in all operations over 1,000
sorties.

“The main obhjective was Berlin
where well over 2,500 tons of high
explosive and incendiary bonibs
were dropped, a ‘heavier load' than
in any previous.attack on any ob-
jective in air warfare.” i )

It was the 15th major attack
upon Berlin since the RAF launch-
ed its obliteration campaign against
the capital last Nov. 18.

Hundreds of big bombers launch-
ed the deluge of bombs soon after
9 p. m., and returning fliers said
that in 'a matter of minutes a
crimson glow sprang up ‘through
the cloud screen which obscured
their view of parts of the city.

The fliers said they encountered

no more than ordinary antiaircraft
fire and only a few night fighters,.
although enemy interceptors sprink-
led flares all over ‘the sky.

Traffic Congested

The traffic over Berlin was so
congested as the big planes thun-
dered in on their bombing runs
that one pilot reported he had al-
most bombed another formation of
Lancasters bheneath him.

One Lancaster completed - its
82nd raid to establish a record for
the RAF bombing command.

Prior to last night more than
22,000 (long) tons of explosives had
been dumped on Berlin: in the
current campaign to -knock the
city out. In the last heavy attack
the night of Jan. 30, . which cost
the RAF 33 planes, 1,500 tons of
bombs were -loosed on the WNazi
capital.

That raid was the third massive
assault on Berlin in four nights.
Since then RAF Mosquitos have
been over the city three times.

Tuesday night’s raid on  Berlin
followed another furious daylight
upon targets in Northern'
France by hundreds of Allied
planes, including large formations
of American Liberators, Thunder-
bolt fighter-bombers, and medium

bombers. .
The total Allied losses in these
sweeping  operations were two

medium bombers and four fighters,
o’ communique said.

It was disclosed meanwhile, that
Thunderbolt fighters; since going
