Levi Barnett of Hagerman au­
thorizes The Messenger to an­
nounce his candidacy for the nom­
ination to the office of county com­
missioner from district No. 3, sub­
ject to the action o f the democratic 
primary.

Prevailing drought conditions in 
the middle west has had a favor­
able reaction on the local alfalfa 
hay market and has been a major 
factor in a $1.00 per ton advance, 
it was learned here yesterday. 
Some hay shippers are finding a 
market for their hay crop at $8.00 
per ton. While the influence of 
the midwest drought may have not 
been fully felt, prospects are good 
that the hay market will advance 
still further, at least this is the 
current opinion here.

Cotton, garden stuff and row 
crops continue to make a steady 
development under favorable 
weather. Cotton is probably at its 
brightest outlook in ten years.

Roasting ears and home-grown 
tomatoes will be on the local 
market here shortly. The melon 
crop while not as large as in for­
mer years, will also be ready for 
home consumption within a short, 
time. Both the cantaloupe and 
watermelon crops are promising. 
Farmers will not undertake to ship 
cantaloupes to eastern markets as 
they have in the past, but many 
will be hauled to nearby points, 
once the crop movement is under­
way.

Several farmers are reported to 
have taken advantage o f the pres­
ent cotton market to contract part 
o f the cotton crop. Some look for 
continued advances in the market 
and say fifteen cent cotton may be 
a reality within the next few 
weeks.

Secretary Wallace, in his open­
ing address to the Tenth National 
4-H Club Encampment in Wash­
ington, D. C., June 18 to 25, made 
the statement, “ Farm children— 
ancestors o f America’s population 
a century hence— deserve consid­
eration at least equal to that the 
nation is giving its other basic 
resources, the soil.”  In collabora­
tion with this thought, “ Conserva­
tion," both material and human, 
was the theme for the encamp­
ment, at which 4-H club members 
and leaders from forty states were 
in attendance.

COTTON M ARKET

Mr. and Mrs. Donald Newsome 
announce the arrival o f a big six- 
pound girl on June 26th, whom they 
have christened Shirley Jean. Mr. 
and Mrs. Newsome now live in 
Roswell.

The October New York cotton 
market opened this morning 12.45c 
and remained steady on subsequent 
reports. Yesterday the market 
made a sensational advance of 
about $3.00 per bale after the 
acreage report was issued by the 
department of agriculture.

According to instructions re­
ceived from George E. Farrell, di­
rector o f the western region under 
the Agricultural Conservation pro­
gram by G. R. Quesenberry, di-1 
rector o f extension, the western1 
bulletin No. 1, revised, has been 
amended under Section 2. This 
change eliminates that section 
limiting the diversion o f cotton to 
25 per cent. Under the new amend­
ment, cotton producers will re-1 
ceive payment on a maximum of 
35 per cent diversion even though j 
all of the cotton producers in the j 
county may divert the total of 35 
per cent.

The western region did not ac­
cept the amendment whereby the 
small producers with five acres or 
less would receive payment on a 
maximum of two acres. In the 
western region, 35 per cent is the 
maximum for which any producer 
will receive payment under the 
cotton diversion.

According to information re- , 
ceived in the state office from the 
counties as of July 1st, there has 
been a total o f 13,626 work sheets 
signed in the state. County ex­
tension agents and secretaries of 
county associations estimate that 
there will be a total of 18,000 work 
sheets signed in the state before 
the time for signing up to co­
operate in the program expires.

A majority of the counties in 
the state have completed the sign­
ing o f work sheets and are now 
working on adjusting crop yields. 
No adjustments on acreages will 
be made until after the listing 
sheets have been checked and 
analyzed in the state office.

HOBBS— Satisfied that further 
“ vacationing”  is unnecessary and 
that the best interest of their craft 
ia at stake eleven crews o f rig 
builders announced Monday that 
they would go back to work.

In anticipation of the arrival of 
the rig builders, plans for their 
reception were rushed by the con­
tractors and all is in readiness for 
the resumption o f complete opera­
tions in the field in Lea county.

The rig builders announced on 
June 10 that they were vacationing 
and since that time have held to 
the vountary idleness. M. B. King, 
leader o f the movement, said the 
men would not work until they re­
ceived a pay increase and said a 
fund o f more than $13,000 was on 
hand to care for vacationers and 
their families until such time as 
the pay raise was met.

It was indicated strongly by a 
number of the rig builders that 
none o f the $13,000 was being dis­
tributed and a number of the men 
announced that so far as they were 
concerned they were going back to 
work to earn a livelihood for them­
selves and families.

