C"ty readying i self for planting
trees 'at brand new Central Park

Never mind t.hat the soil tempera-
ture at six inches is in the neighbor-
hood of 32 degrees.

Don't even think about the snow
that covered the ground during the
last week.

Forget the wind chill temperatures
ranging downward to rninus-] 0, or so,

It's time La think planting trees,
and for the City of Hereford. the time
has come for some serious work. in
parks.

First on the list is the one-acre
parle at Sixth and Ross, known
generally a cntral Park. This site
was targeted about a year ago for
improvements with a grant made
through the Texas Forest Service by
the Small Business Administration.

The first iep toward implementing
provisions of the grant was taken last
Monday evening when the Hereford
City Commission directed the city
manager to seek bids for purchase and
planting of 30 trees on the Central
Park site.

The city's share of the project's
expense will come from a special
fundestabli h d in June 1991lohelp
finance park improvements.

ity water bills include a. $1

assessment thai customers may pay,
if they choose, to help better their
community.

Since the voluntary assessment
was installed, the fund has grown to
approximately $75,500. a nice nest
egg for the improvements the city
hopes to make.

Besides the Central Park tree
planting. the city has a major project
on tap for Dameron Park where a
pavil ion-stage and rest rooms may be
constructed from the park fund.

The city's engineering firrn,
McMorries and Associates.I nc .. has
been engaged LO prepare design and
engineering for the pavilion.

The plans should be ready to ask
for bids in early summer with
construction to begin soon thereafter.

But. the opening hot for park
improvements this year still will be
the Central Park site which officials
hope will become a source of pr.idc
for the community. .

The $5,200 grant approved in
March 1992 specifies 30 trees to be
planted. Purposeof!.heSBA program
is to improve small business
opportunities. A requirement of the
gmnt is thatlhe project be: visible
from widely-used roadways. The

Central Park site is visible from 2S
Mile Avenue. U.S. 385.

The successful bidder will provide
trees and planting. City workers wiU
dig holes for the trees and install a
drip irrigtion system to allow for
adequate. watering of the plants.
Altogether the city's contribution in
per onnel.equipment, materials and
cash should add up LO an investment
amounting to $12,002. in cash and
kind.

Tentatively, varieties of trees tobe
planted are bur oak, pecan and Rocky
Mountain juniper. said Mike Halley.
as istant city manager, who was
resp nsiblc for preparing the grant
application,

Worting with Halley and helping
with a. design for tree planting was
Mauri Montgomery, then chairman
of the Deaf Smith Chamber of
Commerce beautification committee.

If the selected trees are not
available. Hatley said he hopes
substitutions will be allowed.

The grant specifies that the trees
be fairly large, about four-inch
caliper, balled and bur lapped. With
thai size and withlhe drip irrigation
system, Hatley anticipates thai loss
of trees will be minimal.

CHILDRBSS, Texas (AP) - This

West Texas town was drying up faster
than tumbleweed in the 1980s.

The population had dropped (Tom
5..800 10 5,000 . .Blocks of houses were
for sale. Teen-agers graduated from
high school and left.

"There just wasn'lanything for
theyoung people to do unless they
wanted to be a waitress or gas station
attendant;" Mayor Pro Tern Bin
HaseJoff said.

So city leaders turned to a
recession-proof industry: prisons.

TheTexasDep~cntofCrUnUuU
Justice in .1990 built the I,OOO~bed
T.L. Roach Unit, with 255 employees
and a $1.4 million annual payroll.

And now, 16 months after the
prison opened. it can be hard to find
parking at stores or an apartment to
rent in Childress.

"We have stopped the hemorrhag-
ing," Haseloff said. "Before, we
were like a dying community."

The economic salvation represent-
ed by state prisons has become more
and more attracti vc in Panhandle and
South Plains cities, where land is
plentiful and agriculture and oil have
been hurt.

. BUl to some, they are salvation of
dubious value.

"Please don't come to me and talk
about the economic. benefits of
prisons," Lt. Gov. Bob BuUocksaid
in a recent speech to newspaper
execuuves in Dallas. .
