Abilene Braces

For Big Crowd

ABILENE, Kan. (AP) -
Dwight D. Eisenhower's home
town, already bursting at the
seams with visitors, expects
50,000 to 100,000 persons to flock
in Wednesday for his burial.

The municipal election of city
commissioners, a school board
and a hospital board goes on as
scheduled Tuesday because the
law requires it, but twe polling
places have been preempted for
use by the Army and newscast-
ers

The nearly 8,000 residents of
this one-time terminal on the
Chisholm cattle trial are getting
accustomed to the television
cameramen who stop them on
the streets for interviews. Boy-
hood friends of Eisenhower
have recited their recollections
so often they could almost do it
in their sleep.

“But we don't mind," said
Henry J. Madden, a realtor and
accountant who has turned his
downtown office into an emer-
gency housing center for the
ceremony. “It's a Midwestern
attitude. We open our doors to
people and want to help them.”

The 225 hotel and motel rooms
in Abilene filled up quickly with
official guests, military person-
nel and newsmen. Most rooms
in nearby Junction City and Sa-
lina also are taken

So far there has been no trou-
ble finding space in private
homes. Most residents not only
refuse to accept payment but of-
ten throw in a hearty breakfast

Several people called in to say
they speak a foreign language
and would be happy to help
guide foreign guests and act as
translators.

“Most of these people g;obl
bly never even met Mr. Eisen-
hower,” said Madden. ‘But
they still look on him as one of
their own, and they want to do
anything they can to help.”

Police Chief Fred Garten has
obtained about 100 men from
the Kansas Highway Patrol and
the Dickinson County sheriff's
office to help his seven-man
force. They've stopped giving
out parking tickets until after
the burial.

The funeral crowd is expected
to be the largest the town ever
has seen, far than the
audience which crammed Ei
senhower Park June 4, 1952, to
hear the general announce his
candidacy for the Republican
presidential nomination.

Soon it stretched from the
hushed Capitol Rotunda, where
the hero general of World War
II lay in state, down the broad
steps and far out into the Capi-
tol Plaza where he twice took
the oath of the presidency.

The leaders of American gov-
ernment and representatives of
most -of the world's nations
would be there this afternoon at
the start of his funeral proces-
sion.

Among them: President
Charles de Gaulle of France,
the Shah of Iran, King Constan-
tine of Greece, King Baudouin
of Belgium, West Germany's
Chancellor Kurt Kiesinger and
dozens more.

The quiet, tearless, affection-
ate line moved. By mid-morn-
ing fully half its numbers were
children. Schools were closed
and government offices excused
?n this day of national mourn-
ng.

The invitation-only funeral for
the hero-president, under the
soaring gothic arches of Wash-
ington National Cathedral will
be over by evening and a funeral
train will be carrying the
one-time Kansas farm boy back

Israel Digs In For Cirisis,
Big Four Settlement Rejected

JERUSALEM (AP) — Israel
was digging in today for a criti-
cal spring and summer after its
Cabinet rejected any Big Four
settlement for the Middle East
and Egyptian President Gamal
Abdel Nasser talked again of
War.

Israeli Defense  Minister
Moshe Dayan told border set-
tlers the summer would be
“most critical” because the
Egyptian regime is under heavy

to renew the war or
abdicate. And Nasser said Sun.
day that war with Israel is incv-
itable “‘so long as they refuse to
withdraw from the occupied
Arab lands.”

Addressing the national con-
gress of the Arab Socialist Un-
jon, Nasser said: “The days
when we could not answer Is-
raeli shelling have passed. We
now can hit back, and hit vi-

olently.” However, he said
Egypt still hoped the coming
four-power talks in New York at
the United Nations would result
in some kind of peace settle-
ment.

Because the meetings of the
United States, Great Britain,
France and the Soviet Union are
expected to begin this week, the
Israeli Cabinet decided Sunday
to state its position before rath-
er than after the talks.

The Cabinet communique
said: “Israel entirely opposes
the plan to convene representa-
tives of states outside the Mid-
dle East in order to prepare re-
commendations concerning the
region. Such a procedure under-
mines the ty devolv-
ing on the states of the region to
achieve peace among them-
selves.”

