THE HIGH COST OF HOLDING 

PRIMARIES 

By CHARLES P. STEWART 

NEA Serdice Writer. 
WASHINGTON, Kept 17. — The 

question of primary election expenses 

wiil loom very importantly in Congress 
next winter. 

The question of regular November 
election expenses will loom, too, if any 
great amount of money is spent In the 
jcourse of the present campaign. The 
probabilities are, however, that this 
will be an unusually economical cam- 
paign, not #m expensive one. Election 

eXpenses are a lability just now, not 
an asset. . 

| With the Lorimer and Newberry 
casts Wil In mind, candidates for 
Congress know they mustn't spend too 
much oh their post -primary campaigna, | 
anyway, If they deo, they're sware 
that they're lable not to get their 
seats after they've pad for them. 

But the argument has been that pri- 
ry expenses are none of Congress’ 

business—that primaries are elections 
{for the respective state legislatures to 
regulate, not the national legislature.
