Search For Potash 
In South Panhandle

W a s h in g t o n , Aug. 9.—Con­
gressman Marvin Jones of Ama­
rillo, and Director Smith of the 
geological survey, held a long 
conference today, at which time 
the Congressman urged that the 
survey be made at once to thor- 
ughly investigate the possibili­
ties for potash in Terry, Lynn 
and Gaines counties in the 
South Panhandle.

Director Smith promised to 
send M. R. Wheeler, an expert, 
to Texas at once to make an in­
vestigation.

Thousands of acres in these 
counties are covered with what 
is designated there as “salt 
lakes.” The department ot the 
interior has from time to time 
heard of the potash possibilities 
there and after Congressman 
Jones’ visit it was said that a 
complete investigation will be 
made.

Analysis of the lakes near 
O’Donnell in Lynn county has al­
ready been made by private geo­
logists and a favorable report 
made thereon. It is hoped that 
the Government will thoroughly 
investigate the matter and if 
possible arrange to develope the 
potash industry on the South 
olains. Congressman Jones is a

W hen W ages Raised, He Says, M anu­

fa ctu re rs  Boost Prices Beyond 
W age Cost.

proposed to congress the following def­
inite program of legislation to cope 
with the high cost of living:

1. Extension of the Lever food con 
trol act to peace-time and broadening 
o f its anti hoarding provisions to cover 
foodstuffs, fuel, clothing and other in­
disputable necessaries of life.

2. Enactment of a law regulating 
cold storage.

3. Federal licensing of all corpora­
tion engaged in interstate commerce, 
with specific regulations to prevent 
“ unconscionable profits."

4. Passage of the bill now pending 
for control of security issues.

5. Provision of adequate funds for 
government agencies to enable them to 
give full publicity to retailers’ costs 
and selling profits.

6. Definite provision for a penalty 
for profiteering

7. Provision for marking on the 
package the price paid to the producer 
of all goods to be shipped in interstate 
commerce.

The president presented this con­
crete program before a joint session 
of congress Friday.

Denouncing some of the methods by 
which present high prices are produced 
as “ illegal" and "criminal,” the presi­
dent assured congress and the country 
that swift prosecution and punishment 
will fall upon the guilty.

He indirectly appealed for early rati 
fication of the peace treaty by point­
ing out that economic disturbances 
growing out o f the war cannot be 
calmed until there is peace.

But whatever can be done to meet 
the immediate situation should be 
done, and done quickly, the president 
said.

He issued both a warning and ap­
peal to the country’s workers not to 
strike or resort to “ violent contest” 
to settle the situation.

necessary for them to use in order to j 
live are not justified by a shortage 
in supply, either present or prospective 
and in many cases artificially and de­
liberately created by vicious practices 
which ought immediately to be check 
ed by law. They constitute a burden 
upon us which is the more unbear­
able because we know- that it is w ill­
fully imposed by those who have the 
power and that it can by vigerous pub­
lic action be greatly lightened and 
made to square with the actual con 
ditions of supply and demand. Some 
o f the methods by which these p r r r 
are produced are already illegal, some 
o f them criminal and those who em­
ploy them will be energetically pro­
ceeded against, but others have not yet 
been brought under the law, and 
should be dealt w ith at once by legis 
lation.

I need not recite the particulars of 
this critical matter; the prices de 
manded and paid at the sources of 
supply, at the factory, in the food 
markets, at the shops, in the restau­
rants and in the village. They are fa­
miliar to you They are the talk of 
every home circle and of every group 
of casual acnuaintances even. It is a 
matter of familiar knowledge, also, 
that a process has set in which is 
likely, unless something is done, to 
push prices and rents and the whole 
cost of living higher and yet higher, 
in a vicious cycle to which there is 
no logiscal or natural end. With the 
Increase in the prices of the necessi­
ties o f life come demands for increases 
in wages—demands which are justified 
i f  there be no other means o f enabling 
men to live. Upon the increase of 
wages there follows close an increase 
in the price of the products whose 
producers have been accorded the in­
crease—not a proportionate increase, 
for the manufacturer does not content

FARMERS OUTLINE SOME OF 
THE LAWS THEY FAVOR

to do and to enforce what is right.
Politically, economically, socially, 

the world is on the operating table, 
and it has not been possible to admin 
lster any anaesthetic. It is conscious.
It even watches the capital operation, 
upon which it knows that its hope of 
healthful life depends. It can not 
think its business out or make plans 
or give intelligent and provident di­
rection to its affairs while in such a 
state. Where there is no peace of 
mind there can be no energy in en 
deavon

