This church building when complet­
ed will no doubt be one of the finest 
In Texas, if not the finest. The bouse 
now being used by the Bptscopal de­
nomination is on. the corner of Chad- 
'bourne street and Harris avenue. The 
grounds on which this building la 
loi'sted waa sold a few months ago | 
fo r »22,000. That money will be used 
In the construction of the first section 
of the new church building.

San Angeip has several very fine 
church buildings, namely, the First 
Presbyterian. F irst flai>tlat and the 
F irst Methodist. These three build­
ings were erected during the last few 
years and the aggregater cost of them 
is about »75.000. These, however, 
irere built to  a state of permanent 
•completion.

The Episcopal church building will 

have permanent foundation const ructed 
and as each section ia added It will 
add to iu  height.

The members o f the Episcopal 
church have not decided deflnltelv on 
the matter, but that will be done In a 
few days.

A subscription will also be taken 
for ere<ting their new home.

This church bulMIng will not be ex­
actly what Is known, as a chtirch but 
rather a cathedral. It is to be fitted 
up with »11 the moilern convenlrnces 
and facilities.

As to the material that will be used 
In Its construction, nothing has been 
definitely decided U|>on. but in all 
probability it will l)e of pressed brick, 
which will give It a very beautiful fin­
ish as well as making it a very tub- 
ntantlal edifice.

New York. Oei‘. 14.—A new«p«p«r 

dtepttlcb from «ny Southern toK-n 
r «ad M follow« without ou tlin e  nny 
m rp riae : "A negro named Jo« Weat
waa lyiH'hed tonight on the ptant.itlon 
known a» .Morrow'« Rest. Joe had a»- 
saulted a young white girl and «he 
had died of her Injuries. Her father 
led a mob of the nlghbora with blood­
hounds and tracked the fugitive to 
the Morrow place. Sheriff Philip 
Morrow tried to lodge the negro la 
ja il, but the lynchers took him from 
the officers tied him to a tree and 
burned him to  death.*'

A private letter might give these ad­
ditional particulars without arousing 
any amaiement or incredulity; “The 
lynching of a negro here, about wntch 
you may read, has been followed by 
no arrests, although the lynchers did 
not try to hide their identity. The 
best people approve the death penalty 
as thus dreadfully Inflicted. The 
assaulted girl was delicate, refined 
and only fifteen The uigger was a 
laz bummer and drunk at the time 
of Is crime. Even his mother, a 
gotel old mammy, once a slave In the 
Morrow family, acrepta hit deatn at 
the stake as a matter of course. Folks 
a t the .North have no Idea of the pre­
vailing sentiment on this avfu l sub­
je c t at the South.**

The 
play proceeds with Phil Morrow In 
the goveronor's office of a state  not i 
nameil. Hera the prohibition question 
is brought in.
