Weed growth on vacant lots in
Stratford may cause a  costly
fire if the wind is in the. right

ing alumni roles, the Placement
Office has recorded what ap-
pears to be the busiest year in
its history. Eighty-seven
PAMC graduates and other per-
sons utilized its :services in ob-
taining satisfactory employment
for 1957-58, an increase of 26%
over the preceding.year. Sev-
enty-five of the positions were
in the teaching field, an incraese
of 29% over 1956. Thirty of
the teachers placed were grad-
uating seniors of the 1957 class.
This number was 25% greater
than the year before. The
figures in this paragraph do not
include students who were as-
sisted in finding part-time em-
ployment while attending school.

The demand for teachers con-
tinued to éxcéed the . available
supply. The requests coming to
this office indicate that the
teacher shortage probably will
continue for some time. \

Two hundred separate calls
for tedchers were received during
the year, most of them reporting
multiple openings representing
altogether 638 different posi-
tions. These figures do not in-
clude the larger cities listing in-
definite numbers of vacancies.
Forty-two per cent of the 200
calls came from  Oklahoma.
schools, 29 per cent from Kan-
sas, 13 per cent from Texas, 12
per cent from Colorado, and
the remaining 4 per cent from
California, Florida, Missouri,
New Mexico, North Dakota and
Wyoming.
