Winters zips past
Coleman 38-6

It wasn't pretty, but the Bliz-
zards blew out the Coleman
Bluecats 38-6 last Friday night.

Penalties and their own mis-
takes kept the Big Blue from rout-
ing Class 3A Coleman any worse.
Five different people scored for
Winters, three by passes and two
by running.

The scoring wasopenedup with
a 50-yard pass and run from John
Belew to Mark Deike. Deike made
abeautiful running catchabout 30
yards from the line of scrimmage
and ran 20 more yards for the
touchdown. The extra point kick
by Jonathan Cobb missed and
Winters led 6-0 at the end of the
first quarter.

Just three minutes later, Chris
McCaslin ran 20 yards for the
next Blizzard score. Belew setup
this touchdown with a pass inter-
ception he returned 20 yards to
the Coleman 47-yard line. The
extra point kick by Jason Carrillo
was good.

The Blizzard defense shut
down the Bluecat offense, hold-
ing them to just 170 total yards.
Winters also forced five turnovers
making the Blizzard turnover ra-
tio plus 10 for three games.

The Blizzard offensivelinekept
opening holes for the running
game and blocking well on the
pass plays.

Deike ran the next touchdown
from the 1-yard line after a drive
that started on the Winters 25 yard
line. A 31-yard runon a draw play
by Chris McCaslin and a couple
of first down runs for a total of 25
7ards by Amold Silva contrib-
uted to the drive.

The extra point bounced off
the left upright and the score was
Winters 19, Coleman 0.

On Coleman's first possession
after the half, the Blizzard de-
fense held and forced the punt.
Kevin Conner blocked the punt
and it was recovered on the
Coleman 12-yard line.

Brother Dennis Conner caught
an 11-yard fade away pass over
the shoulder for the touchdown.
The extra point failed leaving the
score Winters 25, Coleman 0.

Two plays later, John Biddix
intercepted a pass at the Coleman
26-yard line. Belew tossed a 10-
yarder to Biddix for the touch-
down. Going into the fourth quar-
ter, Winters led 31-0.

The fourth period saw substi-
tutes on the Winters side of the
line as Coach Robin Byrd was
trying to gain some experience
for his backup players.

Coleman managed to score
with 8:35 left in the 4th quarter

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This time around, we are go-
ing to tackle a subject that is as
important as it gets but is a little
more difficult to fully understand.

The topic is “Reserves, The
Reserve Concept, and Why it is
Important.” See, I couldn’t even
make the title simple!

Let’s start out by defining “re-
serves.” Reserve is the term re-
ferring to substances set aside and/
or awaiting use in the future. Oil
and gas reserves are simply the
volume of oil and gas (nothing
succeeds like redundancy) wait-
ing to be produced in a particular,
defined place. Those particular
defined places are reservoirs (ap-
propriately named) in the ground
that contain oil and gas.

It is not that the producer (also
aptly named) sets these volumes
aside on purpose. It’s just that the
good earth will not give them up
all at once.

Thatbringsus to aninteresting
concept. One 1 like to call the
“reserve concept.” You see, the
reserves any producer has are
really his or her future. If one had
no reserves, one would have no
future as a producer because one
would have nothing to produce.
This makes a little sense, doesn’t
it?

Therefore, when a company
talks about its reserves, it does so
with great seriousness. This is so
mainly because the company
would cease to exist without re-
serves.

In this vein, one might hear the
term “‘reserves replacement’ ban-
died about. This simply refers to
the percentage of reserves pro-
duced in a time period (usually a
year) that have been added to a
company’s portfolio during the
same time period.

An example might be useful,
here: A producermakesa 100,000
barrels in a year, and during that
same year, that producer discov-
ers a new field with 50,000 bar-
rels of reserves. That is a 50%re-
serves replacement.

Getting back to the basics of
how these reserves are estimated:
how does someone know how
much oil or gas a well is going to
produce for its entire lifetime?

It ain’t easy, but it is often
done. There are several ways,
some more accurate than others
and some more time consuming
than others.

By far, the most common
method is very similar to cheating
on a test in school: you look at
your neighbor’s well and see how
much it has produced. Engineers
call it “finding an analogy.”
(Sounds better than “I copied

someone else’s answer.”)

The funny thing is that it often
gives a reasonably accurate esti-
mation,ifdonc properly. The casi-
est answeris given by an old well
that has already reached the end
of its life and has produced a cer-
tain amount of reserves. Select
that amount of reserves for a pro-
jected well, assuming the same
zone, similar initial rate, etc., and
you will get a pretty fair estimate
of what the new well’s reserves
will be.

