They left Morton Dec. '28 and. af­
ter visiting some relatives before 
leaving the Sl’ates. finally arrived 
in Maracaibo Jan. 7. But the trip 
was not without complicatiors.

.lanella .Shepherd, the daughter, 
wrote the T rihime to say the Jones 
es "first siirpri.se after tinally wad­
ing through the fierson’al papers 
t he- king ixiiiil was to discover that 
the man back in Houston wa.s ter­
ribly wrong In assuring them their 
luggage was be.st i heeked Irom 
Houston to Maracaibo. It fir-tlly 
arrivixf Tuesday morning (three 
(itiys later) after ' stay in New 
Orcleans, Miami and C aracas. 
This didn't sjxiil things loo much 
really, since there are such things 
as soap and water in Venezuela.'’

For "Dad” Jones, Venezuela re­
minded him of Mexico, especially 
irv fustoins, dress, and language. 
But quite unusual was the fact 
that soldiers guarded almost all 
the buildings, especially those that 
housed utilities, romiminic’.itions 
and foreigners. Ihis ia necessitat­
ed by the mteinal turmoil of the 
country.

But, it’* hud to get *w*y from

Rural l egislators
It is general knowledge that the 

cities of Texas like cities every­
where. have money problems. They 
are the product of growing needs 
and growing population, and are 
aggrated by the fact that taxes 
on property are the principal 
source of municipal income. Sev­
enty-five per cent of Texans now 
live in urban areas.

The redistricting of Texas to 
give greater representation in the 
Legislature to heavily populated 
counties was hailed as a t^ n  to 
cities and a brightening of the pnie- 
pects for legislative help in solving 
their problems. So-called rural leg­
islators, it was reasoned, were un­
sympathetic to the plight and the 
needs of cities. Increased urban 
representation would give cities 
a greater voice and greater in- 
fluenci- — and. more importantly, 
more votes — in the Lagialaturc.

If action in the House on the 
municipal <Ales tax bill is any 
indication, it isn’t working out that 
way. The local option sales tax 
jeasure was intended for the finan­
cial relief of cities whose citizens 
chose by election to adopt this 
method of rever.ue-raising.

And where did the votes come 
from to give the hill ftivorahle 
votes in the House? Not the big- 
city legislators, who by the large 
were against it. The vote to give 
cities the right to decide for them­
selves whether to adopt this me­
thod of taxation came mainly 
from rural and small-city legis­
lators.

over Texas

c-ommenMiralion of this we have 
asked F7lvls E. Fleming, historian 
and author from Morion to write 
several article* concerning Tex­
as History.)

Every Texan, if not every Amer­
ican knows that six f.hgs have 
flown over the area known as Tex­
as. The flag of Spam w^s hoisted 
over .New Spam, which included 
Texas, as a result of the explora­
tion of the Gulf of .Mexico by f’ ln- 
edi in 1519 and as a result of the 
conquest of tht Aztecs by forte/ 
in 1522. The Spanish flag was un­
challenged until l(i85 when La Sal 
le. a Frenchman, raised the 
F'renih flag over his Fort SI. 
Louis on Matagorda Bay.

In 11121. Ilurbide liberated Mexi­
co from Spain, thus placing I-'xas 
under the Mexican flag. The .Mexi­
can flag was short-lived in Texas, 
however, as Sam Houston defeated 
the Mexican President .Santa An­
na it Sbn Jacinto in 1836 For al­
most ten years, from March 2. 
1836, till F'ebrutiry 19, 1846. the 
Republic of Texas tried to hi' a 
full-fledged member of the family 
of nations. The famous flag of the 
Republic was adopted in 18.39

The Lone Star Flag w as repi’aced 
by the Star-Spangled Banner of 
the United Stales on February 19. 
1846 The flag of the Confiderate 
Stales of America flew over Texas 
during the Civil War. 1861-1865. 
but Old Glory was restored after 
Appomattox.

A number of other flags have 
been prominent in Texas history. 
In 1812-1813, Bernardo Gutierrez 
proclaimed the indeperdent Repub­
lic of the North. His Green Flag 
flew over his capital city. San 
Antonio In 1801. Dr. James Long 
declared independence and became 
President of the Republic of Texas 
His wife made a red-’and-white 
Lor? Star Flag to fly over their 
headquarters m the Old Stone Fort 
iiv Nacogdoches. Both Gutierrez 
and Long were unsuccessful in 
their attempts at independence.

The "Come and Take It" flag 
of Gonzales became the first bat­
tle fi’ag of the Texas Revoluation, 
which started at Cionzales on Oc­
tober 2. 1835. Various Texas towns, 
notably Goliad, devised indepen-

ing
Sarah Dodson of Harrisburg de­
signed a flag which flew over the 
convention hall at Washingtun-un- 
the-Brazos where independence 
was declared, but thal cunvenliun 
adopted a flag whk'h was design­
ed by Lorenzo de Zavala De Za­
vala's flag was furgullen nine 
months later, however, when on 
December 10. 1836, the Congress of 
Ttx'as adopted a new flag of azure 
with a gold star in the center 
The red. white, and blue Lone 
Star Flag was adopted by the Re­
public of Texas on January 25.

The effective southwestern boun­
dary of the Republic of Texas 
w IS the Nueces River On January 
17. 1»40. Mexican Federalists who 
opposed the Centralist government 
niganized several of the northern 
provinces into the Republic of Rio 
Grande The Nuces was claimed 
as the northern frontier, and Lare­
do became the cipital city. The 
R io Giande Flag thus flew over a 
p’arl of present Texas until No­
vember. 1841). when the command- 
er-in-chief of the Rio Grande ar­
