“No! No! No. Whatever they 
accuse me for, I know it is not 
true, and God knows it is not 
true,” the 39-year-okl Corona 
said.

“Why does an innocent man 
spend his life in prison if he 
didn’t commit a crime. I think 
that justice will be reason­
able . . .

“ I never put it in my mind 
that I'm going to be here for­
ever, because it's not right, be­
cause that’s impossible . . . 
They will have to prove the 
truth.”

He said he is ready and will­
ing to take a lie detector test, if 
the authorities will give him 
one.

Asked if he knew who did 
commit the murders. Corona 
replied: “I don’t know, sir.”

Dressed in blue prison den- 
ints. Corona appeared relaxed 
and in good health during an 
interview Monday at the Cali­
fornia Medical Facility 50 miles 
northeast of San Francisco.

Hunt Ex-Cop 
Nixon Plot
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ARROYO HONDO, N.M. 
(AP) — Police armed with 
rifles roused sleeping residents 
of the Morning Star commune 
at dawn today, searching for a 
man charged in New Orleans 
with threatening the bfe of 
President Nixon.

HUNT ‘CAT’
About 25 men fanned over the 

fields and hills near the adobe 
community some 12 miles north 
of Taos where tlie man, known 
in the commune as “Cat,” lived 
with his wife and three chil­
dren.

Secret Service agents said 
they were looking for Cat, 
whom they believe is Eldwin M. 
“ Punchy” Gaudet, a former 
N ew  O r l e a n s  policeman 
charged in a federal warrant 
with, threatening the President.

Mike Duncan, who owns the 
commune, asked police and the 
television cameramen who ac­
companied them to leave the 
premises after about two hours 
of fruitless seaRhing. Duncan’s 
attorney, John Ramming, said 
the state police and Taos Coun­
ty sheriff’s officers had no war­
rant to search the commune.

TEMPER, TE3IPER
Before resuming the search 

early today, state Police Lt. 
Tom Cantu warned searchers 
to exercise caution because the 
subject was armed and alleged­
ly had fired on two officers 
with a 30-06 rifle Monday after­
noon.

The manhunt began Monday 
when the man slipped away 
from Secret Service agent E r­
nest Aragon during an at­
tempted arrest.

The commune residents who 
had lived with the man de­
scribed him as a former prize­
fighter who was not the type to 
plan an intelligent conspiracy.

Duncan said. “ He has a little 
bit of a temper, but it always 
cools down. We went deer hunt­
ing and he had the deer in his 
sights, but he didn’t have the 
heart to shoot it even to feed 
his family.”

SWAP SHOTS
The Secret .Service said Gau­

det has not been connected with 
an alleged conspiracy to kill

John Paul Jones, chief of the 
Secret Service in New Mexico, 
said law enforc*ement officers 
and the man believed to be 
Gaudet exchanged gunfire Mon­
day afternoon.

“ Shots were fired at some of­
ficers, and those shots were re­
turned,” he said.

Taos city policeman Jose Lu­
cero said he and sheriff’s Depu­
ty Joe G. Martinez came upon 
the hunted man in a thicket.

Lucero said the man showed 
himself and fired twice with a 
high-powered rifle.

“ He fired twice at me, and I 
fired four times at him,” Lu­
cero said. He said he and other 
officers apparently missed the 
man, who disappeared into a 
nearby arroyo.

Jones said that, after «the 
warrant on Gaudet was filed in 
New Orleans, officers were sent 
to the commune to pick up the 
man believed to be Gaudet but 
he ran away.

Judge Says Agnew Can't 
Be Subpoenaed To  Testify
BALTIMORE (AP) -  The 

chief judge of the U.S. District 
Court of Maryland says Vice 
President Spiro T. Agnew can’t 
be subpoenaed to testify before 
a special grand jury in­
vestigating alleged political 
corruption.

“That’s because he has been 
put on notice by the Justice De­
partment that he could be a de­
fendant,” Judge Edward S. 
Northrop said in an interview 
Monday. “He could agree to 
appear voluntarily if he wished, 
but that would be his own per­
sonal choice. He can’t be made 
to come.”

Northrop also noted there are

Nixon Shoves 
His Press  
S e c re ta ry

NEW ORLEANS (AP) -  President Nixon 
became visibly annoy^ Monday about a snag 
in the movement of his entourage, barked an 
order to a dose aide and then gave the assistant 
a hard shove.

The incident, filmed by network television 
crews, occurred outside the Rivergate Convention 
Center when Nixon arrived to address the Veterans 
of Foreign Wars.

