6ERMAKS HALTED AT AFTER 
CAPTHBE OF KEMMEL HILL

Prek^aa followa;
Today’s reporta from the Flanders battle front emphaaize 

the c«^pletenes.s of the victory won by the AnKlo.French forces 
yeateruay in withatandiiiK the trememloua assaults by which the 
Germans hoped to break into the Allied hill positions southwest of 
Yprea an^begin cutting their way on toward the channel ports.

The s^uation seems to have been one of the Entente high 
command deciding once more to make a stand after having forc­
ed the Germans to use up tens of thuuaand.s of men in fighting 
their way desperately forward us far as they have. The decision 
made, the atand was taken, and the Germans were stopped, as 
they have been previously on other fields since the great offensive 
opened March 21.\The enemy, it is estimated threw as many as 
thirteen divisions, or about 175,000 men, into the attack on this 
twelve mile front, but do.spite continutnl furious assaults, was 
held almost everywhere. At a tew points there,was a slight 
enemy penetraiion but the line was largely rectifictl late yester­
day. During last night the French in dashing counter blows, 
drove the Germans from the romaiinlcr of the small stretches of 
ground they had guin^l In their initial drives-of the day.
