VOLUME ONE NUMBER TWO

OF NEWS IS INTERESTING
The News is indebted to Joe

Burton for a copy of the Clar-
endon News, Volume 1, Number
2, that was recently brought to
light in the Burton home here.
This is the second of the monthly
papers printed for Clarendon at
Sherman and hauled to the old
site of the town for distribution,
The editor of the paper at the
time of the issue hand was Rev.
L. H. Carhart, while the local
editor was James H. Parks. The
issue at hand is dated July 1,
1878 and is the second copy of the

Clarendon News to have been
printed. 3
Considerable space was given

in this issue to the possibility of
establishment of a mill near the
old site of Clarendon for grinding
corn and wheat. Both these crops
seemed to have been abundant but
no means were at hand for con-
verting them to edible size. The
paper is also much concerned
with the rapid settlement of the
county and the taking up of all
the state lands in the county.
Prices for land ranged from 50

BANKRUPT CASES IS
TAKEN AS GOOD SIGN

LOW

Austin, Texas, Dec. 17.—During
November, only 24 bankruptcies,
representing liabilities of $281,-
000, were reported in Texas, ac-
cording to Bervard Nichols, editor
of the Texas Business Review, is-
sued monthly by the Bureau of
Business Research of the Univer-

sity of Texas,

“This is the smallest number
for any November on record,”
Mr. Nichols said. “The figure

Letters from the northern see-
tions of the United States asking
of the climate and the best route
for coming here. Dodge City,|
Kansas and Sherman, Texas, were
shipping centers at that time, no
railroad having been built into
this section of the state at that
time. Some quotations found in
the paper will be of especial in-
terest to the readers of the News,
Thev follow: 4

“The hunters camped on the
head of Kelly Creek, are butchers
for the town. They furnish fresh
buffalo meat, venison and antelope
twice a week. It is hauled to the
door, thus saving the expense of
the chase. The meat is wild here
and costs but the killing and haul-
ing. Our tables are scarcely ever
without an abundant supply of
fresh meat.”

“Good hay is made out of the
wild prairie grass that abounds
here.

NOV. CONSUMPTION

unchanged for week, with qucta-

pound higher than those Dec.
Tth. The domestic and forcign
demand situation changed but lit-
tle during the week with no per-
ceptible improvement, some re-
ports, however, indicated a stif-
fening in the basis for almost all
cottons. The Dec. 8th estimaie of
the crop reporting board of the
Department of Agriculture indi-
cating a 1928 crop of 14,373,000
bales of 500 pounds was a litile
above trade expectations and the
market declined about 1-2 cent
upon its release but recovercd
this loss by the end of the week.
Production in 1927 was 12,955,000
bales in 1926 17,977,000. Accord-
ing to the bureau of census domes-
tic consumption of cotton for No-
vember was 610,884 bales com-
pared to 626,742 for November,
1927. Domestic consumption to
November 30th this season was
2,248,622 bales compared with
2,602,666 corresponding period last
season.

was made of a Yard Bcautifull
Contest for Clarendon, it came in
the early sutmer of 1927 when
rain and moisture of any nature
was at a premium and when the |
water supply of the City of (,‘Iar-;
endon was not too plentiful. The |
original opening date was pust-j
poned one time and late summer
rains paved the way for one of
the most successful contests that
has ever been seen in this part|
of the Panhandle. More than thir- |
ty yvards were entered in the first |

year’s contest and interest was
high when the prizes were an-|
nounced. |

i

The first prize, a set of lawn
furniture, was awarded to Mr. and
Mrs. D. O. Stallings, the second
prize was won by Mr. and Mrs.
C. W. Taylor and consisted of a
pergola for lawn use, “Third prize
in the first contest was awarded
to Mr. and Mrs, M. P. Gentry and
was a jardiniere and stand.

The first year’s contest was op-
erated along lines different from
those employed in the second
year. Three prizes were awarded,
these going indiscriminately to
the owners and workers in all
sizes of vards. The age of the
yards and the amount of work
entering into the preparation had
little to do with the decision of
the judges.

The second contest was staged
under much more favorable con-
ditions, with seasonable rains to
assist in keeping the "yards in
their best condition. e City
water department also entered
their helping hand in connection
with the contest and allowed a
commercial rate to water users
during the months that were used
in the growing season. The ex-
periment was quite a success and
will probably be repeated with va-
riations during the coming sum-
mer.

A number of variations greet-
ed the entrants in the contest dur-
ing the summer of 1928. The
vards were divided into sizes,
those having more than seventy-
five feet front and those with less
than this amount on the front
side. Back yards were also en-
tered in the contest as the third
division of entry.

The residents of Clarendon
showed quite remarkable energy
and enthusiasm in planning their
yards and carrying them to ex-
cution, some of the most beau-
tiful .yards in the entire Panhan-
dle being the results obtained
from the efforts of the entrants
in the contest. The work did
not end with the entrants in the
contest for there were many who
failed to make any entry who
kept their yards in excellent con-
dition and merely failed to enter
any phase of the contest.

In the selection of the winners
in the large class for the year
1928, the judges had more diffi-
culty that was the case in the
preceeding year. Two entries,
those for J. W. Martin and D."O.
Stallings, held their decisions up
for more than an hour. The de-
cision was finally passed and the
home of Mr. and Mrs. D. O. Stal-
lings was awarded first prize for
the second time with a margin of
one point above the score of Mr.
Martin,

In the smaller yards, the home
of Mr. and Mrs. M. W, Headrick
was adjudged the winner of the
first place and that of Mr. and
Mrs. Lenode Goldston was given
the second nlace in this class.

