DON’T  DUMP THE MARKET.

A good many farmers of thrifty 
proclivities in Texas and Louisiana, 
are producing a surplus of hay of var­
ious kinds upon which they naturally 
desire to realize early In the season. 
It has been observed, however, that 
the price is usually much higher in 
the winter, along toward spring, and 
sales much easier to make at the 
price. This would seem to Indicate 
that the advice as to holding cotton to 
relieve the strain of the fall rush to 
sell, would apply equally well to the 
hay situation.

And the same may be said of stock 
peas. These are in demand mainly for 
seed, and naturally the planters hold 
off buying till nearly planting time. 
Hence It would seem to be good busi­
ness tor the growers, or the merchants 
who purchase from the growers, to 
not crowd the market unduly till It is 
ready for the stuff. *

"Unless by the work of man or the 
intervention of unexpected natural
causes and favorable weather condi­
tions something Is done to destroy boll
weevils now in the cotton fields ot 
Texas, this pest will destroy a million
or more bales of cotton In this State 
next year, says W. F. Proctor, State 
Agent in charge of demonstration 
work In Texas.

“ There are more weevils in Texas 
at this time than at any time since 
they made their appearance in this 
State.”  continued Mr. Proctor, “ and 
they are scattered over a large area 
The damage to this year’s crop was 
large, but it is a trifle In comparison 
•with the loss they will cause Texas 
fanners next year unless something 
it done to prevent it.

"The heavy growth put on by the 
cotton plant after the rains that ac­
companied the gulf storm has furnish­
ed tbe weevjis an ample food supply 
to carry them into winter quarters 
and unless farmers destroy them early 
they will have an immense army to 
fight next spring and summer.**

Mr. Proctor urges all farmers to 
give attention to the weevil menace as 
soon as they finish picking cotton 
Where the size of the stalks and the 
number of cattle permit the stalks 
may be pastured, but this plan is not 
advised unless the farmer has enough 
cattle to clean up all tbe stalks.

Another plan recommended by Mr. 
Proctor is to cut the stalks green and 
plow them under. If that cannot be 
done he advises that the stalks be cut 
and burned.

If the latter plan is followed be 
suggests that every 11th and 12th row 
be left standing. The weevils will de­
sert the dead stalks and crowd into 
the two rows left standing. When the 
tut stalks are dry enough to burn rake 
Into windrows alongside tbe standing 
stalks and burn.

At that time, as part of the celebra­
tion of the thirty-sixth birthday of 
the electric light, an address of con­
gratulation by Miller Keese Hutchin­
son, chief engineer of the Edison com­
pany, reproduced from the disc of a. 
phonograph at Orange, New Jersey, 
was transmitted, part way by wire 
and part way by wireless telephone, 
to Mr. Edison, guest of honor at the 
Sun Francisco fair. Results were 
perfect. The American W i z a r d  
beard words that had been spoken 
Into a "talking machine,” brought to 
life again and projected through the 
ether across 3,400 miles of interven­
ing space. Air. Edison used the 
transcontineutal wire lines of the 
bell telephone system for his reply.

"Wonderful, wonderful!”  exclaimed 
Mr. Edison over the telephone wires. 
Shortly thereafter be gave out the 
following remarkable statement, as 
quoted in the report received here by 
Manager Higginbotham.

" I t  may seem strange to those who 
know of my work on the telephone

When the taak of compiling the de­
linquent tax records in the controller’»  
department of the various counties iq 
the state, in accordance with the re­
quirements of the new delinquency tax 
law, It will descloee the interesting 
fact that there is due by the people iu 
state and county taxes tbe colossal 
sum of $51.000,000. This sum em­
braces delinquent taxes due for a 
period of 30 years, or from 1885 to 
1905. Of the $51.000.000, it has been 
ascertained. $15,000.000 is In state 
taxes, while the balance, $36,000,000, 
is due by delinquent taxpayers to tbe 
counties.

Under this law it is made manda­
tory for the tax collectors to collect 
this tax, and after giving due notice 
to the delinquents, and they fait to 
pay up, then it is made the imperative 
duty o f the county or district attorneys 
to institute suit to enforce the pay­
ment of such taxes. Under the old 
order o f things, county officials have 
been rather lax in enforcing the pay­
ment o f delinquent taxes, first because 
it was an unpopular job and seconl 
there was no financial incentive, and 
third, it was not a mandatory require­
ment. but now under this law. there is 
no option left in the matter.

It has also come to light that there 
are delinquent taxpayers in every- 
county in the state, with one possible 
exception, that being in Gillespie 
county. In that county it was found 
that the amount charged np as de­
linquent is $2.99. and this is said to | 
be an error.

Como. Italy, Oct. 25.— Porter Charl­
ton, the American who has been i i 
trial here charged with murdering his 
w ife in 1910, was today condemned to 
six years and eight months' imprison­
ment.

Baron Ccbiacca, the presiding 
Judge, before the case went to the 
jury asked Charlton whether he had 
anything to add to the defense. With 
tears in his eyes Charlton exclaimed:

“ I trust entirely to Italian Justice.
I can only say that I am a most un­
fortunate man." ^

Both the prosecutor and the counsel 
for the defense made stirring pleas, 
the former for the imposition of a 
heavy sentence and the latter, com­
posed of Signors Gatanoo, and Mich- 
elli Picardi, for acquittal on the 
ground that the prisoner was totally 
irresponsible when the crime was 
committed. Sognor Picardi declared 
that no man in Charlton’s condition 
could be responsible for his actions 
under any law.

The Jury found Charlton only 
tially responsible and that there were 
extenuating circumstances.

Owing to amnesty Charlton will 
serve only twenty-nine days in prison.
