Social Security to 
Handle All Payments

State and Federal agencies are 
working together on the supple- 
menul security income program 
that starts making payments in 
January to people with little or 
no income who are 65 or over, 
or blind or disabled. The prog­
ram is a Federal-State partner­
ship with each partner doing 
what it can do best, according to 
J.M. Talbot, social security man­
ager.

Mr. Talbot said the Federal 
program will coperate with State 
and local public assistance pro­
grams to establish the Nation’s 
first uniform income floor for 
people in need who are 65 or 
over, or blind, or disabled. So­
cial security and the Department 
of Public Welfare are working 
together so the new payment 
system will get off to a new­
start in January, he said.

People getting welfare assist­
ance payments in December be­
cause they’re 65 or over, or 
blind, or disabled generally will 
continue to get payments in 
January, Mr. Talbot said. They 
don't have to apply. Their com­
bined State and Federal assist­
ance payments in January will 
be at least as much as their wel­
fare assistance payments were in 
December, Mr. Talbot said. They 
will also be eligible for Medicaid.

Medicaid, vocational rehabi­
litation for disabled people and 
other social services, such as 
child care, family counselin, 
etc., will be administered by the 
State Department of Public Wel­
fare. The Social Security Admin­
istration will determine eligibil­
ity fur supplemental security in­
come, make the Federal pay­
ments, keep records, and work 
l4j prevent fraud, according to

the social security manager.
The amount of the supplemen­

tal security income checks peop­
le will get will depend on other 
income they might have. People 
with no other income at all will 
have a basic cash income of at 
least $130 a month for one per­
son and $195 for a couple, Mr. 
Talbot said. People with other 
income may get reduced sup­
plemental income checks.

Although the supplemental 
security income program will be 
administered by the Social Se­
curity Administration, payments 
will be financed by Federal gen­
eral tax revenues— not by soc­
ial security contributions from 
workers and employers, Mr. Tal­
bot said.

Social security offices are tak­
ing applications from people 
who are 65 or over, or blind, 
or disabled and aren’t getting 
public assisatnee but who think 
they might be eligible for sup­
plemental income payments. 
People getting State or local 
assistance don’t have to do any­
thing about supplemental secur­
ity income, Mr. Talbot said. 
TTiey’ll get additional informa­
tion about the program from so­
cial security and the Department 
of Public VX'elfare. Until the 
supplemental security income 
program starts in January, Mr. 
Talbot said, the Department of 
Public Welfare will continue to 
make paymenu in the usual way.

Highway Projects for 
Sterling County Set

Projects in Sterling County are 
included in a $-*0.7 million pro­
gram to increase safety and im­
prove sections of non-Interstate 
highways in Texas.

District Engineer J.A. Snell of 
San Angelo said work to be 
performed under the annual 
program includes such things 
as widening of pavements and 
structures, reconditioning, resur­
facing. providing additional sur­
facing. sodding, and improve­
ment of shoulders and other 
miscellaneous work.

Statew ide, the 19‘’4 State High­
way Safety and Betterment and 
Farm to Market Road Improve­
ment Program includes work on 
5,095.2 miles of US and State— 
numbered highways and Farm 
to .Market Roads. The program 
includes 810 individual projeas 
in 209 counties of the State.

Fifty-seven psercent of the 
work statewide will be on US 
and State— numbered highways 
and 4l percent on Farm to Mar­
ket Roads with two percent re­
served for later assignment.
