A Fable For Broncos

left with His blessings.. Others 
left as they came— unconcerned. 
The two blind men were sitting 
by the way, crying out for Jesus 
to have mercy on them, although 
the multitude rebuked them to 
hold their peace. Above the noise 
and murmuring of the great 
crowd, Jesus noticed their cry. 
Jtesus stood still and called to 
them and said, “What will ye 
that I shall do unto you?” They 
replied, “ Lord, that our eyes may 
be opened.”  The heart of Jesus 
was touched by blindness, so 
Jesus had compassion on them 
and touched their eyes: and im­
mediately their eyes were open­
ed and they followed Him. Many 
hearts have been moved by see­

ing many different cases of 
blindness. But there is a blind­
ness much worse than this phy­
sical blindness. It is the blind­
ness caused by sin. Many tha  ̂
are around us each day who seem 
to have such small appreciation 
of the beauties of Godi They fill 
their minds and hearts with that 
which' is evil. They fail to see 
that which is good. They are 
blinded by sin.

The scribes and pharisees who 
were leaders in the days when 
Jesus was here, came to Jesus, 
cirticizing him for his actions 
and words. After Jesus called 
His disciples around Him He said, 
“ Let them alone; They be blind 
leaders of the blind. And if the 
blind lead the blind, both shall 
fall into the ditch” . (Matt. 15:14)

It is sin that blinds the 
leaders. This sin ■ originates in a 
desire for prestige, for fame, foi 
fortune, and encircles a perso', 
away from things that are rea’, 
and true.

Saul, the first king of Israel

was blinded by sin. He became 
,'ealous of David and his jealousy 
led him to his suicide. It was 
sin that blinded Samson. His 
understanding was darkened by 
sin, and finally, his eyes were 
put out by his sins.

It was the sin of pride and 
self-righteousness which blinded 
Nicodemus. He sought for Jesus 
by night and Jesus spoke to him 
plainly the way of salvation. The 
spirit of God opened his eyes.

If leaders lead in any way 
save toward God and righteous­
ness, they are blind. Any per­
son who stands before others and 
pretends to lead them should be 
certain that his own eyes have . 
been opened and that he is right 
in the sight of God.

It is sin then that blinds the 
ayes to the glories of God. It is 
sin that keeps them from seeing 
vhat God is going to do for us. 
There is one thing and one thing 
inly, one can do. Come to the 
Lord Jesus Christ, the great 
phlsician.

Bull Fertility Test 
To Be Held At 
Mayer Ranch Oct. 30

The fertility of 50 Angus bulls 
will be checked at the Sol -Mayer 
Headquarters Ranch at eight 
o’clock Wednesday morniiig, Oct­
ober 30, All ranchers in the area 
interested in seeing the demon­
stration by Dr. R. O. Berry and 
Dr. A. M. Sorenson of the Texas 
A. & M. College staff, are in­
vited to attend.

The estimated percentage calf 
crop in Texas is only 70 percent 
and the checking of bulls for fer­
tility before the breeding season 
appears to be one way to help im­
prove this percentage.

The test to be carried on at 
the Mayer ranch is for demon- 
staration purposes only. Any 
wide scale bull fertility-testing 
would probably have to be done 
by local veterinarians. The elec- 
tro-ejaculator used in the test 
costs about $450.
