This looks very much like cause
and effect because we take into
account only those cases where
hard luck does follow and ignore
or forget the other cases in which
nothing unusual happens.

Another rcason why we are su-
peistitious is that we like to be-
lieve in luck and assume that we
can influence it by some magic.
Iear of .the unknown overpowers
us.

And the curious part of all is
that if you do believe in any of
these things you get encourage-
ment in the thought that you have
