Howard Baldwin
Died Sunday In
Winters Hospital

Howard Baldwin, 79, resident of
Runnels County since 1894, died at
6:30 a. m. Sunday in Winters Muni-
cipal Hospital. He had been in ill
health for nine years and serious-
ly ill for ten days.

A native Texan, Mr. Baldwin
was born November 10, 1879 in
Navarro County and moved with
his parents the following year to
Erath County, where the family
lived for ten years. They then

moved to Bronte and when Mr.
Baldwin was 15 they moved to
Runnels County, living first at

Crews then at Tokeen, both farm-
ing communities east of Winters.

Mr. Baldwin married Emma Lee
Burson in 1900 and she died Sept.
21, 1907, and on December 7, 1909
he was married to Maude May
Tippett. The family moved to Win-
ters in 1911 where he was asso-
ciated with his brother, Lonnie and
the late Joe Carter in the grocery
business for four years.

Mr. Baldwin continued to oper-
ate a farm and served as city al-
derman for 12 yvears. He also serv-
ed on the Municipal Hospital
Board and the board of stewards
of the Methodist Church in Win-
ters. He was a Sunday School
teacher for several years in the
Methodist Church.

Mr. Baldwin's second wife died
March 7, 1937 and he was married
March 16, 1943 to Mrs. Mae Cox
of Ballinger. He retired from
farming in 1950 after suffering a
stroke.

Funeral services were held Mon-
day afternoon at 4 o’'clock at the
First Methodist Church, with the
Rev. E. L. Craig, pastor, officiat-
ing. Burial was in the Fairview
Cemetery.

Catching fish or killing wild
game is important to quite a few
only for the deed of doing.

I sometimes worry about the
tragic waste of meat. Some of it
is through pure carelessness. Oth-
ers don't know how to keep it.
Some just don’t care.

Somehow I can't quite appreciate
or understand the catching of many
fine fish, or for that matter, the
shooting of wild game, and not
making use of it.

You wouldn't believe it unless
you saw it, but many tons of fish
are left to spoil along the coast of
Texas just because the men who
catch them don’t want them. Of
course, not all the fish caught are
edible. But many pounds of ling,
king, redfish, and even trout are
allowed to go to waste.

An outstanding example of
waste is to be found during fishing
tournaments. When a fisherman
goes out just for points, he brings
the fish in to the weighing place.

Then, in many cases, when he
takes them off the scales they are
left on the dock in the hot sun un-
til they have spoiled.

At one tournament two years ago
on the Texas coast, king mackerel
were piled like cordwood on the
dock and left there for 22 hours.
The stench became so bad the
city dump truck had to move them
away.

Not everyone likes to eat kings.
Enough do, however, that some ar-
rangements should be made to
care for these fish.

Many bass fishermen are almost
as bad. Stand around any fishing
dock in the late evening when the
bass are hitting good and you’'ll
see what I mean. Many fishermen
just walk off and leave their
strings of fish.

In the case of bass usually there
is someone around who will take
them. Fewer fresh water fish spoil
than salt water fish.

Some people have never learned
to take care of their fish. I know

one fellow who does. When he goes
out in a boat, he takes along an ice
chest. When he catches a keeper
bass, he immediately cleans it and
tosses it into the ice box. When he
has all the fish he wants, he heads
for home.

At most of the docks there are
convenient places for cleaning fish.
Most fishermen know how to fil-
let a fish. Also how to care for
them. They clean, fillet, place
them in a plastic bag, put ice a-
round them, and take them home.

Others just gut their fish, douse
them into the water a time or two,
toss them in the bottom of the
boat and trail them back home. Or
they put them in the ice box, head
and all. This means when they get
home they must finish cleaning the
fish.

That's a habit easy to get into
when you dock your boat after a
tired day of fishing. On the other
hand, if you want to enjoy your
fish after they’'ve been caught, it
is worth it to clean 'em thoroughly
while you're at it.

I like the idea of cleaning fish
just as soon as the trip is finished.
You can do this best either while
you are in the boat, or at the
cleaning table where you dock.

It’s always a good idea to take
along a plastic bag or two. By
putting your fish in these bags,
they will not become water-logged
when the ice in your cooler melts
down.

When you clean the fish or game
thoroughly in the field, they are
ready for the deep freeze or cook-
ing when you get home. Fish that
are properly cleaned take very lit-
tle room in the ice chest. They al-
S0 require a minimum of ice to
keep them in top condition.

Properly iced down, fish will
keep for several days. On the oth-
er hand, if you have the opportun-
ity to freeze them, which you
should do if you have a long dis-
tance to travel, then you should
pack them in dry ice.

