Jay Novacek, tight end for the
Super Bowl Champion Dallas
Cowboys, surprised a lot of Knox
City students when he arrived at
the school for a talk with the stu-
dents at 1:00 on Tuesday after-
noon.

Introduced by third grade stu-
dent Scooter Thompson, Novacek
spent the better part of an hour
talking with the students and an-
swering questions. Novacek's talk
centered around positive influ-
ences and staying away from
gangsorothernegative influences.

Knox County Judge David Neil
Perdue was on hand to present
Novacek with a proclamation by
the county marking the day as
'‘Jay Novacek Day' in Knox
County and making Jay an honor-
ary citizen of Knox County.

The capacity crowd was capti-
vated by Novacek, by the end of
the hour it was obvious that he
had a lot of new friends in Knox
City. Novacek also signed quite
a few autographs during his brief
visit.

Novacek arrived in Knox
County late Sunday evening to
spend a few days hunting at the
League Ranch as guests of Troy
and Mary Powell. The invitation
to visit the area and hunt wild
hogs was extended to Novacek by
Scooter Thompson after reading
in another newspaper that
Novacek had been hunting wild
hogs in the Albany area. Scooter
attended Novacek's football camp
for youth last year, spending a
week with Novacek and several
other Dallas Cowboy players who
were helping out at the camp.
Others from Knox City attending
the camp were Brian Rosencranz,
JoshBurt, Clint Lewis and Nathan
Rocha. Rosencranz excelled at
the camp, receiving the high honor
of being ranked in the "Novacek
Top 30" at the closing ceremo-
nies. :

Novacek has been a tight end
forthe Cowboys since 1990, com-
ing to Dallas from the Phoenix
Cardinals. His career with the
Cowboys has included two Super
Bowl victories, three consecutive
Pro Bowl appearances as a tight
end in the starting lineup, and
leading the league in receptions
by tight ends for two out of three
seasons. In Super Bowl XXVII,
Novacek scored the Cowboys
first touchdown and went on to
lead the team with seven recep-
tions that day. Nicknamed "Pay-
check" by his teammates, No-
vacek has a reputation of catching
passes that most do not. Quarter-
back Troy Aikman was quoted
saying this about Novacek: "We
do things with Jay that I don't
think many other teams even think
of trying with their tight ends, I
can'timagine atight end who does
more for his offense than Jay does
for us."

Leaving Knox City to head
back to Dallas on Tuesday after-

noon, Novacek will be going on
to the King Ranch for more hunt-
ing this week.

Sales Tax Rebate Checks Issued,
Knox City Shows 7.69% Decline

(Austin, Feb. 11, 1994) State
Comptrolier John Sharp today
delivered $220 million inmonthly
sales tax rebates to 1,075 Texas
cities and 111 counties, a 3.6 per-
cent increase over payments of
$212 million in February of last
year.

"Local sales tax rebates for
January and February are running
more than 10 percent ahead of the
first two months of 1993," Sharp
reported.

"Employment in the state is
continuing its upward trend with

. a 1.9 percent increase over Feb-
_ruary 1993. Austin was second

only to the Dallas metro area in
most jobs added," Sharp said.
Texas cities received $200 mil-
lion, 4.2 percent above the $192
million delivered last February.
Counties received a total of $20
million fortheir February rebates,
down 1.8 percent from the Febru-
ary 1993 rebates of $20.3 million.
This month's payments include
taxes collected on Decembersales
and reported by businesses filing
monthly returns in January, quar-
terly returns for sales made in
October, November and Decem-
ber, and yearly filings for 1993.
In Knox County, Knox City
received 10,748.92, down 7.69%
from a payment of 11,644.38 in
1993. Benjaminreceived $920.82,

up 41.29% from a payment of
$651.711in 1993. Goree received
$854.35, up 10.04% from a pay-
ment of-$776.33in 1993. Munday
received $10,609.92,down4.94%
from a payment of $11,161.44 in
1993. Munday collects a 1.5%
rate of sales tax.

In Haskell County, Haskell re-
ceived $28,502.96, down 6.16%
from a payment of $30,376.94 in
1993. Haskell collects a 1.5% rate
of sales tax. O'Brien received
$525.09, down 12.32% from a
payment of $598.91 in 1993.
Rochester received a payment of
$2,345.53, up 206.05%.from a
payment of $766.37 in 1993.

In Jones County, Stamford re-
ceived a payment of $57,689.93,
up 35.91% from a payment of
$42,444.13 in 1993. Stamford
collects a 2% rate of sales tax, the
highest in this arca.

In Bayior County, Seymour
received apaymentof $15,227.86,
down 12.19% from a payment of
$17,342.89 in 1993,

In Foard County, Crowell re-
ceived a payment of $6,301.70,
up 47.05% from a payment of
$4,285.35 in 1993. Crowell col-
lects a 1.5% rate of sales tax.

Organizations, Officials Say

Residents of Knox County who
want to be certain that the money
they donate to cancer research is
used in the most effective way,
should be aware oflook-alike can-
cer organizations.

Donna Daniel, President of the
American Cancer society, Knox
Unit said, "When you contribute
to a charity, it makes good sense
to find out exactly where your
money is going and how it will be
spent. Contributors have the right
to know if their donations are be-
ing spent in an efficient way."

The term look-alike is used
because some-organizations may
include words such as "National,"
"Society," "Institute," "Research,”
or "Foundation” in their names in
an attempt to be mistaken for or-
ganizations like the American
Cancer Society (ACS) or the fed-
eral govemment's National Can-
cer Institute (NCI). Look-alikes
may actually spend an over-
whelming proportionof the dona-
tions they' receive on their
fundraising and administrative
expenses. The American Cancer
Society relies primarily on volun-
teer-run fund raising.

According to Daniel, the
American Cancer Society distrib-
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\ Ly
utes approximately 84% of its in-

come in Texas to actual cancer .

control programs. She emphasized
that there are many reputable or-
ganizations that sponsor legiti-
mate cancer research and offer
services to cancer patients. "We
do not want to discourage people
from contributing to other orga-
nizations but would just like them
to take not of how their funds are
being distributed,” she added.

The American Cancer Society
urges all donors to ask questions
before writing a check to a char-
ity. The American Cancer Soci-
ety and the National Charitable
Information Bureau (NCIB), a
charity-rating agency located in
New York, have bothdeveloped a
set of guidelines for donors to
follow:

* Check to see if the
organization's fund-raising efforts
are cost-effective. The National
Charities Information Bureau
stipulates that a charity should not
spend any more than 30 percent of
one dollar on fund raising. The
American Cancer Society spends
13%.

* Check to see if the organiza-
tion produces an annual report.
