Wants $42,276 and Vehicle 
Seized by Sheriff Bryant

The widow of Juan Manuel 
Villa has filed a respondent’s 
answer claiming $42 ,^6  cash 
and a 1982 Chevrolet Pickup 
truck that was seized by Mitchell 
County Sheriff Wendell Bryant.

The response to two "seizure 
and forfeiture” cases, filed In 
32nd District Court on March 8, 
were filed Monday by Richard R. 
Alvarado, M idla^ attorney, in 
behalf of Armida Aranda Villa.

Villa, a 28-year-oId Elkart, 
Kansas man was found shot to 
death at the IH20 rest stop area 
just east of Loraine on Sunday, 
February 7. Also found in a paper 
sack in Villa’s pickup was 
$42,276 in cash. Villa received a 
fatal wound to the neck area from 
a single .4S-caliber gunshot that 
entered the side window of the 
pickup truck.

Sheriff Bryant had the "seizure 
and forfeiture” suits filed, claim­
ing that both the money and the 
pickup truck were used for drug 
related purposes.

The last minute filings were 
prepared by Pete Sheridan, a

Sweetwater attorney, and were to 
be handled by County Attorney 
Clay Strange.

In answer to the suits, Mrs. 
Villa denies the allegation in the 
State’s notice of seizure and in­
tent to forfeit the money and the 
vehicle, and demands proof of the 
State’s allegations.

A motion was also filed chal­
lenging the authority of the Coun­
ty Attorney. It states "Armida 
Aranda Villa believes the case 
has been instituted without 
authority on the part of Clay 
Strange, County Attorney of 
Mitchell County,” and asks that 
the causes be stricken and suits 
dismissed without prejudice.

Sheriff Bryant said Tuesday, "I 
have not yet conferred with the 
County Attorney, but I feel that 
we have evidetKe that will sub­
stantiate our claim that the money 
and vehicle were used against 
Texas Controlled Substance Act."

The decision will be made 
when the cases go before Judge 
Weldon Kirk in 32nd District

Texas savings and loan associ­
ations last year lost $6.9 billion, 
leading the nation’s thrift industry 
to its worst performatKe since the 
Great Depression.

The Federal Home Loan Bank 
Board said last week the nadon’s 
3,147 thrifts together lost $6.76 
billion in 1987. But excluding the 
279 thrifts in Tbxas, the nation’s 
S&Ls had profits of about $1(X) 
million.

The thrift figures, coupled with 
the state’s banking problems, 
are an indicatiem of the stete’s 
severe economic slump. Ibxas’ 
problems, centered in oil and 
real estate, are straining federal 
officials’ ability to keep the 
nation’s financial system afloat.

In 1986, all U.S. thrifts recorded 
a profit of about $140 million, and 
Ibxas thrifts lost $2.9 billion.

Other H ighli^ts
•  The Ibxas Associadon of 

Ihxpayers, a private group which 
monitors the Legislature, pre­
dicted lawmakers can balance the 
next budget without a tax hike or 
curtailed services. The prediedon 
is based on two percent-per year 
growth expectations.

Baker ran for attorney general in 
1978, losing to Mark White.

• Gov. Clements set an August 
13 date for the special election to 
fill the North Tbxas Senate seat 
vacated by Riy Farabec.

• In Houston, several precinct 
judges have called for the Demo­
cratic primary run-off candidates. 
State Rep. A1 Lima and consta­
ble Raul Martinez, to voluntarily 
take a drug test as an example for 
youth.

Martinez said he would do it. 
Luna’s campaign manager said the 
issue is crazy.

The Martinez canq> has insin­
uated that Luna takes drugs, and 
Luna’s retaliates with charges that 
Martinez is an alcoholic. The fast 
flying slurs prompted the precinct 
judges to step in.
