WASHINGTON The Central
Intelligence Agency, eager for details
on the deteriorating health of 81-year-old
Mao Tse-tung, kept a watch on a trio
of Chinese pharmacologists who recently
visited the United States.

The vigilance paid off

The three Chinese specialists dropped
around to see one of America’s most
celebrated psycho-pharmacologists, Dr
Solomon Snyder of Johns Hopkins
Medical - School. _Shortly thereafter, a
CIA agent paid a guiet catt—upon the
famed - physician.

The Chinese pharmawloglsli had a
special interest, we have learned, in
Snyder’s insights on Parkinson’s disease
This is the debilitating affliction which
reportedly plagues old Mao

Intelligence reports claim the
Chinese ruler is in failing health. He
has occasional spells of incompetence,
the reports suggest

This may explain the mysterious
power shifts that have been occuring
in Peking. The 77-year-old Premier Chou
En-lai appears to have gained control
of the government. But some intelligence
reports suggest he may be fronting for
a strongman who doesn’t want to emerge
while Mao is still alive.

Footnote The Chinese
pharmacologists also questioned Dr
Snyder about ‘‘dopa’ drug treatments
and briefed him; in turn, on the use
of drugs to treat- mental and nervous
