But until Moore wrote 
his now-fam ous poem, 
there were differing notions 
as to Santa’s appearance. 
He was described as slim 
and tall in some accounts, 
short and fat in others. No 
doubt many thought of 
him as being dignified, for 
he was known as St. Nich­
olas at that time.

But then Moore wrote 
“A Visit from St. Nicholas,” 
which appeared in print 
for the first time in the 
Sentinel o f Troy, New York, 
just before Christmas in 
1823. At that time it was 
published anonymously. By 
1837, after having been 
printed every year in the 
Sentinel, it had been at­
tributed to Moore.

The amusing and endear­
ing description of Santa — 
“a little old driver, so lively 
and quick . . .  his eyes how 
they twinkled! his dimples 
how merry! his cheeks were 
like roses, his nose like a 
cherry —” captivated the 
imaginations o f readers 
and later, an engraving of 
Santa accompanied the 
poem to further establish 
him in the public’s mind as 
a fat and jolly type.

With the passage o f time, 
M oore’s poem has becom e 
a traditional part o f the 
Christmas scene. And every 
youngster, as the holiday 
season approaches, pictures 
Santa as "chubby and 
plump — a right jolly old 
elf,” calling out as he takes 
off in his sleigh, “ Happy 
Christmas to all, and to all 
a good-night!” ■if*-

Leftover Turkey Tricks
Leftover turkey meat pro­

vides endless possibilities for 
future family meals, Mrs. 
O’Connor says.

"Cool cooked poultry 
quickly and store, loosely 
wrapped, in the coldest part 
of the refrigerator. Cooked 
turkey meat can be stored in 
the freezer in moisture-vapor 
resistant wrappings such as 
glass, rigid plastic contain­
ers, freezer foil and freezer 
paper or plastic wrap.

“Cooked turkey covered 
with broth or gravy will 
keep for up to six mortns, 
but turkey not covered with 
broth or gravy will keep only 
one month.

“If the meat is removed 
from the bone before pack­
aging and freezing, less 
freezer space will be used 
and the meat will be ready 
for use. Defrost in the 
refrigerator before use,” she 
advised.

Try the following recipes 
to make the best use of one 
of this year’s best buys—tur­
key.

Turkey Croquettes
2 cups turkey, cooked, 

diced
1 cup rice, cooked
V* cup celery, finely chop­

ped
2 tablespoons onion, finely 

chopped
1 teaspoon flour
1/8 teaspoon salt
V« teaspoon poultry sea­

soning
1 egg, beaten
y* to ‘A cup evaporated 

milk
% cup breadcrumbs, fine, 

dry
2 quarts oil for frying
1 recipe turkey sauce
Vj cup nuts, chopped or a 

few sprigs parsley
Combine turkey, rice, ve­

getable, flour and season­
ings. Add egg and enough 
milk to moisten. Shape into

.Croquettes. Roll in bread­

crumbs. Heal .Jii in a aee|. 
kettle or deep fat fryer to 
375 degrees F\ Fry cro­
quettes until browned, two- 
five minutes. Drain on paper. 
Serve hot turkey sauce over 
croquettes. Garnish with 
nuts or parsley, if desired.

Note: To obtain one cup 
cooked rice, use Vs cup raw 
rice.

Calories per serving: A- 
bout 360 if garnished with 
nuts; about 315 if garnished 
with parsley. Yield: six
servings, two croquettes 
each.

Turkey Pinwheels
3 tablespoons celery, finely 

chopped
2 teaspoons onion, finely

Cut in 
shortening until mixture re­
sembles coarse cornmeal. 
Add milk; mix just enough to 
moisten dry ingredients.

Roll one- 
fourth inch thick. Spread 
turkey mixture evenly over 
dough. Roll as for jelly roll. 
Cut into six slices. Place 
slices on a greased baking 
pan. Bake 20 minuies. Serve 
Turkey Sauce over pin- 
wheels.

