MARRY EARLY, HITCHED LONGER

County Is ^Marriage-Minded^
Lamb County is a marriage-minded com­

munity, The records show that local resi­
dents marry early and stay married longer 
than people in most parts of the country.

By the same token, the proportion of 
divorced men and women in the local pop­
ulation is below average.

According to the latest Department of 
Commerce figures, approximately 73 per 
cent of the Lamb County residents over age 
14 are married and living together in nor­
mal husband-wife relationship.

By way of comparison, 66 per cent in 
other sections of the United States are in 
husband-wife households and 68 per cent 
in Texas.

Why is it that marriage is on a sounder, 
longer-lasting foundation with some couples 
than with others? One explanation has to do 
with money. A University of Michigan study, 
covering some 900 families, reveals that 
financial problems affect more m arriages 
than any other category of disagreement.

This is so, it appears, even though fi­
nancial security is not Ae most sought- 
after aspect of m arriage.

A most-valued one, from the wives’ stand­
point, is companionship in leisure-tim e activ­
ities. They rate it above standard of living 
and most other benefits.

Although family breakdown is termed ± e  
number one social trouble in the United 
States by the Family Service Association 
of America, it is somewhat less so in 
Lamb County.

Locally, there are fewer divorced people, 
in proportion to population, than in most 
communities.

The figures show that 30 out of every 1,000 
local residents above age 14 are divorced or 
separated. This does not include those who 
rem arried after having been divorced.

The rate is a better one than in the rest 
of the United States \\here it amounts to 42 per 
1,000. In Texas it is 46 per 1,000.

The net result of marital breakups in the 
United States, whether caused by divorce, 
death or separation, is that 4.9 million fam­
ilies, or 1 out of every 10, are now husband­
less and are headed by women.

Half of these women are widows. Another 
one-third are separated or divorced.

After 2-Inch Rains

in Harvest 
Ready To Resume

The Olton area escaped tor­
rential downpours received fur­
ther south over the weekend 
but a welcome 1.5 inches of 
rain did fall on near-harvest 
crops.

The rains Saturday did cause 
one mishap involving Olton res­
idents. An ambulance from 
Parsons Funeral Home, carry­
ing a heart patient, Mrs. Je t-  
tie Lawson, slid off the road 
west of Shallowater and hit a 
culvert.

Result of the mishap was only 
a ruined tire and wheel, but Mrs. 
Lawson had to be transferred  
to a Lubbock police car to be 
taken to University Hospital 
and Clinic in Lubbock.

The accident occurred dur­
ing a blinding downpour about 
7:20 p.m.

Otherwise, results of the 
three-day rain were welcomed 
by nearly everyone.

Grain elevator operators in 
the area were not alarmed about 
the possible harm to the up­
coming grain harvest due to 
extra moisture.

All elevator managers con­
tacted said the rain had stopped 
what cutting was in process, but 
all said no falling grain or 
heavy washing had been re­
ported.

One benefit from the pre­
cipitation may be faster ma­
turity and better thrashing of 
grain.

Some farm ers started test 
cutting of grain Wednesday, but 
any heavy cutting was net ex­
pected to begin until Friday.

Other farm ers said the 
rain might help cotton which 
did not receive quite enough 
irrigation water during the last 
part of the summer.

The almost unanimous wish 
was for completely dry and 
warm weather until frost.

The happiest group after the 
rain were those who had com­
pleted planting wheat. Moisture 
was expected to help the grain 
get off to its best start in sev­
eral years.

Gins reported no activity was 
hindered because of the rain, 
since none was in progress.

But one farm er, Frank 
Struve, did manage to bring in 
the first bale to the Circle Gin 
Thursday before the rains halt­
ed any other attempts at 
harvest.

Heaviest rains seemed to be 
east of town, although there was 
little difference in any one area.

On the Sam Kendall farm, five 
miles south and one east of town, 
“ at least three inches” was re ­
ported. Feed was unhurt by the 
downpour, and cotton was 
measurably helped.

“ The cotton was throwing 
some bolls because of lack of 
moisture,”  said Kendall, but the 
rain halted the loss. “ We still 
need a week or two of sunshine 
for cotton and feed,”  he con­
tinued.

He said cotton harvesting 
wouldn’ t begin until after frost, 
since he didn’ t plan to defoliate.

