Yet thousands of
people—forgeiting their anxiety of
five yoars ago—have failed to take
advantage of it for themselves or |
thelr pre-school children

Spnse (0 the vaccine has been
good, showing the influence of
School-sponsored vaccinations.
Among children under five, the re

has been fairly good. It has |
been less than falr among persons
between 20 and 40, |

Does the vaccine really preven |
paralysis In cases of polio? Here is
last year's record: There were|
TM cases reported—both paralytic
and non-paralytic. Of that number,
paralysis developed In 62 per cent |
of those with no vaccination! in 47
per cent of those with only one
shot; in 37 per cent of those with |
two shots; and in only 21 per cent
of those who had had all three
shots,

In other words, in all cases of
polio reported last year, paralysis
developed in three out of five cases
without any shots, but in only one |
out of five cases in persons with
all three shots,

Despite n continuing barrage of
publicity concerning adult vulner-
ability o polio, many adults appar-
ently must still be convinced., The
truth is that about 16 of every 100 |
cases of polio in Texus hits at
people 15 and over. And when it
does hit it hits with greater im-
pact, The National Foundation for
Infantile Paralysis reports that
three out of four respirator patients
today are 20 or older

put In A shallow tray in a cool
tdry place to dry. A suit box lid
is suitable for this, Two weeks

after the last petals are added, the
above recipe is added. The liguid
may be put on with an eye dropper
and the dry materinl sprinkled on
Fill jars with the petals, They
will retain their odor for ten years
or more

The above recipe Is adequate for
about 16 loose cups of petals

In speaking of roses, keep a close
watch on your bushes at this tyme
of year, The damp weather may be
causing black spot 10 spread
rapidly. Many people are com
plaining that their roses are not
opening. Thrips are causing them
not to open. A good rose dust
used regularly will control  most
insects and diseases of roses. This
should be used once a week or
immediately after each rain, It is
much easier to prevent insect and
disease damage than to stop il
once it is started. A dust or sprav
that containg Captan 50, DDT, sul-
phur and lindane will control the
dispases and quite well
Check the label on the container
to see that it contnins these in-
gredients, Dusts may contain fer
mate rather than Captan 50
