New mortgage loans available 
WASHINGTON (AP) — A new type of mortgage, designed to have 

the advantages of fixed monthly payments and adjustable interest 
rates, is being introduced by the Federal National Mortgage 
Association: 
Robert J. Mylod, president and chief operating officer of the mor- 

tgage association, known as Fannie Mae, said indications are 
. “lenders expect this mortgage to be popular with consumers.” 

He said more than 200 lenders nationwide have already made 
commitments for the new loans. 
Fannie Mae Chairman David O. Maxwell told a recent mortgage 

marketing group in Raleigh, N.C. that, starting Wednesday, the 
association would institute changes to make the new loan package 
moreattractivetolenders.  - 
Fannie Mae buys mortgages from lenders, giving them new 

money to lend. As the biggest single buyer of mortgages, it can af- 
‘fect the types of mortgage terms offered by banks and other in- 
stitutions by specifying the terms of loans it is willing to buy. 

Interest rates on the new ‘“‘fixed-payment, adjustable-rate” mor- 
tgage are keyed to the one-year Treasury securities index, which 
has run 2 to 2'4 percent lower than rates on fixed-rate 30-year loans. 
Lenders usually offer lower rates on any adjustable rate mor- 

tgage because the risk of changes in interest rates is shared by 

Joans that were entered into during the days of single-digit interest 
rates. 
However, borrowers and their representatives in Congress are 

critical of some adjustable rate mortgages that have frequent rate 
shifts, leaving home buyers unsure of their monthly payments. 
As interest rates have stayed high or increased, most of the ad- 

justments have been upwards, especially on loans that started out 
with artificially low “teaser rates,”’ some as low as 5 percent. Some 
borrowers have seen their monthly payments double. 
“Consumers are concerned about the high mortgage interest 

rates and fluctuating monthly payments of many loans being of- 
fered today,”’ Mylod said. ‘“‘The fixed-payment ARM is a very 
positive response to those concerns.” 
With the new home loan, payments change only every five years, 

even though the interest rate could change once a year. 
At the end of the first five years, the borrower may negotiate a 

fixed-rate mortgage for the remaining 25 years or a new five-year 
contract at a new interest rate and payment schedule. 
The new payment would be based on the average of the previous 

four years’ rates and the current market rate on one-year ARMs.
