Faced with an uncertain fi-
nancial future, Big Spring In-
dependent School District of-
ficials are hitting the brakes
temporarily on teacher con-
tract renewals.

BSISD and other Texas

school districts typically
renew teacher contracts in
March, but school trustees
will discuss putting that ac-
tion off for a month when they
meet at 5:15 p.m. Thursday in
the high school board room.
With the future of state aid
to school districts so uncer-
tain while state legislators
struggle to adjust to a multi-
billion-dollar shortfall, many
districts, including nearby
Midland ISD, have delayed

Sandra Waggoner, who has
been BSISD’s chief financial
officer for the past 10 years,
said this is “by far” the worst
budget situation seen locally
during her tenure.

“We’re hoping to get the
budget (for the next fiscal
year) balanced, but it’s not
there yet,” Waggoner said.
“There has been some discus-
sion among our legislators

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City council approves
mandate resolutions

Big Spring City Council
took a step against unfunded
state mandates during its
meeting Tuesday night, ap-
proving resolutions support-
ing House Joint Resolution 56
and Senate Joint Resolution
(S8JR) 17.

During its Feb. 22 meeting,
the council had already ap-
proved first reading of the
resolution supporting House
Joint Resolution 56, which
calls for a constitutional
amendment prohibiting un-
funded and under funded
mandates passed down from

the state level to city and
county governments.

“No bill enacted by the leg-
islature on or after Jan. 1,
2012, requiring a local govern-
ment to establish, expand or
modify a duty or activity that
requires the expenditure of
revenue by the local govern-
ment shall be effective until
and unless the legislature ap-
propriates or otherwise pro-
vides for the payment or re-
imbursement, from a source
other than the revenue of the
local government, or the costs
incurred for the biennium by
the local government in com-
plying with therequirement,”
Mayor Tommy Duncan said,

reading the details of the pro-
posed bill to the council and
audience during the previous
meeting.

Approval of the final read-
ing of theresolution passed by
a unanimous vote Tuesday,
as did emergency reading of
SJR 17, a joint senate bill that
mirrors the house bill.

“Texas is having problems
financially, as all states are.
We understand the cuts are
coming in various areas,”
Duncan said. “However, if
the state mandates that we
do things by eliminating
their requirements to provide

Editor’s note: Following is the full letter sent by
Big Spring Independent School District Superin-
tendent Steven Saldivar to district employees con-
cerning the decision to delay teacher contract re-
newals:

March 9, 2011

Staff Members:

Texas school districts are being forced to make
very tough fiscal decisions due to the huge short-
fall being faced by the Texas Legislature. Big
Spring ISD’s top priority for the 2011-2012 school
year is staffing. With seventy-seven percent of our
total budget being personnel cost and a possible
$4 million reduction in state funding, the central
administration has been working on a variety of
measures to cut spending. One measure that has
been undertaken is the Early Notification Incen-
tive Offer that was taken advantage of by approxi-
mately forty district employees.

As we work our way through next year’s bud-
get, our priority is to keep the employees we cur-
rently have on staff. With hard economic times
looming, many positions that would normally be
replaced may not be replaced and thus we will
more than likely lose the positions that have been
eliminated due to resignations. We are hoping
that through attrition we can greatly impact the
$4 million loss in state funding. Our top priority
is to save as many classroom teachers as possible,
but we understand tough financial times call for
tough decisions.

Our next step is to meet with campus admin-
istrators and program directors to find out what
positions need to be replaced, what adjustments
in assignments can be made or if there are other
campus/program expenses that can be cut.

We are required to issue teacher contracts at
least 45 days before the end of school; however,
that is more than a month before the state legis-
lature presents the district with the final budget
numbers. With this in mind, the district will not
be making teacher recommendations until after
we have had time to meet with the principals
and directors and study in-depth each individual
campus’s/program’s needs; then we will be able
to make the best decision for the education of our
students.

In order to accomplish this, we are going to
delay making teacher recommendations to the
Board until April 7. Employees that will be af-
fected by personnel changes will be notified prior
to the April 7 Board meeting.

about using the ‘rainy
day fund’ to make up
some of the shortfall ...
so we’re hoping we get
some relief.”

