been a short time since they
still purchased eggs.

Stricter requirements put
the final end to the trade of
eggs for groceries. Not only
was it a requirement that all
eggs be candled, but new
regulations made it necessary
that eggs be graded according
to weight and thus brought
about the end of an era.

Christine has helped out at
the store ever since they took
over and has served not only a
checker but “stock girl” and
janitor, as well. She and
Kenneth remember how wel-
come one change was - the
decision to observe regular
hours instead of the “dawn till
dark-thirty” that once was
routine.

Bill's memories, here, bring
back boyhood recollections
when the store where his dad
once worked would stay open
“until the last show was over”
and folks returned to the store
to pick up the groceries they
had bought earlier in the day.
With names written on the
bags, groceries were placed in a
corner of the store and safely
left there until the family was
ready to “call it a day.”

Late hours on Saturdays
were still the routine thing just
the few short years ago when
harvest time meant busy hours
as farm hands came into town
to cash payroll checks and
purchase quanity supplies.

Some future years, 1973 may
be recalled as the year that the
calendar began to be turned
back to the days of “bulk”
groceries, Kenneth and Bill
observe. Bag shortages may

see that return forced, they
say, recalling the time when
beans, raisins and prunes were
just three of the items received
in bulk and weighed out by the
grocer. .

One of the most prevalent
shortages right now, they note,
has been in fruit jars to meet
the unforeseen demand in
canning supplies.

“Suppliers just weren't ready
for the demand,” Bill says of the
current interest in home food
preservation. “Women who
have never canned before
canned this year and those who
have always canned, canned
more than ever,” he says.

Retail grocery business has
come a long way, Lambert
recalls, since the day when the
name was literal. Today’s store,
he explains, is a composite of
groceries plus the wares of
other businesses - the market,

the drug store, the hardware,
the seed store, the dry goods
store and the beauty parlor!
Bill recalls an indignant
shopper a few years back

complaining about “the high .

cost of groceries.”

“I let her get through and
then I said, ‘Mrs. X, let’s see
just how much your groceries
cost you.' After I'd separated
thirty dollars worth of
cosmetics from her purchase,
she wasn’t quite as complain-
ing,” he remembers.

Laughing, he also recalls his
and Betty’s first grocery bill.
“Having to buy all the staple
items and all, it came to $40 and
when we got everything put
away, there wasn’t anything for
supper and I had to take her out
to eat.’

Bill and Betty are the parents
of eight children. A married
