Alleged kidnapping ends
peacefully in East Texas;

suspect being brought back

A Big Spring woman was
rescued Tuesday night from
her estranged husband after
being held :
hostage in a
car for four
days.

Police offi- §
cers in b
Canton, 60
miles south-
east of Dallas
and 330 miles
east of Big
Spring, spot-
ted the vehi-
cle in which David Ornelas,
22, had allegedly kidnapped
Laura Ornelas, also 22, from
her Big Spring home.

Canton officers dragged
the man from his car after
he reportedly refused to get
out. He was charged with
aggravated kidnapping and
denied bail and is currently

on his way back to Big
Spring.
“He was arrested in

Canton yesterday,” said Sgt.

Roger Sweatt of the Big
Spring Police Department.
“A couple of our guys went
up there to pick him up and
they're on their way back

now. They'’re - at
Weatherford headed back
this way.”

Sweatt said Ornelas will
face another hearing before
a local judge.

Laura Ornelas was not
injured during the ordeal,
Sweatt said.

“She's OK,” he said.
“She’s pretty shook or upset
or whatever, but there are
no physical injuries or any-
thing like that.”

The Kkidnapping victim
returned to the area
Wednesday, Sweatt added.

“I think she’s in Colorado
City now,” he said. “She
may be back over here now,
but I think her parents went
up to Canton and brought
her back as far as Colorado
City yesterday.”

Sales tax rebates for Big Spring take another drop

Sales tax rebates for Big
Spring took another drop in
February, according to the
State Comptroller’s office.

The Howard County seat,
which ended the year with
rebates up 5.32 percent com-
pared to 2000, started out the
year with rebates 0.58 per-
cent off the pace of the pre-
vious January. For
February, rebates were
down 8.19 percent.

Howard County was one
of nine out of 18 area cities
and towns to experience a
decrease in sales tax rebates
for February, compared to
February of 2001.

Big Spring

That compares to
$$437,597.82 in February of
2001. For the year, the city
has ‘received $650,056.94,
down 5.42 percent.

At Coahoma,
dropped
February.

The Big Spring
Independent School District
board of trustees will make
the final deci-
sion tonight
on closing
Anderson
Kindergarten
Center and
the proposed
school zone
realignments.

“We have
had six pub-
lic forums on
this issue at
each elementary campus,”
said BSISD superintendent
Murray Murphy. “Parents
and patrons have been
given the opportunity to
voice their questions, con-
cerns and alternative plans
and the response has been
very positive.”

The general public will
have one last time to speak
on the issue during a public
meeting at 5:15 p.m. at the

Big Spring High School
boardroom, 707 11th Place.
The vote will immediately
follow the public forum.

“The board has again
given the public an oppor-
tunity to voice their
thoughts,” Murphy said.
“We are ready to put this
issue behind us and start
working on realigning the
school zones for the 2002-
2003 school year.”

Facing financial con-
straints because of limit
revenues and declining stu-
dents, district administra-
tors have proposed to close
Anderson Kindergarten and
send kindergartners back to
neighborhood elementries.

The plan also calls to con-
vert Goliad Elementary into
a district fifth- and sixth-
grade center. Displaced
Goliad grades one through
four will move to neighbor-
ing schools, including
Marcy, Kentwood and

Report says
infants’ multiple
vaccines not

harmful to the

immune system

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Institute of Medicine
says getting up to 20 vacci-
nations by the age of 2 does
not increase a child’s risk
of developing diabetes or
various infections.

However, there is not
enough evidence yet to
decide if multiple shots
increase the risk of develop-
ing asthma, the panel of
independent scientists con-
cluded.

The report issued
Wednesday should reassure
parents that “there’s not a
lot of support for those
risks” critics often cite,
said the panel chairwoman,
Dr. Marie McCormick of
the Harvard School of
Public Health. But “the dis-
eases that their children
are being protected against
are very real.”

The report is one of a
series on the health effects
of immunization, compiled
by an institute-appointed
committee of medical spe-
cialists who have no finan-
cial or advisory connec-
tiohs with vaccine manu-
facturers. The Institute of
Medicine is an independent
organization that does
research at the request of
the government.

Recent surveys suggest
about 25 percent of parents
worry that infants get so
many vaccines that the
shots could overwhelm
their immature immune
systems and cause infec-
tions or immune-related
disorders such as Type 1
diabetes.

