Luljbock area motorisU filling their 
tanks (or the Easter hoUtUy weekend will 
piy two to three cents more a gallon for 
gasoUne than they did at the beginning of 
the month, aeconling to a survey con­
ducted by The Avalanche>Joumal this 
morning.

Pump prices varied widely throughout 
the city and comparison shoppen will 
find cheaper gas If they pump it them­
selves. And th ^  might be well advised to 
fill up today or Saturday, since several 
statkm among those c h ^ ed  indicated 
they wiB be doMd on Sunday.

S^-service regular ranged from a low 
of 66.9 cents a ^ o n  at one Phillips sta­
tion to a high of 69.6 cents a gallon at sev­
eral Shell. Mobil and Texaco stations. 
These prices are up are up by two cents 
from the beginning of the month.

Fun-service regular maintained a low 
of 66.9 cents a gallon at one Bolton sta­
tion. but jumped as much as threecentsa 
gallon at several Shell and Texaco sta­
tions.

Unleaded gas continues to be more ex­
pensive and harder to find than regular, 
with prices varying from a low of 70.9 
cents to 76.9 cents a gallon, an increase of 
from two to three cents over a twi>weck 
period.

Self-serve premium gu in Lubbock 
ranged from 73.9 cents a gallon at one 
Bolton station contacted to 77.9 ceids at 
one Shell station. FuB-service premium 
topped the list at one Texaco station, 
which was seUing it for 94.9 cents a gal- 
lon.

A nationwide poU conducted by the 
UaMed Press Intemational showed pump 
prices jumping by as much as four cents a 
gallon in Missouri in one week. And 
again. New York CKy reported the high­
est price for a gallon of premium unlead­
ed at 96 9 cents. And Texas was again the 
lowest in the nation, with regular gas re­
posted at 66.5 cents a gaHon.

May Benefit Diabetics

Portraits In Boston

BOSTON (AP) -  For most of the last 
century, while George and Martha Wash­
ington bung sedately in the back hall of 
the Museum of Fine Arts, the Athen­
aeum sat in quiet obscurity as a last toe­
hold of the proper Bostonian.

Now, George and Martha are the cen­
ter of a spirited brouhaha over where 
they will reside for the nest century or 
to, and the Boston Atheiueum is sudden­
ly in the undignified position of having its 
finances sired in public.

The paintings were done by Gilbert 
Stuart, and the one of George is among 
the roost familiar in existence. Because 
the left side and the bottom arc unfin­
ished, it looks as though the somber- 
faced president is rising from a cloud. 
Copies of the portrait hang in classrooms 
across America.

The Athenaeum loaned the pair to the 
museum in 1876. For the first 100 years, 
they hung in a hallway until the museum 
moved them to a more prominent spot 
upstain during the Bicentennial.

Last week, both the paintings and the 
Athenaeum emerged from the shadows 
when word leaked out that the private li­
brary on Beacon Hill was selling the por­
traits to the National Portrait Gallery of 
the Smithaonian Institutioa in W ast^- 
lon for 15 million.

On Wednesday, four politicians and 
two newspaper publishen stood beneath 
George's picture in the mural-covered ro­
tunda of the museum.

As five Revision cameras roiled, 10 
newspaper photographers snapped and 
40 repoirters scribbled. Sen. Ê dward M. 
K enn^, DMass., stepped to a micro­
phone and announced "the SOS cam­
paign — Save Our Stuarts."

Mayor Kevin H. White added it would 
be a big public fund-raising drive to keep 
the pictures in Boston. He said he wanted 
the Athenaeum and the Smithsonian to 
hold off on the deal for six months.

All of this is painful for the Athenaeum, 
a dignified place that takes pride In its 
tranquility and reserved ambiance of old 
Bosl^

The private library ta one of the lew in 
the country that is supported only by the 
donatioos of Its 1,M8 memben These 
people, called proprietors, own shares of 
Athenaeum stock, and th^, their guests 
and outside scholm are the only people 
allowed to use the Hbraty.

The shares cost 6300. but they arc pas­
sed from father to son like family beir- 
looms and rarely come up for s ^ .  In 
uliat's left of Boston's oldipiard society, 
owning one is as Unportant as gowg to 
the symphony, having a Harvard degree 
or bmng able to talk about jibs and spin­
nakers.

The Athenaeum, founded in 1807, was 
once Boston's major art museum and on­
ly Nhrary. When the Museum of Fae 
Alts was started, the bbraiy loaned it 
some of Its best paintings and sculpture 

But inflation has eaten into the librar­
y's mcome, and it was diacoversd that its 
I30ircar-old building needed about $1 
milbon worth of r e p ^ . And the library 
needed cash.

‘‘The majority of people who use the 
Athenaeum arc outside scholart,” said 
Rodney Armstrong, the hbrary's direc­
tor. "We hsvc our little family of mcm- 
hcn. but that's a very limited group to 
appeal to for funds"

So the Athenaeum's trustees whose 
names road Uke a roll call of Brahmin 
Boston, voted to sell the art on loan to 
the museum.

The museum got first pick, and it pur- 
chaaod nine works lor ll,2S ,000 But ac- 
rordhig to Armstrong, it said it was not 
interested In the Washington portraits 
He strongly denies reports that the mu­
seum offered II rnilUon for the pictiires 

The Athenaeum delayed seiling George 
and Marths because the trustees hop^ 
the other art would bring Ui enough mon­
ey. But it didn't and last year, the Ubrary 
had a deficit of 6147,800.

So the trustees accepted the Smithsoni­
an's offer.

‘We really have no alternative.” said 
Armstrong "It's a very sad thmg It's 
psmful to everybody."

Mayor White, however, said the Athen­
aeum's action is the equhralcfit of the 
Louvre selling the Mona Lisa to the Ar­
abs.

The city went to the sUte Supreme 
Court to temporarily block the sale, but 
no hearing has been set Its lawyen argue 
that the 61.500 used by the Athenaeum to 
buy the paintiogs from Stuart's destitute 
widow was raised through public sub­
scription and therefore is a public trust.

NEW YORK (AP) •> Sitting In the mid­
dle of the nation's finandal capital it an 
unusual bank, a imaU, unioo-osmad initl- 
tution that has one of the most conaerva- 
tive investment policies in the country.

It is Amalgamated Bank of New York, 
a commercial bank that Is ranked only 
296th by deposits and had only some ITS 
million in loans outstanding at the and of 
1971. That compares with billiona loaned, 
by the biggest New York banka.

The Amalgamated is the last of more 
than 30 banks wholly owned by American 
labor unions. It wai founded in 1923, 
about the same time as moat of the otber 
union banks that have since folded or let 
in non-union iharcholdcra.

The Amalgamated was started by the 
Amalgamated Clothing Wotken of 
America, then led by Sidney Hillman, a 
pioneer of the American labor move­
ment. The kCSA merged with the Tei- 
tile Workers Union of America in 1976 to 
form the Amalgamated CloUiing and 
Textile Woiken Union, AFL-QO. Thia 
union owns aD of the bank, has ita offl- 
cen at directors of the bank and receives 
a steady stream of stock dividends.

The bank also is notable for ita conaerv- 
ative policies on portfolio inveatmeats, 
and for its emphasis on contumcr serv­
ices.

By far. the largeat portion of the bank's 
holdings are government sccuritiet. At 
the end of 1978, the Amalgamated had 
nearly 9924 million in aaieta. Of this, 
9399.3 million were U S. government ob- 
ligationa, 99 percent of which mature in 
only 2 years and another •  percent ma­
ture in three years.

Ed Katz, president of Amalgamated, 
said in a recent interview that the bank's 
decades-old policy has been to keep 
funds, including 9tn  millioa in penaioa 
funds it managet, in short-term govern­
ment securities. It shuns stocks and bolds 
few corporate bonds.

Carter has set a goal of a balanced 
budget by 1911. Whether he meets it or 
not remains to be seen.

But his frugality has been severely criti­
cized by liberal Democrats, blacks and 
the poor, who believe that Carter swung 
the ax too hard on programs that are 
aimed at Improving the welfare of the

diaadvanUged. while keeping the Penta­
gon happy with infusions into the na­
tion’s arsenal.

Despite such criticism. Carter says the 
budget can be balanced without a consti­
tutional amendment.

"That is our goal. There is simply no 
need to amend the Constitution to 
achieve that purpose." he told Rifle.

"We should not let the latest in politi­
cal gimmickry interfere with or impede 
our efforts. A batonced budget amend­
ment would do precisely that. ”

Stress Problems
By UWRENCE E. LAMB, M.D.
DEAR DR. LAMB - 1 would like to 

have your Health Letter number 1-5. 
Ulcen, Duodenal, Stomach. I have 
been pUfued with a duodenal ulcer 
for yean. I also have colitis and diver- 
Uculosls One seems to work sfalnst 
the other. If I eat non-acid forming 
foods, it bothen the colon and the 
food that sootha the colon forms 
more add.

