O the younger generation of baseball fans the
name of George Washington Bradley may not
be familiar. When vou think of the great stars
of the past your mind naturally reverts 1o A. G.
Spaulding, Pop Ansen, Wee Willie Keeler,
Honus Wagner, Christy Mathewson, Big Ed Walsh, Chief
Bender and similar bright lishts of the diamond who helped
to make baseball the greal game that it 1. ° .

The odds are you will not include Bradley. Yet he is
one of the unsung heroes of the national pastime, for back
in the days when baszeball was in its infancy —the first year
of the National League—he lung up a set of records
which ‘have yet to. be zhattered.

On July 15, 1876, a little over 54 years ago, Bradley,
pitching for St. Louts. held Hanford to no hits and no
rune. It was the first no-hit game in the National Leaghe.

“That's right,” Bradley told me recently. “l pitched
the first no-hit game in the National League.”

There was no egotism in his voice, not even the sem-
blance of pride. It was a simple, matter-of-fact statement.

That first no-hit game was more than just a no-hit game—
not a Hastford batter reached first baze. While more tham
a half century has passed since Bradley turned in that per-
i;l Igam. but five players since then have accomplished
1 eal.

OHN M. WARD of the old Providence Grays and
J. Lee Richmond of the Worcester Nationals turned
the trick back in 1880: Cy Young of the Boston

Americans came through with a perfect game on May 3.
1904 ; Addie Joss of the Cleveland Indians did
it oan October 2 four years later., and Charhe
Robertson of the Chicago White Sox on Apnl
30, 1922.

In those early davs of the National  League
games were not piﬁ}'r‘j vacl l!--_\" as i:\ the cus-
tom pow. lnstead, 1uesday, Thurday and Sat-
uiday were the playing days, Thiee gamies con-
stituted a series.

In the series with Hartford o July. 1876,
Biadley, to use the sling expressim. was “the
whole works.” He pitched all three games, shut-
ting out Hartford fer 27 innings, and thereby
accomplishing an “i1mon man "
stunt that hus not-heen—reaualed-in
either the National or Anierican
leagues. -

On July 11 Bradley held Hast-
ford to four hits and no runs, He
licked them on July 13, holding
them down to five safe blows and
no runs. Then. on the 15th, he
pitched his perfect game.

That record las been approached, but never equaled.

ALTER JOHNSON of the Washington Senators

approached it when he shut out the New York

Yankees, September 4, 5 and 7, 1908. Johnson
pitched 27 consecitive immings against the same club. but
the Yankees got hits in every game.

Cy Young, that famous pitcher of yestervear, pitched
22 consecutive years in the major leagues. He tumed in
three no-hit games. Forty-five consecutive innings without
a run being scored by opponents was credited o Young.
But he was not facing the same team in all the games and
had a fair rest between the five contests,

Bradley is now a Philadelphia policeman. He has been
a member of the Quaker City force since he gave up play-
ing baseball "way back in the 1880, Although too old for
active service. he sull semains on the force. He is one of
the police guards on duty at City Hall. his duties consisting
chiefly of keeping ambulance cliasers, polifical hangers-on
and similar small fry. the like of which are to be found
congregated in the corridors of every city hall, on the move.

I'o look at Bradley one would never imagie that he 15
nearing 73, Tive. lus hair is snow-white, but his eyes are
clear and sparkling, his complesion ruddy, his carriage s
as straight as an Indian's, and he walks with the spap of a
soldier.

When 1 talkedk with him he would rot admit anything
remarkable in the fact that he was the lirst man to putch a
perfect no-hit game.

9 FIRST played professional baseball in 1874, Brad-
ley said. 'l went up ta Fasten, Pa., and joined the
team there, playing fist base. We weren't in any

league, but we played all the Lig league teams—the At-

lanties of Brooklyn, the Mutuals of New Yoik, the Red

Steckings of Cincinnati, and the rest of them. And we

beat the majority of then, too.

“The present National League had not been organized
then. The league they had in those davs was known as the
National Association of Baseball Players, but it was on
ils last legs, in its last year, in fact

“The Boston team was the whole show in these days.

“That summer William H, Hulbert came on from Chi-
cago and got A. G, Spaulding and some of the other star
players of the Boston team 1o sign contracts to play with
Chicago the following year. That raised an awful rumpus.
The rule of the association was that no player could sign
with "another team until the end of the current playing sea-
son. The National Association threatened 8 blacklist them.

“As a result, Hulbert, with the backing of the western
clubs, succeeded in organizing the National League the
iollowhj winter, Hulbert was & Chicago business man,
who had always been interested in baschall, and when he

At every
mportant game a swarm of gamblers carried on their opes-
ations without the slightest concealment. They would often
carry with them satchels filled with ome, two, five and
10-dollar bills and make their bets while flonrishing a lot
of greenbacks in their hands at every stage of the play—
betting on baze hits, on innings and on the fmal resull.

“In the course of time the players became badly cor-
rupted by the gamblers, and the public was so disgusted
that it looked as though the sport, as a professional one, at
least, would go to picces.

“I started pitching up there in Easton and when Hul-
bert arganized the National League | had an offer to pitch
for St. Louis and accepted.

“I remember distinctly one of the first games 1 pitched
out ther=. It was against Boston and | won it. It gave me
a‘goed bit of a thrll, for Boston had won 25 straight games
and had just come from Chicago after cleaning up the
series with Spaulding'’s team.™

Basehall records show that in this game against Boston
Bradley allowed but one hit. The score was 5-0.

RADLEY played with St. Louis for two years. Of
the game which brought him his fame—the no-hit
game—he had little to say.

“Ia 1877." he declared, tuming the comversation away
from the no-hit game. "1 went to Cha We won the
championship that year. Spaulding and | carried most of
the pitching burden, and if I dv say it myself we did a
darn good job of it, too.

*Speaking of Spaulding, there was a fine man. There
was never a finer one. how he loved baseball! It was
his religion. But above all things he wanted it on the
square. He didn't want crookedvess or gambling attached
to it. and it was larpely through his efforts that the game
1s what 1t s today.”

“Onemslly,” Bradley says, “the rule was that a pitcher
had ta keep the ball below his hip in delivesing it and, of
course. this naturally compelled him to deliver the under-
hand throw. Aling about 1882, however, with the advent
of the American Association, the rules were changed and
the pitcher was permitted to raise his arm as high as his
shoulder in delivering the ball, That was a direct step for-
ward. Finally, about 1890, the rules were changed agamn
and no restrictions whatever were placed on the height at
which the pitcher might deliver the ball.

“So you see it wasn't any physical weakoess or lack of
skill, but the rules of the game, dul prevented the develop-
ment back in those early days of baseball of such u.-.n.nL
able speed ajiists as Rui-: \i'd.ddcu and Walter Johuson.™
