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of that particular area," Sparks said. "That re-
view analyzes what they have accomplished
through the objectives that they have set,
goals that they have reached, through a three-
year period. We look at data related to that.

Sparks said the reviews start with a self-
assessment by the program or department in
question.

"They do a self-assessment first then they
turn that information in to the Institutional
Effectiveness Review Committee. There's a
group of people, and it's made up of people
from across the district. Peers. They analyze
that information," she said. "They make rec-
ommendations for how they could improve
that particular area, and that information
is given back to the department. The depart-
ment comes up with a program improvement
plan, and then they report on it."

Each department goes through the process
every three years, Sparks said.

"Every department and program is on a cy-
cle, so we're reviewing so many every year,"
she said. "There were 13 that went through
the process this year, and we were giving the
board the highlights of what was found in
those program reviews."

The reviews are most always a mixture
of "doing great" and "needs improvement,"
Sparks said.

"There's always positive, and there's always
things that are recommended, suggestions for
improvement, things that people can work on.
It's a continuous quality-improvement pro-
cess. There's always recommendations that
will come out of a program review."

Student surveys were also discussed at the
meeting.

"We also addressed surveys that we've been
doing, and gave the board highlights of differ-
ent questions within the surveys and how the
students responded," Sparks said. "We looked
at what is called the 'SENSE' survey, which is
the Survey of Entering Student Engagement.
That's anationwide survey that we participate
in. We looked at how we compare with our co-
hort in different areas. What we're trying to
do with the SENSE survey is, we're trying to
make sure we have early connections with
students, we're trying to advise them to make
sure they have a clear academic path and plan
in place. So we are surveying our students to
see whether we are doing those things."

Sparks said she was encouraged by the
SENSE survey results.

"As compared to our cohort, which is a
small-college cohort, our participation was
greater than some in our cohort, so we were
pleased with that," she said. "There are some
things that we need to work on. We want to
improve, and we are working on ways to be
able to do that."

Another survey probed students' satisfac-
tion with Howard College's services.

"We look at students and their satisfaction
with, like, the registrar's office, financial aid,
academics, and so on, and we reviewed that
with the board as well," Sparks said. "With
that, if we see something that our students
are telling us that we need to address, if we
see something that looks like there's an issue,
then we go back in and try to set objectives
based on what our students are telling us to
improve that satisfaction."

Analysis of student "contact hours" - the
total number of hours the students are sched-
uled to be in class — were also up for discus-
sion. For example, a student in a 3-semester-
hour course lasting 16 weeks adds 48 contact
hours to the total, the total number of hours
the student should be in class for that course.

"Contact hours, that's the way we're funded,
by the number of contact hours we generate,"
Sparks said. "Base year begins on March 1 of
even-numbered years, and it goes through
February of the next odd year. That's when
we're in legislative session. The contact hours
that we generate during that base year, dur-
ing the next legislative session, that's what
we're funded on for the next two years. So
what we are doing, we have always tracked
how we're doing with contact hours, but we're
trying to be more purposeful about looking
not just year to year, but looking how the off
year would relate to the last base year to see
what would happen with our funding going
forward."

In other business, board member Maxwell
Barr was sworn in for his next term of ser-
vice. Barr, the incumbent, ran unopposed in
the recent election. Board member Adrian
Calvio also ran unopposed, but was absent
from Monday's meeting and will be sworn in
at the next board meeting.

The last of the non-fiction books
in this shipment is “Kennedy and
King” by Steven Levingston (973.922
LEV S).

The story of civil rights in the early
1960s is a tale of courageous sit-ins
and marches, police brutality, vio-
lence, and murder. John F. Kennedy
and Martin Luther King Jr.
were a pair of gifted, char-
ismatic, and ambitious
leaders from two different
worlds. When they first
met, they had little natural
rapport. Kennedy was cool
and witty, and King taut ||
and high-minded.

Over the next three years,
it was King, more than
any other figure, who led

father’s side when he took the same
oath.

They spent their college years
watched over by Secret Service
agents and became fodder for the
tabloids, with teenage mistakes mak-
ing national headlines. In this book,
they share intimate moments behind
the scenes of their lives,
as well as stories about
their family, their unex-
pected adventures, their
loves and losses, and the
sisterly bond that means
everything to them.