The announcement o f the men 
came after Hon. F. Charles Davis, 
state labor commissioner, announc­
ed that he had completed his in­
vestigation in the field here and 
was leaving the answer to the 
question of resumption of work up 
to the rig builders themselves.

Four crews worked Sunday and 
this touched o ff the desire o f the 
other men to get in the payroll line 
again. It is anticipated that the 
next sixty days will be one o f the 
busiest in the field as it is said 
thirty-five cellars are dug and 
awaiting the touch o f the rig build­
ers.

“ The whole thing is settled,” said ; 
one rig builder, “ and we are going 
back to work. While we would like 
to have had more money it is not 
profiting us any to be standing \ 
idle and getting into debt. We 
have gone about as far as we can ! 
with our credit here and with ex- j 
pected financial support lacking 
we feel that it is time for us to 
protect our jobs.”

Farmers in this vicinity have 
been very busy this week. In ad­
dition to a heavy hay cutting, a 
number around Hagerman have 
harvested a good yield of wheat 
and barley. Most o f the farmers 
are storing their hay, selling only 
enough to meet current expenses.

State Gets Share 
of Health Money

W ASHINGTON —  The public 
health service distribution of $8,- 
881,859 o f federal funds for state 
public health programs under the 
social security act will provide 
$26£.015 for health work in the 
rocky mountain region during the 
fiscal year which began July 1.

Allotments to the states were 
made on a three-point basis: pop­
ulation, special health problems, 
and state financial needs.

For New Mexico the specific 
allotments were: $17,548 on pop­
ulation basis; $25,500 for special 
problems, and $19,104 on financial 
need basis.

Allotments for special health 
problems is to cover high morbid­
ity or mortality caused by wide­
spread diseases and special indus­
trial hazards.

The administration o f the funds 
will be handled by the state health 
officers under the general super­
vision o f the surgeon general of 
the United States.

CHICAGO— More than a score 
o f deaths were counted Tuesday 7n 
the harvest of havoc wrought by 
record-breaking heat and month- 
old drought.

At least ten fatalities were at­
tributed directly to the intense 
heat which scorched through its 
fifth  consecutive day of better 
than 100 degree readings with in­
dications that Tuesday’s top o f 119 
would be equalled in many places 
and probably surpassed in several. 
There were also upward of a dozen 
and a half drownings as thousands 
sought cooling relief in lakes and 
rivers.

Tuesday afternoon readings in­
cluding an unofficial maximum of 
118 at suburban Des Plains and 
Chicago’s highest o f the year— 102 
on the municipal airport ther­
mometer.

The weather bureau in Washing­
ton announced no alleviation was 
likely for the next two or three 
days, inrceasing the fear o f plant­
ers that corn's “ critical period”  
might resolve into added disaster.

In one of the wildest markets in 
months, wheat zoomed to a new 
high price for the season—-a peak 
since August o f the drought year 
and then was whirled downward 
almost a cent below Monday’s close 
on an avalanche of selling orders. 
Rainfall in the Saskatchewan sec­
tor o f the drought territory was 
credited with causing the reversal. 
A fter selling as high as $1.10 a 
bushel, the first serious break in 
the dry spell market ended with 
July delivery at $1.05H to V,.

Corn soared the four-cent limit 
allowed here but dropped back 
about two cents.

W ASHINGTON, D. C.— Presi­
dent Roosevelt announces a vast 
drought relief program for 170,000 
stricken families and plans a visit 
to the burned territory in August.

Severe Drouth Damage 
Brings Federal Action

W ITH thousands of acres of 
spring wheat d e s t r o y e d  

through drouth and with vast corn- 
growing regions threatened, the fed­
eral government undertook a com­
prehensive, campaign to alleviate 
human distress and property loss, 
and stricken areas were placed in 
the hands of a special drouth com­
mittee by Secretary of Agriculture 
Wallace, with instructions to pro­
ceed immediately with a plan of 
co-ordination.

Secretary Wallace named Jess 
W. Tapp, assistant agricultural ad­
justment administrator, as chair­
man of the committee Four oth­
ers appointed were: C. W. Warbur- 
ton, director of the Agricultural 
Extension Service; Hugh H. Ben­
nett, chief of the Soil Conservation 
Service; A. G. B'.ack, chief of the 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics;

International Conference

EETING in Montreaux. Switz­
erland, an international con­

ference sought settlement of mili­
tary and naval problems in the 
Mediterranean. The conference 
had been called by the powers as 
a result of Turkey's request to 
fortify the Dardanelles, which were 
demilitarized under the Lausanne 
treaty of 1923.