It was no secret that the Is-
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raelis opposed the lalks. They
are said to believe that an im-
posed solution could only benefit
the Arabs because they expect
Russia and France to insist that
Israel withdraw form the lands
it occupied in the Junme, 1967,
war. Before Israel gives up its
biggest bargaining lever, it
wants a'signed peace agreement
with -the Arabs.

| General Eisenhower:

NEW YORK (AP)~—Trust, In-
spiration.

Those two words most aptly
sum up the hardware behind
“Ike's” famous grin. By those
two words he is most likely to
endure,

A GENERATION trusted Gen.
Dwight D. Eisenhower, and he
returned that trust by inspiring
that generation. The people had
faith in him; he had faith in the
people.

A psychologist might sum up
his career by saying that he sat-
isfied America's desire for a
“father image.” To use a South-
ern colloquialism, he might be
described as the ‘big Daddy
Rabbit” of his time

Certainly it is true that he
came to have a paternal feeling
for his country and it developed
a filial affection for him. In
health, he led it to victory in
wartime; in illness, he gave to
millions of ailing others an ex-
ample of fortitude under duress,
courage in ordeal.

IT WAS a long journey that Ei-
senhower took—away from and
back to Abilene, where a resi-
dual immortality awaits him in
graven stone and stored words

The 34th president of the Unit-
ed States won florid praise as a
chieftain in war and a states-
man in peace. He won florid
dispraise, too, in both functions
We are perhaps too close to both
the praise and dispraise now to
be sure of how his fame will
emerge.

Undoubtedly, however, histo-
ry will have to certify his genius
in a very vital field—the ability
to get people to work together
for a common purpose and a
mutual goal. This talent, which
alone can assure the nobility of
mankind’s potential glory, is as
rare in the human race as pla-
teaus are on horned toads.

EISENHOWER was able to
put dreams in harness and make
them work.

His critics may say that on
the field of battle the general

was hardly another Napoleon.
Indeed he wasn't. Napoleon had
a .500 average in combat. He
won half his campaigns and lost
half of them, including his last
one. Eisenhower didn't lose any.

There are so many fists and
thumbs in the second world war
that it is hard to say that any
one man fished out the plum of
victory. But it can be said of Ei-
senhower that he was the key
architect of unity among the Al-
lies on the western front.

THOSE WHOSE carping jea-
lousies endangered that unity of
aim he curbed or dismissed,;
those who worked for that unity
he promoted and sustained.

As president of his country, he
tried to dg the same thing—sus-
tain and promote a unity. There
are those who say that in poli-
tics he was inept and a caretak-
er rather than a creator. Some
of this criticism overlooks Ei-
senhower’'s own conscientious
idea of his task—to get dis-
parate elements among his coun-
trymen to get along and achieve
essential goals, the goals he
saw

Perhaps a longer view from
a later time may see those goals
as limited. Perhaps not. But to
dismiss Eisenhower as political-
ly unsophisticated is in itself
perhaps to show critical naiv-
ete

IT WAS during his administra-
tion that the United States, by
taking in as members Alaska
and Hawaii, changed its tradi-
tional structure that had hinged
until then on contiguity. Now, if
politically advisable, our coun-
try club can add to its roster
and put new stars in its flag. At
least the pattern of possibility is
there,

The idea of unity was upper-
most in Eisenhower's mind
Shortly before his death he con-
fided that he hoped to write a
book on the history of men’s at-
tempts to ally themselves with
one another, and the problems
allies faced in getting along.

Congress Isn’t Helping Nixon

WASHINGTON — The majority of
the American people who went to the

lls last autumn wanted less war,
ess government spending, less crime,
lower costs of living, and less inter-
ference with the quality of education
in the public schools through the
arbitrary assignment of students and
faculty by racial quotas or ‘‘guide-
lines."”

But today there is a mood of impa-
tience sweeping the country because
the new administration in Washington
hasn't shown signs of an intention
to deal firmly with these major prob-
lems.