There can be no confidence in in­
dustry, no calculable basis for credits, 
no confident buying or systematic 
selling, no certain prospect of employ­
ment, no normal restoration of busi­
ness. no hopeful attempt at recon­
struction or the proper reassembling 
of the dislocated elements of enter­
prise until peace has been established 
and so far as may be, guaranteed 

Our national life has no doubt been 
less radically disturbed and dismem­
bered than the national life of other 
peoples whom the war more directly 
affected, with all its terrible ravaging 
and destructive force, but it has been, 
nevertheless, profoundly affected and 
disarranged and our industries, our 
credits, our produce capacity, our eco­
nomic processes are inextricably in­
terwoven with those of those nations 
and peoples— most intimately of all 
with the nations and peoples upon 
whom the chief burden and confusion 
of the war fell and who are now most 
dependent upon the co-operative action 
of the world.

W e are just now shipping more 
goods out of our ports to foreign mar­
kets than we ever shipped before— 
not foodstuffs merely, but stuffs and 
materials of every sort; but this is no 
index of what our foreign sales wjll 
continue to be or of the effect the 
volume of our exports will hava on 
supplies and prices. It is yet impos­
sible to predict how far or how long 
foreign purchasers will be able to find 
the money or the credit to pay for or 
sustain such purchases on such a 
scale; how soon or to what extent 
foreign manufacturers can resume 
their former production, foreign farm­
ers get their accustomed crops from 
their own fields, foreign mines resume 
thei rformer output; foreign mer­
chants set up again their old machinery 
of trade with the ends of the earth. 
All these things must remain uncer­
tain until peace is established and 
the nations of the world have con­
certed the methods by which normal 
life and industry are to be restored. 
All that we shall do in the meantime 
to restrain profiteering and put the 
life of our people upon a tolerable 
footing will be makeshift and pro­
visional.

I believe, too. that the more extreme 
leaders of organized labor will pres­
ently yield to a sober second thought, 
and like the great mass of their asso­
ciates, think and act like true Ameri­
cans. Thev will see that strikes un­
dertaken at this critical time are cer­
tain to make matters worse, not better 
—worse for them and for everybody 
else. The worst thing, the most fatal 
thing, that can be done is to stop or 
interrupt production or to interfere 
with the distribution of goods by ihe 
railways and the shipping of the coun­
try.

Threats and undue insistence upon 
a single class make settlement impos­
sible. I believe, as I have hitherto had 
occasion to say to the congress, that 
the industry and life of our people and 
of the world will suffer irreparable 
damage if employers and workmen 
are to go on in a perpetual contest, 
as antagonists. They must, on one 
plane, or another, be effectively asso­
ciated.

Have we not steadiness and self- 
possession and business sense enough 
to work out that result? Undoubtedly 
we have and we shall work it out In 
the meantime— now and in the days of 
readjustment and recuperation that 
are ahead of us— let us resort more 
and more to frank and intimate coun­
sel and make ourselves a great and 
triumphant nation by making ourselves 
a united force in the life of the world 
It will not then have looked to us for 
leadership in vain.

W ould  Change M ethod of T a x a tio n  fo r 
Revenue fo r  State Purposes.

Austin, Texas.— The state Farmers’ 
Institute has adopted a resolution urg­
ing the passage o f a law providing for 
the collection of all taxes for mainte­
nance of state expenditures from in­
come. corporation and intangilble prop­
erty and that the several counties as­
sess and collect such taxes only from 
real and personal property within their 
borders as may be sufficient for the 
needs of each individual county, "thus 
enabling all citizens to ren ler their 
property at commensurate value."

A number of other resolutions rec­
ommending legislation weie adopted, 
among them being the passage of a 
law regulating the business of brokers 
and commission merchants who deal 
in live stock and agricultural products, 
requiring them to give bonds which 
will provide full security for all whose 
business they may handle. A law pro 
viding for the establishment of a sat­
isfactory quarantine against diseased 
or infected farm* products and seed 
raised in other states.

ENGLAND WILL DEAL
WITH PROFITEERING

London.—Great Britain purposes es­
tablishing a central authority to deal 
with profiteering, it was announced by 
Sir Auckland Geddes, minister o f re­
construction, at the resumption of the 
hearings by the house o f commons, 
sitting as a select committee to in­
quire into the higji cost o f living and 
profiteering.