There are several more diffi-
cult and possibly more accurate
methods to estimate reserves and
all of them get fair usage. One
thing to remember: all of them
will be wrong, but some will be
closer to actual than others.

Abriefreviewofsomeof them
(stick with me, here) follows:

Decline curve analysis is very
common and involves plotting of
dataonspecial graph paper (semi-
logarithmic). It turns out that oil
production will tend to follow a
straight line on this type of graph
paper, thus allowing an extrapo-
lation of future production.

Volumetric methods simply
include calculating the volume of
oil inside the rock and estimating
apercentage recovery of that vol-
ume. Using analytical models is
another approach that involves
mathematical relationships be-
tween pressure, oil, gas, and wa-
ter production and othermeasure-
able attributes.

And, finally (wake up!) nu-
merical simulation is a very in-
volved, complex calculation that
simulates the behavior of reser-
voirs. It is very deep, but often
quite accurate.

I could go on, but I think you
get the idea. See you next time.

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Steve Ballard crashes crop
duster with no serious injuries

A crop dusting plane flown by
Steve Ballard, 37, of Winters,
crashed after engine failure Mon-
day evening.

Ballard was dusting a cropnear
the Pumphrey school in Runnels
County when he noticed fire com-
ing from the engine. The engine
stopped and the plane immedi-
ately dropped to the ground, clip-
ping a terrace. The plane went
airbome again, but Ballard was
unableto regain control. The plane
came down and hit another ter-
race causing the plane to flip. Due
to recent rains, the field was wet.
The cockpit buried in the mud,
leaving him trapped inside.

Ballard hung upside down for
approximately 30 minutes before
John Dankworthand Tanya Scott,
employees of the Boll Weevil
Eradication Program who had
been spotting for Ballard, noticed
that his plane was not apparent
and began searching for him.

Uponlocating Ballard’s plane,
both Dankworthand Scotttreaded

knee-deep in mud to assess the
situation.

Covered in mud, Ballard re-
fused to ride anywhere but in the
bed of Dankworth’s pickup.

On Sunday, September 17, we went to another singing. Atthe same
place. On a hot Sunday afternoon. We came alittle late. The place was
packed! Folding chairs were needed to provide sitting room. From the
moment we came into the sanctuary, we knew there was, indeed, “a
sweet, sweet Spirit in this place.”

When we were seated, a small Baptist Choir was singing a “lively
tune.” It reminded me of a time when I was in Montana visiting an old
sheepherder in a nursing home. He was a wise old man — could have
been one of those shepherds who heard the angel’s choir on that first
Christmas night.

It was that way all afternoon. Anybody who wanted to could do their
thing. And, doing their thing was praising the Lord. What really made
a deep impression on me was the presencce and participation of
childrenand youth. There is no generation gapin a singing. Tow-heads
and grey hairs and everyone in between are all part of it. There were
couples who sang duets, and one family group, four daughters and their
grey haired dad, who led us to Heaven when they sang “Up There,
Somewhere.” Church choirs came out and praised the Lord.

Even instruments. A trumpet solo. Like the one that will announce
the great “‘getting-up morning.” Sent shivers up and down my spine,
like the angels on Jacob's ladder. And piano. The Bible tells us to
praise God on stringed instruments. To me the piano is an eighty-eight
stringed guitar. One high school senior did amarvelous job. And when
Fran Kidwell and Susan Conner saton the same piano bench and made
melody and harmony to the Lord, our hearts all joined in.

It was an afternoon for anybody and everybody. There were
Methodists, and Catholics, and Baptists, and Lutherans, and Pentecos-
tals and whatever, all together in one place. When we all sang together
“How Great Thou Art,” and “Amazing Grace,” and “Victory in Jesus,”
you could feel the very Presence of God.

They are planning for another one just before Christmas. I can
hardly wait. Indeed, it is the sweetest sound this side of Heaven, for
they are singing Heaven’s songs!

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The day Governor W. Lee O’ Daniel came to Wilmeth

It was a warm November day
in 1940, when Governor W. Lee
O’Daniel visited our farming com-
munity of Wilmeth, Runnels
County, Texas, to make a speech
on Representative W. Henry
Rampy’s front porch. Front porch
campaigning was popular back
then. Rampy, who later became
Runnels County Judge (from 1951
to 1970) said, “Governor O’ Danicl
always paid social calls to the
homes of all new members of the
Senate and House as a means of
strengthening his voter appeal.”

The whole school of Mazeland
tumed out for the Governor’s
Wilmeth visit. I was a nine-year-
old girl in that school group. I sat
on the dry bermuda grass directly
in front of the Rampy home wait-
ing withneighhors and friends for
the Governor to arrive. When |
interviewed retired Judge Rampy
in the 1970s, he helped me fill in
the events of that day.