According to witnesses, here is what happened:
.After stepping from his limousine outside the 

hall, Nixon walked across the street to shake 
hands along the fringes of a crowd. Moments 
later, he headed for a side door of the con\ention 
center. ‘

As he reached the door, he discovered that 
some reporters apparently were preparing to enter 
the same door, while some memtors of the official 
party — including the Louisiana governor and 
congressmen — were lost in the confusion and 
crush that often accompanies presidential 
movements.

Nixon halted and summoned Press Secretary 
Ronald L. Ziegler. He grasped Ziegler by the 
shoulders and told him. “ I don't want any press 
with me.” Then, spinning Ziegler around, Nixon 
gave him a forceful shove with the order: “Take 
care of it!” ,

Most reporters had been directed toward 
another door, and the few near Nixon were quickly 
headed toward it, tcm.

Ziegler later said the President had merely 
instructed him that “the press should not come 
this way.” He dismissed the incident, saymg: “It 
looked different than the situation was.”

Few alcoholics, as distinguished 
from drunks out having fun 
Saturday night, would need to 
be committed over weekends, 
Judge Mitchell asserted.

RESTRICTIONS
Recently, the hospital decided 

not to take alcoholics brought 
for admission after normal 
working hours, on weekends.

Party On The Rise
Americans, preoccupied by their own political 

matters, probably have paid little attention to a 
rising phenomenon in the politics of England.
There, the Liberal party, long only a gadfly nipping 

conserat the Labor'and Conservative parties, is enjoying 
a resurgence — and the British don’t quite know 
what to make of it. Neither do the Liberals.

The Liberal party once was a driving force 
in British government; it is the party of Lloyd 
George and a host of other British leaders. But 
the rise of the Labor party eclipsed it; the Liberal 
party rem ain^ alive as a sort of polite society 
of the non-Tory middle-and-upper class Englishmen 
who were not prepai*ed tq.embrace socialism.

But a strange thing has happened. The Liberals 
are beginning to win by elections — those votes 
for individual seats in Parliament which become 
vacant between general elections. And a recent 
public opinion poll showed the Liberal party to 
l)e supported by an astonishing 26 per cent of 
the electorate; the party's leader commanded 
nearly as much supfwrt as the present Con­
servative prime minister, Ted Heath.

A vote for the Liberal candidate in any election 
has long been regarded in England as a protest

against both the major parties — something more 
than simply refusing to vote, bpt something less 
than real support for the Liberals. For that reason, 
the fact Liberals are winning seems to mean great 
dissatisfaction with the way things have been 
going, and general lack of confidence in both the 
conservative itnd the Laljorites.

But if the opinion poll results are reflected 
in votes in the next general" election, perhaps 
to be called this ,fall, then the Liberals will have 
a say in the government. They will perhaps have 
the balance of power, preventing the formation 
of either a Labor or Conservative government

, without their participation.
Now that this possibility looms, some observers 

in England think it may sound the death knell 
of Literal resurgence, rather than a clarion for 
its future. The rationale is that if a vote for the 
Literal candidate becomes a serious matter rather 
than a protest, much of the party’s support will 
vanish. The next British election should prove the 
point one way or another; if the Literals finally 
succeed in becoming a viable political force, other 
third-party adherents in other democratic coun­
tries, including our own, will do well to study 
how' they’ve accomplished it.

If both houses of Congress pass 
a censure resolution against me 
before the first of September, I shall 
resign my office. If by the first of 
September they have not done so, 
I shall proceed with the job at hand 
and will never again while I am in 
office allude to Watergate, or 
acknowledge a question alluding to 
Watergate.”

Dear Dr. Thoste.son: Why do 
so many people get blood clots 
in the lung after gall bladder 
surgery? — Mrs. W.E.

TTie fact that people can de­
velop emboli, or blood clots in 
the lung, after abdominal 
.surgery is a recognized fact, but 
statistically it doesn’t happen 
very often. This has nothing to 
do with gall bladder surgery in 
particular; it can happen (but 
usually does not) after surgery 
for other purposes.

The same thing can happen 
after Injuries; but it can also 
happen when there is no 
evidence whatever of injury, 
prior disease or surgery.

Various methods are being 
used to prevent such clots, or 
to keep the trouble minimal if 
it does develop.

One Imjjortant method is 
early ambulation — getting the 
patient up and walking as soon 
after surifery as possible. This 
has helped a great deal.

Movement of the legs in bed 
also helps prevent clot for­
mation. Deep breathing also 
helps.'