The Meridith Gentry back yard
was adjudged the best in the
back yard section and that of Bar-
cus Antrobus was given second.

In both of the contests, the
judges were furnished through
the courtesy of the city of Mem-
phis, through their Chamber of
Commerce.

Even though the Chamber of
Commerce has not  definitely
stated their position on a contest
or similar features for next year.
there is little, doubt but that the
yards of the city will show the
effects of the work done for many
vears to come and that Clarendon
will be taken as one of the best
kemt cities in the entire Pan-
handle.

FARM POULTRY
BRINGS BILLION

ONE OF LEADING INDUS-
TRIES IN NATION COMES
FROM THE FARM.

The farm poultry industry now
ranks in the billion dollar class,
and is the sixth agricultural com-
modity in value in the United
States, according to Harry R.
Lewis, president of the National
Poultry Council. In line with the
increasing importance of poultry
and eggs as a source of income
to the farmers of the nation, Mr,
Lewis and several leading poul-

try authorities, recently called
upon General Lord, director of
the Federal Budget Bureau, to
ask for larger appropriations in

1930 to solve new problems aris-
ing in the industry.

This is an indication that chick-
ens on the farm cannot any long-
er be treated as a side issue, but
should be considered one of the
principal “‘crops” and the one
most readily convertible into
“ready cash.” Last year approx-
imately $1,181,000,000 was the
farmer’s net income from poul-
trv and eres, which ranks them
well above wheat, oats, fruit, po-
tatoes and a long list of other
farm products so far as actual
monetary return is concerned.

keeping which may assist the far-
mer in obtaining still larger prof-
its from his poultry ﬂocg.

The first step to great profits
from farm poultry is in increased
egg production, according to poul-
try authorities and farm bureau
agents, Hens must lay from 140
to 170 eggs per year to return a
good profit to their owners. The
principal trouble lies in the fact
that the average farm hen now
lays anly 70 eggs a year, which
is not enough for the farmer to
realize an adequate profit in re-
turn for the labor and feed he ex-
pends.

In a drive to assist in bettering
the quality of stock on American
farms leading hatcheries of the
country recently united under the
slogan, “Hatchery Chicks for
Greater Profits,” pledged to pro-
duce profit-making stock at fair
prices. Because the great growth
in the hatchery business in recent
yvears has enabled the poultay in-
dustry to attain its prsent size,
leaders in this field are looking to
hatcheries as the most logical
source of better farm stock for
the future.

Washington, D. C., December
20, 1928.—The Department of
Commerce announces that accord-
ing to the returns received, there
were 74,042 marriages performed
in Texas durinﬁ‘ the year 1927,
as compared with 69,902 in 1926,
representing an increase of 4,140
or 59 per cent. In 1916 there
were 54,103 marriages performed.

During the year 1927, there
were 17,290 divorces granted in
the state, as compa with 15,-
472 in 1926, representing an in-
crease of 1,818 or 11.8 per cent.
In 1916, there were 8,504 divorces
granted. There were 115 marri-
ages annulled in 1927, as compar-
ed with 103 reported in 1926,

The estimated population of the
state of Texas on July 1, 1927,
was 5,397,000, and on July 1,
1926, 5,313,000. On the basis of
these estimates the number of
marriages per 1,000 of the popu-
lation was 13.7 in 1927, as against

SLOW TRAVEL
COSTS MONEY

CALIFORNIA STUDIES SHOW
DELAYS CAUSED BY
TRUCKS COLLECT AS-
TOUNDING TOLLS.

By E. E. Duffey.

Trucks with their slow speed
and htirty-passenger busses with
their great width are multiplying
so rapidly that in many instances
two-lane road widths are being
abandoned.

Observations made by the Cal-\
iforhia State Highway Depart-
ment in Los Angeles County show
that there is a definite money loss
every time a motorist is delayed
by slow moving trucks just
ahead.

Traffic counts were made on a
nine and a half mile stretch of
two-lane roadway over a period
of two years. It was found that
the average speed of passenger
cars was 26 miles per hour, and
that of trucks to be passed, eight
miles per hour. Time lost by
cars in waiting for an opportu-
nity to pass a truck averaged 11
seconds. -An average of 1,227
“passings” occurred hourly, which
represented a loss to motorists of
3.756 hours, or 60 hours in the
traffic count day of 16 hours.

The investigators assumed that
there were two persons in each
¢ar. A value of 25 cents per hour
was assigned to the time of the
motorists and 50 cents per hour
for the rental of the cars. Even
this conservative estimate shows
a loss to motorists of $60 daily, or
$21,900 yearly in the use of this
nine and a half miles of hoadway.,

These studies, although repre-
senting conditions in one state,
at least furnish proof that nar-
row roads in populous communi-
ties are uneconomical. The mone-
tary values assigned to motorists’
time and to car usage are held to
be a reasonable method of meas-
uring the cost of delays, recog-
nizing that motoring discomfort
and the constant danger to life
and automobile is far greater than
time losses.

Commercial traffic has expanded
so rapidly that, like in aviation,
it is difficult to keep up with the
news. (For instance, one bus
company is now operating 400
quufos over 50000 miles of roads.
h'nk_lng 1.000 towns and cities. A
similar development has taken
place in trucking; witness the 5.-
300.000 head of stock transported
in _1927 by motor, an 18.5 per cent
gain over the previous year.