Dry ice can be bought in almost
any town, especially around a fish-
ing area. Usually a half-dollar’s
worth of dry ice will get your fro-
zen game home in good condition.
When you buy it, be sure not to
handle it with your bare hands.
It will burn you dangerously. Wrap
it in an old newspaper and place
it over the frozen fish. Then fasten
down the chest lid tightly. Dry ice
will last indefinitely.

This also is a good way to bring
back frozen shrimp when you go to
the coast.

Remember, though, don’'t thaw
frozen fish or shrimp and then re-
freeze. After either is cooked, how-
ever, it can be frozen safely. So if
you bring home a package of fro-
zen shrimp, you can boil them and
then freeze them again after they
have been processed.

I have a friend who does a lot of
fishing and catches a great many
fish. Unless he knows where and
how he can dispose of his fish back
at the dock, he releases them care-
fully after they are netted.

He likes fish. He usually has
several nice messes in his freezer.
He fishes many distant points and
he likes to land 'em. But he does-
n't waste his fish. If he has no need
for them, or doesn’t know someone
who will appreciate fish, he releas-
es them to be caught again.

He says he's also learned that if
you give fish to the average per-
son they should be cleaned first.
A lot of people will take fish in the
front door just to be polite. They
go right out the back door into the
garbage can or the cat's piate un-
less they are first cleaned.

That's the reason he releases
most of the fish he catches.

TEXAS FIGHTS THE
KHAPRA BEETLE

The Khapra Beetle, native of In-
dia, Ceylon, and Malaya, and new
to the United States, has at last
invaded Texas. The invasion was
first discovered in El Paso County
in March of this year.

This destructive grain pest is
capable of causing great damage
to our stored grain. Losses of stor-
ed barley and various seeds have
ranged from two percent to total
destruction. The beetle has a pro-
digious rate of reproduction, and
the surface of bulk-stored grain
literally crawls with it during a
heavy infestation.

The insect apparently gained en-
try into California during World
War II, but because of its similar-
ity to the domestic black carpet
beetle it was not brought to offi-
cial attention until 1953. Its habit
of congregating in cracks and cre-
vices of bricks, masonry, and wood
structures gives it the name ‘‘kha-
pra,”” a word in an East Indian
dialect meaning ‘“‘brick.” Since the
godowns or storehouses of India
are commonly made of mud bricks
the insect comes naturally by its
name of “brick beetle.”

The female adult of the khpra
beetle is a nondescript light-to-
dark-brown beetle measuring about
one-eighth of an inch long, a little
longer than a flea. The male is
about one-third smaller. The beetle
depends upon man to spread it
from place to place. Considering
the large movement of grain, seed,
sacks, and other materials that
might be infested by the khpra
beetle, few countries have better
facilities for its transportation than
the United States.

In March the Texas Department
of Agriculture discovered 19 infes-

ted grain elevators and feed mills
in El Paso County, two in Hud-
speth County and one in Presidio
County. All but two of these have
been treated. This quick action has
saved feed mills nad stores thou-
sands of dollars.

For complete eradication, all in-
fested properties have to be cover-
ed completely with plastic covers
and filled or injected with methyl
bromide gas. This method costs
approximately $20 per cubic foot
and is paid by the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture and the Fed-
eral government on a 50-50 basis.
One treated mill had a total of
300,000 cubic feet, bringing the
cost to $6,000.

The real problem came in check-
ing out each of the mill’s 300 custo-
mers. And some of these custo-
mers had customers of their own
which had to be checked.

By keeping a strict control on
the khapra beetle, State and Fed-
eral officials prevented the situa-
tion from pyramiding.

IT'S THE LAW-
IN TEXAS

DIVISION OF ESTATES
EXPLAINED

The death of an intestate per-
son (one who has made no will)
may give rise to many problems
regarding distribution of his sep-
arate estate In the preceding col-
umn we investigated the manner
of dividing the community estate
upon the death of a husband or
wife. Now we shall see that, where
separate property is involved, a
completely different set of rules
applies in determining heirship and
apportioning the estate among the
rightful claimants.

It may be well to recall that the
separate estate of a husband or
wife included property owned by
either before marriage, and that
which is acquired after marriage
by gift or inheritance. Any other
property acquired after marriage
is presumed by law to be commun-

ity property until the contrary is
clearly proved.

Now, here is a gererai idea as
to how your separate property will
be divided if you do not make a
will with contrary provisions prior
to your death.

If your husband or wife survives
and if, in addition, there are sur-
viving children or descendants of
children and their descendants
immediately obtain a full (fee) ti-
tle in two-thirds of the real estate
involved. The surviving spouse re-
ceives a life interest in the remain-
ing one-third of the real property
which passes on to the children
and their descendants upon the
death of the spouse.

The rule for distributing person-
al property, cash, stocks, bonds,
furniture, or any other items not
constituting real estate, is differ-
ent. Here the surviving spouse gets
full ownership of one-third, and
the children and their descendants
inherit the balance.