On Christmas Day. the 
Yule log is brought in by 
the father, while other 
members o f the family 
sprinkle him with com . 
This is to insure g(X)d 
health for all and a boun­
tiful crop. The corn is also 
placed in a stoc-king and 
sprinkled upon the door­
step to insure a happy new 
year. The Yule log is then 
lit and the children o f the 
family make wishes as 
they strike the log.

After church services, 
Bulgarian children receive 
their gifts from Grandpa 
Koleda, the equivalent of 
our Santa Claus. The par­
ents in turn receive gifts 
from their youngsters on 
the last day o f the year.

In Rumania, on the day 
before Chri.s-tmas, young 
boys visit neighboring 
homes to sing a Christmas 
greeting, Colinde. They 
are rewarded with apples, 
cakes, and coins by the 
listeners. The singing visits 
begin at dawn and last 
until after sunset . . . one 
can imagine some rather 
stuEFed little boys at the 
end of the day!

In an ancient Rumanian 
custom, villagers gather at 
a river bank clad in biblical 
costumes, to sing Christmas 
carols. A young boy is 
selected to break the ice 
that has formed upon the 
river and a wooden cross 
is thrown into the water. 
A scramble then ensues, 
for the rescuer of the cross 
is assured of good fortune 
in the coming year, accord­
ing to the custom.

Just as in other parts of 
the world, feasting is an 
important part of the holi­
days in Rumania. Roast 
pig is the center o f attrac­
tion o f the holiday table. 
It is served with turta. 
The latter is a cake made 
of layers o f thin dough, 
shaped to form leaves, and 
symbolic of the Infant 
Jesus’ swaddling clothes.

Yugoslavia also has some 
interesting customs with 
which to celebrate Christ­
mas. On the day before 
Christmas, the men in Yu­
goslavian families rise early 
to look for a Yule log, the 
Badnyak. This is no simple 
task, for many strict cus­
toms must be observed in 
bringing in the log. It must

fall toward the east at the 
moment of sunrise and its 
branches must not touch 
another tree, as that would 
mean bad luck in the year 
ahead.

When the log is brought 
in, the men are greeted 
with singing and food. La­
ter, fire is made and the 
family gathers around the 
log to await the arrival of

the jMlaznik, a village lad. 
He must be the first to en­
ter the luMise «>n Christmab 
morning. As he enters, he 
throws a handful o f grain 
at each memlH*r of the fam­

ily, a.sking a bli*ssing as he 
■ d(H‘s. The log is then struck 

so that many sparks will 
fly into the air; this means 
many .sheep and other live­
stock for the household.

The polaznik next throws 
some wine on the log, leav­
ing a coin at one end. This 
assures the family o f pros­
perity in the coming year. 
After the ritual of the log 
is completed, the polaznik 
is feted by the grateful 
family for the rest o f the 
day.

In Mexico, colorful cus­
toms add to the festive at­
mosphere o f the holiday 
season. The most popular 
custom, as far as the child­
ren are concerned, is the 
tradition of the pinata. This 
is an earthenware bowl, 
decorated to rt*semble ani­
mals usually, and filled 
with fruit, candy, nuts, and 
coins. The pinata is strung 
up and the children gather 
around it as one youngster 
is blindfolded. The blind­
folded one now takes a 
swing at the pinata with a 
stick. If he can’t break the 
pinata, another youngster 
attempts. At last one of the 
children breaks open the 
earthenware bowl and its 
c-ontent"  ̂ spill out for the 
delig) d yoMiigsteis.

Customs may vary from 
country to country, yet 
they all have one common 
denominator . . .  a joyful­
ness o f heart, in celebration 
o f that most wonderful of 
seasons . . . Christmas.

The candle lantern.s are 
part of .New Mexico’s his­
tory and they illuminate 
the state’s holiday festiv­
ities in a very special way.

When the Spanish first 
selth'd in New Mexico, 
way hack in 1598, they 
brought with them the cus­
tom of lighting lantern.s 
and bonfires for festive o c ­
casions.