Northwest of town on the 
Mitch Haddad farm, roughly 
two inches of rain fell. Mrs. 
Haddad said the rain would es­
pecially help pasture grass on 
the place, and other crops were 
generally unaffected by the wa­
ter.

Cotton on the farm is be­
ginning to open, but it appeared 
not to be opened enough to hurt. 
A few handpulled bales seem to 
be in the picture, but frost again 
will be ^ e  main defoliating 
agent on the Haddad farm.

‘‘ Quite a bit of rain” was 
reported on the J . S. Nicholas 
farm southeast of town. Since 
no gauge was available on the 
Nicholas place, an exact-amount 
of rain was not available.

Faster ripening grain was 
one result of the rain seen on 
the Nicholas place. Cutting 
of grain appear^, to be-about 
another week away, if weather 
warms up and sunshine holds 
out.

About 2 1/2 inches of rain 
was measured on the Glen Pet­
erson farm northeast of town. 
Harvesting was just set to begin 
on the Peterson farm, when it 
was temporarily halted by the 
rain.

Mrs. Peterson said, “ Cot­
ton looks real good, and the rain 
probably will help it, since it 
needed just a little more.”

On the' Bobby Copeland farm  
near Halfway, milo harvesting 
was about half completed, and 
operations were set to begin 
again today.

Copeland said the rain didn’t 
hurt cotton, and possibly will 
help it, “ If it drys up and it 
doesn’t rain any m ore.”

annual field day of the High 
Plains Research Foundation.

Four foreign countries and 18 
states and Washington, D.C. 
were represented at the field 
day. Forty-five out-of-state 
communities and 154 Texas 
communities were included in 
the registration. Foreign coun­
tries represented were Portu­
gal, Turkey, Pakistan and Iran. 
Attendance was the largest in 
the 9 years history of the field 
days at the Foundation’ s Re­
search farm at Halfway.

The highlight of the day was 
the announcement of the new 
short-season soybean named 
Patterson in honor of Virgil 
Patterson, vice-chairman of the 
Foundation’ s board of trustees 
and chirman of the board of the 
F irs t National Bank in Ama­
rillo.

TTie new Patterson soybean 
will be available for release to 
farm ers after harvest this year. 
It is of especial interest to 
farm ers in the North Plains 
as a second crop with har­
vest early enough to permit 
planting of wheat and as a catch 
crop in the South Plains when 
weather conditions prevents re ­
planting of cotton or grain sor­
ghum.

A special gift to the Founda­
tion to augment the irrigation 
research of a valley irrigation 
system was announced. Valley 
Manufacturing Company donated 
a complete sprinkler irrigation 
system worth $10,000.00.

Certain-Teed Products Co. 
contributed the asbestos cement 
pipe necessary for ± e  system. 
Materials were obtained with 
the hlep of the Shur-Gro Irriga­
tion Equipment Co.

Rural Traffic 
Accidents Told

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated 17 rural traffic ac­
cidents in Lamb County during 
the month of August, according 
to Sergeant D. S. Lawson, High­
way Patrol Supervisor of this 
area.

These wrecks accounted for 
eight persons injured and an 
estimated property damage of 
$12,920.00.

The rural traffic accident 
summary in Lamb County for 
the first eight months of 1965 
shows a total of 76 crashes 
resulting in two persons killed, 
28 persons injured, and an es­
timated property damage of 
$64,805,00.

Sept. 1, 1965, marked the be­
ginning of the new motor ve­
hicle inspection period for all 
Texas motorists. **With the 
hard summer driving coming 
to an end, fall is an excellent 
time to have vehicles safety 
checked for the winter months 
ahead” , the Sergeant said.

The Patrol Supervisor called 
attention to the fact that since 
the beginning of the inspection 
program, vehicles having a de­
fect that was a causative factor 
in fatal accidents decreased 
from 13 percent to three per 
cent.

“ The purpose of the Motor 
Vehicle Inspection Program is 
to discover any mal-adjustment 
which might become a link in 
a cycle of events leading to an 
accident, and, by removing the 
link, preventing the accident” , 
he pointed out.

The Muleshoe Mules sent 01- 
ton’ s Mustangs tumbling down 
Heartbreak Hill, pushing across 
two final quarter touchdowns-- 
one in the last 25 seconds—to 
win a 13-9 decision there F ri­
day night.