School administra-
tors, including Superin-
tendent Steven Saldivar,
have said for months
that cutting staff would
be the last option offi-
cials consider, and they
are hopeful another
month will bring better
fiscal news from legisla-
tors.

In a letter to BSISD
employees, Saldivar
said school officials are
doing everything they
can to avoid firings or
layoffs, but added that
tough choices will have
to be made in the com-
ing months.

“With hard economic

Officials are hopeful
that normal attrition
through resignation or
retirement will allevi-
ate the need for further
personnel level cuts.

Is the President out of the cold?

resident Barack Obama
has made it official.
"Look, I
definitely
feel folks' pain,"
he said at a recent
news conference.

And he is defi-
nitely doing some
painful things in
his new budget.

The president
said he is "cutting
things I care about
deeply," and these
"are all programs
that I wouldn't be
cutting if we were in a better fis-
cal situation. But we're not."

Unfortunately, one of the
things he is cutting back is
something that makes him look
cruel, heartless and uncaring. It
makes him look like one of those
old silent-film bankers with top
hats and handlebar mustaches
who throw widows out into the
SNOW.

The program Obama intends to
cut has a particularly unpleas-
ant-sounding acronym: LIHEAP.
It stands for Low Income Home
Energy Assistance Program, and
it gives money to poor people
who cannot pay their heating
bills in winter.

(The program also gives aid to
those who cannot pay their air
conditioning bills in summer.
This sounds like a luxury item,
until you consider that during
a heat wave in Chicago in 1995,
some 750 people died over a five-
day period because they didn't
have air conditioning or they
couldn't afford to turn it on.)

This winter has been a particu-
larly brutal one for the people
who live in the Midwestern and
Northeastern United States, and
LIHEAP has undoubtedly kept
some of them alive.

So what is President Obama
proposing in the budget he
released this week? He is going
to cut LIHEAP funding in half,
from $5.1 billion to $2.5 billion.

Nearly 9 million people cur-
rently get such funding, and
according to the National Jour-
nal, which broke the story, the
"American Gas Association
predicts that 3 million Ameri-
cans eligible for the program
won't be able to receive it unless
LIHEAP funding stays at its cur-
rent level."

"LIHEAP has been semi-sacred
for most Democrats and many
Republicans," the magazine

said, "a program that carries an
emotional resonance, as it was
designed to keep poor people,
particularly older poor people,
cool in the summer and warm in
the winter."

Obama defended the cuts by
saying he had doubled funding
to the program when he first
came into office because there
was a huge spike in energy
costs. "Energy prices have now
gone down, but the costs of the
program have stayed the same,"
Obama said Tuesday. "So what
we've said is, well, let's go back
to a more sustainable level.

If it turns out that once again
you see a huge energy spike,
then we can revisit it."

But National Public Radio
White House correspondent
Scott Horsley says there's some
fuzzy — or maybe frosty — math
going on there. Horsley said
Obama's rationale for the drastic
cut "is that the cost of heating
fuels has fallen from the time
when that budget was ramped
up to $5 billion a year. Now that
is true for natural gas, which is
a popular heating fuel. It's not
true for heating oil, it's not true
for electricity, and it's not true
for kerosene. So there are people
who really are going to be af-
fected ... ."

MODERATOR: And then the
president is saying he feels that
pain — to use a phrase from
earlier.

HORSLEY: He feels that
shiver.

Some say Obama has no
intention of really cutting the
program but just wants to show
how serious he is about reducing
the deficit and expects Congress
to restore the LIHEAP funding.
This may be true. But his threat
has already had one beneficial
effect.

All those Republicans who
think Obama is a socialist
should read the press release put
out by the World Socialist Web
Site, which is published by the

International Committee of the
Fourth International, one of the
Trotskyite branches of social-
ism.

"The axing of LIHEAP amounts
to a literal death sentence for
many of those unable to pay
exorbitant utility rates," the
socialist site say. "It will result
in more freezing deaths in the
winter and heat-related deaths
during the summer, as well as
more fatal house fires as victims
of utility shutoffs desperately
seek to keep their families warm
in bitter cold temperatures."