In 1980, babies were
immunized against four dis-
eases. Today, by age 2 most
children have had up to 20
shots to protect against 11
diseases.

But babies actually are
exposed to fewer antigens
— foreign substance® that
trigger an “immune
response — now than in
previous decades, the insti-
tute said. For example, per-
tussis vaccine given in the
1980s contained about 3,000
potential antigens, while a
safer version introduced in
the '90s has about five.
Today's hepatitis B vaccine
has only one antigen; small-
pox shots given until 1971
had 200.

In fact, research suggests
the capacity of the infant
immune system is at least
1,000 times greater than
what is required to respond
to immunization.

“It really is fully compe-
tent. It has to be — you're
dealing with all sorts of
bugs” from birth,
McCormick said.

Also, numerous studies
show multiple shots do not
increase the incidence of
Type 1 diabetes or such
infections as colds, ear
infections, pneumonia or
meningitis, the panel con-
cluded.

However, some studies
suggest certain vaccines
might increase the risk of
allergic disorders such as
asthma, while others find
no link. So the panel con-
cluded there is insufficient
evidence to decide if asth-
ma could be linked to mul-
tiple shots.

Still, many other factors
play a role in who gets asth-
ma, so the conflicting stud-
ies, suggest that even if the
shot risk is real, it’s not
large, McCormick said.
Thus, “on balance, we
would recommend immu-
nization.”
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But parents need more
clear, scientific information
about vaccine risks and
benefits, the panel said,
urging the government to
form a task force to ensure
that happens.

There already is such a
group, but health officials
will consider whether it
needs improvement, said
Health and Human Services
spokesman Bill Hall.

in Congress, opponents of
campaign finance legisla-
tion are ready to go to court
over restrictions they say
are unconstitutional limita-
tions on free speech.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Microsoft’s new version of
its popular Media Player
software creates a list of the
digital songs and movies
each computer user has
played — a potential trea-
sure-trove for marketing
companies, lawyers, even
snooping spouses.

The company is notifying
customers about the tactic
after inquiries from The
Associated Press. Microsoft
says it has no plans to sell
the data collected by Media
Player, which comes free
with the Windows XP oper-
ating system. The company
said last month it had sold
more than 17 million copies
of Windows XP.

“If you’'re watching DVDs

The main target is the pro-
vision banning the use of
soft money in the final 30
days before a primary elec-
tion or 60 days before a gen-
eral election to buy so-called
issue ads on TV or radio
that in reality endorse or
attack a candidate.
Opponents say this violates
the First Amendment state-
ment that Congress shall
make no law abridging the
freedom of speech.

“The whole question
about issue advocacy is
gomg to be, front and cen-
ter,” said the ACLU’s Laura
Murphy. “It’s a clear free
speech issue.”

James Bopp Jr., attorney
for the James Madison
Center for Free Speech, said
it would effectively prevent
business groups, unions and
interest groups from
expressing their opinions in
the final days before an elec-
tion.

“This is a draconian
attack on the participation
rights of citizens groups and
their ability to lobby
Congress,” he said.

But Matt Keller of
Common Cause, which
would join the Brennan
Center for Justice and other
groups defending the bill in
court, said “it’s a mischar-
acterization to say that we
are banning anything.”

Their aim, he said, is to
enforce existing election
law requiring that election-
eering be paid for with reg-
ulated, limited and fully dis-
closed money.

Keller said his side was -

confident the bill’s narrowly
tailored language would
stand the constitutional
test. Nonetheless, support-
ers of the legislation includ-
ed a “severability” clause
stating that the rest of the
bill is unaffected if one part
is struck down by the
courts.

Microsoft’s lead program
manager for Windows
Media.

Downloading CD informa-
tion such as the disc name
and track list, is a common
practice used by almost
every computer CD player.
But downloading DVD
information is new, and has
the potential to be sensitive
especially in the case of
racy or violent movies.

Microsoft’'s original priva-
cy statement informed cus-
tomers that they were down-
loading the information
about CDs but never stated
that the information was
being stored in a log file on
each computer.

The new statement makes
clear that information is
being downloaded for both
DVDs and CDs, but does not
explain how users can elim-
inate or get into the log file.

“It definitely could have
been clearer and more spe-
cific about DVDs,” Caulton
said.

Clearing the list of songs
and movie titles would crip-
ple Media Player. Stopping
the program from collecting
any more information
would mean changing the
software’s settings, but that
would disable Internet
broadcasts.