I'm also under a great deal of stren. 
I have a f3-ycar-dd mother who re­
quires so much care and this causes a 
great deal of frustratloa I have had X- 
rays just recenUy and they show no 
further complicaUons. I tried Taga­
met and It hdp greatly for a time but 
the relief s e e t^  to wear off. I don't 
smoke and I don't use alcohol or drink 
coffee. Thank you for any advice you 
might have.

DEAR READER — As you request­
ed I'm sending you The Health Letter 
number 1-5. You've already put your 
finger on your basic problem — Uie 
stress assodated with your life It 
seems to be chronic strcM and frustra- 
Uon that's more important in forming 
ulcen than some sudden acute stress

which is of shorter duration.
At one time men were far more 

prone to have ulcen than women, 
poasibly because many of them were 
in work situations which resulted In 
long term frustration with no good 
solution in sight This is discussed in 
The Health Letter I'm sending yoa

Interestingly enough, ulcen are dis­
appearing. We don't see as many of 
them as we did and no oite knows 
why. Perhaps many people in our so­
ciety are not under the same degree of 
stress that they have been in the past 
Who knows

The one thing you might do to help 
your colon while still eating in a way 
that will soothe your ulcer is to use an 
inert bulk expander. One of these Is 
Metamucil. The inert substance 
swells snd traps water providi^ 
moisture and improving function of 
your colon. This substance will not 
disturb your ulcer.

Some people do very well by using

bran which behaves much in the same 
way, but if M does appear to bother 
your ulcer, you might be well off to 
use one of the inert bulk expeaders.

Most of the methods us^ to treat 
ulcen are of limited value It you're 
subjected to long term chronic stress 
and frustratkm. The ideal approach ia 
to try to eliminate that problem and 
sometimes that's not easy.

Perhaps you should consider some 
amngement that would enable you to 
be relieved part of the time hnom the 
immediate care of your mother. If you 
can just get away from the probism 
often enough and let someone else 
have the responsibility part of the 
time that might provide tte necessary 
relief you are seeking. This Is proba­
bly an important factor in eUmiiuling 
your uker problems.

I'm glad to see that you don't drink 
coffee smoke or use alcohol AH of 
these arc bad if you have an ulcer. 
People with ulcen should avoid a l 
the caffein<ontainlag drinks, inclnd- 
Ing tea and also chocolate In all forms. 
Your doctor may be able to help you 
with medicine to combat nervous ten­
sion and antacids.

Penicillin-Resistant Gonorrhea 
Unable ToGain Foothold In U.S.

ATLANTA (UPI) — The new "super 

gonorrhea" that penicillin can't cure may 
not become a major public health prob­
lem in this counfry after aU. federal 
health officials now believe.

Partly responsible for the optimism is 
that penicillin has not been over-used in 
the United States ia trcati.ng gonorrhea 
and thus has not created a favorable envi­
ronment for resistant strains to flouruh. 
according to Dr Paul J Weisner. direc­
tor the venereal disesse control branch of 
the national Center for Disease Control

In countries where penicillin is availa­
ble over-the-courrter or on the Mack mar­
ket. the resistant strain of gonorrhea Is 
rapidly spreading because the bacteria, 
being frequently challenged by penicillin, 
have fouiid a genetic way to overcome 
the antibiotic. Weisner said.

In one country, the Philippines, the 
penicillin-resistant disease represents 30 
percent of all gonorrhea cases reported 
It also is widespread ia Singapore and 
West Africa.

But since the first case surfaced ia this 
country 2vs yean ago, "super gonor­
rhea" has been unable to gaio a foothold.

"What's going on in the Philippines 
and other developing countries where 
that strain is common, is the continual 
use of oral peniciltin." Weisner said.

"Oral penicillin is not effective In the 
treatment of gonorrhea. What we do is 
kill off some strains but not the resisUnt 
strains As this happens time and time 
again we gradually build up the resisUnt

strains.
"Super gonorrhea occun in that envi­

ronment and tts got quite an advantage," 
Weisner said.

He said that since peniallin can be ob­
tained over-the<ouiiter in most develop­
ing countries, a person with gonorrhea 
may treat himself with a low dose suffi­
cient to kill the weakest strains of the 
bacteria but not the resistant strains 
This leads to a gradual buildup of types 
of gonorrhea bacteria against srhich peni­
cillin has no effect.

In this country, however, where the use 
of penicillin is tightly coidroUcd by law, 
the antibiotic has not been abused In the 
treatment of gonorrhea and the resistant 
strain has not become dominant any­
where in the United States.

Another antibiolic. spcctmomycin. is 
being effectively used to knock out the

It is believed to have b m  
imported by military personnel returning 
from the Far East

Through February, 564 caaes have been 
reported to the CDC from 31 states, a 
rather low figure compared to the mil­
lions of gonorrhea cases occurring an­
nually in the United States.

Cahforoia hat been the hardest hit by 
the super gonorrhea. It Is the only state 
that has experienced one or more cates 
each month since nattoowlde tutveill- 
atice began in September 1571, and hat 
had 289. or nearly 57 percent of the total 
cases.

Weisner said that one worry of public 
health officials now is that another strain 
of gonorrhea will change genetically and 
become immune to speettnomydn.

As lor the penicillin-fesistaig variety, 
however. Weisner says "we led more 
comfortable about our ability to detect 
cases, follow them up and prevent their 
spread It's not going to t ^  over and 
spread like wildfire.

National Airlines Recommends 
Approval Of Pan Am Offer

MIAMI (AP) — National Airlines, ob­
ject of an increasingly complei merger 
battle, today recommended approval by 
its stockholders of an offer made by Pan 
American World Airways. Inc.

But the Miami-based airline also left 
room for a higher bid made by Eastern 
Airlines if that carrier agrees to estend 
its offer beyond May 1 and is willing to 
wait until the Civk Aeronautka BMrd 
rules on which — if any — of the compet­
ing carrien may proceed with its acquisi­
tion attempts.

In a prosy statement released today, 
National reriewed its objections to the of­
fer made by still another Hna Tesas In­
ternational Airlines. It was that carrier 
which began the merger battle last sum­
mer

“After full and careful consideration, 
your Board of Directon has concinded 
that the tenrn of the proposed merger 
with Pan American are fair and equita­
ble. has unanimously approved it and 
recommends that you vote in favor," the 
proay statement said.

Pan Am has offered |41 per share for 
National’s outstanding stock, and Nation­
al agreed last fall to recommend that of­
fer to its stockholders. But then Eastern 
followed with a ISO-per-share offer, and 
the companies all ^ a n  jockeying for 
position in the fight.

A series of offen and counteroffen fol­
lowed. with National s^ng  today that it 
was unable to reconcile Pan Am and 
Eastern's competing proposals into one. 
easy-to-undersiand dedsioa 

So the firm said it was recommending 
the Pan Am proposal, srith the under­
standing that if E ^em  agrees to extend

its offer beyond the time that the CAB is 
expected to rule on the case, an auction 
would be held between the two Arms.

National's largest shareholder is Texas 
International Airlines, which started the 
merger fight last year as it purchased up 
to 24 6 percent of National stock. Pan Am 
has acquired 24.1 percent But both of 
them have been ordered by the Civil Aer­
onautics Board to cast their votes in the 
same proportion as those of the remain­
ing shareholders.

The Texas airline said details of the 
new proposal would be announced later

According to Maydanis, Section 8G of 
the act states that a labor organization 
that strikes or pickets a health care insti­
tution must notify the institution in writ­
ing of that intention “not leu than 10 
days prior to that action.”

The provision also states that “notifica­
tion shall state the date and time that 
such action will commence.”

Jack Wilts said Thunday that the un­
ion did notify the hospital of intent to 
picket, but “they didn’t wait 10 days and 
they didn’t state the date and day” that 
picketing would begin. He said the tele­
gram sent to the ho^tal slated that pick­
eting would begin in the “immediate fu­
ture.”

According to union officials, that sec­
tion of the act does not apply to picketing 
done by construction worken. Abel Gon­
zalez, union spokesman, said the provi­
sion applies only to hospital employee 
unions. “We re not affecting anybody in 
the hospital,” he said.

’Thus, union officials said, they sent 
their notificatioo telegram only u  “a 
courtesy” to the hospital.

Wirtz said, however, that any picketing 
that “affects the completion of a medical 
faciltiy and affects mHical treatment” is 
under the jurisdiction of the act 

’The contractor said also that the act ap­
plies only to operating hospitab and dou 
not include comtruction of new facilities. 

Maydanis said that the the two hospital

construction sites affected by the charges 
are existing facilities undergoing expan­
sion and alterations.

He said that Wirtz’s contention that on­
ly operating facilities are affected may be 
true, but that he “isn’t far enough along 
in the litigation” to be sure yet. He uid 
that point is not really the iuue in this 
case, however, because the hospital sites 
in question are existing facilities.