The autobiography,
“Born to Run,” by
Bruce Springsteen (B
| SPR B) came to be af-

Kennedy to finally make a
moral commitment to civil
rights; and it was Kennedy’s hesita-
tion that prompted King to achieve
his greatest potential as an activist.
This book delivers a narrative both
public and intimate: the risky strate-
gies, secret meetings, outrageous per-
sonalities, and private struggles that
absorbed the lives of these two men
and forever bound them together.
Next, I have two biography books
to tell you about. “Sisters First”
by Jenna Bush Hager and Barbara
Pierce Bush (B BUS J) tells us how
as small children, they watched their
grandfather become president, and
twelve years later, they stood by their

and the E Street Band
performed at the Super
Bowl!’s halftime show in 2009.

Over the past seven years, Bruce
privately devoted himself to writing
the story of his life, bringing hon-
esty, humor, and originality found
in his songs. He describes growing
up Catholic amid the poetry, danger,
and darkness that fueled his imagina-
tion. He vividly recounts his relent-
less drive to become a musician. With
disarming candor, he also tells of the
personal struggles that inspired his
best work, and shows us why the song
“Born to Run” reveals more than we
previously realized.

I’ll finish up with a couple of mys-

tery books. In “The Terminal List”
by Jack Carr (M CAR J), Lieutenant
Commander James Reece’s entire
team was Kkilled in a catastrophic am-
bush that also claimed the lives of the
aircrew sent in to rescue them. Reece
discovers that this was not an act of
war by a foreign enemy but a conspir-
acy that runs to the highest levels of
his own government.

With nothing to lose, Reece applies
lessons learned in more than a decade
of constant warfare toward avenging
the deaths of his family and team-
mates. James Reece is on a one-man
mission to confront the corruption of
absolute power and those who would
do anything to achieve it.

In “The Third Victim” by Phillip
Margolin (M MAR P), a woman tells a
horrific story about being kidnapped,
then tortured, until she finally man-
aged to escape. Two other women,
bearing similar burns and bruises,
were found dead. The surviving vic-
tim identifies the house where she
was held captive, and the owner, Alex
Mason, is arrested. He loudly insists
upon his innocence, but his wife’s
statements about his sexual sadism
and the physical evidence found at
the scene are damning.

Regina Barrister is a legendary
criminal defense attorney who has
agreed to take on the seemingly im-
possible task of defending Alex Ma-
son. For Robin Lockwood, a young
lawyer who has just started to work

for Regina, this will be her first big
trial. She is worried both about her
boss’s behavior and the ironclad case
against their client. Lurking in the
details of the case is something that
bothers Robin, something that might
reveal a very chilling story.

I've run out of time so until next
week I leave you with a couple of
quotes:

State owes counties

$2.6 billion for
indigent defense costs

SAN ANGELO, Texas (AP) — Texas county
commissioners say the state of Texas owes its
254 counties about $2.6 billion in for the cost of
providing indigent defendants a proper trial de-
fense.

Cary Roberts, a spokesman for the Texas As-
sociation of Counties, tells The Associated Press
the figure dates back to the 2001 start of the state's
indigent defense program. He said providing
proper indigent defense "continues to be one of
the cost drivers that continue to make it difficult
on counties to balance their budgets."

The figure was highlighted by Tom Green
County Precinct Commissioner Ralph Hoel-
scher, who mentioned the figure at a Tuesday
Commissioners Court meeting. The San Angelo
Standard-Times reports he told commission col-
leagues that the West Texas county alone is owed
$18.5 billion.

Lawyer sorry after
video negates Texas
trooper assault claim

WAXAHACHIE, Texas (AP) — The lawyer for a
woman who accused a Texas trooper of sexual as-
sault during a traffic stop has apologized after the
release of body camera video that appears to con-
tradict her claims.

Lee Merritt said in a statement Wednesday that
he is "sorry for any trouble these claims may have
caused."

The Texas Department of Public Safety released
the video late Tuesday.

The nearly two-hour video shows the unidenti-
fied trooper questioning the 37-year-old woman ear-
ly Sunday, arresting her on a DWI charge and pro-
cessing her at the Ellis County jail, south of Dallas.

Merritt initially claimed the trooper offered to let
his client go in exchange for sexual favors. He also
said the trooper groped her.