The possible threat of Russia’s 
growing naval strength caused an 
alignment of tt>« P.ntish and Jap­
anese. Japan announced it was 
willing to accept any limitation on 
Japanese warships authorized to 
enter the Black tea, providing sim­
ilar restriction! were placed on 
Russian warships leaving it

Russia demanded free westward 
passage of warships and subma­
rines out of the Black tea through 
the Dardanellei. adding she was 
unable to see why other powers 
not bordering on this body of wa­
ter desired unlimited passage to 
it  Because of her mutual as­
sistance pact with the Soviet 
France was expected to aide with 
Russia.

The possibility of a mutual as­
sistance pact In the Mediterrane­
an loomed with Britain leading the 
way and seeking Italy's participa­
tion. Such a step would extend a 
series of such pacta which were 
concluded between Britain and 
France, Jugoslavia, Greece and 
Turkey against Italy at the time 
economic sanctions were imposed.

were engulfed, and heaps of sand 
were piled 300 to 400 feet high. 
Ponds were left where the explosive 
craterlets had formed. About three 
feet at ash fell on the settlements.

The story goes that an earthquake 
shook the island with a gentle sway­
ing motion at 7 p. m. on August 31, 
1886. and smaller shocks continued 
till midnight, causing alarm. Then 
came a detonation, a "rocket" as­
cended 3.000 feet above the lake, 
and quaking ceased. Violent thun­
derstorms developed, and lightning 
struck in many places.

A blizzard of black dust and sand 
weighted donyn the vegetation dur­
ing a night of inky darkness. On 
the leeward side of the island, brok­
en fragments of rock and pumice, 
along with sand and fine dust, piled 
20 feet deep. The eruption contin­
ued in spasms, geyserlike, for 18 
days, with recurrences of terrifying 
clouds of dust that shut off the light 
of day.

Only two months before. Tara- 
wera volcano had erupted disas­
trously in New Zealand, indicating 
volcanic sympathy between two cra­
ters hundreds of miles apart on the 
same general rift in the earth's 
crust; and Funuafoo (Falcon la- 
land). nearer to Niuafoo. had begun 
eruption in October. 1885.

Legend of Ahau's Destruction.
Destruction of property by hurri­

canes and eruptions on the north­
ern and western sides of the island 
have been lamentable during the 
last century. The story of the vil­
lage of Ahau in the southwest is 
reminiscent of that of Sodom and 
Gomorrah.

Ahau. legend says, was founded
by men and women who, refusing 
to conform to the laws governing 
legal marriage, rebelled against the 
strict high chief at Angaha.

They founded their village pur­
posely on the siae of the island most 
remote from Angaha. and their 
headman denounced with impas­
sioned oratory the taxes imposed 
upon them by the high chief. He 
called upon the gods to send a sign 
from heaven to destroy all his peo­
ple rather than permit them to sub­
mit to such oppression.

Whatever the truth of these sto­
ries. certain it is that on June 24. 
1853, the ground rifted and lava 
spouted up directly under the vil- 

j lage headman’s house. Such de­
struction of human life by a sudden 
lava flow is unusual in volcano an­
nals. for lava is usually so slow- 
moving that people have time to flee 
from it.

An aged woman recalls the fren­
zied flight of those inhabitants who 
escaped and the gossip about the 
village. She will tell you that two- 
thirds of the population, possibly 60 
or 70 people, were killed.

When a volcanologist visited the 
site of this village recently, he found 
the lava flows covered with a mod­
erate growth of lronwood. some­
what resembling a pine forest with 
its small cones and long needles. 
Not a trace remains of the village 
green or native huts.

There is a 50-foot double spatter 
cone of black lava at the place 
where the headman's house is said 
to have stood. From this hill all 
lava gives place abruptly to a lux­
uriant growth of coconuti and fer­
tile plantation lands on the slope of 
the circular ridge.

Outbreaks Can Be Predicted.

A study of the eruptions and the 
dates when they have occurred pro­
vides some basis for predicting, 
roughly, when future outbreaks
may occur.

It may be said that Niuafoo is 
continuously erupting, and that 
these lava flows and explosive en- 
gulfments are merely punctuation 
marks in a continuing process.

After an explosive eruption in 
1814, the intervals were 26. 13, 14, 
and 19 years. From the 1886 explo­
sive eruption to the present time the 
intervals were 26 and 17 years. Con­
sidering the average lava interval 
of 16 years, we have reason to ex­
pect another lava eruption about 
1945. Adding the average explosion 
interval of 72 years to 1886. It may 
be estimated that the next explosive 
eruption will occur about 1858.