THE PUBLIC is bewildered by the
controversy over the anti-ballistic-
missile system, just as it is frustrated
by talk of peace-making in Paris
while the North Vietnamese step up
their assaults on American and South
Vietnamese troops.

What is also bothering people
throughout the country is the mess
that has been created in the public-
school system as a consequence of
vague rulings by the courts and even
vaguer pronouncements by federal
agencies which require what is being
called “discrimination in reverse.”
The quality of educatjon is being
impaired in order to achieve artificial
quotas of teachers despite the fact
that Congress declared by law that
federal action could not be taken
merely to correct “‘racial imbalance”
in the schools.

SO FAR AS crime is concerned,
the administration has promised to
enforce some federal laws relating
to interstate activities of criminals
or conspirators. But the President has
pointed out that state and city govern-
ments must, after all, bear the main
responsibility. This, of course, cannot
be accomplished without the expendi-
ture of large sums. Although the fed-
eral government indicates that it will
do something about sharing tax
revenues with the states, it can be
done but not necessarily in the im-
mediate future.

AS FOR A reduction in the cost

of living, the latest figures from offi-
cial sources show the curve is still
moving upwards. Labor costs haven't
diminished, and prices of many
manufactured products are showing
no sign of coming down.

The 10 per cent surtax on incomes,
it has been announced, will be
retained at least another year. There
is, to be sure, justification for keeping
it. Most people don't realize that if
inflation is to be curbed, spending
power must be restricted somewhat.

THE NIXON administration is faced
with economic factors inherited from
eight years of Democratic administra-
tion, including cuts in taxes that were
promptly followed by increases in
state taxes and a rise in prices due
to higher wage costs. No administra-
tion could possibly transform this
situation overnight and not even in
a single year. It may require the
rest of Mr. Nixon's term to achieve
the desired results.

So much attention is focused on a
new President during his first few
weeks in office that the re-
sponsibilities and obligations of the

new Congress, which started its
session on Jan. 3, 1969, are being
overlooked.

IT HAPPENS that the Democratic
party has a majority in both houses,
and there are lots of measures which
could be enacted into law limiting
expenditures and clarifying the
ambiguous phrases of previous laws
without waiting for recommendations
from the administration. The
legislators have given the impression
that they want Mr. Nixon to make
the first moves, but already some
of his programs — such as his effort
to assure a better defense system —
are under heavy criticism. This
doesn't convey the idea of a smoothly
operating federal government in
which the legislative and executive
branches are supposed to be working

Cheap Atomic Power

BRUSSELS (AP) — A plant that
could make the main explosive for
at least one hydrogen bomb a year
will cost only a few hundred thousand
dollars if a new European process

succeeds.
Britain, West Germany and Holland
are working on it together.

IT IS CALLED the gas centrifuge
method for extracting uranium-235 as
fuel for peaceful nuclear power
plants. The same machines could
make U-235 of a quality suitable for
bombs, by working a longer time.

There is no known intention to use
the process for explosives, but a de-
bate is going on over how to make
sure it will not be misused. One
British newspaper, worried that West
Germany might get nuclear weapons,
has asked if there is going to be
a “Volksbomb."”

To avoid such criticism, and under-
cut from the Soviet Union,
the prototype plants will be put
in Britain and Holland, with only the

DETAILS OF the machine are
closely guarded. Independent scien-
tists think it could be quite small:
basically a cylinder about eight inches
in diameter and five feet , ac-

trifuges always has been classified
as secret. Until March, 1967, the AEC
said, US. industrial firms were
permitted to do research, but this
is now forbidden.

A secrecy agreement still binds the
three main European countries work-
ing on the process. Several others
-~ notably Japan, France and
Australia — have done some in-
dependent work.

U.S. officials have seemed less
worried recently. Many take the view
that 17 or 18 countries can mage nu-
clear bombs now if they want to
spend the money. In a few years
reactors of many lands will be pro-
ducing quantities of plutonium, from
which bombs can also be made. This
is one reason the United States and
the Soviet Union back a treaty to
ban the spread of nuclear weapons.