Sir Aukland said this central au­
thority, according to the government’s 
plan, would be associated with local 
and county tribunals. New- powers 
would be asked for in connection with 
the project and an increase in penal 
ties for violations put into effect.

Ta lk in g  of Raising Price of Sugar.
Havana.— Thai the price of Cuban 

sugar for the 1C 19-1920 crop will be 
higher than the present figure estab­
lished by the United States equaliza­
tion hoard seems inevitable from the 
present trend of events in Cuba. One 
of the possibilities of the near future 
seems to be that there will be some 
method of controlling the sale of su­
gar, either by a combination of plant­
ers and mill owners who will appoint 
a special committee authorized to 
handle the selling end, or through 
government control to be brought 
about through direct legislation by 
congress.

sideration in the house the 
following memorial from 
New Mexico w as read: 

“ Whereas, we believe that the work 
of exterminating predatory wild ani­
mals and range-destroying rodents car-f 
ried on under the direction of the bitv / 
logical survey during the past few i 
years has been very successful, and 
that under the thorough organization 
anti efficient plans of that bureau this 
evil will fie largely minimized, if not 
entirely removed, provided the differ­
ent stiites will heartily co-operate with 
the federal government In Its plan of 
w-ork; and

“Whereas at the present time the 
fnnds appropriated by congress for 
this purpose are wholly inadequate to 
meet the real requirements of the bio­
logical survey in carrying on this work, j 
and on that account the results ob­
tained are not satisfactory In most sec­
tions of the West; and

“Whereas it is our fudief that the 
present laws of the states should he \ 
repealed, and in lieu thereof the vari- : 
nus states should, through ihelr several 
legislatures, enact laws appropriating 
sufficient money to equal‘ the amounts 
to he expended by the federal govern­
ment in the different states, and that 
such state appropriations sliould he ex­
pended under the direction of the bio­
logical survey, to he handled In con­
junction with tlje funds appropriated 
by congress; therefore he it

“Resolved hv the New Mexican ('at­
tic and Horse Growers’ association, in 
convention assembled at Albuquerque, 
N. M., March 21, 20 and 27. 1!>19. that 
we urge congress to appropriate the 
additional sum of $200,000 for imme­
diate use in the extermination of preda­
tory wild animals and range-destroy­
ing rodents, and that we petition the 
various states to make appropriations 
nt least equal to the amounts expend­
ed by the federal government in the 
various states, said money, both fed­
eral and stiite, to lie expended under 
the direction of the biological survey."

This question of predatory wild ani­
mals and rodents—which are also 
predatory nntmals In tie* true sense 
of the word. Inasmuch as they raid and 
pillage the crops— is a serious one in 
many parts of the West. The case of 
New Mexico is typical; so the remarks 
of Representative Hernandez of New 
Mexico concerning the situation are 
of Integest. He said In part:

“One of the serious problems con­
fronting those engaged In promoting 
increased production of food crops and 
meat animals was the tremendous dam­
age to growing crops and to range 
grasses caused by prairie dogs and 
other rodents, and the loss of cattle, 
shepp. and poultry front wild animals. 
Investigations by the United Stiites bi­
ological survey show that the annual 
losses In the United States from preda­
tory wild animals amounted to several 
hundred million dollars, and the loss 
from rodents is probably greater. The 
annual loss In New Mexico wns vari­
ously estimated at front fifteen to twen­
ty-five million dollnrs. The method 
nsed by the biological survey has been 
perfected by years of Investigation and 
experiineMlng and Is very success­
ful. The ‘‘kill”  of prairie dogs Is gen­
erally from 85 to 95 per cent by the 
use Of poisoned oats. They followed 
up the work by using poisoned rolled 
barley and later by using fumigants, 
such as bisulphide of carbon, with 
which, if carefully and thoroughly used, 
a good start has been made.

“The biological survey had co-opera­
tive arrangements la several status for

o r u r  o r n z z z j o j r j

exterminating rodents and predatory 
wild animals, and in every case the 
results are much more satisfactory and 
less expulsive than under the bounty 
system. I have before me now n par­
tial report made by the men in charge 
of this work In the southwestern part 
of tiie country through the council of 
defense of the state of New Mexico.