Judge Rampy told me that all
eyes focused on the long, black
sedanbringing the Governor from
Austinto Wilmeth. Texas Ranger
Captain Carpenter drove the car
past the country store and the gin
yard, and stopped right even with
Rampy’s front gate.

Then, Governor O’Daniel
stepped out of the car. He was a
striking figure with his white shirt
collar open in a carefree manner
and his dark hair contrasted
sharply with the grey hair of his
attractive wife, Merle, beside him.

Governor O’Daniel flashed a
wide grin and waved his right

hand. “Hello, boys and girls, la-
dies and gentlemen,” he shouted,
directing his attention mostly to-
ward the school children seated
before him.

Only silence followed. It
scemed the entire Mazeland stu-
dents had been struck mute. We
were from a depression age—not
used to seeing celebrities. In fact,
most of us had not traveled farout
of Runncls County by 1940. We
were “awed” by arecal live Gover-
nor.

O’ Daniellaughed, buthe didn’t
give up. He marched up on the
porch and faced the crowd. Again
he greeted us. Thistime we yelled
loud and clear, “Hello, Governor
O’Daniel.”

While Rampy introduced Gov-
ernor O’Daniel to the crowd, 1
caught a glimpse of a waspnestin
the madeira vine that clung to the
trellis near where the Governor
was to speak.

For the moment, I forgot about
the wasp and tried to focus on
what Representative Rampy was
saying about Governor O’Daniel.
He was the first Texas Governor
Elect to campaign with his own
hillbilly band... born in Okla-
homa... performed with the Light
Crust Doughboys to promote
flour. Later in Ft. Worth, he orga-
nized a band to promote his own
Hillbilly brand of flour.

Then, ductourgingofhis radio
listeners, O’Daniel used his sales
spicl to campaign forGovernorin
1938. In all his musical perfor-
mances, O’Danicl was likely to
call out one of his favorite catch
phrases, “Pass the Biscuits,
Pappy.” As a result, he became
known as, Governor “Pappy” Lee
O’Danicl after the election. By
the time O’Daniel came to

Wilmeth, he had just slid into of-
fice for a second term.

During Governor O’Daniel’s
speech to us, he waved both hands
in the air to emphasize important
points. “I praise you, for sending
me House members who will sup-
port my old age assistance pro-
gram,” he said.

With all this commotion, three
or four angered wasps darted
wildly back and forth from their
nestin the vines. One stray yellow
jacket zipped past the Govemor's
nose. He ducked—the intruder
flew away.

Judge Rampy, before his death,
recalled the essence of O’ Daniel’s
speech forme. The legislature had
never properly appropriated old
age assistance, so when Govermor
O’Daniel was inaugurated for his
second term, he renewed his battle
for this cause.

According to Rampy, all pre-
vious attempts by O’Daniel for
House support of this program
had failed. Now, he sought new
ways 1o tax people in order to
uphold the bill. In the bill that he
proposed, every time an item was
sold a 3 cent tax would be added
toit. This wasnot to be a sales tax,
but would be a pyramid tax.

In order for a bill to pass the
House, 100 of the 150 members
would have to vote in its favor.
“On the old age assistance bill
there were 94 members ‘for’ and
56 ‘against’ it,” Judge Rampy said.

Governor O’Daniel asked his
voters to send people to the legis-
lature who would support his old
age assistance program.

Members of the House who
voted against O'Daniel’s tax plan
for old age pensions were known
as the “S6ers.”

Plastic card replacing
paper welfare benefits

In 60 counties of north and
west central Texas, the Texas
Department of Human Services
(TDHS) is bringing the electronic
age to public assistance. A plastic
debit card is replacing paper food
stamp coupons and checks for Aid
to Families with Dependent Chil-
dren (AFDC).

Beginning in October, an addi-
tional 53,070 households receiv-
ing aid will use an electronic debit
card called the Lone Star Card.
New applicants for food stamps
and AFDC were issued the card
beginning September 22.

The red, white, and blue Lone
StarCard accesses the state’s elec-
tronic benefit transfer, or EBT,
system. The EBT system trans-
fers funds electronically from the
state to vendor’s or benefit recipi-
ents. Food stamp recipients use
the card to pay for groceries at the
checkout counter and AFDC re-
cipients use the card to access
cash for basic living expenses.