Finally, if the earliest signs 
of clot formation in the calves 
of the legs are treated promp­

tly, that can reduce trouble, too. 
You may wonder why I men­

tion the legs. That’s the easiest 
place for clots to form. And 
since all the blood of the body 
is circulated through the lungs, 
if a clot starts moving, it can 
be carried to the lungs and 
lodge there.

The 
article stressed nine ways not to get 
stung when buying vacation land.

First* buying land In a recreational 
development for a vacation or retire­
ment home can be the realization pf 
a dream — if you avoid the booby 
traps. Many people succeed In buying 
good land at fair prices but, all too 
often, fast-talking con artists talk 
buyers into ]X)or land at outrageous 
p r i c e s .  The American Land 
Development Association is making 
an effort to police its business for, 
as a buyer, you are pretty much alone 
in a field with an unsavory reputation 
for high-pressure tactics. Here is what 
they suggest:

Don’t buy by mail or sight unseen, 
for this can expose you to every 
possible abuse and mistake. Artful 
photography and heady prose in sales 
literature are no substitute for a hard 
look at property itself.

up with glowing promises of future 
lakes golf courses and other improve­
ments; enticed with hints of future 
profits as land values rise; but give 
yourself at least a few days to check 
the detaUs.)

Buy for your use, not investment. 
Underlying land values might have 
to rise substantially before you can 
make a profit by reselling your lot, 
particulariy if you have to pay a  com­
mission.

Check the area. What’s the climate 
during various times of the year? Are 
shopping facilities and roads adequate 
for the planned population? How far 
to the nearest hospital, li'orary, police 
station? Can a local builder put up 
your house or must you depend on 
the developer? Look for anything that 
answers the basic question, “Is this 
where I want to stay, for vacations, 
retirement, or both?”

DONT BUY on your first visit. 
Most land salesmen live on com­
missions, so they try to persuade 
every potential buyer to close the deal 
on the spot. (You may be softened

FINALLY, STUDY the property 
report (developers subject to HUD 
r e la t io n s  are required to give you 
one), don’t waive your rights by 
signing such a document buried in 
other papers, consult an attorney and 
have him go over the proposed sales 
contract and avoid contracts for deed.

When you buy land on an install­
ment credit basis, you must be given 
a truth-in-lending statement disclosing 
the annual percentage rate of Interest 
and other details before the sale is 
consummated. If this is not forth­
coming, you have the right to rescind 
the contract within three days. 
Complaints should be filed with toe 
Federal Trade Conunisslon in 
Washington, D.C.

first classes in sex education 
this fall. But the dasses will be 
for parents, not children.

Sex education in the 272 ele­
mentary schools of the arch­
diocese was prohibited three 
years ago.

The parents will attend eight 
weekly two-hour sessions, and 
they may paes the information 
to their children as they see fit, 
a spokeeman for the arch­
diocese said.

As he w u  a passed hand, 
South's response of two no 
trump w u  not forcing. It 
showed a hand of l l-u  
points. North realised that 
his side might be an eyeluh 
short of the point-count re­
quirement for a no trump 
game, but his intermediate 
cards—the tens and nines— 
gave his hand body, so he 
went on to game.

West found a devastating 
opening lead. He knew from 
the auction that his partner 
could not have more than 3 
or 4 points, and saw little fu-

ture in leading from a four- 
card suit headed by the 
q u e e n—that might easily 
give declarer a tempo and a 
trick. Instead, he decided to 
try find his partner’s suit. 
There w u  a good reason for 
choosing a spade: if South 
held a major suit, he would 
have responded in it rather 
than bid two no trump.

i)ummy’s jack of spades 
was played to the first trick, 
and E u t  resisted the temp­
tation to win the king. The 
opening lead of the nine 
m a r k e d  South with ■ the 
queen, in all probability 
guarded twice. E u t  realised 
that if he took his king, he 
would have no entry to his 
long spades once the suit 
w u  utablished. According­
ly, he p l a y e d  the ten of 
spades—an enthusiutic re- 
q uu t to his partner to con­
tinue the suit whenever pos­
sible.

Declarer had to make 
tricks in the minor suits if 
he was to come to nine 
tricks. He led the queen of 
dianmnds. West took the ace 
and played another spade, 
forcing out dunnmy’s ace. 
Declarer cashed his three di­
amond tricks and then led 
the queen of chibs. West won 
and played his remaining 
spade. Now E u t  put his 
Idng of spades to go<xl use, 
captpring South’s queen and 
setting up two long spadu 
for the defenders' fourth and 
fifth tricks.

Observe t h a t  with any 
other opening lead or de­
fense dwlarer will have m 
t r o u b l e  coming to nine 

tricks.