Now suppose your husband or
wife survives, but there are no
surviving children or their descend-

ants. In this case the surviving

spouse inherits all of the personal
property involved.

With regard to real estate, the
survivor obtains full title to one-
half, and the other half is divided
between your mother and father,
if both survive you. If only one of
them survives, he or she receives
only half of this portion, and the
other half (or one-fourth of the
entire real estate) will be divided
among your brothers and sisters
(and their descendants) who sur-
vive. If there are no surviving
brothers and sisters and their des-
cendants ) , then the one surviv-
ing parent inherits the full one-
half.

Where no parent survives, but
there are brothers and sisters and
descendants, the full one-half is
divided among these survivors.

And, if there are no parents or
brothers and sisters (and their des-
cendants) surviving, then the sur-
viving husband or wife inherits all
of the real estate.

Life is ten percent what you
make it, and ninety percent how
you take it.

New Angora Goat
Publication Out

““Texas Angora Goat Production”
is the title of a new bulletin releas-
ed by the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service which should be of
interest to both present and pros-
pective raisers ,as it discusses An-
gora goats from the time you sel-
ect your breeding stock to the
marketing of mohair and goats.

Texas has 90 percent of the An-
gora goats produced in the United
States, says J. A. Gray, exten-
sion husbandman and author of
the bulletin. They are very useful
in helping to clear types of brushy
land and help to control sprouts
on some types of cleared land.

Angora goats can use many
kinds of pasture. They are adapt-
ed to high, rough land, since they
are excellent climbers and good
travellers, Gray says. They need
a good water supply and year-
round browse. If they have access
to green browse or green grass,
their fleeces will be heavier and
contain more natural oil. If year-
round browse is not available,
goats may require supplemental

feeding during the winter, he adds

Controlling sprouts on cutover,
bulldozed or chained brush cou
try with goats has become popu-

lar in certain sections. Wether
goats are more popular for con-
trolling sprouts because they us-
ually are larger, stronger and can
withstand more cold after shear-
ing than does and kids. The ranch-
man who is interested in control-
ling brush many times is not in-
terested in breeding goats, h¢
says.

Producers recognize the impor-
tance of size and good conforma-
tion in Angora goats. They still
differ about the types of fleeces.
Differences in type of fleece are
associated mainly with types of
lock. Three principal types of lock
are ringlet or C type, flat lock or
B type and the web lock.

The Angora goat, Gray adds, is
seasonal in its breeding habits.
The does come in season in the
fall and kid in the spring. This
seasonal breeding characteristic
is so well established that many
ranchmen leave the bucks with

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State Capitol Highlights:

Governor Daniel Will Call January
Session For Teachers’ Pay On Demand

None of the money-raising bills
that failed to pass the Legislature
during the past seven months were
put away to gather dust. ]

They’ll be on parade again if a
fourth special session is held to
raise money to increase public
school teachers’ salaries.

Gov. Price Daniel has said he will
call the session if the public de-
mands it. Texas State Teachers
Association has its campaign roll-
ing to create this demand.

TSTA's goal is a program that
could cost $63,000,000 over a two-
year period. Of this, $56,000,000
would go for a $405 increase in an-
nual base pay for teachers.

This would bring teachers’ base
pay up to $3,610 a year. Hale-Aikin
Committee recommended a mini-
mum of $3,800 a year plus a num-
ber of other school improvements
that would have totaled some $200,-
000,000for a two-year period. But
TSTA decided that getting that big
a tax bill would be too tough. For
the time being, the 70,000-member
teacher lobby will settle for a pack-
age one-third this size with em-
phasis on the item it wants most
—pay raises.

Time most discussed for the new
special session is the politically
crucial month of January. This will
give the teachers, scattered in
summer, time to get organized. It
also is the month for poll tax pay-
ing, with Jan. 31 as the deadline.
(Governor Daniel said, ‘‘January
or February would be the time."")

Next year, for the first time,
January will be the month for
candidates for office to make their
announcements. New law makes
Feb. 1 the deadline for filing for
state primaries.

There’s talk that Governor Daniel
will announce for a third term if
teacher raises are turned down. On
this the governor says, ‘“‘I'm not
closing any doors.”

Privately, many legislators are
glum at the prospect of being box-
ed in by another round of tax-and-

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spend pressures, particularly right
before their campaigns begin. They
expect to get a lot of static any-
way, from the tax measures they-
've already voted.

But few will oppose teachers op-
enly. As one said, “If you're a-
gainst teacher raises, they’'ll say
you're against good schools and
little kids and motherhood — it’s
suicide.”

WATCH FOR NEW LAWS

Scores of new laws passed during
the regular Legislative session end-
ing May go into effect this month.