F O R R E S U U S

Mountain villagers b e ­
gan sf'tting bonfires and 
plas .ioin. items
;dong pathways at vlhrist- 
inastime . . .  to light the 
way for Mary and Joseph 
and the Christ Child. The 
bonfires, or hnnimirias as 
they are called by New 
Mexicans, were made of 
pine and juniper brandies 
and they stood from 2 to 
4 feet high. The lanterns 
were called farolitns. As 
time went on, the farolitos 
fiecame candles placed in 
sand, in paper sacks. These 
candle lanterns are now 
placed by doorways, along 
pathways and walls on 
Cliristmas Eve in modern 
times, lovely and glowing 
reminders of the old tra­
ditions.

Every Christmas Eve, 
thousands of visitors travel 
to All)u(jnerque to see the 
neighhorlioods that are 
lighted with luminarias, as 
they are now called, mod­
ern versions of the old 
farolitos.

You can still find bon­
fires bla/ing at Christmas­
time in the mountain vil­
lages of Northern New 
Mexico hut by and large 
the candle lantern.s have re­
placed the old luminarias.

H andel’s ‘̂ Messiah”  Is 
A Beloved Tradition  
O f Christmas Season

K^'h Christmas season 
finds' imisic-lovers enrap- 
tirred by performances of 
C ^ t^ e  Frideric Handel’s 
oratorio, “Messiah”.

Since its first perform­
ance in 1742, “ Messiah” has 
beefi thrilling listeners and 
adding to the significance 
o f religious holidays.

rhe libretto is generally 
attributed to Charles Jen- 
iiens, a wealthy patron of 
the arts. The libretto is a 
compilation o f passages 
ffoiii* the Old Testament 
and the New Testament.

At Christmastime, certain 
sections of the work are us­
ually deleted and emphasis 
is placed on the Nativity 
portion o f the libretto.

. “ Messiah” begins impres­
sively with stately meas­
ures that becom e a vigor­
ous 4 « gal passage, giving 
way to the recitative for 
tenor voice, “Comfort Ye.” 
A lovely aria, “ Every Val­
ley . Shall be E.xalted,” is 
follow ed by a stirring chor­
us of praise, “And the 
Glory of the Lord.” A reci­
tative for bass proclaims: 
“Thus saith the Lord of 
Ho.sts: Yet once a little 
while, and I will shake the 
heav’ns and the earth.” The 
aria, “But who may abide 
the day of His com ing?” is 
'hen followed by a chorus, 
‘Wnd He shall purify the 
sons of Levi.”

Now the narrative cen­
ters on the birth of Jesus . . . 
a recitative for alto, “Be­
hold! A virgin shall con ­
ceive” is follow J by the 
joyful aria, “O thou that 
tellcst good tidings to 
Zion.” Tlie cliorus joins in 
the fan ilar melody to em­
phasize the joyous cjuality 
of Handers music.

“ Fcjr behold, darkness 
shall cover the earth," coii- 
tiuucs the narrative in a 
bass recitative, ami the 
air, ‘ The people that walk­
ed in darkness have seen a 
great light.” Now the chor­
us sings in jubilation, “ F’or 
untf) us a Child is born ,” 
with majestic emphasis on 
the w ords, “ w on derfu l, 
counselor, the mighty God, 
the everlasting Father, the

Thrilling 
words, ecpialed by Handel’s 
thrilling music.

The oratorio continues 
with pastoral themes, set­
ting the scene for a series 
of recitatives, beginning 
with, “There were shep­
herds abiding in the field, 
keeping watch over their 
flocks by night.” The chor­
us now proclaims “Glory 
to G od” as trumpets sound, 
recalling the wondrous 
sight and sound beheld by 
those shepherds at the very 
first Christmas. A soprano 
aria, “ Rejoice greatly, O  
daughter of Zion!” contin­
ues the m ood of joy as the 
Nativity story unfolds. A 
lovely aria, “He shall feed 
His flock like a shepherd” , 
is followed by the chorus, 
“ His yoke is easy,” ending 
in majestic chords.