Which sounds like Obama
better turn in his party card. A
number of lawmakers were also
angry, though more measured in
their language.

"There are many other areas of
the budget that can be cut, and
that would not result in such
harmful consequences for our
most vulnerable families and
senior citizens," said Sen. Su-
san Collins, a Republican from
Maine.

And Sen. Jon Tester, a Demo-
crat from Montana, ripped
Obama for cutting LIHEAP
in order to fund more exotic
schemes. "T'alk about misplaced,
off-track priorities," Tester said.
"I won't support a budget that
dumps billions of dollars into
high-speed rail while cutting
something as basic as heat for
family homes across Montana
and America."

As1said, Obama may be
hoping enough members of
Congress will heed the cries of
angry constituents and restore
the LIHEAP funding. But what if
they don't?

In that case, the president may
really feel the pain — the pain of
being out in the political cold.

In Wisconsin and Washington,
broke ain’t broke: It’s a big lie

' ' merica is not
broke," film-
maker Michael

Moore told a group
protesting against
Wisconsin Gov.
Scott Walker's
attempts to curb
public employee
union collective
bargaining in
Madison over the
weekend.

"Neither is Wis-
consin."

Forget Wiscon-
sin's projected two-
year $3.6 billion budget shortfall.
Forget this year's $1.65 trillion
in federal deficit spending.

Any claim that Wisconsin — or
Washington — is broke, Moore
claimed, is "a Big Lie."

"We reject anyone who tells us
America is broke and broken,"
he explained. When President
George W. Bush was in the
White House, Democrats railed
against deficit spending. Now
they don't even seem to notice
red ink.

The new message: A govern-
ment can't really be broke be-
cause politicians have the power
to raise taxes.

In Moore's America, as long as
lawmakers preside over spend-
ing increases, taxpayers have an
obligation to keep ponying up —
whether they like it or not.

It doesn't matter if voters send
signals to stop the spending
spree by electing more Repub-
licans to the House, as well as
oovernors like Walker. Public

employee unions have a "right"
to engage in collective bargain-
ing for benefits — even if federal
workers don't have that power —
but there is no right for voters to
push for an end to the growth in
spending.

Once a state spends, it must
keep spending. It's like the SEIU
lawsuit against then-Gov. Ar-
nold Schwarzenegger's furlough
policy for California public
employees. The 2010 complaint
lamented "the governor's unrea-
sonable insistence to avoid tax
increases to pay the judgment
and to keep the state services
intact."

Quoth Moore: "If those who
have the most money don't pay
their fair share of taxes, the state
can't function." The filmmaker
argues, the economy only suffers
if the wealthy " get to keep most
of their money ." (My italics.)

I share much of Moore's rage at
the Wall Street swells who side-
swiped the American economy.

They bundled bad paper, sold
it as good paper, and their only
excuse is that, their bloated
salaries notwithstanding, they
really didn't know what they
were doing.

But I am not so angry at the
Wall Street meltdown that I want
an America in which people who
create wealth don't have title to
most of their earnings and sav-
ings.

The top 1 percent of earners
pays 38 percent of federal in-
come taxes. Whether you consid-
er that fair or not, noted Richard
Morrison of the Tax Foundation,
"at the very least we know that

'the rich' aren't dodging taxes
in the way that populist critics
frequently suggest."

This is where left-wing econo-
mists frequently invoke the
historically highest marginal tax
rate — 91 percent — under Presi-
dent Dwight D. Eisenhower. Not
that they ever would advocate
such a thing, mind you. They're
just pointing it out. They don't
argue that higher taxes will cre-
ate more wealth so much as that
higher taxes will create more
equality. (If top earners leave the
state, they're right.)

And apparently, the ticket to
economic equality is for Ameri-
cans to ignore the heavy load of
debt that taxpayers must shoul-
der because politicians have
handed out benefits and pen-
sions to public workers regard-
less of the cost.

The answer to Wisconsin's
woes — like the answer to
America's red ink — is to keep
feeding the beast.