As part of downloading
the information about songs
and movies from the Web
site, the program also trans-
mits an identifier number
unique to each user on the
computer. That creates the
possibility that user habits
could be tracked and sold.

U.S. Supreme Court delays execution of Texas man

LIVINGSTON (AP) — A
black man who contends
prosecutors deliberately
kept blacks off the jury at
his murder trial in 1986 has
been granted a stay of exe-
cution by the U.S. Supreme
Court.

Justice Antonin Scalia
granted the reprieve
Wednesday for Thomas
Miller-El, whose case could
be used by the Supreme
Court to clarify rules for
claiming racial discrimina-
tion in the selection of a
jury.

Miller-El, 50, who had
been scheduled to die by
injection today, was con-
victed in the 1985 robbery-
slaying of a desk clerk at a

Charcoal grill fire
kills four kids,
hurts two; father

homicide suspect

PICO RIVERA, Calif. (AP)
— Odorless carbon monox-
ide fumes from a charcoal
grill killed four siblings and
critically injured two sis-
ters as they slept in what
investigators believe was a
murder-suicide attempt by
their father.

Los Angeles County sher-
iff's Deputy Rick Varela
said he believed that Adair
Garcia, 30, lit the grill and
placed it in ‘the- house
Wednesday to kill his chil-
dren and try to kill himself.
He was in stable condition
at Presbyterian Intercom-
munity Hospital in
Whittier.

Authorities initially belie-
ved the grill may have been
used to warm the house, 10
miles southeast of Los
Angeles. But an examina-
tion of the scene showed

working heaters, leading
investigators to suspect
Garcia.

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Drawbacks in targeting Saddam

It’s called “regime

change” — the administra-
tion's deceptively polite
term for deposing Saddam
Hussein.

Among options being dis-
cussed are support for a
local insurgency, fostering
a coup by the Iraqi leader’s
closest lieutenants and an
outright U.S.-led invasion.

Much less is heard about
what could be the swiftest
avenue to the post-Saddam
era: taking him out with a

well-placed military strike.
Anthony Cordesman, a
military analyst for the

Center for Strategic and
International Studies, notes
that the killing Saddam is
the “the ideal minimalist
solution” if a way were
found to track him and
there were high assurances
of success.

But when it comes to
blowing away foreign ene-
mies, the U.S. record is
poor.

During the U.S.-led Gulf
War 11 years ago, there
were repeated, unsuccessful
efforts to kill Saddam.
Laurie Mylroie, an Iraq
analyst and regime change
supporter, recalls that U.S.
“deep penetration” bombs
were used against suspect-
ed underground hideouts
but Saddam proved too elu-
sive.

Having learned from that
experience, Saddam proba-
bly has refined his detec-
tion-avoidance capabilities,
says Mylroie.

Saddam is not the first

for a martyrdom mission.
Now I know Americans
have been dumbed down,
but “martyrdom mission”
is a suicide mission. So
right off the bat, bin Laden
says these young men knew
they were going to die.
Then he says the details of
the operation were kept
from them until just before
they boarded the planes. In
other words, before they

! , got on the planes, they

were told exactly what was
going to happen.

The details of the opera-
tion were kept from them
until the last minute to
avoid any leaks. The pur-
pose was to fool us, not the
young men. And bin Laden
was laughing at how suc-
cessful they had been in
fooling us, not at the young
men, as some airheads
have claimed.

There is something psy-
chologically wacky about
people who refuse to recog-
nize the virtues of their
enemies. If you don't think
it takes courage to fly a
plane into a building, I sug-
gest you try it. One dumb
caller to a talk show actual-
ly said: “Of course they
were cowards. What could
a building do?” Well, just
what those buildings did —
kill every damned and
undamned soul on those

planes.

Another ploy is to claim
that no one can be brave
who kills noncombatants
(“innocent men, women
and children” is the
favorite phrase). Be careful
about this one. American
pilots since 1941 have killed
more innocent civilians
than all the terrorists in
the history of the world
combined. Are they cow-
ards? Of course not. In fact,
it might require more
courage to Kkill civilians
than to kill people who are
shooting at you because of
the heavier psychological
and moral burden.

Not only were the terror-
ists brave, they were smart
enough and disciplined
enough to plan and pull off
the operation right under
the noses of the CIA, the
FBI, the National Security
Agency, the Defense
Intelligence Agency and all
the rest of our so-called
intelligence community.
Not one of them had a clue.