Man Wants To Use Holography 
To Reveal God^s Healing Power

blatt would like to see Jesus in three las­
er-uMiuced dimensioro this Easter — not 
as a point of piety, but to coovictioo that 
the resulting hologram might reveal tte 
literal healing power of God 

The means to that end. be says, is bot- 
ography — a lelatlveiy new science and 
one of the few not appbed last October 
when a 27-menibcr Amertcao team took 
the probe of 30th century technology to 
TPia Italy, to caamme tte Catholic 
Church's most sacred relic — tte shroud 
that growing nnmben of Christians be­
lieve once wrapped tte body of Jesus 
Christ

Etched on the Shroud of Turin is tte 
uhage of a man scourged, pierced m tte 
scalp, subbed la tte side and crucified — 
e i a ^  as tte Bible says Jesus was To 
believers, the unage is empirical proof of 
ha resurrcctioa 

And Goidblatt is a believer 
Before "shroud fever" took him and 

turned him uito a Christian five yean 
ago, Goidblatt was an gnostic Jew and 
an eipert m commercial holography He 
was the first, in 1373, to a^aace tte

theory that tte enigmatic Image — 
scorched, tte scientists now say, iato tte 
linen fabric of the shroud — raiight coo- 
taw three-dunenaioaal b ^  wave daU.

Hw theory subsequently was proven by 
digital computer enhancement tack- 
niquea, but no holograra of tte shroud 
was nude at Turin. despMc Gohtblatt's 
plea for one

“I'm afraid church leaden  baard the 
word 'laser' and had visioas of a ray slic- 
uig through a steel plate.” be said. “Ac­
tually, lasar photo^aphy is compisteiy 
harmleas and evan now, were pictures 
made at Turin svailaMe. I believe holag- 
raphy could more successfully debiar the 
unage than coroputer enhancement”

One of the moat tantalmng mysteries 
of t t e  shroud are circular bulges over tte 
eyes of t t e  figure etched upon tt. Scien- 
tou thconae they may be coins — piared 
over tte eyeisds ia keeping with Jewish 
bunal customs of the time. Goidblatt be- 
beves holograplUc dcblurriiig might re­
veal the colas, if they ore coins, and thus 
date the doth more swiftly and at leas 
cost than Cathoo 14 testing which Is said 
Stitt to be pcsKhag

The Qasr Prison official was Gen. Bijan 
Yahyai, who was tried by a revolution^ 
court in the prison. In an emotion-packed 
trul, former prisonen and their relatives 
told of torture at the prison during the 
monarchy.

Yahyai was shot in the early morning 
along with the air force counter-intellig' 
ence chief, Gen. Hashem Bereqjian, the 
radio said. Five of Yabyai's police col- 
leaguea drew jail terms of one and taro 
yean.

The radio said a policenaan, an army 
sergeant and an army lieutenant were ex­
ecuted at 5:30 a.m. In the city of Kbor- 
ramshah on charges of murder.

Tornado Survivors Fear Looters

WICHITA FALLS (UPI) -  A shotgun 
in his lap. Randolph Duke sits and waits. 
He has survived a killer tornado, seen his 
home reduced to rubble. Now he fears 
looten lurking in the darkened streets, 
waiting to steal the last of his worldly 
gooeb.

Ken Gulley s tue dealership at the edge 
ri the tornado-ravaged area was not 
touched, but be paces uside with a hshot 
revolver in his belL

For Duke, Gulley and hundreds ri oth­
ers, the horror ri an Easter week tornado 
did not end when the deadly funnel 
moved back into the douds after killing 
scores and atjuring hundreds more.

Ia toraaefcKavaged areas, people sleep 
in their cars, nukeshift leaiMos and de- 
moliabed roorm ri roofless homes rather 
than risk the chance that their few re-

nuinlng possessions will be taken by 
looters. Even those whose homes and 
businesses were untouched by the mas­
sive funnel cloud are worried.

"They've had information that profes­
sional looters were coming in from out ri 
town,” said one ri the Natiorwl Guaitls- 
men patroUing the darkened, cordoned- 
off area Thur^y night. “It has caused 
some ri the people whose shops weren't 
even damaged to remain in them to­
night”

A dusk-to-dawn curfew was in effect 
through Thursday night, but some feared 
no authorities were available to stop loot­
ers.

"We are providing plenty ri security, 
but you can't couvince these people ri 
that," said Mayor Kennelh HiU.

By WALTEKR. HEARS

WASHINGTON (AP) -  In the depart­
ment of havinf it both wayi, Concren 
bowa to no one. Conaider, for example, 
the diapute about oil phcea, profita and 
taxea.

Preaident Carter ii lifting oil price ceil- 
ingi beginninc June 1, and wanta Coo- 
greaa to approve a tax on windfall profita 
that rcault from the move.

Congresaional critics contend that Cart­
er is going at the problem backward, by 
acting on prices first and taxes later.

But when the preaident proposed to put 
the tax fin t Congress said no.

Bilb have been proposed in the Senate 
and the House to take away the power 
Congress gave Carter In ItTS to lift price 
controb starting June 1. While that may 
play well with voters, who face a new 
round of oil price increaacs because of 
decontroL thm 's little chance the bilb 
will became law.

Sponsors of the effort to head off Cart­
er's phased decontrol plan contend the 
nation cannot afford to let the price of 
domestic oil soar to world market leveb.

Price controb are mandatory through 
May 31. then are left to the president's 
diicretioa until September IMl. They 
now hold the cost of domestic oil to 
about H SO a barrel, while some foreign

prodneen have pushed their prices to 
nearly twice that level. By lifting con­
trols, the adminbtration seeks to in­
crease domestic production and promote 
conservation.

Opponents, led by Sen. Henry M. Jack- 
soa D-Wash., uy it won’t work that way. 
They argue that decontrol will aggravate 
inflation, enrich the oil industry and yield 
httle new productioa

“We siinply cannot afford decontrol 
now,” Jackson said In proposing that 
price controb be made mandatary until 
Oct 31. IMl.

Besides. Jackson complained, any de­
control move should be tied to a tax on 
the profits the industry will reap with 
higher prices Carter b putting decontrol 
first, since he has the power to take that 
step, and urging Congress to enact a 
windfall profits tax, since he cannot do 
that by himself.

"That b  simply backward," Jackson 
said.

"I have grave doubts that we will ever 
see a windfall profits tax,” said Sen. Ed­
ward M. K eim ^, IMifass., arguing the 
same case.

But Carter has a readymade comeback. 
He already has tried it the other way 
around. Hb original energy program in­
cluded a tax p iu  that srould have raised

the price of domestically produced oil to 
world market leveb within three years, 
with the revenues to be rebated to all 
Americans.

Congress rejected that.

By congressional estimate, higher 
prices could produce $25.2 billion more 
for the oil companies over the next three 
yean.

Defenders have become a 
lazy lot. They have so many 
signals going for them that 
they use them as crutches 
and forget all about common 
sense. See what happened on 
this hand.

The auction was highly 
competitive, and everyone 
guessed correctly. East-West 
can make only five spades if 
the opponents get off to a 
club lead, so even if six 
diamonds was defeated three 
tricks, the sacrifice would 
have been worthwhile. Cast

doubled because he felt that 
his side could not make six 
spades.

West made the routine 
opening of the fourth-best of 
his partner's suit. Declarer 
ruffed and led a low'diamond 
to the ace. Even with East's 
double, the wisdom of 
declarer's play ia debatable. 
EUst had jumped to four 
spades and competed even 
further, so if anjrone was like­
ly to be short in diamonds, it 
would seem to be East rather 
than West. The play of the 
king of trumps al trick two. 
therefore, is superior, and as 
the cards lie, it would have 
brought in all thirteen tricks.

On the ace of diamonds 
East carelessly diKardcd a 
low spade-a high heart, or 
even a high spade, world 
have been a sounder choice. 
Declarer led a diamond to the 
jack and West's queen, as 
East contributed another 
spade. Now West, afraid to 
lead from his king of hearts 
and thinking that his 
partner's low spades were 
suit preference signals for 
clubs, ̂  shifted to a club. 
Declarer won, drew the 
outstanding trump and then 
ran off clubs to make the rest 
of the tricks and his slam.

West's failure to shift to a 
heart was a major atrocity. 
Only one trick was needed to 
defeat the slam. If East held 
the ace of clubs, he would be

sure to make that trick — 
there waa nowhere declarer 
could get rid of his club 
losers. But if East held the 
ace of hearts and nothing in 
clubs, there was every poeai- 
bility that dummy's club suit 
would provide a parking 
place for all of declarer's 
heart loeers.

CHICAGO (AP) — RubblMtrewn 
neighborhoods can be made into pictures 
of beauty by putting to work thoae per­
sons who have the most difficulty in find­
ing a )ob, a coalition of community 
groups bebevet.

The chronically unemployed — the 
young, the elderly and minorities — can 
be put to work on mundane and creative 
projects to make their neighborhoods 
cheerier and more productive placet in 
which to live.