DPS Lt. Lonny Haschel described the claims as
"despicable."

New Mexico files
counterclaims in water

fight with Texas

ALBUQUERUQUE, N.M. (AP) — New Mexico
is accusing Texas of mismanaging its share of
water from the Rio Grande and failing to plan for
drought.

The claims were leveled in court documents filed
late Tuesday as the states wrangle over manage-
ment of the river.

Texas took its case to the U.S. Supreme Court in
2013 in response to a legal challenge by former New
Mexico Attorney General Gary King.

Current Attorney General Hector Balderas says
he's ready to move ahead with his own legal strat-
egy, saying Texas and the federal government also
bear responsibility to ensure the region has a sus-
tainable water future.

New Mexico says it is meeting water delivery re-
quirements. Texas wants the state to stop pumping
groundwater along the southern border, arguing
that the pumping depletes the aquifer that would
otherwise drain back into the river and flow south.

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Digital Life: Cutting back on a constant smartphone habit

NEW YORK — Why are we checking Facebook, In-
stagram, Twitter, then Facebook again when we just
wanted to check the weather?

Turns out, smartphone addiction is by design.
Think of the constant stream of notifications, color
schemes in apps and all the "likes," followers and in-
game trophies. Our phones and apps are designed
to give us short-term, feel-good rewards, so we'll use
them longer — at the expense of reading, enjoying
the moment or simply being bored.

Some companies are relenting in response to con-
cerns from customers and experts. Google's next op-
erating system , for instance, will come with a "wind
down" mode; the screen will automatically fade to
grey at a designated time before bed. Another fea-
ture will automatically put your phone in "do not
disturb" mode if you flip it face down on a table.

But most Android phones won't get this system,
Android P, until late this year or even next year, if at
all. And it's unclear if Apple plans similar features
for the iPhone.

So, for now, here's how you can outsmart the
smartphone yourself:

LIMIT NOTIFICATIONS

Notice those red dots on iPhones and Samsung
phones showing how many unread messages, news
items or app updates you have left to read? Of course,
you have.

"Red is a trigger color that instantly draws our at-
tention," notes The Center for Humane Technology
, an organization that promotes a healthier, less de-
pendent relationship to technology.

Other Android phones running the most recent
version, Oreo, have smaller dots. There are no num-
bers, and colors are more subtle, but the concept is
the same: to lure you into opening the app.

To foil that on iPhones and most recent Android
phones, go to your phone's settings and turn off the
dots, known as badges, for all but the handful of apps
you care most about. These might be messaging apps
you use with friends, or news services you want
breaking-news alerts from. But do you really need a
red dot for the 2,346 unread emails you have?

You can also turn off push notifications, app by
app.

With Facebook, you'll need to go to the app's own
settings to turn off the dozens of notification catego-
ries, such as "updates on your friends since you last
logged in." Turning a category off will turn off dots
for that category, too.

DETOX REGULARLY

It can be as simple as going to the bathroom with-
out your phone or turning it off during meal times
or even every Saturday. Leaving your phone behind
helps your brain reset.

If you need a prompt on just why you should "de-
tox," try Moment, an app that automatically tracks
how much you use your iPhone or iPad each day. It's
not perfect, as the timer runs anytime your screen
is unlocked, even if you've stepped away. Still, the
results will probably surprise you. For Android,
there's an app called QualityTime.

SET A SCHEDULE

Nir Eyal, author of "Hooked: How to Build Habit-
Forming Products," compares humans to lab mice
in an experiment of random rewards. Mice, it turns
out, respond "most voraciously to random rewards,"
Eyal wrote in 2012 .

Social media apps have perfected the art of random
rewards. You don't know when you'll get a friend re-

quest, or a like, or even when you'll see a new post
from a friend. Cue endless check-ins and scrolling.

Set aside a specific time each day to check Face-
book — or email, or instant messages. Then resist
the urge until the next scheduled time.

Along those lines, try deleting the Facebook app
from your phone and check only from a computer.
This could help reduce the temptation to check all
day.