These expectations are not ac­
curate forecasts, but merely sug­
gestive experiments in volcanologic 
reasoning. It Is probable that the 
explosive eruption about 1858 will 
break down the very high cliffs to 
tha southeast of the lake, and that 
opposite this the lava flow, about 
1845, will extend the crack of 1828 
along the northwest shore of the is­
land, in the direction of the village 
of Esia, near Angaha.

HE R E ’S a detective yarn for you— a smuggling story, with 
all the good points of an old-time thriller, plus the addi­

tional good point that every word of it is true. Maybe some of 
you boys and girls have wondered what really goes on behind 
the scenes with the customs men.

W ell, here’s one of them to give us the low-down and spin 
us the yarn of an actual happ#ning. He is John Lynch of New 
York city, a Distinguished Adventurer, and a heck of a swell yarn »pin- 
nur.

Jo ha barge* right Into his yarn without any preliminaries. 
"W ell," he says, “ it was back tn 1914. I was discharged from the 
Fifteenth United State* Infantry at Tiealain.

Merchants of Old Good at 
Figuring, Tablets Reveal

Babylonian merchants more than 
1.000 years ago knew enough about 
simple and compound interest to 
charge their customers rates as 
high as 20 per cent per year, ac­
cording to ancient and clay tablets 
which once were Babylonian text­
books of arithmetic and algebra are 
deposited In libraries at Berlin and 
at Yale University.

Unlike modern textbooks of these 
mathematical aciences. the Baby­
lonian documents do not describe 
general principles of calculation. 
Instead they resemble modem de­
vices such a* the mulUplicatton 
tablet or tables of fractions.

This is one reason why the abili­
ties of the ancient Babylonian math 
ematicians and bookkeeper* weie 
not realised by students of the tab­
lets until an authority discovered 
what they really meant.

Another difference between Baby­

lonian and modem mathematics is 
that the Babylonians did not count 
by tens, but by sixties. Numbers 
larger than 60 were expressed tn 
powers of that number, such as 
squares or cubes. Numbers smaller 
than 60 were expressed in fractions 
of 60—one-half, one-third, and so on.

Oil field operations have slowed 
up considerably in Lea county due 
to the strike of rig builders which 
has now been on for three weeks. 
No new rigs are being erected and 
as fast as wells are completed the 
drilling tools are stacked and drill­
ing crews are laid off.

This has had a very depressing 
effect upon all kinds of business in 
the oil fields. It is estimated that 
from 1,000 to 1,500 oil field workers 
are out o f employment on account 
o f the strike and that more than 
$100,000 a week in wages is being 
lost.

Up to the present time nothing 
has been accomplished by way of a 
settlement of the difficulty al­
though numerous conferences have 
been held and the commissioner of 
labor for New Mexico has been in 
the field this week trying to affect 
an agreement.

The wage scale for rig builders 
has been $12 and $14 a day and 
they are striking for an increase 
of $2 a day, which the oil com­
panies refuse to pay. The rig 
builders claim that their side of the 
controversy is not understood by 
the public and that they do not 
receive anything like the amount 
of money for their work that they 
are supposed to get, that they are 
being constantly shifted from one 
field to another on their own time 
and at their own expense, and that 
the dangers in their work is very 
great and the accidents to them 
are most common. —  Lovington 
Leader.

| station o f the Bureau o f Plant In­
dustry reported “ the soil got a 
good soaking to a depth of fourteen 
inches,”  with “ some loss by run­
off.”  But on fields where the 
basin lister had been used “ the 
moisture soaked down to a depth 
of about twenty inches, even where 
there was considerable slope.”  On 
the Great Plains six inches more 
of moist soil may be the difference 
between a crop and failure.

The basin lister—developed by 
the Bureau o f Agricultural En­
gineering and Iowa State College 
— is a lister with an attachment 
that gathers soil and dumps it at 
short, regular intervals as dams 
across the listed furrows. Each 
tiny dam holds water where it 
fails.

Listing on a slope without a 
basin attachment leaves ready­
made ditches to collect and carry 
away water with its load of top­
soil. I f  listed furrows could be on 
the contour, there would be less 
need for such a device as the basin 
former. But an entire field can 
rarely be listed exactly on the con­
tour. Slopes seldom are regular 
and listed furrows must be parallel. 
Also, in listing to reduce wind 
erosion, furrows must be at right 
angles to prevailing winds, which 
may run them up and down a 
slope.

Listing is a cultural practice that 
cannot well be dropped in the Great 
Plains region. It is one of the best 
ways of checking wind erosion, the 
furrows catching and holding drift­
ing particles o f soil. The basin 
lister with its numerous cross dams 
is even more effective.