“ In the spring of 191S tin* governor 
of the stiite authorized the use of $-!•">.- 
0o0 from the fund known in our suite 
as the war fund, and under an agree­
ment covering the plan for the co-oper­
ative work as execute*!. Under ltd* 
agreement $10,000 of this amount. In 
conjunction with an ispial amount by 
the department of agriculture, wns set 
aside and applied in reducing losses in 
live stock due to predatory wild ani­
mals. an increased force of hunters 
was placed in the field, trapping w as 
resorted to by this experiment: the 
results have been very satisfactory.

“ State hunters have a total of 1.972 
days, at a cost of $5,741.44: They have 
taken 642 coyotes, 124 hob cats. 14 
gray wolves, 5 predatory hears, includ- 
ing 3 grizzlies. The average cost of 
animals in June was $88.87; in July. 
<;S.r>3 ; August. $5.93. The government 
operations in the state during the same 
periods cost $9,225.70, and resulted in 
the killing of 417 coyotes. 77 hob cats. 
41 gray wolves. 13 mountain lions. 2 
bears. No reasonable estimate of dam­
age Inflicted by predatory animals that 
has been advanced can show anything 
other than the return on this invest­
ment of a very high rate of Interest. 
The estimate generally accepted—and 
It Is conservative, indeed, in view of 
the present high value of live stock— 
is that each gray wolf destroys an­
nually $1,000 worth of live stock ; each 
mountain lion. $5<J0; each coyote and 
hob cat, $50 worth; predatory bears 
mnv he rated in the same class with 
wolves. On this basis the saving rep­
resented in this co-operative work Is 
nearly nine times the amount of ex­
penditure. Tints you will observe that 
the estimated saving to the people of 
the nation, you might state. Is $131,500. 
at a cost of about $20,000.”

While the facts presented by the 
New Mexican representative are not 
clearly arranged, they afford a glimpse 
of the situation that prevails pretty 
much all over the far West, and the 
whole nntion Is Interested, too, as Mr. 
Fernandez snid in closing;

“ We are nil Interested in that In­
dustry. We send our wool—20.000,C(00 
or 25.000.000 pounds— to the cities of 
Philadelphia and Boston, so that those 
merchants can have that product, 
which will Increase the employment 
of their people. We send our meat to 
the pneking houses. Ail the American 
people are Interested in that. There 
w m  a time when the people did not

• are how many animals were destroyed 
by predatory beasts, because m**at was 
plentiful.

It is true that predatory wild ani­
mals. like tiie mountain lion and wolf, 
are expensive. The biological survey 
is emphatic in Its statement that the 

I average gray wolf kills $1,900 worth 
of live stock a year, and a mountain 

j tinn $500 worth. The coyote. \vhi**h is 
. th e  smaller prairie wolf, rivals his hie 
cousin in <1 struction. The biological 

! survey claims to have reduced the wolf 
population of New Mexico by 260 in- 

( divhiuals In three years.
Incidentally, naturalists and sports- 

j men will he interested in tiie state- 
, tnept by the biological survey that In 
1 the I ’ecos mountain region hen-s have 
j been very destructive. The survey 
! uses these words:

“During tiie recent grazing season 
, hears killed approximately 125 head of 
valuable cuttle in tiie Pecos region. 
Similar dai..age in the Black range ami 
in the Mogollon mountain makes it evi­
dent that a total <>f at least 250 head 
of cattle as well as a large number of 
sheep were killed by bears. These facts 
are worthy of consideration, in view 
of the general and concerted efforts 
now under way on the part of sports­
men to enact legislation that will pre­
vent trapping of hears or hunting them 
with the aid of dogs.”

Naturalists and big game hunters 
hold that hears seldom kill big game 
or stock, and that when Individual 
hears get the stock-killing habit it Is 
an ncquired taste. Big-gnnie hunters 
holding these views have been active 
in promoting state legislation for the 
protection o f grizzly and black hears, 
which otherwise are doomed to speedy 
extermination except in the national 
parks, which are wild life sanctuaries.

T* » warfare against prairie dogs, 
chipmunks and other rodents ts less 
exciting, hut there is much more 
money at stake. In New Mexico in 
four summer months co-operative 
work In exterminating prairie dogs 
was conducted over 652,000 acres of in 
fested land. 3,40.3 landowners assisting 
in the work. An average of over 90 
pei cent of tiie prairie dogs was killed. 
On tiie untreated land the total 
loss of the crop, or nt least a 50 
per cent loss, often occurred as a re­
sult of prairie-dog Infestation. It Is 
estimated Hint the crop saving effected 
by prairie-dog control amounts to ap­
proximately $500,000.