The Lone Star Card, which was
first used in parts of Houston last
year, is proving to make life

simpler and safer for benefit re-
cipients and more difficult for
crooks. Food stamp and AFDC
recipients don’t have to worry
about having food stamp coupons
or AFDC checks stolen. Stolen
Lone Star Cards are useless with-
out their personal identification
numbers (PIN) and access can be
frozen with a call to a toll-free
number.

Only food can be purchased
with the Lone Star food stamp
account. Illegal transactions can
be traced through the electronic
EBT paper trail. In addition, the
electronic benefit transfer system
shuts down the black market of
food stamps as a second currency.
EBT also saves taxpayers mil-
lions of federal tax dollars in the
cost of printing and distributing
food stamp coupons.

The Lone Star Card and EBT
are expected to be in use through-
out the state by the end of 1995.

Whatever happened to James Hardy Bryan?

As I wander around this fair
town, I am always talking Lo our
citizens trying to find something
interesting to report. Often there
is not much to talk about.

Inevitably, somecone says,
“Whatever happened to...?”" and
we getintolong discussions about
this person and that. Itdawned on
me that reporting the whereabouts
ofa WHS alumni might be a good
idea.

Here’s whathappened to James
Hardy Bryan, WHS 1960, son of
Hardy Bryan (deceased) and Ruby
Bryan Phillips of Wingate.

Ruby told me that James Hardy,
now known as Jim, has lived in
Austin since 1976 and owns a
music store specializing in sheet
music and songbooks.

When I asked Jim about his
lifelong interest in music, he said,
“My father taught me the notes
(shaped notes, at that) before I
was in the band in Wingate. Inthe
oil boom of the 50’s Wingate
schools had lots of money so they
built a band hall and hired a band
director, Mr. Martin.

“Practically the entire school
was in the band and that’s where
[ got my start on the comet. I'm
not sure why I chose the cornet -
[ guess I just liked the sound it
made. I played through the eighth
grade and the most notable thing
that happened was in the seventh

grade when we went to contest
and I forgot my hom. The next
year | missed marching awhile
because our milk cow kicked me
inside the left knee and I could
hardly walk. All kinds of experi-
ences add to the development of
musical talents.

“In Winters High School, the
band director was Robert Gans
(deceased), an enthusiastic and
tough man who encouraged ev-
eryone to compete at solo con-
tests and to practice a lot. Practic-
ing I liked, the solos, I didn’t. I
worked my way to first chairso I
suppose I made some progress.

“After graduationIreally didn’t
intend to continue in music but
things just fell into place. First, 1
joined the Air Force to become a
pilot, except I failed the eye test. I
didn’t know what to do until a
buddy suggested that I try out for
the band. That sounded better that
numerous other choices so that’s
what I did. So, for 3 years, 9
months, 27 days, 14 hours and 35
minutes 1 was in the Air Force
band. It wasn’t really that bad but
this west Texan didn’t relish be-
ing stationed in Newfoundland
for 3 years.

“When I gotoutin 1964, 1 went
to the University of Texas in Aus-
tin with some of my friends from
Wingate and Winters: Pat
Patterson, Bill Little, Don Adams,
Collier Randolph, and Ed Pope . |
majored inmusicology and played
in the symphony — symphonic
band, jazz ensemble — and cham-
ber groups. For extra money |
played in local big bands, cir-
cuses, and musical theatre perfor-
mances.

“Later I went to Arizona State
University for a masters in Sym-
phony conducting in 1972.

“I lived in San Antonio for
about a year and then moved to
the Los Angeles arca where I
worked foralarge company which
sold music to schools and
churches. I played gigs around
L.A. and was a regular substitute
at Disneyland.

“Like any good musician,I was
starving so I decided tomove back
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to Austin. I figured I'd starve here,
t0o, but it wouldn’t be as smelly.
[ opened my store in 1976 and
continued to play professionally
to make ends meet. I am a lead-
Lype trumpeter, not ajazzer. There
aren’tmany big band gigs in Aus.
tin and San Antonio so I contin-
ued to starve until the store was
successful. I enjoy playing big
band music and symphony, but
there is very little work in those
areas.”

About Jim’s personal life
well, Jim could be a confirmed
bachelor. “Yeah, I try to have at
least one date a year, but I get it
out of the way in January so the
pressure will be off for the rest of
the year,” said Jim. Somehow, |
getthe feeling he’s nottrying very
hard. :

Recently Jim did have a stroke
of good luck. Music Sales Corpo-
ration of New York published
“Great Composers Fake Book”
that Jim compiled and arranged.
The fake book format (melody
and chords) gives the performer
the recognizable parts of music
from symphonies, operas, cham-
bermusic, and piano music with a
chord accompaniment. The book
will be distributed in music and
book stores world-wide and
should be available locally now.