From here on, anyone convicted
of four moving traffic violations
within 12 months will be classed a
‘“habitual violator,” subject to
drivers license suspension for any
period up to a year. Same rule ap-
plies to anyone convicted of 7 or
more violations committed within a
24-hour period.

New, tightened laws are in ef-
fect on the waterways, too. Now
against the law are: operating a
boat or skiing while under the in-
fluence of liquor, skiing at night
and ‘“‘reckless or negligent”” boat-
ing and skiing.

Now required by law are: a life
preserver for every passenger on
a boat and a lighting system, ac-
cording to size, for every boat.
Boat registration fees will not be
required until next April.

Another new law makes taking
a ride in someone else’s car with-
out his permission a felony of-

fense. Previously, it was hard to

get more than a misdemeanor con-
viction for car stealing.

Ranchers and farmers will be
required to fence along state and
U. S. highways to prevent cattle
from roaming on the road. Law
does not apply to farm-to-market
roads.

Retail merchants no longer may
advertise goods at ‘‘wholesale”
prices. Only firms that sell only to
retailers may claim wholesale sell-
ing.

Other new laws won’t be noticed
until later. For example, the new
“stick with the party” law" re-
quires that a poll tax holder have
his receipt stamped ‘‘Republican”
or “Democrat’” the first time he
participates in a primary or con-
vention. From then on, in effect,
he’s stuck with the party stamped
on his tax receipt—until he gets a
new poll tax.

A new program to inspect for
cattle disease at livestock auctions
was authorized, but is expected to
be very small scale for the first
two years, at least. It was given
only a fraction of the money sup-
porters said was necessary.

WOULD-BE SPEAKERS BUSY

One of next year's campaigns is
already going strong with two of
the candidates claiming victory.

Rep. Wade Spilman of McAllen
declares he has ‘“more than a ma-
jority’’ of the present House mem-
bers pledged to elect him as next
speaker. Rep. James Turman of
Gober claimed enough pledges ‘“‘to
practically assure my election.”

Victory statements are a com-
mon campaign technique for speak
er candidates since House mem-
bers are prone to join a winner’s
bandwagon to get good committee
assignments.

Actually, the speaker can't be
officially elected until January,
1961, when the 57th Legislature
convenes. A big turnover of House
members in the primaries could
upset the apple cart by removing
many of the speaker candidates’
pledged supporters from office.

First $10,000,000 in bonds to raise
money for local water projects has
been sold by the State Water De-
velopment Board.

Lower Nueces River water supply
District of Corpus Christi may be
the first beneficiary of the new
program. Water Board has tenta-
tively approved a $3,000,000 loan to
the district to complete the $21,-

Health Letter

Rabies is serious business, but
there is a lighter side. Early this
month for instance, the laboratory
technician whose duty it is to pre-
pare the brain tissue for micro-
scopie scrutiny on suspect rabies
cases was enjoying a game of
dominos during the noon hour.

He was interrupted and inform-
ed that there was a ‘‘head” out-
side, but desiring to finish the
hand he said he’d be out in a
second. He would have forgotten
the game had he known what
kind of head.

Because two ladies were wait-
ing with a real genuine African
lion’s head. It seems that the lion
had been raised from a cub, but
lately turned on its master and
had to be destroyed.

There was little chance of ra-
bies, but it pays to be sure about
any suspect case. So the head was
sent to Austin for examination. It
was negative.

Lab technicians have examined

fox heads, skunk heads, cat heads, |

thousands of dog heads and even
a nutria head a short while ago.
Among the strangest was a deer
head. It proved to be negative,
but the man who brought it in in-
sisted the horns be cut off. The
technician was convinced the hunt-
er just wanted a cheap way to
get those horns.

Winter and early spring see a
slight rise in the number of posi-
tive findings of rabies in State
Health Department laboratories.
More effort is needed to inform
and educate the public about the
dangers of rabies and the means
of controlling outbreaks.

Last year there were 491 labor-
atory cases of rabies plus 163 clin-
ical cases in animals. In the past
two years vaccine for 3,600 cases
of human exposure to rabies was
distributed by the State Health
Department.

In 1955 a state law made it pos-
sible for county commissioner’'s
courts to enact legislation for con-
trol measures during a rabies
emergency. These measures can
be carried from year to year as a
sustained program to keep rabies
at the lowest possible level.

Well-trained personnel from the
Texas State Department of Health
are available to counties and oth-
er local health jurisdictions to help
launch their own rabies control
programs.

The rabies battle is a year round
fight. A let-up in any particular
season may mean an outbreak la-
ter on. Everyone should have his
dogs and cats vaccinated, espec-
ially if they are often on the loose.

Rabies control is a necessary
and interesting program even if
you don’t get a lion's head in every
day.