The second part o f “ Mes­
siah” contains what may be 
the most famous choral 
music of all time, the Hal­
lelujah Chorus. No one 
who has heard this stirring 
chorus can ever forget it. 
A serenely beautiful aria,“ I 
know that my Redeemer 
liveth” , begins the third 
part of this magnificent 
work. This section contains 
yet another great chorus, 
“W orthy is the Lamb.” The 
choir sings, “ Blessing and 
honor, glory and power be 
unto Him” in a joyful 
fugue. The oratorio is then 
concluded with the words, 
“ Amen” . . . voices soar 
in glorious sound, as Han­
del’s monumental work 
comes to its conclusion.

The listener, moved by 
the story of the “ Messiah ” 
and its enduringly beauti­
ful music is left w’ith a 
vision . . . perhaps that 
same vision that Handel 
spoke of, after he had fin­
ished his greatest work.

“ I did think 1 did see all 
Heaven bi'fore me” , the 
inspired Handel exclaimed, 
“and the great God Him­
self.”

When Margurite Mathis 
loads her car with supplies 
and takes it to the Big 
Spring Hospital it means 
Christmas for all the patients 
in Unit 10 South each time 
she arrives.

And that includes 51 trips 
since the project was started 
by the United Methodist 
Church in the fall of 1971.

The task began when 
Melvin Mathis, pastor of the 
church attended by Mrs. 
John Puckett the unit super­
visor, learned of the constant 
need for clothing, books, 
magazines and other supp­
lies.

This unit is called the El 
Paso Unit becuase the pa­
tients are from that section 
of the state. It is a poorer 
section and receives less help 
from home. Many of the 
patients are brought, receive 
few supplies, and sometimes 
are never visited again. 
There are between three and 
400 patients. It is only for 
advets and most of them are 
'dcrly.

'he state provides build- 
in, workers, food, laundry 
and medical attention. 
Chri.s ,,i' decorations for 
the oil s. ' and in the main 
lobbies \ furnished but 
everything else must be 
contributed by families or 
from other sources. Many 
volunteers work in the 
hospital.

A devotional period is held 
each morning in the All 
Faiths Chapel and the pa­
tients are eager to receive 
scriptural books such as The 
Upper Room and Open 
Windows.

Other churches in town 
have been represented in the 
work of this project. A 
couple from the Church of 
Christ took a pickup load of 
articles several months ago. 
The Hopewell Baptist 
Church used this method to 
send the clothing that they 
had received on a drive as 
their mission project. The 
Garden Club of Ballinger 
sent wrapped Christmas 
gifts last year.

People from other cities 
such as Lubbock, Sterling 
City and Stephenville have 
sent articles to assist in this 
effort.

A local druggist has given 
several large boxes of cos­
metics including powder, 
lotion, deodorant, lipstick, 
fingernail polish and eye 
makeup. Once when the 
supervisor and her helpers 
gave each woman in the Unit 
a tube of lipstick and some 
eye makeup they were 
delighted and felt that 
Christmas was already here.

Many times the clothing of 
deceased people has been 
sent. This is a good chance 
for women to get rid of all 
their high heeled and sharp 
pointed shoes, old hats, 
unused purses, old style 
dresses, outgrown clothes, 
and “tired oF’ clothes of all 
descriptions. Costume je­
welry is also a popular item.

Some of 
these are made to run again.

Quilt scraps have been 
sent by the sacksful. At one 
time the women made three 
tops and bottoms for quilts 
and sold them to get 
cosmetics and for other 
personal needs.

A very small woman was 
told she would receive some 
clothing and she said, “ I hope 
I get some slacks.” Her wish 
was fulfilled for she received 
several pairs. Mrs. Puckett, 
the supervisor, said the 
woman came to them when 
she was ten and was then 26 
years old, although she still 
looked like a child.