"The country," Moore assures,
"is awash in wealth and cash. It's
just that it's not in your hands."

Then again, your hands are not
really your hands, unless they're
extracting more money from
your wallet.

o Abuse includes involuntary seclusion, intimidation, humiliation, harassment, threats of punishment, deprivation,
hitting, slapping, pinching, kicking, any type of corporal punishment, sexual assault, sexual coercion, sexual
harassment, verbal abuse, or any oral, written, or gestured language that includes disparaging or derogatory terms,
regardless of the person’s ability to hear or comprehend.

o Neglect means the failure of a caretaker to provide the goods or services, including medical services, which are
necessary to avoid physical or emotional harm or pain.

Exploitation includes a caretaker's illegal use of a senior’s resources for monetary or personal benefit, profit, or gain.
Seniors may need help with their finances, but unless they hand control over to another person, they have the same
right as anyone else to receive, spend, invest, save or give away their money. A family member, “friend” or nursing
home may not take control of a senior’s money without that person’s permission.

o Ifyou are being abused, or suspect that someone else is being abused, do not remain silent. If you are aware of a
specific act of abuse, neglect or exploitation, you are required by law to report it.

If the victim is in immediate danger, call 9-1-1 or your local law enforcement agency.

If the victim is in a nursing home or assisted living facility, or is in his or her home and relies on a home health provider, call the
Texas Department of State Health Services at (800) 458-9858.

Gadhafi says Libyans will

fight against no-fly zone

TRIPOLI, Libya (AP) — Moammar Gadhafi said
in an interview broadcast Wednesday that Libyans
would fight back if Western nations impose a no-fly
zone to prevent the regime from using its air force
to bomb government opponents staging a rebel-
lion.

He said imposing the restrictions would prove
the West’s real intention was to seize his country’s
oil wealth.

Gadhafi made his remarks in an interview aired
Wednesday by Turkey’s state-run TRT Turk tele-
vision. The interview was conducted late at night
when Gadhafi made a surprise appearance at a ho-
tel where foreign journalists are staying in Tripoli
and gave a few interviews.

In separate remarks, Gadhafi called on Libyans in
the rebel-held east of the country to take back con-
trol from the opposition leaders who have seized
the territory.

Senate to vote on rival GOP,
Democratic budgets in bid to boost

compromise chances
WASHINGTON (AP) — In a demonstration of offi-

cial Washington’s often curious logic, the Senate is
expected to vote down both a slashing GOP budget
bill and a less painful Democratic plan to demon-
strate progress instead of gridlock.

The idea is to show both sides that they need to
move toward each other to break a bitter stalemate
over how much to cut spending as Congress wraps
up last year’s unfinished budget work. The combat-
ants are facing a March 18 deadline that already
has Republicans in the House drafting another
stopgap spending measure to make sure the gov-
ernment doesn’t shut down if a broader agreement
isn’t reached by then.

Democrats on Wednesday are poised to kill the
House-passed GOP plan, saying it cuts too deeply
into programs like education, college aid, hous-
ing subsidies and a food program for low-income
pregnant women and their babies. Republicans
and some Democratic moderates are likely to kill
a White House-backed Senate plan that cuts agen-
cy operating budgets about $11 billion below last
year’s levels, saying that’s not enough when the
deficit is projected to hit $1.6 trillion this year.

Freshman Democratic Sen. Joe Manchin of West
Virginia said the kabuki theater is a waste of time.

“Republicans will say Democrats don’t go far
enough. Democrats will say Republicans go too
far,” Manchin said Tuesday. “The truth is both are

Suicide bomber kills 36 at funeral

attended by anti-Taliban militiamen

PESHAWAR, Pakistan (AP) — A suicide bomber
struck a funeral attended by anti-Taliban militia-
men in northwestern Pakistan on Wednesday, kill-
ing at least 36 mourners and wounding more than
100 in the deadliest militant attack in the country
this year. The Pakistani Taliban claimed responsi-
bility.

The blast near the city of Peshawar was not far
from the tribally administered regions bordering
Afghanistan where militants are at their strongest.
The area struck is home to several tribal armies
that battle the Taliban with the government’s en-
couragement.