But to recognize the
virtue of an enemy is not
to approve of him or what
he does. You have to be
pretty simpleminded not to
grasp that, but as Saudi
Arabia's ambassador to the
United States told MSNBC's
Chris Matthews, the trou-
ble with most of the
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foreign leader to survive
being in America’s cross
hairs.

A 1975 Senate committee
report uncovered eight
failed U.S. attempts on the
life of Cuban President
Fidel Castro over the years.
(Castro has said the figure
was much higher.)

There also was an unac-
knowledged attempt to kill
Libyan leader Moammar
Gadhafi in April 1986 after
U.S. officials linked his
government to a terrorist
incident in Germany that
left two U.S. soldiers dead.

Richard Murphy, who
then headed the State
Department’s Middle East
bureau, said there was
never any discussion of
going after Gadhafi person-
ally, but that the target
selection included
Gadhafi’s compound. The
Libyan leader was
unharmed but an adopted
infant daughter was killed.

In theory, assassination
attempts are a violation of
an executive order signed
by President Reagan in
1981. “No person employed
by or acting on behalf of
the United States govern-
ment shall engage in, or
conspire to engage in,
assassination,” the order
states.

The directive does not
seem to have been a deter-
rent, as demonstrated by
the attempts on Gadhafi
and Saddam and by the
cruise missile attacks
President Clinton ordered
in 1998 against supposed
terrorist camps operated by
Osama bin Laden.

Former CIA Director
Robert Gates has said
Reagan’s executive order
should not be interpreted
too literally.

“I make a distinction
between military opera-
tions and the CIA going out
and targeting someone for
assassination. In military
operations, people usually
get killed,” Gates says.

As for Saddam and his
perceived “axis of evil”
regime, Mylroie says if
President Bush sees the
executive order as an
impediment, he could sim-
ply revoke it.

Cordesman believes there
are formidable reasons for
not going after Saddam per-
sonally. If the operation is
successful, it might not
make much difference if
Saddam is succeeded by his
like-minded sons.

Also, he says, there
should be a moral con-
straint on the United
States, a victim of interna-
tional terrorism, in the way
it acts against perpetrators
of terrorism.

The downside of an
attack on Saddam is that it
“may convince people that
you have just committed an
act of terrorism,” he says.

The notion of eliminating
Saddam in a single stroke
may look nice on the sur-
face, he says, adding that
“it is far from clear that
the people who are advocat-
ing that have thought out
the consequences.”

Fortunately, wall repairs
are simple and straightfor-
ward.

Repairing large holes
can be a bit more com-
plex, but still can be done.

Tools You Need — putty
knife, wallboard knife,
ruler or yard stick, fram-
ing square, wallboard
screw gun, old cloth or
paint brush.

Materials — spackling
compound (mud), sandpa-
per or sanding sponge,
peel and stick repair
patch, wallboard screws,
wallboard, wallboard or
joint tape, wallboard nails.

Questions you should
ask yourself — Determine
what type of wall you need
to repair — wallboard or
plaster? Is your hole small
(less than 2" in diameter)
or large? Which method
do I need to use to repair
the wallboard?

Repairing Popping Nails
on Dry Wall

The heads of nails used
to fasten plasterboard to
studs often pop out. This
is caused by moisture
changes in the studs
which squeeze the nail
out.

To remedy popped nail
heads, first drive addition-
al nails about 2" above and
below the popped nail
head.

Drive the nails, includ-
ing the popped nail, until
a dimple shows around
the head. Be sure that you
hold the plasterboard tight
to the stud.

Dust off all loose paint
and plaster and fill the
dimple with patching plas-
ter using a wide putty
knife. Let dry and if patch
shrinks re-apply patching
plaster.

When the patch is com-
pletely dry, sand with fine
sandpaper and paint.

Patching Small Holes in
Wallboard

Inspect the damaged are
to see if there are any
cracks around the edge of
the hole.

If there are no cracks,
just fill the hole with
spackling compound and
let dry. Then sand it until
it is smooth.

If the edges are cracked,
you will need to use a
peel-and-stick repair
patch, which has a metal
mesh center for strength,
to repair the hole. Just
cut the shape of the patch
to fit the are needing
repair.

Cover the patch with
spackling compound or
wallboard compound and
let the patched area dry.

Family focus: Sheetrock
repair made easy

Smooth the repaired
area using a damp sponge
to eliminate the dust nor-
mally caused by dry sand-
ing.