"The work that most needs doing it in 
the very places where people who live 
most need work.” says the Ducago Coali­
tion on the Right to Earn a Living

One of the coalition s projects is the 
Center lor Neighborhood Technology, 
which operates out of a storefront office 
It argues there is plenty of work to do in 
Chicago's low-mcome neighborhoods 

Why not put unemployed residents to 
woik sprucing up Uttered parkways, 
cleaning up park lagoons, building and 
lenduig hundreds of rooftop solar green­
houses and managing fish farms that 
could be built in the baaements of lacto­
nes. the center asks 

Alfred Portia, a member of the center's 
board. UBts about urtian agrinltural pro­
grams such u  the rooftop greenhouses 
which would give employment not only 
to neighborhood laborcn bnt also to

greenhouse faimcn and produce marke- 
len.

One greenhouse has already been built, 
another u under construction, seven 
more are planned this yeer and another 
half-dozen are still in the planning stages, 
said Scott Bernstein center director. ,

Foods from the greenhouses are nutri-| 
tious and can be purchased by residents 
at reasonable cost The rooftop green­
houses help conserve energy by cooling 
the roof during the summer and kecpiiig 
heat from eKaping through the roof 
when the weather is cold. Portia said

"The potential is definitely there for 
using agricultuni programs in the city,” 
be said. "It's a tremendous idea It's hard 
lor some of us to picture that happening 
because the only inner nty we've known 
IS a concrete one. But the technology is 
there, and it's feosible in terms of cost"

The nty's Department of Hunun Serv­
ices is already supportuig one of the cen­
ter's projects, sp rin g  180.000 for 29 
young persons to Icnrn how to build, in­
stall and mainUin solar systems, includ­
ing greenhouses.

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Book Offers Magnificent 
Views Of Manhattan

Wbcn 1 left New Yorti City oo New 
Year i Day 1979 after 71 years, I brouflU 
a lot of fnemorics and ptcUires with me 
to my new home in Delray Beach. Fla.

I also brou|ht a new book of mafnifi- 
i-ent Manhattan views that is an amaiinc 
record of one area of the city photo­
graphed from one vantage point over a 
period of ahnost a quarter of a century. 1 
highly recommend it to anyone who has 
lived w. vacationed in, or ever dreamed 
of visiting. America's most esciting me­
tropolis

The book is "A World Through My 
Window" by Ruth Oikin, published by 
Harper A Row ($19.95). Her window was 
on the 15th floor of an apartment house 
overlooking Central Park. From it she 
documented in Kodachrome s complete 
painter's palette the remarkable range of 
subtle colon and moods that Mother Na­
ture assembled in the park for 2$ yean in 
all of Its seasonal and weather changes, 
vfany of the colorful scenes are unique 
onc-of-a-kind happeninp that were never 
seen before or since — such as the 3 p m. 
brown rainstorm that briefly lashed the 
city in crazy gusts in 1919, or the early 
morning lavender haze which bathed 
Fifth Averuie buildings across the park m 
the early 1970s.

.Mws Oikin stresses the fact that she 
used no filten and no tricks to get the un­
usual color images and the pictures that 
are ptok. yellow, Mue. brown or lavender 
actuiyiy looked that way in the original 
jetting Of the 56 color photographs in 
the book, almost half were taken with the 
normal SOmm lens; about one-third were

shot with a 13Smm telephoto; three pic­
tures are wide-angle views with a 39mm 
lens, and three othen are the result of 
experimenting with borrowed lenses — 
an 8mm fisheye. a 500mm telephoto and 
a 270mm lens with an extender.

Her bask equipment therefore, is that 
used by many serious camera faiu but 
what she ad<M was a consistent point of, 
view, an artistk eye for subtle dhange^ 
lighting, persistence, patience and entlni- 
siasm; and a careful or practical method 
of keeping track of all the results with 
dates and notes so that they could be re­
trieved and used any time later.

Ruth Oikin had no idea when she 
moved into her apartment in 1955 that 
the views from the window would make a 
book Back in California, she had been a 
lilmmaker who, with her husband. Mor­
ns Engel had produced award-winning 
lilms. "The Furtive'* and "Lovers and 
Lollipaps "

bhe was also a freelance photojoumal- 
ist whose work appeared m Life, Look 
and other publkatkms; was represented 
in Edward Stetchen's memorable “Fami­
ly of Man'* exhibition; and has been ac­
quired by collectors and several mu­
seums.

In her new apartment m New York Cit- 
y. Miss Oikin ^ a m e  a homemaker, rais­
ing two children, with a gorgeous view of 
Central Paik. Her pbotographk energy 
was divided between focusiiig on the 
children and the view. At a I  a m. feed­
ing. she also got a record of the mist hov­
ering over the Central Park Sheep Mead­
ow At 3 p m. playpen tune, she'd check 
the scene and it might be kite-flying day

Men and women carried large wooden 
crosses at the head of individual groups 
of Christiana from around the world who 
chanted prayers In Latin and their native 
languages as they stopped at each of the 
14 stations marting the route known as 

.the Via Dolorosa.
Black bereted artillery recniitt with M- 

16 rifles and khaki-unUormed Arab pol­
icemen with pistolt on their tups were 
scattered along the route of the proces­
sion. No violence was reported, but then 
the tourist attractiom of the old dty have 
been the target of guerrilla bomb attacks.

“To have walked on the path that 
Christ walked when be was cmdHcd on a 
Good Friday was a very moving eaperi- 
ence," said Joanne Rogen, 21, a ballet 
dancer from San Frandsco “We passed 
one old man who was carrying a big crocs 
and the peaceful espression on his face 
showed it was worth the pain.”

The uphill route pmsed through a 
gaudy bazaar with shops selling T-shirts, 
brass crudfiies, olive wood camels and 
hand-painted saucen. Shopkeepers tried 
to interest the pilgrims in their wares but 
there were few taken.

“Business is terrible, it's always this 
way on Good Friday." said Mahmoud 
Ramadan Armele. the owner of St Si­
mon's store near the third station of the 
cross.

A phalanx of 40 brown-robed Francis­
can monks led the main procession from 
the Antonia Fortress, the traditional site 
of the trial and sentendng of Jesus by 
Pontius Pilate, to the sprawling stone 
church that coven the traditional site of 
Golgotha

Police linked hands in the stone court­

yard of the Cruiadcrcra Charcb of the 
Holy Sepulcher to coolrol the crowds as 
they shoved to get into the buttding. Pil­
grims kneeled at shrines 
church and the aroma of 
pervaded the gloomy reccaaesoPIhe cool, 
dark interior. Outside It mat «nny and 
hot.

“These are terrible mobs. We can't sec 
anything very well because of the thou­
sands of peo^," said VIrgMns Dabney, 
71. a retired editor for the Richmond. 
Va., Times-Dispatch.

Tom Fagan, a physidan from Portland, 
Ore., who was taking a Medttcrranean 
cruise, said. “We never thought we'd be 
here on tMt day. It's touching in many 
ways. It's a religious experience that we 
never thought we erould have in this life­
time."

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Transcripts Reveal NRQ Technicians Perplexed
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Nuctaw tocb- 

niciaM and oWIciah groped through the

The transcripts o( tape-recorded meet­
ings, filUaf more than 700 pages, ware 
made public Thursday.

Two full days after the accident began 
March U, Nuclear Regulatory Commis­
sion Chairman Joseph M. Hcndrie com­
plained, "I don't have the impression 
that they have a good grip on it We are 
operatii^ totally in the blind."

Then, referriag to requests from Penn­
sylvania Gov. Dick Thornburgh for ad­
vice about the possibility of a mass evac­
uation, Hcmbie went on: "His infomna-

tioo is ambiguous. Mine is noneiistent, 
and — I don't know — it’s like a couple of 
blind men staggering around, making de- 
cisiont."

The five^nember NRC met with staff 
members daily to follow developments In 
the Three Mile Island incident, which 
they have called the most serious acci­
dent in the history of commercial nuclear 
powerplants in this country.

The tramcfipts reveal no major infor­
mation which w u not quickly reported to 
the public at the time, but they convey 
vivi% the worry and frustration of the 
officii as they tried to make sense out 
of fragments of information about a kind 
of accident they had never imagined.

On March 31, Hendrie said it would be 
"several days out into the nest week” be­
fore hydrogm gas in the reactor could be­

come flammable and another week be­
fore the hydrogen could become explo­
sive.

The transcript from April 1 shows that 
while President Carter was visiting the 
crippled facility, NRC offidab were still 
assessing various turns the situation 
might take — including a hydrogen explo­
sion — and various responses to ensure 
the safety of persons in the area — in­
cluding an evacuation.

Discussing the possibility of a hydiogen 
explosioa Dudley T hom p^ an NRC of- 
ficiaL said, “Right now we believe it 
takes S percent of oxygen to become 
flammable; 11 percent to be a detonation 
mixture. Right now we think we’ve got 5 
percent ... But so, for all practical pur­
poses, we've got to assume the mixture is

flammable, but I don’t think anybody is 
assuming right now that he thinks it's an 
explosive mixture."

The discussion then turned to other 
topics and NRC Commissioner Richard 
T. Kennedy remarked, "Meanwhile, I'm 
going to check to see if the president is 
arriving at the (reactor) site."