TURN OFF AUTOPLAY

Binge-watching might be fun sometimes, but it
shouldn't be standard behavior. Services like You-
Tube and Netflix often play the next video automati-
cally. Turn that off in the settings. Otherwise, it's
easy to forget where time went in the middle of a

GET AN ALARM CLOCK

There was a time not too long ago when we were
able to wake up without our phones, using a magical
device called an alarm clock. Get one.

The Center for Humane Technology suggests ban-
ishing phones from your bedside, if not the entire
bedroom. This should make for better sleep, partly
because the blue light emitted from your phone can
delay your body's release of melatonin, which helps
your body go to sleep at night. But perking up after
a bedtime Facebook "like" or getting anxious after
reading a news story can also disrupt your ZZZs.

So, put your phone a little further and who knows,
you might even wake up and say good morning to
your partner instead of checking your phone before

you're even out of bed.

Police release 2,100 pages of
Las Vegas shooting documents

LAS VEGAS — Police in
Las Vegas released docu-
ments Wednesday that
they said contain dispatch
logs and additional officer
reports about the investi-
gation into the deadliest
mass shooting in modern
U.S. history.

The release of some 2,100
pages of documents fol-
lowed a court order after
The Associated Press and
other media organizations
sued for information on
the Oct. 1 shooting that
killed 58 people and in-

jured hundreds more.

More than seven months
after the attack, the key
unanswered question re-
mains a motive for the
rampage. Police and the
FBI have said they don't know
what led Stephen Paddock to
open fire from his high-rise ho-
tel room onto an outdoor concert
below.

They have said they believe
Paddock, 64, a retired accoun-
tant, real estate investor and
high-stakes gambler, acted alone
and that the attack had nolink to
international terrorism.

Clark County Sheriff Joe Lom-
bardo has said police compiled
thousands of documents and
amassed hundreds of hours of
video, including witness cell-
phone recordings and
footage from officers'
body-worn cameras.

The department has
been releasing the infor-
mation in waves, with

names and identifying character-
istics of witnesses blacked out. It
has not provided all the materi-
als it collected.

Some 1,200 pages of similar
police reports and witness state-
ments released last week un-
veiled accounts from two people
who said a person they believed
to be the gunman ranted in the
days prior the attack about the
U.S. government and gun con-
trol.

Footage from two officers' body
cameras released May 2 showed

where Paddock is seen dead amid
a cache of assault-style weapons.

Authorities say Paddock broke
windows on the 32nd floor of
the hotel and fired for about 10
minutes into a concert crowd of
22,000 people at an open-air ven-
ue on the Las Vegas Strip.

only a fraction of the region was expe-
riencing low levels of dryness.

With the region's water resources
strained, a top federal official has
resumed pressure on states in the
Southwest to wrap up long-delayed
emergency plans for potential short-
ages on the Colorado River, which
serves 40 million people in the U.S.
and Mexico.

"We face an overwhelming risk on
the system, and the time for action
is now," Bureau of Reclamation Com-
missioner Brenda Burman said Tues-
day. She spoke before the Imperial
Irrigation District in Southern Cali-
fornia, one of the biggest single users
of the Colorado River.

The drought has hit the Colorado
River hard. Forecasters say the river
will carry only about 43 percent of its
average amount of water this year
into Lake Powell, one of two big reser-
voirs on the system.

There's a 52 percent chance that
Mexico and the states of Arizona and
Nevada will take a mandatory cut in
their share of water in 2020 under the
agreements governing the river, fore-
casters have said.

In New Mexico, stretches of the
Rio Grande — another one of North
America's longest rivers — have al-
ready gone dry as federal biologists
have been forced to scoop up as many
endangered Rio Grande silvery min-
nows as possible so they can be moved
upstream.

The river this summer is expected
to dry as far north as Albuquerque,
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New Mexico's most populous city.
The area saw its first major dose of
rain this week, bringing an end to a
54-day dry spell. It wasn't enough to
make up for months without mean-
ingful precipitation.

Management of the Rio Grande and
the groundwater associated with it is
at the center of a legal battle that has
been simmering before the U.S. Su-
preme Court since 2013.

New Mexico Attorney General Hec-
tor Balderas late Tuesday filed coun-
terclaims against Texas and the fed-
eral government, claiming they also
bear responsibility to ensure proper
allocation and accounting of water if
the region hopes to have a sustainable
future.