Multiply this by a dozen or tnore^ 
the number of states doing the same 
kind of work—and the size of the Job 
Is appurent.

A new angle to the situation la the 
recent public announcement that prai­
rie dogs are jp*>d eating and that vari­
ous towns in the Infested areas are go­
ing to put them on the bill of fare.

•- The Obligation of Missions (Mark
1G :ir>).

God saves men for a purpose. Thai 
purpose Is to be laborers together with 
him in the salvation of others. Christ’s 
parting message, yea. his final com­
mission to the disciples was, “ fjo, 
[•reach the Gospel to every creature.” 
T his obligation still rests nt»>n the 
church. Since the command is to 
preach the Gospel to every creature, 
this obligation will obtain as long 8't 
there is one tin reached soul.

II. The Power o f Missions (Acts'
1:8).

This power is the supernatural in 
ducement of the Holy Spirit. Mission­
ary endeavor without the Holy Spirit 
Is doomed to failure. Power to witness 
for Christ is the purpose of the gift 
of the Spirit. Success wifi crown the 
efforts of those who go forth under the 
leadership and power of the Holy 
Spirit. The Spirit was not given pri­
marily to make Christians happy, but 
to make them strong to carry the 
Gospel to the heathen. However, 
those who go fortTTln this blessed serv­
ice in the Spirit’s power are truly 
happy.

III. The  Scope o f Missionary En­
deavor (Acts 1 :8J.

The disciples were to begin their 
witnessing where they were when the 
Holy Spirit fell upon them—Jerusa­
lem. But they were to go out from 
there to the “ uttermost parts of the 
earth." This is the program for ev­
ery disciple of Christ. Begin witness­
ing where Christ saves you. and then 
go to your neighbors next to you, and 
on to the remotest hounds of the earth. 
There is no such thing as “home mis­
sions,” except that you begin at home.

IV. Ths First Foreign Missionaries 
(13:1-14; 28).

1. Who they were <13 r2). Bar­
nabas and Saul were selected—the 
very best two men fn the church. The 
evangelization of the world Is a task 
of such tremendous Importance that It 
challenges the church to offer her best 
men and women. Since an Institution 
is Judged by Its representatives, it be­
comes the church to put her most capa­
ble men to the front.

2. By whom sent (13:2. 4). The 
Holy Spirit chose these men and sent 
them forth to their work. The church 
at Antioch seemed to have deliberate­
ly planned this missionary enterprise. 
It was after prayer and fasting that 
the Spirit ordered the church to send 
forth these missionaries. It should he 
the business of the church to constant­
ly se»k the mind of God relative to 
sending forth laborers into the Lord’s 
viney-ird. The Spirit calls and sends 
men forth, hut he does this through 
the churcj).

3. Novne experiences of the first for­
eign missionaries:

(1) Withstood hy Elymns the sor­
cerer (13:0-12). Ei.vmas moved hv the 
devil, sought to turn the mind of Sergi­
us Pfinlus from the faith, thus barring 
the Gospel as it enters upon its widest 
mission of salvation. The most vil­
lainous n *t which one can commit is 
to turn a soul from the Gospel. (2). 
Worshiped as gods (14:8-18). (a) The
occasion (vv. 8-10). God accompanied 
the tertlnony of these missionaries hy 
his miglPy power. He wrought a mir­
acle through Paul. At his call the 
Inveterate cripple— one who had never 
walked -  leaped up and walked. The 
cure wrs Instant, (h) The method (vv. 
11-13). They called Barnabas. Jupi­
ter, and Paul, Mercury, because he was 
the chief speaker. They declared that 
the gods had come down In the like­
ness of men. and they brought oxen and 
garlands *o offer sacrifice, (c) Their 
efforts foiled (vv. 14-18). 1. The mis- 
sionarles rent their clothes and ran 
In among *he people, saving they were 
rot divine but beings of like passions 
with thoncoelves. 2. They urged the 
people to turn to God. 3. Paul 
stoned (vr. 11)22). Stirred up hy 
wicked Jews from Antioch and Iconl- 
um. the rabble who a moment ago were 
worshiping arc filled with satnnlc hnte. 
Doubtless Pnul remembered Stephen’s 
experience. God raised him up and lie 
went forth to discharge his duties ns 
n missionary. Such men of courag* 
are needed today.