The patients help the 
workers unload the Mathis 
car by the use of grocery 
carts and an old stretcher— 
and most times they have 
already picked out what they 
want.

The French priest had 
been very impressed by the 
Hurons and their com pre­
hension o f the Nativity. In 
his writings, he describes 
how the Hurons had built 
a small chapel o f cedar and 
fir branches to hotise the 
manger of the Christ Child, 
and how they prepared 
themselves to receive the 
Infant Jesus into their 
hearts on Christmas Day 
by performing some sort of 
penance. He wrote, “ Even 
those who were at a dis­
tance of more than 2 days’ 
journey met at a given 
place to sing hymns in hon­
or of the newborn Child."

Father Brebeuf wTOte the

lyrics to his carol in 1641; 
on March 16, 1649, he was 
martyred by the Irocpiois, 
along with other prisoners. 
But after the villages of the 
Hurons had been destroyed 
by the Iro(}uois, the sur­

viving parishioners o f Fath­
er Brebeuf resettled near 
Quebec, preserving the car­
ol along with their tribal 
traditions. Later on, the 
Catholic Mohawks, who 
had settled south o f Que­

bec, learned tht* hymn from 
the Hurons. The carol has 
since be(>n translated into 
English, retaining a few of 
the original Indian words.

carols.

Ecology Factor 
Spells End for 
Yule Bonfires

Twelfth-night, the night 
before the feast of the 
Epiphany, marks the end 
of the Christmas season. In 
past times, it has been the 
practice of celebrants to 
observe the end of the hol­
iday season by burning 
their Christmas trees in one 
great bonfire. But the ecol­
ogy movement has appar­
ently finished off any rem­
nants of this old custom 
here in this country.

In one midwestern city, 
where the burning of 
Christmas trees had been 
an annual community event 
for many years, complaints 
from pollution - conscious 
citizens has forced the 
abandonment o f the tradi­
tion. So much pressure was 
brought to bear on the local 
pollution control agency by 
environment-minded resi­
dents that harried officials 
were forced to reject a re­
quest for an open-fire per­
mit from would-be Twelfth 
Night celebrants.

Back in the late 1800’s, 
sending greeting cards to 
friends and relatives at 
Christmas came into vogue 
for the first time.

Those early Christmas 
cards were (juite different 
from the cards you receive 
in your holiday mail to­
day. Many greeting cards 
during the Victorian era 
featured satin fringes. Pop­
ular designs were centered 
about such .subjects as 
birds, animals, ilowers, and 
children in grown-np poses.

The first Christmas card 
was designed by John Cal- 
cott Horsley for Sir Henry 
Cole in 1843. It read, “To 
Uncles, Aunts, & Cousins, 
A merry Christmas and a 
happy New Year to you.” 
The illustration featured a 
family celebration, with 
glasses raised in a toast.

.Another card of this era, 
fi‘atures angels with trum­
pets and pcaciKk wings, 
along with the message: 
“ Shout with joy ye mortals 
pray for Christ is born on 
Christmas Day.” It was 
published by I.ouis Prang, 
a pioneer in the manufac­
ture of holiday greeting 
cards.

Prang perfected repro­
ducing proces.ses and spon­
sored art competitions to 
stimulate outstanding de­
signs for his greeting cards. 
.Many of his reproductions, 
involving as many as 15 
colors, were so accurate

.Mithra, Christians chose 
that date to honor Jesus as 
“The Eight of the W orld.”

In many ways, Christmas

has served to replace the 
pagan customs of ancient 
times. For instance, in Cer- 
many, the winter solstice 
was observed on December 
21 by pagans, and many 
customs of the pre-Chris­
tian eelehration were trans­
ferred to the Christian 
holiday. Dramatic enact­
ments of the birth o f Jesus. 
Christmas carols, and the 
“manger songs” of medieval 
times w('re incorporated 
into the holiday celebra­
tion as time went on, re­
placing the old pagan 
customs.