Police officer Zahid Khan said about 300 people
were attending the funeral for the wife of a militia-
man in the Matani area when the bomber struck.
TV footage showed men picking up bloodied san-
dals and caps from a dusty, open space where
mourners had gathered.

Witnesses said the bomber, who appeared to be
in his late teens, showed up at the funeral just as it
was about to begin.

Perry warns
Legislature:
Don’t tap Rainy

Day Fund

DALLAS (AP) —Texas
Gov. Rick Perry said
Tuesday the Legislature
should keep its hands
off the state’s Rainy Day
Fund, but he declined to
say whether he’d veto
any move to use the
money.

Texas is facing its
worst budget crisis in
generations, and some
Republican lawmakers
have proposed using
money from the $9.4
billion reserve fund to
cover part of the state’s
$27 billion budget short-
fall. Perry has opposed

that solution, calling
it an “absolute last
resort.”

“The truth of the mat-
ter is, there’s no guar-
antee we won’t be in
the same situation in
two years,” Perry told
reporters at a Dallas
machine shop, where
he touted the virtues of
small business. “If we

tap the fund now, all
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we’ve done is kick the
can down the road.”

But when asked
directly if he would
veto any measures that
tap the fund, Perry said
he couldn’t comment
because his policy is to
avoid discussing legis-
lation before it reaches
his desk.

Opening lead — five of diamonds.

In many deals, the best method of
defense is to play possum and simply
wait to collect the tricks declarer
must inevitably lose. This is called
passive defense.

In other deals, it is necessary to be
more aggressive in order to establish
your side’s tricks before declarer can
establish his. These deals require
active defense.

There is no hard-and-fast rule
that tells you when to adopt one type

of defense or the other. Each deal has
its own particular set of circum-
stances, with the bidding, the
dummy, the early play and many
other considerations determining
which form of defense to adopt. In
the final analysis, good judgment is
the critical factor.

Assume you’re East in today’s
deal, defending against four hearts.
West leads a diamond, which you
win with the ace. What should you
return?

If you opt for the passive
approach, you lead a trump. This
does not turn out well after declarer
wins, draws trumps and forces out
your ace of clubs. He loses only a
spade, a diamond and a club, and so
makes the contract.

But if you lead a spade at trick
two — either a low one or the ace
followed by another spade — you
beat the contract, ultimately scoring
two spades, a diamond and a club.

For this method of defense to
succeed, declarer must have at least
three spades and your partner must
have the jack, which is surely not an
impossibility. If he doesn’t have it,
you’re fighting a losing cause what-
ever you do, and your active defense
will have cost you nothing.

Today’s  Highlight in
History:
On March 9, 1861, the

Confederate Congress, meeting
in Montgomery, Ala., autho-
rized the issuing of paper cur-
rency, in the form of interest-
bearing notes, which were ini-
tially printed by a New York
firm, the National Bank Note

Co.
On this date:
In 1661, Cardinal Jules

Mazarin, the chief minister of
France, died, leaving King
Louis XIV in full control.

In 1796, the future emperor of
the French, Napoleon
Bonaparte, married Josephine
de Beauharnais (boh-ahr-
NAY’). (The couple Ilater
divorced.)

In 1862, during the Civil War,

In 1945, during World War II,
U.S. B-29 bombers launched
incendiary bomb attacks
against Japan, resulting in an
estimated 100,000 deaths.

In 1954, CBS newsman
Edward R. Murrow critically
reviewed Wisconsin Sen.
Joseph R. McCarthy’s anti-
Communism campaign on “See
It Now.”

In 1964, the Supreme Court,
in New York Times Co. v.
Sullivan, ruled that public offi-
cials who charged they’d been
libeled by news reports could
not recover damages unless
they proved actual malice on
the part of the news organiza-
tion.

In 1977, about a dozen armed
Hanafi Muslims invaded three
buildings in Washington, D.C.,
killing one person and taking
more than 130 hostages. (The
siege ended two days later.)

In 1981, Dan Rather made his
debut as principal anchorman
of “The CBS Evening News.”