Apply additional coats of
compound if necessary
and then smooth the
entire area using a wide
blade wallboard knife.

Patching a Large Hole in
Wallboard

Outline the damaged
area with a framing or
carpenter’s square. Then
use a wallboard knife, or
utility knife to cut away
the damaged section of
wallboard(watch for
wiring in the wall).

Cut wallboard backer
strips from 3/4 inch ply-
wood or furring strips to a
length and width greater
than the area you want to
patch.

Then install them using
a wallboard screw gun and
1 1/4 inch wallboard
screws to secure the strip
in position.

Measure the repair and
then cut a piece of wall-
board to size and affix it
by screwing it to the
backer strips.

Apply adhesive-backed
fiberglass wallboard tape
to cracks, then apply a
thin coat of wallboard
compound to the joints.

Finish by sanding the
area and applying addi-
tional coats of compound
if necessary, until you
have a smooth finish.

When repairing holes
that are no bigger than 3
inch or 4 inch, you can
make a patch from wall-
board without using back-
ing strips.

Just cut the patch from
the backside of the wall-
board to fit your repair
area. Take care not to cut
all the way through the
facing paper.

Repairing Hole in
Plaster Walls

Remove any loose plas-
ter. With a knife, scrape
out plaster from the back
edges of the crack until
the back of the crack is
wider then the front sur-
face.~ - =«

Thoroughly dampen the
surface of the crack with a
wet cloth or paint brush.
Small holes can be filled
with the patching com-
pound.

Smooth the surface with
a putty knife. After the
patch had dried, sand it.

Large holes or cracks in
plaster should be filled
step-by-step. Partly fill the
hole. Let the patch dry.

This gives.a base for the
final fill. Add a second
batch of compound. Let it
dry. Sand until smooth.

Some large holes may
need to be filled with
some newspaper before
starting the patching.

If walls have a textured
surface, make the patch
match while the patching
compound is still wet by
using a sponge or comb to
do the texturing.

Government panel encourages
flu shots for young children

ATLANTA (AP) — A gov-
ernment advisory panel
decided Wednesday to
encourage flu shots for chil-
dren ages 6 months to 23
months — a group not pre-
viously on the recommend-
ed list for the vaccine.

The government current-
ly recommends the vaccine
only for the elderly, the
chronically ill and pregnant
women, although it is avail-
able to others who want it.

But ‘the Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention’s immunization
panel said new research
shows 6- to 23-month-olds
are at increased risk for flu-
related hospitalizations.

Before making a full-
fledged recommendation to
doctors that the children
get annual vaccines, the
panel wants to study the
possible impact on
providers and parents, said
the CDC'’s Dr. Keiji Fukuda.

Beginning next flu sea-
son, the advisory panel will
also encourage people at
lower risk for flu to wait

until November to get
shots. October shots should
be reserved for people at
high risk, the panel said.

The panel said it expects
88 million to 93 million
doses of flu vaccine to be
available for the 2002-03 flu
season, up from 87 million
this year. The vaccine has
been delayed for the past
two flu seasons because of
manufacturing delays.

Flu kills up to 20,000
Americans each year.

Medical marijuana exhibit on display at science fair

SANTA CRUZ, Calif. (AP)
— A shy seventh-grader’s
hotly disputed medical mar-
ijuana science project,
dubbed “Mary Jane for
Pain,” was exhibited at a
science fair, but without the
pot-laced products that offi-
cials refused to allow.

Something else was con-
spicuously absent at the sci-
ence fair — the student.
Relatives said she was so
embarrassed by the media
attention about the pot pro-
ject that she stayed home.

The project originally fea-
tured literature about med-
ical marijuana alongside
fake pot-laced muffins and
real marijuana-infused rub-

bing alcohol. The student
had spent three months
researching the benefits of
marijuana for AIDS and
cancer patients. .
School officials decided
that the entry met science
fair guidelines if the pot
products weren't included.
The watered-down version
of the project — newspaper
clippings of pot club busts
fixed to black cardboard —
failed to place among the
finalists at the science fair.
“Even though she didn't
win and she didn't place,
she learned more out of this
project than all the kids at
that science fair combined,”

.said the girl's aunt, Jackie

Fitzhenry.

Fitzhenry works at a non-
profit organization that dis-
penses marijuana muffins
and other cannabis-laced
products to people suffering
from terminal illnesses.