There were no suggestions that the hy­
drogen posed any danger to the presi­
dent.

In a meeting March 31, Roger J. Matt­
son. NRC director of systems safety, told 
the commlssionen bluntly: "No plant 
has ever been in this condition, no plant 
has ever been tested in this condition no 
plant has ever been analyzed in this con­
dition in the history of this program....”

Tests Reveal Little Meltdown
HARRISBURG. Pa. (AP) -  Prelimi­

nary tests on sample! taken from Three 
Mile Island's nudeor plant indicate little 
or no uranium melted in the reactor core, 
federal officials said today.

Samples were drawn from the plant's 
primary cooling system and tested for 
uranium deposits, which would provide 
clues on bow badly the core was dam­
aged in the March 9  accident.

"It indicated no fuel melting occurred 
Or if It did. it was exceedingly small, and 
that's good news." said James Hanchett. 
spokesman for the Nudear Regulatory 
Commission.

"The amounts of uranium are in the 
range of parts per billion. If you had sig­
nificant fuel melting, you would expect 
to see uranium in parts per millioa" be 
added.

However, the NRC has said that the 
uranium fueTs zirconium shields, known 
as riaddiiqt. were damaged by the March 
28 nuclear aeddent

If the uranium had melted, it would 
have posed the possibility of severe con­
tamination In the reactor. Hanchett said 
The test results came from nudear labo­
ratories at Oak Ridge, Tenn., and Savan­
nah River. S.C.

Meanwhile, the NRC said the latest ef­
fort to remove hydrogen gas bubbles 
from the cooling system was completed 
today and was succ^ul.

'"liiey described the condition of the 
water as very stiff, which means they are 
getting the gas out" said Hanchett 

On Wednesday, NRC operations chief 
Harold Denton ^ d  final shutdown of the 
crippled reactor may begin by the week­
end if-the gas levels in the cooling system 
are suffldently reduced.

Efforts to cool the simmering reactor 
core are complicated by the presence of 
dissolved gas in the water that serves to 
carry off heat The water is pressurized

to prevent boiling Denton said recent ef­
forts to remove the gas have been suc­
cessful.

In related developments:
— President Carter formed an 11-mem­

ber commission to investigate the Three 
Mile Island accident. The panel was giv­
en six months to compile a report at a 
projected cost to the government of fl 
million

— Nearly ISO area residents had under­
gone voluntary NRC examinations for ra­
diation by late Wednesday. No one 
showed abnormal radiation levels, the 
NRC said. Hundreds of others have made 
appointments for the tests which will 
continue until next week.

— For the fint time since the March 28 
accident a survey plane did not delect 
any radioactive xenon 133 in vapor rising 
from the plant's cooling towers.

"No dwbt there's still some (xenon 
133) being released The moniton inside 
the building indicate very low levels are 
going o u t" Denton said, adding that a 
filtenng system has almost eliminated 
the discharge of radioactive iodine into 
the air

The cool-down plan calls for lowering 
the rmetor core’s water pressure so dis­
solved gas will form bubbles and can be 
vented out of the system.

The system would then be repressur- 
ized and a sample of the roolani water 
would be extrarted to see if enough gas 
had been eliimnatcd If gas levels are 
low. the system can be finally cooled by 
shutting down the rcacton' pumps. A 
coolani would be circulated and beat 
would be earned off by a separate system 
of cold arater m the plant's turbine sys­
tem

Obtaining a coolant sample is the key to 
the plaa according to D e n ^

"The difficulty is that It will be taken 
under pressure." to preserve any gases in 
the solutioa Denton said.

"If it (the pressurized sample) shows 
that the levfis of dissolved gases arc as 
low as we hope they arc. then we can 
move rather promptly to the next phase 
of the cool-dowa" Demon said.

Citing other reactor accidents, appv-

ently in non<ommcrcial or foreign facili­
ties, Mattson said "It's too litUe infor­
mation too late unfortunately, and M’s 
the same way every partial core mrit- 
downhugone.

"People havenji believed the instru­
ments u  they went along. It took us until 
midnight lu t night to convince anybody 
that those... temperature measurements 
meant something. By four o'clock this 
morning Babcock and Wilcox agreed.”

Complicating the problem wu the dis­
covery in the reactor vessel of a large hy­
drogen bubble which threatened to bloitt 
the vital flow of cooling water.

That could have caused overheating 
and possibly a melt-down of the reactor 
corc, releasliig large amounts of radioac­
tivity.

But nobody wu sure how the bubble 
could be removed and to make matten 
worse there wu concern that oxygen 
might slowly join the hydrogen to form a 
potentially explosive mixture.

Hendrie cormnented that this w u not a 
likely possibility, "but you can’t rule it 
out”

And he added that “this core isn’t In 
any great shape to be rattled at the mo- 

' ment"
On the subject of an evacuation, one of­

ficial described the respoiwc to "the 
worst kind of situation" u  "a S8(Mcgrce 
evacuation ranging anywhere from 10 to 
20 miles from the site of the plant.”

*Times Have Changed^  ̂Veteran Reflects

"When I was a boy. if a person went 
broke ui town, he could always start 
farmini." Walter Wells remembered 
about Teus in the early 1900s. “But that 
certainly isn't so now.”

Wells, arho began a career with the 
Agncultural Stabiliiatioa and Consena- 
tKNi Service as a committeeman on the 
old wheat program in 19S3. will retire as 
Lubbock County executive director April 
20

"In some ways the farm program has 
changed drastically." Wells said, "but in 
other ways it is still very similar 

"With wheat and cotton allotments 
limiting the number of acres a person 
could plant thea a person more or less 
bad to partK^te or be penalized 

"Now the program is voluntary If a 
fanner doesn't participate, be simply is 
not eligible for benefits"

Bom on a farm some 20 miles west of 
Graham In Young County. Wells gradu­
ated from Newcastle H i^ School and at­
tended Tarleton State College, graduat­
ing with a degree m business adrrunistra- 
tion m 1930.

"That was the begiiMing of the depres­
sion and I wasn't able to go any further

in college,” WeUs esplained, "so I srent 
back to farming.”

The farm program started in 1933 and 
Wells was elected to serve on the wheat 
comrmttec the following year. With the 
economic situation. Wells worked some 
measuring farms with a plane table and 
also worked some in the county office.

"I made 93 a day and furnished my 
own car.” Welb noted. “RnaDy. b^ 
cause I only had a quarter section and 
thought an office job sounded better, 1 
put in my application with ASCS. "

The Wells era began Feb IS, 1939, 
when he was appointed administrative 
officer in King County.

"There were about 98 farms in King 
County,” Wells remembered, “and it 
was a one-man office. There was no 
training program, so I had to learn ever­
ything lor myself.”

Alter sa months at Guthne, WeUs re­
turned from a trip to fuid another man 
sitting at his desk with orders for Wells 
to move to the county office in Throck­
morton Wells served 19 months there 
then was transferred to Lubbock in 
March 1941

"By this time. World War □ was near 
and the district manager was called to 
the service,” he said "The Lubbock

County office manager moved to the dis­
trict position and 1 came in to fill his 
place.”

Lubbock had a population of about 3S.- 
000 then and was quite a large city com­
pared to his home town of Newcastle. 
But the size of the city and the drasti­
cally different scenery became a part of 
Wells for the next 38 years.

'Through the years. Wells said, farmers 
have always said they would like to fire 
the secretary of agriculture, but be said, 
the secretaries he's worked under have 
generally tried to administer what was 
already established by Congren.

"The changes in farm programs, over 
the years.” WeUs pointed out, “came 
with a change in administrations, not a 
change in secretaries.”

In 19M. Wells received the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture's Superior Serv­
ice Award. Uie second highest honor the 

wto was one ofUSDA confers. WeUs, 
the first county ASCS office managen in 
the nation to receive the award, said the 
honor was given to him for the "continu­
ous broadcasting of an agncultural pro­
gram"

"Secretary of Agriculture Ezra Taft 
Benton made the presentation," Wells 
recalled.

Herbicides Applied 
Via Center Pivots

Applying herbicida through center-pi­

vot irrigation systems b a new technolo­
gy that b catching on fast.

Hcrtundcs work weU, applied thb 
way, because mouture leaches them m- 
to the sod, givmg maximum weed con­
trol

Rcsearchen and extension specialists 
in Nebraska. Colorado. Kansas and Tex­
as estimate there are 330.000 acres of 
com land with centcr-pnrot irrigation 
that are treated with herinrides through 
the system

That's about 12 percent of acreage us­
ing such irrigation systems in these four 
states.

Research and practical experience in 
the Great Plaim show that advantages 
of appljing preemergence herbictdes 
through center-pivot systems are (I) 
economy. (2) the method fits weU with 
limited and no-tillage systems, and (3) 
water leaches herbicides into the sod 
where weed teed germinate

But the method also has problems ac­
cording to Dr AUan Wiese, weed re­
search scientist with the Texas Agricul­
tural Expenment Station at Bushland.