"While this case initially should
have been resolved without filing
a costly lawsuit, I am excited New
Mexico will finally get to tell its uni-
fied story about how Texas and the
United States have unfairly tried to
scapegoat New Mexico," Balderas
said Wednesday.

Texas officials did not immediately
return a message seeking comment
on New Mexico's claims.

Balderas, who inherited the case
from former Attorney General Gary
King, said he's still hoping to resolve
the lawsuit but wants to protect New
Mexicans from paying "an unjust
price."

It could be years before the court is-
sues aruling on the merits of the case.
Depending on the outcome, New Mex-
ico could be forced to pay millions of
dollars in damages despite the state's
claims that water deliveries have
been met and that Texas has not suf-
fered any damages.

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Rockets to honor Texas school shooting victims before Game 5

HOUSTON (AP) — When the Houston Rockets
suit up for Thursday night's Western Conference
finals game, they'll carry onto the court a remem-
brance of the 10 people who lost their lives in last
week's Texas school shooting in Santa Fe.

Each player's uniform will feature a gray rectan-
gular patch on one shoulder that will read: "Santa
Fe HS" when they meet the Golden State Warriors
in Game 5. The words will be in green writing with
a yellow outline as a nod to the school's colors.

"If it moves two or three people to understand that

we've got to have some change, that would be great,"
coach Mike D'Antoni said. "Your heart goes out to
them and it puts you back in reality real quick. It's
just time for something to change. We just can't go
on (like this)."

The patches are one of several tributes the team
plans in the first home game since Friday's shoot-
ing. Eight students and two teachers died at the
school, located 30 miles from downtown Houston.
A 17-year-old student is being held on capital mur-
der charges.

The high school's choir will perform the national
anthem and there will be a moment of silence and

a video tribute prior to tipoff to remember the vic-
tims.

Before answering questions about the series Fri-
day, Chris Paul sent his condolences to those affect-
ed by the shooting, and the star guard addressed
the tragedy again in an on-court interview with
TNT after Tuesday night's win.

"The city of Houston, we're going to need you,"
Paul said. "We're going to need you Game 5. The
city has been through a tough time with the things
in Santa Fe. But ... hopefully basketball can be a
way that people can come and ease their minds if
only for a second. Houston, we're coming home."

Santa Fe's senior class, which is about 300 stu-
dents, and administrators have been invited to at-
tend the game as guests of owner Tilman Fertitta.
The Rockets also will honor first responders on the
court. Fertitta was born and grew up in Galveston,
Texas, which is in the same county as Santa Fe,
and hopes his gesture can help raise the spirits of
students trying to find a sense of normalcy after the
shooting.

"I have roots in Galveston County. Everybody
knows that," Fertitta told reporters Tuesday night.
"I played on that football field in Santa Fe. We just
wanted to step up ... just something we can do to
recognize the deceased and let the survivors have
a great time."

Proceeds from Thursday night's charity raffle
will go to the Santa Fe Strong Memorial Fund.

The Rockets have joined the city's other profes-
sional sports teams in honoring those affected by
the shooting. On Tuesday, the Houston Astros
donned T-shirts during batting practice that said:
"Santa Fe Strong." Houston Texans star J.J. Watt
pledged to pay for the funerals of all the victims and
visited with some of those wounded in the shooting
at a local hospital Monday.

"We have to all come together, obviously, poli-
ticians mainly, need to come together and get it
right," Texans' coach Bill O'Brien said. "Whatever
the answer is, they need to come together and get
it right because it's got to stop happening. But what
J.J. has done, nothing surprises me with J.J. He
really cares about Houston. He cares about people,
and it's a great thing."

What's next? NFL sparks new questions with anthem policy

ATLANTA (AP) — With its popular-
ity threatened and critics stretching
all the way to the White House, the
NFL just wanted to get past the debate
over taking a knee during the nation-
al anthem.

Put the focus back on football.

Instead, the league seemed to mud-
dle the divisive issue even more with
a new policy that stirred up defend-
ers of free speech, prompted a couple
of owners to quickly backtrack and
raised all sorts of potential questions
heading into next season.

After a tumultuous season, NFL
owners wrapped up their spring
meeting in Atlanta by announcing
Wednesday that players would be
required to stand for the national
anthem if they're on the field before
a game, but gave them the option of
staying in the locker room if they
wanted to carry on the Colin Kaepe-
rnick-inspired campaign against po-
lice brutality and social injustice.