The Cliristmas tree itself 
is believed to be derived 
from the use o f palm trees 
in the worship o f the Egyp­
tian goddess Isis. During 
the winter solstice a palm 
tree with twelve shoots, 
representing the months of 
the year, was carried to 
celebrate the c-omplction 
o f one year and the begin­
ning of another. The palm 
tree was replaced with a 
fir tree as the observance 
extended to northern cli­
mates.

The Yule log came into 
use around the 16th cen­
tury and again, this custom 
has its origins in pagan 
times. .\t the time o f the 
solstice, a sacred fire woidd 
he lit from a brand kept 
from the previous year’s 
log. It is thought that the 
custom was brought to 
England by the Vikings. In 
later times, the Yule log 
would he brought in with 
iniieh ceremony on Christ­
mas Eve to light the holi­
day fire.

The Christmas stocking 
is originally an Italian cus­
tom. Tradition has it that 
La Befana, a wandering 
witch, comes on the feast 
of Epiphany to fill the 
stockings o f good children 
with gifts, and those of

The exchanging of gifts 
dates hack to early medie­
val times, and is probably 
inspired by the gifts of the 
W ise Men.

Christmas cards, how ­
ever, are a fairly recent 
tradition.

They were an inevitable 
outcome o f the practice of 
v/riting to distant friends 
and relatives at Christmas­
time, a custom which came 
into greater favor with 
the increasing efficiency of 
postal systems.

C. T. Parker's

Christmas Gifts For 

Gardeners
For those gardeners on 

your Christmas gift list, 
there are plenty of gift 
suggestions, says C. T. 
Parker, county agent with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex- 
ten.sion Service.

Not only plants and flow­
ers make excellent gifts, but 
numerous types of gardening 
tools can “ hit the spot” with 
both the beginning “green 
thumb” or and “old pro,” 
suggests the agent. Cordless 
electric lawn or garden tools 
are particularly popular and 
there is a wide .selection.

Other gifts to please any 
gardener’s fancy include 
such decorative items as 
statues or planters, wind 
chimes and bird feeders.

And don’t forget garden­
ing books or a subscription 
to a gardening magazine.

A gift certificate from the 
local garden center is always 
a welcome gift for the “hard 
to please” person, adds 
Parker.

As far as flowers or pot 
plants are concerned, he 
suggests poinsettias, kalan- 
choes, azaleas, ornamental 
peppers and Christmas cacti 
as excellent yuletide pre­
sents.

One of the most treasured 
gifts can be a “work 
certificate” for a friend or 
neighbor who needs help 
with yard work. Such a gift 
costs just a little love and 
Christmas spirit, says 
Parker.
Pruning Ice Damaged Trees

Pruning not only trims 
back unwanted growth but 
can generate new growth to 
a tree damaged by ice, says 
Parker, county agent with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service.

A valuable shade tree can 
be saved and begin new 
growth with little or no 
damage visible if it is 
carefully pruned. A tree that 
has been damaged by ice 
should be pruned at the base 
of the limb that was 
damaged. No stubs should

remain exposed.
Sometimes the damage 

may be severe enough to 
require that a tree be 
trimmed back to the main 
trunk or main branch. In this 
case the wound should be 
painted with a dressing that 
can be obtained at any g<H)d 
nursery or garden center, 
notes the agent.

Orange shellac serves as a 
good temporary tree dress­
ing if one is not readily 
available. A proper wound 
dressing should be applied to 
the damaged tree within six 
Weeks, emphasizes Parker.

Sucker growth can become 
a problem to the severly 
damaged tree if it is not 
continually pruned and cared 
for. This process may take a 
few years but it will prolong 
the tree’s life.

Often the bark of a tree 
may be torn from the side of 
the main trunk or branch 
when a limb breaks. This 
bare section should be 
smoothed out with a knife or 
chisel and then coated with 
the tree wound dressing, 
points out the agent.

In cases when a trunk 
splits or a large part is 
broken off, a professional 
tree surgeon should be 
consulted, advises Parker.