When the girl brought her
display to Mission Hill
Junior High School for
approval last week, school
administrators sent the pot
props back to the girl's
home. The officials later
said her project could be
shown if the marijuana

products were left out.

“She had some good ques-
tions,” said Mission Hill
Principal Cathy Stefanki-
Iglesias. “The value is in

what the student learned
from the scientific process.”

The girl has refused to be
interviewed about her pro-
ject and asked that her
name not be released. Her
father, Joe Morris, agreed
that the experience had
been a valuable one for his
family.

“She came up with a
hypothesis and a conclusion
and, you know what? We
learned something,” Morris
said. “Medical marijuana
isn’t a bunch of people sit-
ting around taking pay-
ments from the government
to smoke marijuana.”

NCAA selection committee facing new challenges

The bracket sheet for the NCAA
men's basketball tournament won't
look any different. The selection
committee, however, has a chance
to make the opening-round
matchups quite different.

When the 10-member committee
meets next month in Indianapolis to
complete and seed the 65-team field,
it will have new options in where
teams play the first weekend.

A rule change voted in this sum-
mer allows the committee to keep
teams, regardless of seeding, closer
to home the first two rounds.

First-year chairman Lee Fowler,
the athletic director at North

Carolina State, and the other mem-
bers of the committee met in
Indianapolis on Feb. 5-6 to run
mock-ups of the tournament.

He said Wednesday that while the
new format would be time-consum-
ing for the committee, it would
achieve the NCAA'’s goal of mak ng
more games accessible to players’
families.

“We did this to keep more people
close to home,” Fowler said during
a conference call. “While we will try
to keep the 1-5 seeds closer to home,
it could also keep a lot of the 12, 13,
14, 15 and 16 seeds closer to home,
too. That's really what we wanted to
do.”

In an effort to reduce travel, the

NCAA will place schools in four-
team brackets and can put each of
those brackets in sites without
regard to the regional groupings.

Pittsburgh, for instance, could
play host to four teams in the East
Regional and four teams in the
Midwest Regional. Those winners
will advance to the natural regional
sites the following weekend.

The rule change came about after
Maryland, Georgetown and George
Mason — schools separated by
about 30 miles — were placed in the
same West regional bracket in
Boise, Idaho, last year.

“That may have been the straw
that made us look at it,” Fowler
said. “But we had talked about it for

two, three summers in a row. We
meet with committee alumni every
summer, and there are guys who
had brought that up. Last year
brought it to a head a little bit.”

The changes won'’t affect the tra-
ditional bracket sheet.

“It will look the same and we
think it will take people only one
time through it to get used to the
changes,” NCAA spokesman Jim
Marchiony said. “We have been try-
ing to fax and e-mail all kinds of
information to the media so they
can digest it. People will be sur-
prised that it will look exactly the
same, except a site will be listed for
every four teams instead of every
eight teams as it had in the past.”

Another wild finish for Ohno caps memorable day for U.S.

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — Love
wild finishes? Then take heart:
Apolo Anton Ohno still has two
events left.

The 19-year-old American crossed
the finish line second in short-track
speedskating'’s 1,500 meters
Wednesday night. But he won the
gold when the skater ahead of him
was disqualified for an illegal block,
turning a victory lap by the per-
ceived winner into a fit of anger.

“I just did my best, and I shined
like a star,” said Ohno, who on
Saturday got up from a crash and
stuck a skate over the finish line to
win silver in the 1,000.

Ohno’s performance capped a day
of fabulous finishes and one that
produced the most medals (five) and
most golds (three) for Americans at
a Winter Olympics. The U.S. medal
count is up to 26, double the previ-
ous record. The team has nine
golds, three more than ever.

The collection is sure to grow
Thursday with the U.S. women's
hockey team in the finals against
Canada. Also, three of the top four
women's figure skaters going into
the free skate finale are Americans.

Jimmy Shea started the memo-

rable moments Wednesday by win-
ning the skeleton in a ride he insist-
ed was watched over by his late
grandfather, an Olympic champion.
Tristan Gale and Lea Ann Parsley
followed by finishing 1-2 in the
women’'s event and Jennifer
Rodriguez added a bronze in
women'’s speedskating.

Foreigners also made their mark
with unheralded Belarus stunning
unbeaten Sweden in men’s hockey,
Norway’'s Ole Einar Bjoerndalen
becoming only the third person to
win four gold medals at a Winter
Olympics and German speedskater
Anni Friesinger winning the 1,500
meters in world-record time.