"1 found It easy to get an ab lock in 
the bae between the herbicide reserve 
tank and uijection pump,” Wiese said. 
"Dr. D. D Dowler of Tifton. Ga told 
me be had probtenw with ab leaks in 
mjector pumps.

"It b  importaiit to connart the mjec- 
tor pump to the safety system to stop 
the opmtion when something goes 
wrong. People object to spenduig the 
time, day and night to make sure every­
thing b working properly

"Another thung. H b mipoasible to 
vary bebicide rate lor different tod types 
in the field It's abo hard to prevent un­
even herbicide application near edges of 
fields or when the wind changes.

"And if wind or ram prevenU opera­
tion of the sprinkler system, preemerg­
ence herbicide application may be de­
layed loo long for good weed control
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"During the past two years we have 
conducted two expenmenb at Bushland 
with center-pivot sprinkler imgation sys­
tems to find why some herbicides work 
and others do not.

"In addition, we have conducted a 
field trial with com

"Don Crutchfield. Texas AgricuHural 
Expenment Station technician and Dr. 
Nolan Clark. U. S Department of Agri­
culture Engineer, helped with the first 
two studies

"In the fall of 1979. we applied atra- 
zine and Treflan through a sprinkler sys­
tem and caught some of the water in 
mini-rain gauges at the soil surface.

"About 12 percent of the water evapo­
rated before it reached the ground Only 
10 percent of the atrazine was losl but 
89 percent of the Treflan wu lost be­
tween the sprinkler noizlc and the soil 
surface

"The study wu conducted on a calm, 
cool day when ab temperature wu 79 
degrees, wind speed 9 miles per hour 
and relatively humidity 30 percent Lass­
es would have been greater on a bol 
windy day.

"Folkwing that we devised a system 
in the laboratory to test herbicide loaaes 
under condition of high evaportion. 
Evaporation of herbicides from the 
greatest to the teast wu Treflan. Tol- 
ban. Prowl Basalm, Amex. and Cobex. 
There wu no kw of atrazine.

"In this expcriroenl increasing herbi­
cide concentration in water decreased 
percentage km but increased total km

"Of the herbicides we tested, Cobex 
would be the best diiutroaniline herbi­
cide for possible application through 
sprinkler irrigation systam

"Herbicides presently tabled for use in 
the western U.S. are Eradicane. atra­
zine. Lasso, and mixtures of: Sutan with 
atrazine, Sutan with Btadex, and Lasso 
with atrazine Labeta expected lor com 
in the near future are Dual Bicep and 
mixtures of Eradicane with Btadex and 
Eradicane with atrazine.

"Labeb apected for poUtoa. with 
center-pivot appbcatkm, are Lasso and 
Lasso mixed with Sencor. Eptam is la­
beled for use in floor brigation of alfal­
fa

"In the future. Sutan and Eradicane 
may be labeled for furrow-irrigated 
com.

"This, and other research I've done, 
plus contacts with other scientisu and 
specialists have me convbiced that using 
herbicida through center-pivot systems 
mil probably increase n  time passa.

"Specialists who furnished acreage fig- 
u ra  predict slow growth because man­
agement problems are hard to overcome 
and mistaka are euily made.

"However. I think the practice srill o -  
pand regardleu of problems because it 
IS a cheap and effective sray to distrib­
ute herbicida,” WIcm conctuded

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Mulches Aid Plants In More Ways Than One

MaldM itncnUy help produce greater 
average yields and sise of vegetables and 
reduce the number of apbids infesting 
plants, according to the U£. Agriculture 
Depaitincnt Research Center at Belts- 
vilie.Md.

On the basis of two-year tests, the re- 
searchen have also repotted that since 
all the mukhes tested were opaque, they 
prevented weed growth around the vege- 
Ublea. The mulches are available for 
small gardens. They have been used com­
mercially on large acreages for several 
years.

In 1977, the scientists testqd one mulch, 
aluminum bonded to brown, wetproof 
paper, on lettuce, cabbage, squash and 
cucumbers.

Mulched plots produced iceberg lettuce 
weighing three times more than bare-soil 
plants ^  cabbage weight was 49 per­
cent more. Yields of acorn squash were 
26 percent higher in mulched plots and 
their average weight was up nine per­
cent Twice u  many cucumbers were 
harvested early (by July 13) from 
mulched areas, helping early marketing.

In 1978, muskmelon was grown with 
four synthetic mulches, black polyethyl­
ene, white polyethylene bonded to black 
polyethylene, ahiminum embossed on 
blaA polyethylene, and the aluminum- 
brown paper.

The roost muskmelons (117) were har­
vested from the black polyethylene plots 
with aluminum-brown paper second (99). 
Unmulched plots product 92.

Earliest crops (before Aug. IS) came 
from black polyethylene and aluminum- 
black polyethylene, with white polyethyl­
ene-black p^ethylene second The 
white-black provided the heaviest fruit, 
4.7 pounds, but no more melons than un­
mulched plots. Aluminum-brown paper 
muskmelons averaged 4.6 pounds, and 
black polyethylene the smallest. 4.1 
pounds

Sod temperature was highest under 
black polyethylene on both cloudy and 
sumy days and was considered the "best 
all-around conventional mulch” because 
it absortM heat causing seeds to germi­

Entomologitt Floyd F. Smith said he’d 

use aluminum if he had serious disease 
problems because reflectNe mulches re­
pel sucking insects that transmit virus di­
seases from plant to plant. He found that 
in muskmelon plo^ aluminum-paper 
and aluminum-polyet^lene mulches re­
duced aphids by 96 and 90 per cent re­
spectively. They were considered lower 
in numbtf on other mulched plots than

on unmulched areas.
About 44 percent of the decorative

Docens ct students have volunteered 
for juries in the month-old program and 
those who have served are asking for 
more duty, according to Zoralee Stein­
berg, a counselor for juvenile offenden 
and organiser of the program.

Asked why he was serving on the volun­
teer panel, one juror s ^  "Why do 
adults serve on juries? It's our duty, isn't 
It?"

Prosecutors choose which cases are to 
be decided by the youth jury. Violent 
crimes or "anything too serious" goes to 
Juvenile Court, said District Attorney 
DaleTooley. ^

Accused youths must admit they arc 
guilty. O th^ise  their cases go to Juve­
nile Court They also must agree to ac­

cept the "contract" (tedded upon by ju- 
ron.

“Can I apply A over B?”
Substitute any of a number of materials 

for A or B and you have one of the most 
frequently asked doit-yoursdf questions 
Ê xamples;

"Can I apply new asphalt nxrf shingles 
over old?”

“Can I apply paint over wallpaper'" 
“Can I apply resilient floor tiles over 

old hnolettm-type flooring?”
“Can I apply ceiling tiles over a regular 

plaster ceiling”
“Can I apply latex paint over oil paint'

And on and on.
The amwen to all those questions and 

dozens of othen in that category are em­
bodied in the generaliubon that a new 
surface is only as good as the old one. a 
twist on the maxim that a chain is only as 
strong as its weakest link.

New materials will stay In place only 
until the old surfaces come loose Then, 
obviously, the new wilt move with the old 
— even though the two might still be 
bonded securely Resilient floor tiles 
might remain f i^ y  cemented to an old 
piece of sheet flooring even while the 
flooring itself has become detached from 
the wooden floor boards.

The lesson is dear. If you place one ma­
terial over another, be very certain that 
the substance at the bottom is checked 
very carefully. If it already is in bad 
shape or in need of extensive patching, 
take H up or off Most of the time, repairs 
are minor These can involve some re- 
nailing or re^ementing or whatever 
seems necessary to prolong the bonding 
life of the old product Or it can be some­
thing as simple as the removal of grease 
and din It is espedally important, when 
one material is to be join^ to another 
with an adhesive, that aO wax or polish 
be thoroughly stripped from the ol^ just 
as this step li a necessary preliminary to 
routine painting, varnishing or any other 
finishing procedure.

When contemplating the addition of a 
new material to an old. don't overlook 
the factor of added thickness andor 
weight. If yon're patting new flooring 
over old. be sure to determine ahead of 
time whether there wU be hMcrference 
with the movement of doon or anything 
ebe. If you're having a new roof put on 
over an eld one. the roofer should check 
the strength af the framework, known as 
a deck, to see whether it cm handle the 
extra weight If your waB already has

a coat or two of paint may be just enough 
extra weight to pull some of the paper 
away from the tvall. In short don't t^ e  
anything for granted. Always give some 
thought to the thickness-weight situation.

When any product contains a solvent 
(turpentine, denatured alcohol, lacquer 
thinner, etc.), ask questions and read la­
bels to see whMier it will affect the old 
surface. For instance, the lacquer thinner 
used in lacquer will soften most other fin­
ishing materials, and the solvents in 
some floor deanen will damage asphalt 
tiles.