Commissioner Roger Goodell called
it a compromise that respected the
wishes of everyone, from those who

consider "The Star-Spangled Banner"
a sacred part of the American experi-
ence to those who believe the right to
protest during the anthem is also in
the best tradition of a free but imper-
fect society.

Yet, it was clear to everyone that the
owners wanted to quell a firestorm by
moving any further protests away
from the public eye — especially if it
lured back disgruntled fans while ap-
peasing President Donald Trump and
his vocal base of support.

Kneel if you like.

But stay out of sight.

"This is a fear of the diminished bot-
tom line," said defensive end Chris
Long of the Super Bowl champion
Philadelphia Eagles . "It's also fear of
a president turning his base against
a corporation. This is not patriotism.
Don't get it confused. These owners
don't love America more than the
players demonstrating and taking
real action to improve it."

Trump stoked the issue during a
political campaign, saying the NFL
should fire any players who kneel
during the anthem . During an inter-
view that aired Thursday morning on

"Fox & Friends," he praised the league
for doing "the right thing."

"You have to stand proudly for
the national anthem," Trump said.
Or "you shouldn't be playing, you
shouldn't be there. Maybe they
shouldn't be in the country."

Vice President Mike Pence called
it "a win for the fans, a win for (the
president), and a win for America."

The NFL didn't consult the play-
ers' union on its new policy, though
Goodell stressed that the league had
talked to countless players over the
past year and was committed both fi-
nancially and philosophically to the
fight for social justice .

"We want people to be respectful of
the national anthem. We want people
to stand," Goodell said. "We've been
very sensitive on making sure that
we give players choices, but we do
believe that moment is an important
moment and one that we are going to
focus on."

In an attempt to quell a potential
challenge from the NFL Players Asso-
ciation, the league said any violations
of the new rules would result in fines
against teams — not individual play-

ers.

But the league also gave teams the
option of developing their own work-
place rules, which many players in-
terpreted as a backhanded way of
subjecting them to fines — or worse
— should they carry on with the pro-
tests.

"If the team says 'this is what we're
doing,' and ownership (does too), you
either deal with it or you're probably
going to get cut," Pittsburgh Steelers
guard Ramon Foster said.

The head of the NFLPA, DeMaurice
Smith , angrily denounced the NFL's
decision and called it a blow against
America's most basic rights — free-
dom of speech.

Since the new policy is a change in
the terms and conditions of employ-
ment that was not collectively bar-
gained, any attempts to fine individ-
ual players would surely be opposed
by the union.

"History has taught us that both pa-
triotism and protest are like water; if
the force is strong enough it cannot
be suppressed," Smith wrote on

The biggest swings ordinarily arise
in hands where a slam is bid. For
example, if South makes six hearts
(undoubled) in this deal. he scores
1,430 points, while if he goes down
one. he loses 100 points.

A 1,530-point swing is not to be
sneezed at, so anything the defenders
can do to stop a slam is well worth
the effort.

For this reason, a special conven-
tion designed specifically for such
situations was devised many years
ago. According to this convention,

vention is that a player sometimes
can’t double a slam that would go
down with normal defense. This is
because the double might cause part-
ner to make an abnormal Icad that
could hand declarer the contract.
However, this restriction on dou-
bling usually costs only 50 or 100

points, which is a minor loss, whereas |

reserving the double for hands that |

require a particular opening lead

might save the defenders as much as |

1,000 or 1,500 points. One can there-
fore expect to profit considerably by
employing this convention, while at
the same time risking very little.

In the present case, for example,
if East does not double six hearts and
West makes the normal diamond
lead, South [inishes with an overtrick
and scores 1,460 points. But if East
doubles, instructing West not to lead
a diamond but to choosc an unusual
lead, the defenders can defeat the
slam.

It should not be difficult for West
to figure out that the unusual lead in
this case is a spade — the suit dummy
opened the bidding with. So West
leads a spade, East ruffs and cashes
the ace of clubs, and the slam goes
down the drain.

There are
221 days left in the year.

Today's Highlight in History:

On May 24, 1968, the Rolling
Stones single "Jumpin' Jack
Flash" was released in the
United Kingdom by Decca
Records.