Treatment Increases Cancer Risks
BOSTON (AP) — Doctors have found 

that an experimental treatment for pso­
riasis increases the risk of a mild form of 
skin cancer, but they say most sufferers 
will probably be willing to take this 
chance to clear up the common skin dis- 
easA

ItifUtm  study, researchen found that 
peiy ^^vho  received the treatment. 
csIIm  photochemotherapy, are between 
twf Ad three times more likely than nor­
mal to have skin cancer

The treatment, first reported in 1971 is 
the most effective method ever found for 
clearing up the disfiguring and some­
times disabhng red blotches of severe 
paortatos. Though it te still considered to 
be experimentaL the treatment was used 
on 35,000 Americans last year.

About 2 percent of aU Americans have 
psonasia. a genetic disease whose name 
is derived from the Greek word for itch­
ing

Robert S Stem, who direrted the re­
view at Beth Israel Hospital, said the pa­
tients’ skin cancer is mild and usu^y 
curable

"I don't think these findinp represent 
a setback." he said “I'd much rather 
have one of these cancen than psorias­
is."

A report on the research was published 
this week in the New England Journal of 
MedMine

The treatment consists of doses of ul­
traviolet light and psoralens, medicine

derived from a plant that grows along the 
Nile.

Stem said the treatment probably will 
not be cleared by the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration lor widespred use until doc- 
ton have liidshed several more yean of 
follow-up study.

Skin cancer is also caused by sunbght. 
and Stem said. “An American moving to 
Australia and becoimng a fisherman is 
much more bkely to develop a skin can­
cer than someone remaining in the UnH- 
ed Staes and having this psoriasis thera­
py"

For two years, the researchen looked 
for side effects in L37S patients at 16

medical centen They found that 90 of 
them, or about 2 p e rc ^  get skin cancer.

However, the cancer was most preva­
lent in people who had received radia­
tion. once a common treatment for se­
vere psoriasis, or had had earlier bouts 
with skin cancer.

The cancer rate was almost four times 
higher in people who had been exposed 
to radiation and 10 bmes higher in those 
who had suffered eariier skin cancers

Because of this rate, the study said, 
these people should receive the treat­
ment "only if they understand the risks 
and have disabUng psoriasis untreatable 
by other means.”

But he said nothing worked 
until he lowered the landing gear to cre­
ate drag and it “came out immediately 
with an unbelievable sound, incredible."

Within a couple of seconds the plane 
was flying smoothly, and the crew landed 
safely in Detroit about an hour later, Gib­
son said.

The roll began at 39,000 feet and the 
aircraft fell to about 10,000 feet before 
subilizing — a drop of about 5 miles, he 
said.

“The altimeter was unwinding so fast it 
wasn't possible to read it." Gibson said.

More than 30 fashionable bouses in the 
Abalone Cove neighborhood of this afflu­
ent Los Angeles suburb are splitting and 
cracking inch by inch, victims of a creep­
ing landslide that began last spring.

"When I noticed cracks in the ceiling 
last ApnL I thought I needed to paint 
again,' said resident Jacqueline Moxley. 
.Now, as the cracks slowly riddle lire 
home from kitchen to ba^ bedroom. 
Mrs Moxley says “it just breaks your 
heart"

Shifting real estate is no stranger to Po­
rtuguese Bend. Some IM homes not far 
from Abalone Cove were either de­
stroyed or damaged between 1966 and 
1956. But until last year, homes m the 
Cove scctioa had remained untouched

"It's amaxing to watch.” Mrs. Mosley 
said. "Monetarily and emotioaally, it's 
tearing everybody up.”

The once r̂tiolce homes are now im- 
poesiblr to sell at their pre^lide worth, 
and banks will not make loans to pro­
spective buyers, according to residents.

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Solons Undecided On Saccharin Ban
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  With only a 

little more than one month remaining be­
fore expiration of a 1977 law halting the 
proposed ban on saccharin. Congress is 
receiving conflicting advice on what ac­
tion to take

The parties involved seem to agree no­
thing much will happen May 23 when the 
18-month moratorium expires. The 40 
million Americans who use the artificial 
sweetener still will have it

And any eventual Food and Drug Ad- 
ministi^tion ban would be at least a year 
or fKf^away

But the unresolved questioa and the 
larger issue, is vrhether food safety laws 
should be retooled so saceharin and other 
substances alleged to cause cancer in test 
animals can remain in use — if benefits 
and other considerations are weighed

The House health subcommittee which 
broached that mgior Issue this week was 
told both that food laws must retain 
some absolute safeguards, and the oppos­
ite — that they are now too absoiute as 
written.

“Ahhoegh public attention has focused 
on saccharin, partly becuse of Its wide­
spread use, H would be a mistake to as­

sume that any decision on saccharin — 
for or against its use — solves the larger 
problem of food safety. It will remain 
and must be faced," said Dr. Frederick 
Robbins, dean of the medical school at 
Case Western Reserve University.

Robbins, a Nobd laureate, beaded a 
National Academy of Sciences study 
which recommended March 2 against any 
immediate ban on saccharin. The report 
did suggest Congress should revise food 
safely laws.

But Dr. T. Colin CampbeO, a ComeU 
professor who also served on the panel, 
said they should be inflexible rules to 
prevent adding possibly haxardous subst­
ances to food — “without overwhelming 
health benefits ”

Campbell was among a minority of the 
NAS committee which disagreed with the 
call for reviaing the food laws. Another 
member of the minoitty. Dr. Fred 
Abramson of George Washington Univer 
sity, testified he would have been "em­
barrassed to have signed off on the main 
report because of Ms casual attHudes to­
wards science."

country away from saccharin If Congress 
decides H d ^  not have time to change 
the food laws.

"The commMtec believes IhiM U Con­
gress takes no further action on saccha^ 
in, M win eventually be banned under 
present law by the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration" Robbins said.

Scrap is an important ingradiant in 
steehiuking. About ball the steel used in 
finuhcd products comes from the blast 
furnace, the other half is melted down 
scrap.

The increasing use of environmentally 
clean and economic eledric furnaces 
promises to make the availabilHy of 
scrap even more important In the future.

The share of sted made in American 
electric furnaces, which rely almost en­
tirely on scrap, rose from U.I percent in 
1970 to 212 percent In 1977. Foreign 
mills, vrhose physical plants arc newer, 
ate heavily depmdent on the metal the 
Ferrous Scrap Consumen Coalition says.

Despite the higher pricea, foreign con- 
sumcn of scrap still find the metal a bar­
gain here because of the weak dollar, said 
James Collins, executive vice president 
of the American Iron and Steel lastitute, 
which represents domestic ttcetanaken.

“If you 
want to take your trash out on Saturday, 
you'd better be quick or you'll get run 
over,” he said.

“I planted trees out there and one's al­
ready been run over, even though they've 
only been out two weeks.” Phillips said.

“We eat caliche three times a day,” Ri­
chard Duncan, another neighbor, added.

AUSTIN (UPI) — A new rate formula 

could cut auto insurance rates by 7 to 8 
percent, the staff of the State Insurance 
Board reports, and industry representa­
tives aren't overly happy with the idea.

The state agency's staff said if actual 
expenses were us^ to figure rates in­
stead of socalled “budgetary allow­
ances" for what it costs to sell policies 
and operate a company, auto insurance

rates could be reduced.
But industry representatives bristled 

over the prospect ol changing the set al­
lowance in the rate formula for so<alled 
“acquisition costs" such as agents' com­
missions. They did, however, agree the 
set figures for ‘general expenses" are too 
high

Staff actuaries Thursday asked the 
three-man insurance board for direction

on what figures to use in the rate-setting 
formula for developing new auto insur­
ance rates in July. No decision was made 
at Thursday 's session.

Two of the three board members have 
been appointed to the panel this year and 
indicated interest in reviewing the 
board's longtime procedure for setting 
rates.

Doyce Lee. general counsel to the

board, outlined arguments for and 
against the way the board has calculated 
rates in the past.

“Just because it's been done this way 
for SO years doesn't mean this board is 
going to continue to do it that way," said 
new member Lyndon Olson.

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Bishop Tries To Resume Talks

RAYMONDVILLE (AP) -  A Biowns- 
ville Catholic bishop, acting as a labor 
mediator in an ^ o r t  to prevent violence 
in the Willacy County onion fields, today 
tried to resume negotiations between an 
area grower and striking farm worters.

Bishop John Fitzpatrick met early to­
day with Antonio Orendain, leader of the 
striking Texas Farm Worfcen Union. Fi­
tzpatrick said he hoped to also meet with 
officials from the Charles Wetegrove 
company. The TFW is striking Wete- 
grove’s operation in an effort to get high­
er wages and collective bargaining rights.

"We re trying to get minds together," 
Fitzpatrick said after meeting with Oren­
dain at a local church." I wouldn't be 
doing it if there wasn't some hope. But I

don't know if that's the same as confid­
ence."

Orendain said be asked the bishop to 
tell Wetegrove that the striken want to 
negotiate in good faith. The strike leader 
alw said he told the bishop the strikers 
might be willing to wait until after the 
harvest season to punue their demand 
for union recognition.