On this date:

In 1775, John Hancock was
unanimously elected President
of the Continental Congress in
Philadelphia, succeeding
Peyton Randolph.

In 1844, Samuel F.B. Morse
transmitted the message "What
hath God wrought" from
Washington to Baltimore as he
formally opened America's

first telegraph line.
In 1883, the Brooklyn Bridge,
linking Brooklyn and

Manhattan, was dedicated by
President Chester Alan Arthur
and New York Gov. Grover
Cleveland.

In 1918, Bela Bartok's one-act
opera "Bluebeard's Castle" had
its premiere in Budapest.

In 1937, in a set of rulings, the
U.S. Supreme Court upheld the
constitutionality of the Social
Security Act of 1935.

In 1941, the German battle-
ship Bismarck sank the British
battle cruiser HMS Hood in the
North Atlantic, killing all but
three of the 1,418 men on board.

In 1958, United Press
International was formed
through a merger of the United
Press and the International
News Service.

In 1962, astronaut Scott
Carpenter became the second
American to orbit the Earth as
he flew aboard Aurora 7.

Ten years ago: British actor
Rob Knox, 18, who had com-
pleted filming a minor role in
"Harry Potter and the Half-
Blood Prince," was stabbed to
death during a brawl in
London. (His attacker was later
sentenced to life in prison.)
Comedy performer and direc-
tor Dick Martin of TV's "Laugh-
In" fame died in Santa Monica,

California, at age 86.

Five years ago: President
Barack Obama addressed the
sexual assault epidemic stain-
ing the military, telling U.S.

BOSTON (AP) — LeBron James is
tired. The young Boston Celtics seem
to be getting stronger.

Rookie Jayson Tatum scored 24
points — his ninth 20-point game of
the postseason — and Boston beat
Cleveland 96-83 on Wednesday night
to take a 3-2 lead in the best-of-seven
Eastern Conference finals.

The Celtics held James to two
fourth-quarter points, earning their
10th straight victory in Boston to re-
main perfect at home this postseason
and move within one win of their first
trip to the NBA Finals since 2010.

"I just enjoy playing in the big mo-
ments, in the big games. That's when
I have the most fun," said Tatum, who
needs one more 20-point game to tie

Kareem Abdul-Jabbar's rookie record
of 10 in a postseason.

"I can't say it enough: We're one win
away from being in the finals," Tatum
said. "The playoffs bring the best out
of people."

Game 6 is in Cleveland on Friday
night, with the decisive seventh game
back in Boston on Sunday if neces-
sary. The home team has won every
game so far in the series, and none
has been closer than nine points.

"We're looking forward to having an
opportunity to force a Game 7," said
James, who had 26 points and 10 re-
bounds but also had six turnovers.
"It's up to us to see if we can come
back here for one more."

Al Horford had 15 points and 12
rebounds, and 2l-year-old Jaylen
Brown had 17 points for Boston. Ta-

tum added seven rebounds, four
assists and four steals one day
after finishing a single vote shy
of a unanimous selection to the
NBA's All-Rookie team.

"The sky's the limit" for Ta-
tum , Brown said. "He's going to
continue to get better. He's my
workout partner. I expect it in
myself and I expect it in him."

Kevin Love scored 14 points
for the Cavaliers, who are try-
ing to reach the finals for the
fourth consecutive season.
James has played to the end in
seven straight seasons.

To extend that streak, he'll
need to win two in a row.

One of them will be in Boston.

"Our focus — LeBron's focus
— is to win," Cleveland coach
Tyronn Lue said. "That's the
| only thing that matters."

The Celtics opened a double-
digit lead in the first quarter
and nursed it the rest of the
way, holding on through a
four-minute scoring drought
that saw Cleveland score nine
straight points to cut the defi-
cit to 83-71. But Terry Rozier
hit Horford with an alley-oop to
snap the skid, and that was as close as
the Cavs would get.

Reserves Marcus Morris and Mar-
cus Smart each scored 13.

FADING STAR

James had one basket on four shots
in the fourth quarter, and afterward
conceded that he was worn down. He
finished 1 for 6 from 3-point range in
the game; the Cavaliers made just 9 of
34 attempts from beyond the arc and
shot just 42 percent overall.