The bishop met with striken late last 
night as tempen began to flare and viol­
ence seemed possible. Arrest warrants 
for five striken had been issued after 
TFWU memben Thursday swarmed a 
field where worken had resumed the 
harvest.

Tempen fueled by a hot afternoon sun 
almost spilled over into violence later in

the day Thursday. Strikers, upset when a 
grower replaced them with worken who 
said they were from Mexico, tried to con­
vince the strike breaken to leave a west­
ern Willacy County field.

"We thought everything had stoppd 
here." said strike leader Jesus Moya.

A busload of Texas Farm Worken Un­
ion memben headed for the field after 
hearing reports that worken were back 
at work. By the time the bus arrived, the 
stnken found that about t,S00 sacks of 
onions had been clipped and sacked.

The worken said they were getting 
paid 2S cents per bag and had been bused 
in from Reynosa, Mexico.

The Texas Farm Worken Union is ask­
ing for a dollar per bag.

The striken swarmed the field and 
asked the worken to join the strike. A 
man identifying himself as a field hand 
for Griffin and Brand Produce of McAl­
len told the striken they were trespass­
ing.

HOUSTON (AP) — The murder-for- 
hire trial of Cullen Davis is headed back 
to Fort Worth, the place of its birth, sent 
there by a frustrated state district judge 
in Houston tired of hassling with it.

Despite prosecution objections. Dis­
trict Judge Wallace “Pete" Moore re­
turned the case Thursday to the Tarrant 
County presiding judge, who will have 
the jurisdiction to try it or move it some­
where else.

Moore had tried to grant the defense 
request to move the case out of Harris 
County due to the large amount of pubUc- 
ity received by the first three^nonth 
triaL which emM in January with the ju­
ry deadlocked at 8^ for conviction.

Davis was being tried for hiring some­
one to kill the jud^ presiding over his di­
vorce trial

But judges in Austin and El Paso 
wouldn't take it citing time and space re­
strictions. District J i ^ e  George Hamil­
ton m Corpus Christi agreed to preside in 
the case, but attorneys for both sides 
ruled it out

"That judicial district has had three 
cases of notoriety moved there in recent 
months, and we felt that adding this one 
would overload the system," said Jack 
Strickland, assistant district attorney in 
Tarrant County.

Strickland wanted Moore to hold Davis' 
retnal in Harris County.

During a hearing before Moore Thurs­
day. he introduced as evidence the coun­
ty's voter list of abnost 1 million people, 
saying the court should be able to find at 
least 12 unbiased jurors among them to 
hear the case.

To buttress bis argument, Strickland 
called as a witness Tom Moran of the 
Houston Chronicle, a reporter who cov­
ered the trial.

"1 think the state and Mr. Davis could 
receive as fair a trial here as anywhere 
else in the state," Moran said.

The defense contended that the inordi­
nate amount of publicity generated by 
the trial made it impossible for Dava to 
get a fair trial here.

Defense attorney Phil Burleson called 
Houston attorneys Michael Ramsey and 
David Berg to testify in support of the 
contention

"The probability is very high that Cul­
len Davis could not receive a fair trial in 
Harris County," said Michael Ramsey. 
"It would be very hard for him to find a 
fair trial anywhere in Texas"

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) -  Steve Allen, 

the thinking man's comedian who origi­
nated the iate^iight talk show, continues 
to try to stimulate viewers intellectually 
on a medium dedicated to accumulating 
ratings.

Allen was « pathfinder in TV, begin­
ning with the old "Tonight” show in New 
York. He was the pr^ecessor of Jack 
Paar and Johimy Carson

The bespectacled Irishman continues 
his intellectual pursuits on Public Broad­
casting's 200 staUons with his "Meeting 
of the Minds,” a fanciful two-hour “ talk 
show” confrontation of four of history's 
great and unusual human beings.

Allen finds himself appealing to a mi- 
nonty of the population, far from net­
work prime time

He begins his third season of six shows 
May 28 with Aristotle, the Greek philoso­
pher. debating with Sun Yat Sen. founder 
of the Chinese Republic, poetess Eliaa- 
beth Barrett Browning and Niccolo Ma- 
chiavellL the Italian political philoso­
pher.

Allen, who writes the scripts and ap­
pears as moderator-host on the shows, 
tries to bnng together great minds of dis- 
sunilar philosophical persuasion. The re­
sult is a lively, imaginative give-and-take 
which could never compete with "Lav- 
eme A Slurley.”

His presentation of historical charac- 
ten  are based on facts turned up by Allen 
himself through meticulous research. 
Some of the dulogue is irwentive but es­
sentially it is representative of the indi- 
vidual's personal beliefs.

Each one speaks in the patois of his era 
and b  dressed authentically — again 
through careful research — to represent 
hu tune and place in hbtory.

"We couldn't have Abraham Lincoln 
appear in a leuure suit.” Allen uid. “ It 
just wouldn't provide the sort of attitude 
we're striving for.

"I work hard to bnng a sense of reality 
and immediacy to the shows while trying 
to avoid becoming too mtellectual. I nev­
er forget the show must succeed as dra­
ma or it won't succeed at all.

"So I employ a lot of chaUcnging de­
bate and dramatic conflict in the script 
and in the casting. Both take an enor­
mous amount of time That’s why we can 

r do su  shows a year, 
try to bring together people who 

wouldn't get along with one another — 
an Idealist like Sun Yat Sen and a cynic 
like MachiavcUi ”

Allen strives to bring into focus each of 
the character's personalities, foibles and 
individaal kinks aloag with their public 
postures and philosophies on a variety of 
subjects.

Hu primary problem b  casting Be­
cause great religious leaders, politicians, 
a rtub  and philosophers require bravura 
performances, most of America's movie 
and TV stars are elumnated from consid­
eration.

Allen's casting difficulties are further 
complicated by the fact that be tries to 
find actors who physically resemble the 
individuab Involved.

"If it weren’t for my wile, Jayne, I'd 
never be able to do the show,” Allen uid. 
' She plays almost all the female charac­
ters because she b  one of the few Ameri­
can actresses who can perform in an epic 
manner.

“Among others, Jayne h u  appeared u  
Marie Antoinette, Cleopatra, Susan B. 
Anthony, Florence Nightingale and CUz- 
abeth Barrett Browning.

"American actresses, even more than 
American acton, just aren't cut out to 
play hbtorical characten in the grand

manner. Sometimes It taku  six months 
to find the right actor for a role.

"Take Martin Luther, lor instance. You 
can't have Don Knotts'play the role.”

While "Meeting of the Minds” b  re­
stricted to PBS and iU tiny ratings in thb 
country, Allen h u  a standing offer from 
Englbh TV to bring hb show there. He b 
tempted if for no other reason than the 
enormous pool of English actors who are 
perfectly suited for the sort of acting his 
series demands.

"I can only do sb  new shows a season 
because so much time b  required for 
writing and research. Some day 1 may 
take the English up on their offer. View- 
e n  over there are much more inclined to

watch a show like ours.'
Allen deplora the dearth of intellec­

tually stunubting shows in network 
prune time but b  unable to do anything 
about it. He took "Meeting of the Minds” 
to all three networks before fiiully turn­
ing to PBS.

CBS came closest to buying the show 
but told Allen the concept w u  too worth­
while to be slotted on Sunday afternoons.

"ABC and NBC said the show would 
end up on PBS and they were right," Al­
len uys resignedly.

"Of course, I decry the lack of intellec­
tual shows on the tube. There's no place 
for it under current guidelinu and I see 
no prospeeb for change."

CINCINNATI (AP) -  Wanii«! Diet­

For five years, their Clinic for Eating 
Disorders has been trying to get people

They offer no magic diets, no promise 
of wfipit loM. In f ^  after 15 weeks of 
goli|.to  weekly clinks, roost people 
shof p p  average weight loss of four 
pounar

The cost of treatment at the clinic, 
which is part of the department of psy­
chiatry at the University of Cincinnati 
CoHege of Medicine, is gtt a week for ei­
ther a two-hour group session or a one- 
hour individual session.

What the clinic docs offer is peace of 
mind. The clinic's message is sknple: If it 
feeb good to eat that hamburger, maybe 
it would be better to go ahead a ^  cat it 
instead of trying to starve 

In fact, the three psychologists have 
found that dieting seldm does any good in 
the long run for many of thek clients.

"Being hungry sets off an evolutionary 
alarm, a panic reaction far stronger, be­
cause it is more fundamental thm any 
motivation to become thin,” Miss Dyren­
forth said. “Tm going to starve!' the 
alarm says. The body fights back. It 
wants to live.”

All of the 200 patients the three have 
seen in the past five years have some­
thing in common. All have spent yean 
trying to lose weight. And th^  all have 
run the dietary gauntlet while trying to 
achieve the ideal of the slim American. 
In fact, no one can enroll in the clinic un­
til Ihcytiavc tried a reputable diet pro­
gram.

"Using the breath image again, we try 
to get them to breathe a tittle less each 
time until it becomes a habit." said Miss 
DyaaBSth.