"T had my moments, but I think ev-
erybody at this point is tired, worn
down whatever the case may be," he
said. "I was still trying to make plays,
put our team in position to win."

GOONING IT UP

Boston went on a 15-3 run in the
first quarter to turn a three-point defi-

cit into a nine-point lead. The Celtics
scored nine in a row at the end of the
first quarter and into the second to
take a 36-19 lead, their biggest of the
game.

That's when the Cavaliers fought
back .

After a hard defensive play by Mor-
ris sent Larry Nance Jr. into the first
row of seats, Morris appeared to wan-
der over and say something. Nance
to jump up and body checked him;
Morris responded with a one-handed
shove to the face.

Aron Baynes and Brown came in
to break it up, and Terry Rozier put
a body on Nance. After a review, the
referees called technicals on Rozier,
Nance and Morris. Kyle Korver made
the foul shot to make it 36-20 and
Cleveland went on a 9-0 run to cut the
deficit to eight points, 36-28.

But Morris made a long 3-pointer to
stop the scoring drought, and soon hit
another to cap an 8-2 run that made it
a double-digit lead.

Smart said the Celtics wanted to be
more aggressive at home.

"At their place, they were the ag-
gressor," he said. "That showed and
they came up with the victory. We
just wanted to be that team tonight."

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Profar 3-run double trumps 4 Yankees HRs in 12-10 Texas win

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — The Bronx Bombers
are slugging homers at a record pace, and that still
wasn't enough to beat last-place Texas.

Jurickson Profar had a bases-clearing double
that put the Rangers ahead to stay in a wild 12-10
win Wednesday night, when New York hit four
more homers to match a big league record with 21
long balls in a five-game stretch.

"If you look at the guys that are in our lineup, we
can hit," said Yankees starter CC Sabathia, who al-
lowed seven runs in 4 1/3 innings and squandered
all of an early 4-0 lead. "We hit tonight, just got to
pitch better."

Gleyber Torres became the youngest Yankee ever
to homer in three consecutive games and Aaron
Judge hit a 471-foot blast .

Torres, a 21-year-old second baseman playing
in his 27th career game, and Judge both homered
during a six-run fifth to put New York ahead 10-5.
But the Rangers then scored twice in the bottom of
the inning off Sabathia, and got Profar's three-run
double in the sixth to make it 11-10 after reliever
David Robertson (3-2) had already given up a bases-
loaded walk.

"It gave us a lot of confidence," Profar said. "We're
getting better, that's for sure. We're getting bet-
ter every day, and we believe in ourselves. ... We
haven't been showing at the end, but series like
this show it."

Texas is 9-17 at home but took two of three against
New York to win consecutive home series for the
first time this season.

The Yankees (31-15) arrived in Texas with the best
record in the majors. They had won eight consecu-
tive series since splitting a two-game set against
Miami in mid-April. But they are 5-5 overall since
a 17-1 stretch.

"I've got to believe that there's a number of guys
in that clubhouse, some young guys, some veteran
guys, that gained a lot of confidence tonight. A lot
of feel-good," Rangers manager Jeff Banister said.

I went home and took steroids for a
couple weeks and then got myself off
them. I hated to miss Sebring but I
was just so sick I couldn't go there."

Everybody understood.

The harder part, though, is con-
templating a future May without the
iconic first four-time winner around
the speedway.

"I can't imagine IMS without A.J.
Foyt at all. My whole life, when I
think racing, I think A.J. Foyt. He
was my hero growing up," track presi-
dent Doug Boles said. "He may say he
won't show up (in poor condition) but
we'll make sure we get him here."

The team has already started mak-
ing future plans, too.

Foyt handed his adopted son, Lar-
ry, the title of team president, giving
him more of the daily responsibili-
ties. And the coma scare from 2014
prompted Larry Foyt to start consid-
ering how to keep A.J. Foyt Racing in
business and competitive for years to
come.

But those who work with him don't
see Foyt slowing down anytime soon.

"He's crazy. He keeps scaring the
hell out of us. But, I guess when
you're 83 and you're A.J. Foyt he can
do whatever the hell he wants," 2013
Indy winner Tony Kanaan said. "T'll
still drag his butt up here, trust me.
I don't want to think about it (Indy
without Foyt)."
