Press Criticism 
Of Government 
Is Non-Partisan

press in a demorratie community.)

Misconceptions relating to the 
right of the press to criticize, com­
mend or suggest to government bod­
ies, local state or federal, is often 
assailed. For that reason it is essen­
tial that, the position of the press 
in Its relationship to governmental 
bodies should be examined.

Many well-meaning people con­
scientiously believe that tlie press 
should express no conviction upon 
local, state or federal affairs. They 
assume that to offer criticism is to 
become partisan They confuse the 
meaning of the words "indepen­
dent" and ‘‘neutral. There is a 
very real and vital difference be­
tween the two To be independent 
is to reserve the inalienable right of 
every citizen to approve or d isap­
prove of any public matter without, 
thought of servitude to any parti­
cular party or group To be neutral 
is to avoid reference to any conten­
tious matter To sum up the two it, 
would be fair to say that indepen­
dence was that same privilege of 
the individual to decide for him­
self, for which party he shall vote, 
or which church he shall attend 
without pressure from party execu­
tives or religious dignitaries To be 
neutral is to admit that one is not 
prepared to come to a decision or 
make a stand on any matter, and 
therefore, to leave it alone

«A headquarters spokesman re­
ported that ail barge traffic be­
tween Kolombangara and Choiseul 
to the north virtually had ceased, 
indicating the Japanese either had 
quit the island or had given up at­
tempts to remove stragglers who 
have pushed on foot to the northern 
short's».

The Vila Japanese for weeks com­
pressed between American forces to 
the north on Vella Lavella and to 
the south on New Georgia, suffered 
losses not only in their barge re­
treat but also during the daily at­
tacks by American torpedo bomb­
ers and divebombers on their air 
base defenses.

Today’s communique reported de­
struction or damage of 18 barges 
off Choiseul, the staging point to 
which the Vila troops have been 
sent on the way to Bougainville

Estimates of the size of Vila 
.■arrison have ranged from 3.000 to 
10.000 .

Today’s communique reported 
that on Monday a large formation 
of Liberators, screened by Light­
nings and Corsairs, pounded anew 
at Japan's big Kahili airdrome on 
Southern Bougainville, wrecking 
many planes on the ground. Thirty 
Japanese fighters tried to break up 
the raid The Liberators shot, down 
four, the Lightnings two and the 
Corsairs three. All planes returned.

the greatest soldiers America has ever produced.

Gen. Marshall’s report on the first two years 
of the war makes it fairly clear that had not 
MacArthur's delaying actions in the Philippines 
and on Bataan given this country time to get 
squared away. Australia might even now be in 
Japanese hands.

Still another viewpoint has been expressed in 
a letter to last Sunday's Herald Tribune by Agnes 
Smedley, a crusading American schoolteacher who 
went out to China in 1928, became a newspaper 
Correspondent and established herself as one of 
the world’s authorities on modern China.

Miss Smedley believes the command should 
be neither Mountbatten’s nor MacArthur’s, but 
Chiang Kai-shek's. She makes the point that the 
Burmese, for example, have an abiding hatred of 
Britain. She says the Burmese, as is well known, 
helped the Japanese against the British. The 
reopening of the Burma Road will be one of the 
tasks of the Allies, and they are likely to find 

Jh e  Burmese just as unfriendly now as ever—or 
perhaps even more so, now that an English lord, 
symbol of what they hate in England, is in charge 
o f "freeing" them from the Japanese.

Rather than joining our efforts under a re­
formed glamour boy who, she believes, will be 

’ resented by the rank and file of the Americans 
and Australia1 s, to say nothing of the common 
British soldier, she recommends the appointment 
of one of the outstanding Chinese generals. Prop­
erly armed, she asserts, the Chinese could wipe 
out the Japanese, and a Chinese command could 
be set up, offsetting the Japanese slogan" Asia for 
the Asiatics," the tremendous value of which can­
not be denied.

I t  has been suggested that one of the reasons 
why Mountbatten has been given the command 
was to push MacArthur into the shade with re­
spect to the presidential election of 1944.

"OUT OF DEBT, OUT OF DANUtK”
By JERRY VOORHIS

I  have just finished reading another short-cut 
to Utopia by man-made law ifru th er than by 
nature's laws or God’s laws—it is Jerry Voorhuf 
book, "Out of Debt, Out of Danger".

Congressman Voorhis is like many rich men’s 
sons—he lives in the world put he is apart from 
it. He is of a dream world; he is not of the world 
He realizes just enough of the errors in our 
banking laws to make him dangerous. He sees 
the absurdity of the government borrowing syn­
thetic credit from the banks and paying interest 
for it. Possibly his remedy is even less dangerous 
than the present remedy of letting the banks creats 
bank credit for tpe politicians to spend. Voorhis 
would simply have the government buy "the Fed­
eral Reserve System and issue its own notes. He 
even so confuses the vocabulary as to say that 
this would be creating this money without creat­
ing debt.

He, like most theorists, confuses the vocabu- 
lary. He thinks the.Koyernrnent can creatc mciney- 
by printing it. Of course, we could call it .money, 
but if the government pimply printed up bank 
notes of a bank it owned, it would simply fiat 
money; it would not be real money. ’He uses the 
word “ coin” money interchangeably with "create” 
money.

In the first place, the government has nothing 
to create real money with. When it coins money, 
it just takes the gold that belongs to private citi­
zens and stamps it, guaranteeing a certain weight 
and fineness. That is what coinage of money 
means. The government cannot control its value 
as to what it will exchange for. The government 
can only write the definition of a dollar, specify­
ing the amount of grains of gold it contained. 
Once this is established it should never be 
changed. To do so is dishonest and only adds to 
our confusion.

This whole book is based on the erroneous 
premise that the government c?m create new 
buying power by issuing greenbacks. It  cannot 
create one particle of increased or new buying 
power; it can only transfer buying power from 
one person to another by printing fiat money, as 
he proposes.

Here is an example of his lack of understand­
ing of real money. He writes: "By money we 
mean, of course, not cash or currency alone, but 
demand bank deposits o f  every sort as well, since 
it performs all the functions o f cash money.” 
Bank credits do not perform the same function 
as cash money. The first function of money is to 
measure the human labor required to satisfy 
human want. When bank credit is unduly ex­
panded, as has been the case where the banks 
give long-time loans rather than short term 
credit, this bank credit ceases to be a true meas­
ure of human labor required to satisfy human 
want. This undue expansion makes the money 
prices of things go up. When this bank credit is 
contracted, it makes the money prices of commod­
ities go down. Thus it is not as reliable a measure 
of value as gold is, which cannot be created out 
of legislation by politicians.

Congressman Voorhis is obsessed with the idea 
that It will be helpful to society if the amount of 
money or bank credit in circulation increases M  
our ability to produce increases. He seems to 
think that the cost of anything Is the dollars one 
pays for It rather than the hours and disagree-

He has to admit, however, that the greenbacks 
issued in the time of the Civil W ar depreciated 
so that it took $2.85 for groehback money to get 
one dollar in gold money. Yet he advocates some­
thing that has been tried many times and always 
caused confusion.

Here is another example of ho\v he confuses 
words. He thinks it is possible for politicians to 
appoint a non-political public bo<fy of outstand­
ing citizens whose sole duty it shall be to "coin 
money and regulate the value thereof.” When 
the politicians appoint a board, it w ill have the 
political policies of the politicians who appoint 
the board. He seems to think that it is possible 
to get men into government office appointed by 
politicians elected by the majority that w ill be 
wise and honest and non-political.

In fact, he has simply advocated a planned, 
dictatorial economy, a collectivist state like H it­
ler’s or Russia, and evidently he is not even able 
to see what he is advocating.

Jerry Vocrhis graduated from Yale with a Phi 
Beta Kappa key. This book is just another exhibit 
of Albert Nock's contention that college is no 
place to get an education.

The war production board is considering a 
rurlher cut in newsprint use of at least 5 per 
cent. It announced that the 5 per cent cut had 
been recommended by the newspaper industry 
advisory committee meeting in Washington. This 
reduction, if put into effect, would result in 
slashing American newspapers 15 per cent in size 
or in circulatiqn or in a combination of both 
during 1943.

The newsprint mess presents the same old 
story of quisling burocracy that has character­
ized the management of,food, gasoline, fuel oil, 
and all the other civilian commodities since the 
New Dealers assumed control of our economy. 
They divide up what we have because they do 
not believe ’ in ««»educing more and do not know 
how to produce more if they believed in doing 
it.

Events in Asia and the Pacific 
emphasize the steady approach of a 
two-pronged United Nations drive 
against the Japanese, a fact admit­
ted by Premier Tojo in warning new 
government officials that the Allied 
offensive has “gained In Intensity” 
and that from now on their “re­
sponsibility Is enormous ”

Straws which show the direction 
of a great wind that blows the Japs 
no good include the arrival In In­
dia of Admiral Lord Louis Mount­
batten, commander-ln-chlef f o r  
southeast Asia, to prepare for the 
invasion of Burma. This Is likely to 
play a major part In breaching the 
Mikado’s home defenses.

Over In the Pacific General Mac­
Arthur’s New Guinea offensive con­
tinues "with great speed and suc­
cess,” as Secretary of War Stinsom 
puts it. Our dashing attack bn Wake 
Island and other naval Admiral 
Nimitz is preparing an offensive 
against Japan's network of Island 
bases and comjnunicatlons In the. 
Central Pacific. A  vital buttress of 
this ocean Maginot defense Is the 
powerful naval base of Truk where 
a large unit of the Jhp navy is lying 
doggo, afraid to come out and meet 
the eager challenge of our ships.

The object of the Burma cam­
paign Is. of course, to reestablish 
land communications between China 
and the outside world. '

These two offensives will com­
plement each other. They will form 
the claws of great and powerful pin­
cers which will grip the Nipponese 
from two sides and squeeze with in­
creasing pressure until the Mikado’s 
Island kingdom breaks wide open.

We should remember, however, 
that It requires time to prepare for 
operations of this magnitude. We 
shouldn’t expect the main events to 
begin popping tomorrow. They may 
be many weeks away, although the 
preliminaries In both theaters are 
proceeding steadily and well.

I  am receiving letters from read­
ers all over the country, making 
anxious inquiries as to what part 
their hero, General MacArthur, Is 
likely to play In all this. Is he going 
to be leading man In the show?

Well, I  think it would be a great 
mistake to try to look too far Into 
the future In answering this ques­
tion- As regards the Immediate fu­
ture we might do well to consider 
the remarks made by President 
Roosevelt in a radio-press confer­
ence earlier this week. His assertion 
that the Japs are being beaten in 
the South Pacific was interpreted 
as an Indirect reproof to critics who 
are calling for more aid for Mac­
Arthur. He left the impression that 
the general is doing very well with 
what he has.

The general is indeed doing well. 
He undoubtedly will continue his 
conquests In New Guinea and ad­
jacent islands. An Important objec­
tive appears to be the big Jap base 
of Rabaul on neighboring New Brit­
ain—one of the chief outposts for 
Truk. And he has sworn to liberate 
the Philippines.

I t ’s difficult to see. however, how 
his activities can be vasuy extended 
In the near future.

Will MacArthur ultimately lead 
the conquering Allied forces into 
Tokyo as generalissimo? I  think we 
had better confine our Ideas to 
what we can see In the present— 
that he will continue hls operations 
in much the same way he has been 
doing.

Peter Edson's Column:
FARM  FIGURES DISPROVE A  M YTH

With the peak demand for farm 
labor only a few weeks away, these 
are the usual conflicting reports on 
whether there will be enough hands 
to take o ff the crops.

This is another one of those com­
plex questions on which no broad 
general answer to cover the entire 
country can be given. The picture 
varies from county to county and 
almost from farm to farm. Any 
time anyone steps up to say there 
Is enough farm labor, farm some 
area a local wall will rise to prove 
the statement a lie.

The Department of Agriculture's 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics 
report for Sept. 1 farm labor esti­
mates 11.5 million employed, as 
against 11.4 million a year ago 
and a peak 1942 employment of 
l l i  on Oct. 1. That Indicates half 
a million more farm workers «ire 
needed to equal last year's figures.

The Office of Labor la the War 
Food Administration estimates that 
In the past three years, the num­
ber of adult male farm workers 
migrating from the farm to the city 
was 1.4 million, while another 1.7 
million have taken employment In 
war Industries, though still living 
In rural areas.
MIGRATION

That makes a total of 3.1 million 
experienced farm hands wlth-drawn 
from farm labor, and It doe* not 
Include the women and children 
who have accompanied their men­
folk in this war migration. In ad-

dltion to that over 1.25 million farm 
lads have gone into the armed 
services, so the total reduction In 
farm labor force over the past 
three years IS better than 435 mil­
lion men.

In the face of figures like these, 
the recent confusing statements at­
tributed to War Manpower Com­
mission experts—that there are now 
a million surplus farm workers who 
could be transferred to the armed 
services or war production — look 
Just a little silly.

Behind this WMC reasoning, 
however, there is a bit of Interest­
ing background. Last February, at 
the request of Senator John H. 
Bankhead II, of Jasper, Ala., coun­
ty agricultural agents were asked 
by the Department of Agriculture 
to make a survey of what they 
thought farm production would be 
In 1943. At the time of the survey 
the farm program and the man­
power thing "were tn even worse 
messes than they appear today, and 
the county agents came back with 
reports that 1943 plannings and 
crops would be from 10 per cent to 
20 per cent less than what they 
had been in the bumper crop year 
of 1942.
FARM BLOC ACTS

On the basis of these discourag­
ing reports, the farm bloc con­
gressmen went to work to get what 
they thought agriculture needed for 
the war food program They got 
farm machinery quotas nearly 
doubled, though not In time to do 
much good. They got greater allo-

cations of fertilizer. They got the 
farm boys declared essential work­
ers and deferred from the draft. 
They got a $28 million appropria­
tion to recruit and place farm labor 
to make up for shortages.

But now comes the 1943 harvest 
and, In spite of everything—floods, 
dry spells, frosts, lack of mach­
inery, gasoline and men—It looks as 
though the 1943 crop would be as 
big as that of 1942 in all but a few 
commodities. So, reasoned the man­
power experts, what the heck? If 
the farms can produce as much this 
year as they did last year, In spite 
of all the handicaps, they must 
have a million spare men around 
that could be used In the services 
or essential Industries. And that, 
apparently, Is how the myth about 
the million extra farm hands got 
started.

The farmers’ record of producing 
this year crops which compare fav­
orably with last year's and In a 
much less favorable growing season, 
has been due to main strength and 
awkwardness. The farmer's workday 
has been Increased to a national 
average of over 12 hours. Farm wage 
rates are nearly 40 per cent above 
a year ago. Women and children, 
whom the social workers were all 
trying to save from strenuous farm 
labor five or 10 years ago, have 
been put to work. Machinery has 
been kept going 24 hours a day In 
rush seasons. Peak wages, in Mon­
tana, have been $1 an hour In fair 
weather, board and room when It 
rains.

WARTIME HEALTH:
Weather Change 
Has Rig Effect 
On Your Health

The weather 
something to do 
It  cannot be said 1 
—since diseases come from gel1 
but the weather can do much to 
the surroundings in which germs 
live. And of course the weather has 
a very definite psychological effect 
on most persons.

A  prolonged spell of steady rain, 
or a protracted heat wave present 
forcibly the subject of weather and 
Its effect on health and morale. A 
long stretch of trying weather, as 
most doctors will agree, has a way 
of fUllng up the physician’s waiting 
room over and beyond the normal 
numbers.

Several physical components go 
to make up the term "weather.” 
Temperature, humidity, motion of 
the air, and pressure ail enter Into 
this complex subject people arc so 
fond of bandying about In conversa­
tion. The body actually responds 
to all these factors, and to combl- 
nat’ons of them.

• •  •

BODY REACTIONS
Apart from the popularly known 

fact that persons afflicted with ar­
thritis and rheumatism are ex­
tremely sensitive to weather chang­
es; even perfectly well people are 
aware of the cold, moist air, that 
seems to "chill the bone,” and have 
observed that pneumonia flourishes 
in such conditions.

People generally are most com­
fortable In a temperature of about 
72 degrees F„ or about 68 degrees 
P. If they are mentally or physical­
ly active. Extreme heat Is easier to 
withstand tl)an extreme cold — a 
statement for which we have the 
records of greatest death rates in 
the winter months as authority. 
Cold temperatures promote conges­
tion or a slowing up of the circula­
tion of the blood through the tis­
sues, whereas high temperatures 
speed up circulation and the flow 
of blood to the arms and legs.

In “muggy,” humid weather, the 
perspiration of the body cannot 
evaporate readily, and when the hu­
midity is low. the body-water evap­
orates very rapidly and causes a 
chilling sensation. High humidity 
also favors the spread of bacterial 
growth and virus diseases, since all 
need moisture to multiply. Futher- 
more, the droplets sneezed or cough­
ed into the air by Infected people 
are held in suspension in the air 
much longer In damp weather than 
in dry.

• • •
AIR  ABSORBS MOISTURE

The motion of the air cools the 
skin by absorbing the moisture. 
From one to three miles an hoar 
velocity of air motion avoids a 
draft and cools the body satisfac­
torily, as well as carrying bacteria 
to higher levels so that the sun 
may kill them.

The weight of the air as It press­
es against the earth varies greatly 
according to altitude, the lowlands 
meaning an Increased amount of 
pressure— Normal people may h»u.
trouble in the mountains with gid­
diness and light-headedness—which 
Is called “mountain-sickness.”  On 
the other hand, too sudden release 
from heavy pressure close to or In 
the earth can cause muscular pain, 
as in caisson disease, or the "bends."

British Hold Jap 
War in Second Place

LONDON, Oct. 8 — «4*1—Agreeing 
with IT. S. Navy Secretary Frank 
Knox that the Pacific war holds 
second place in the minds of Bri­
tons, Herbert Morrison, British 
home secretary, said this was only 
natural because of the nearness of 
the European conflict. He reiterated 
British determination to fight ttye 
war in full force until both Ger­
many and Japan are defeated.

"After all, it was not the Japs 
who bombed London,”  Morrison 
said at a luncheon of the Anglo- 
American. Press Association in a 
discussion o f possible sources of 
misunderstanding of British-Amer- 
ican war problems.

" I t  is plain,” he added, “that the 
Far Eastern war does not at pre­
sent loom as large in the mind for 
British people as the war in Eu­
rope, but that fact has no long 
term meaning. It is very natural 
state of affairs.

Recalling that Prime Minister 
Churchill plainly stated the British 
government’s attitude toward the 
Pacific war, Morrison asserted that 
"some Americans, however, think 
that though the attitude of the gov­
ernment is clear, the point of view 
of the British citizen Is less so.. I 
do not myself share these doubts.”

This obviously was a feeling 
among the British public that the 
"real war is in Germany and the 
other is a side show.”

Reduction ol Cows 
In Texas Advocated

COLLEGE STATION, Oct, 8 l/l’l 
—Reducing the amount of protein 
leed needed by individual cows is 
not the answer to the feed short­
age, E. R. Eudaly, dairyman for the 
Texas A. and M. college extension 
fervice said today in urging that 
tlie number of cows be reduced to 
fit the available feed supply.

Decreasing the feed ration would 
cut milk production, towering the 
dairyman's profits, Eudaly said. 
Culling would reduce production 
some but would maintain profits.

Surveying the feed outlook, Eu­
daly said in a statement that Tex­
as generally would have much 
corn and grain sorghums as last

Many oi Naples 
Art Treasures 
Are Undamaged

NAPLES. Oct. 2 —(Delayed> UP)— 
World famous art treasures in 
Naples, with a few tragic exceptions, 
have safely survived the bombing 
and fighting around the city, the 
celebrated scholar. Professor Amed­
eo Maiuri, said today.

The national museum is unscath­
ed except for broken windows and 
shrapnel hits and priceless volumes 
which were packed and hidden are 
believed to be intact.

The worst destruction occurred In 
the ruins of Pompei, the professor 
said.

“The newest excavations are ir­
reparably Injured,T he said. "The 
Strada Dell' abbondanza Is ruined 
beyond restoration and the famous 
house of Marcus Loreius Tibortnus 
is completely smashed."

He almost paid with his life in  an  
attempt to devise means of protect­
ing the Pomei excavations. He went 
there after the first Allied bombs 
were dropped on German military in­
stallation nearby hoping to be able 
to signal the planes away from the 
actual excavations. While returnng to Naples a bomb fragment broke 
his leg and the famous classicist is 
still unable to leave his bed

■Although in great pain he forced 
the hospital and had himself carried 
the hospital and had hmself carried 
into his beloved museum.

Only a few of the heaviest Greek 
statues and works of art are actually 
left in fhe museum.

Within Naples itself there was 
some destruction of priceless his­
toriad structures, he said. The seven­
teenth century church of San Filip­
po Neri was hit by a bomb. The even

more Important church of Santa 
Chiara was totally destroyed. It 
dated back to the fourteenth cen­
tury and was the chief Gothic work 
of its kind in Italy.

Maiuri's eyes filled with tears 
when he spoke of this.

Despite the damage to important 
antiquities, however, h« said he took 
the greutest pride in the fight that 
tire Neapolitans put up against the 
Qcrmans.

''Remember, this is the first Ital­
ian city to give them a real battle. I 
myself from these windows saw boys 
not yet of 'teen age throwing hand 
grenades and helping to evacuate 
German mines. They fought in the 
streets right beside men," he said.

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Roosevelt Asks 
Quick Freedom 
For Philippines

WASHINGTON. Oct. 8 — UP) — 
President Roosevelt has asked con­
gress for Authority to -proclaim the 
legal independence of the Philip­
pines as a separate and self-gov­
erning nation as soon as feasible."

July 4. 1046. Is the date for In­
dependence now set by law and by 
votes of the Plllpinos, but M 
Roosevelt told congress In a special 
message it was possible that for­
tunes of war will permit an earlier 
consummation of this Joint will of 
the American and Pllipino peoples.

The Japanese have held the 
Philippines since early 1942 and 
have taken steps themselves which 
they say are intended to give the 
islands Independence.

President Roosevelt said not only 
an advance in the date tor inde­
pendence but also three other steps 
were due the Filipino people in rec­
ognition of their heroic role in 
the war, their political ties with 
this country and bonds of future 
friendship. ■

He recommended that congress 
make provisions for:

1. The president and President 
Quezon of the Philippines to “enter 
into immediate negotiations and 
take the necessary steps to provide 
for full security for the Philippines, 
for the mutual protection of the 
islands and of the United S ates, 
and for the future maintenance of 
peace in the Pacific."

2. Determining the necessary ad­
justment in laws pertaining to 
American-Philippine economic rela­
tions so as to assist in making the 
Islands, as an independent nation, 
economically secure wherever pos­
sible.

3. Physical and economical re­
habilitation of the Philippines 
necessitated by the war.

‘‘Such action on the part of con­
gress," Mr. Roosevelt said, “would 
assure the Philippine people again 
of our sincerity of purpose and of 
our resolution to accord them as 
feasible the legal status of com­
plete freedom, independence, and

Germans Moving 
More Troops To 
Northern Italy

WA8HINQTON. Oct. 8 — UP] — 
Secretary of War Stimson gave his 
press conference Thursday this terse 
survey of the war’s battle fronts:

Oermany still is Increasing its 
strength in Italy and Its forces there 
now probably number between 20 
and 25 divisions.

The future Intentions of the Ger­
mans In Italy are still not clear, but 
the Allied command expects them 
to fight a series of delaying actions 
ns they retire northward. At present. 
reslsance is stiffening n the east, 
where the rapid advance of the 8th 
Army threatens to outflank the 
Nazis.

Natve patriots, aided by .French 
troops from North Africa and by 
American Rangers, expelled or des­
troyed the last remnants of the Nazi 
garrison on Corsica, giving the Al­
lies potential bases from which 
northern Italy and southern France 
can be attacked by air and sea.

In the Dodecenese islands in the 
eastern Mediteiranean-Agean area, 
the Germans landed with consider­
able strength on Cos against a rel­
atively weak British and Italian 
garrison; they have taken the air­
field there, and have local air su­
periority. Allied planes from North 
■Africa and Italy are heavily attack­
ing German air bases In preece and 
Crete In an attempt to restore the 
balance of air power.

The bomber offensive from Brit­
ain agnlnst Germany and occupied 
‘Europe continues, with the raids on 
Emden and Frankfort being particu­
larly notable.

Comparative lull exists on the 
Russian front, due both to the rap­
idity of the German withdrawal and 
the torrential rains. The Germans 
still are holding the Dnieper line, 
but apparently are withdrawing 
from their bridgehead across the 
Kerch Straits Into the Crimea.

In New Guinea. General Douglas 
MacArthur’s offensive continues 
“with great speed and success." In 
the Solomons the Japanese are at­
tempting to evacuate their out­
flanked forces on Kolombangara 
Island, suffering In the attempt the 
destruction of a large number of 
troop-laden barges. < ,

There has been considerable air 
activity in China. The Japanese air 
strength has been increased but 
Major General Claire L. Chennault's 
14th air force still holds the initia­
tive. From India, dally air raids are 
inflicting heavy damage In Burma.

in the community, and that their 
circulation is so wide-spread that 
they have an advantage over those 
with whom they disagree. This is 
true only ln-so-far as the individual 
refuses to take advantage of the pri­
vilege granted by almost every 
newspaper of using the columns of 
the pi4ss, to express hts or her 
views. There is however a much 
more important angle to this ques­
tion. Newspapermen are equipped to 
give more adequate study to muni­
cipal affairs than most individuals. 
At their fingertips they have in­
formation which is not so readily 
available to every citizen. Their rep 
resentatlves attending meetings of 
civic bodies, and therefore have the 
opportunity of getting a better un­
derstanding of municipal affairs 
than the average voter. Of even 
greater Importance Is the almost 
universal attitude of the public to 
expect advice and leadership from 
the press. The newspaper is often 
the only medium through which 
citizens may keep In touch and 
abreast of the affairs of the com­
munity. They expect, and have the 
right to expect, that their news­
paper will keep them edvised of 
what Is going on, and will also, 
through the Information at ita dis­
posal, endeavor to Interpret the 
news. The newspaper which falls to 
do this, is failing in what often 
amounts to its supreme task In the 
community-

Another assumption of some men 
and women In public office is that 
any criticism Offered In a newspaper 
Is personal, rather than objective- 
That Is not true. Newspapers have 
been known to conduct violently 
personal campaigns, but It Is the ex­
ception rather than the rule, and 
If any criticism violates the laws of 
defamatory libel, the individual al­
ways has recourse to the courts.

The newspaper which comments 
on public affairs, far from being 
presumptuous, is but fulfilling one 
of the most important and vital 
functions of the press. I f  it Is genu­
ine In its desire to be of service to 
the community, it will open its col­
umns to signed letters from those 
who disagree with Its editorial opin­
ions, but, all too often those who 
have this privilege fail to avail 

mselves of the opportunity, pre­
ening to carry on a street comer 

or platform feud against the news­
paper. By intelligent comment on 
public affairs the newspaper pre­
vents the risa of unscrupulous men

tion plant. The city, which lies on 
the shoes of Lake Constance across 
from Switzerland, was last bombed 
by the RAF during a shuttle raid 
to Africa on June 21.

Munich, bottleneck of rail trans­
port to the Brenner Pass and birth­
place of the Nazi party, suffered 
new destruction In a visit from 
light Mosquito bombers. It had 
been bombed by British and Amer­
ican heavy bombers twice before 
during October. ■

Other Mosquitos ranged I n t o  
northwestern Oermany to attack 
additional war targets during the 
night, the announcement said.

The night’s far-flung operations 
constituted the RAF's fifth major 
assault on German cities since the 
start of the month when the cur­
rent heavy offensive roared on for 
four. night without atop and then 
was resumed after a lull of two 
nights.

A Swiss communique said that 
foreign planes had violated Swiss 
neutrality during the night and 
that material damage resulted to 
the neutral country from German 
anti-aircraft shells.

Later, the Berlin radio said that 
British bombers had attacked local­
ities on the Bay of Helgoland, sug­
gesting the possibility that the tar­
gets of the Mosquitos ranging into 
northwest Germany might have 
been WilhelmshafeA or Bremer- 
haven.

It was stated authoritatively that 
last night's deep penetration into 
southwest Germany in the attack 
on Friedrichshafen was made in a 
round trip operation from Britain 
and that the lengthening nights 
provided sufficient cover for the re­
turn home.

The raid on the British capital 
came early while streets were still 
thronged with people. The air min­
istry announced an unspecified 
number of casualties from bombs 
dropped over a wide area of the 
metropolis.

East Anglia and southeast Brit 
ain also were visited by the Ger­
man bombers. Two enemy aircraft 
were shot ddwn—one In the Lon­
don area.

The last large scale German at­
tack . on London was on May 5, 
1941. While last night’s raid was 
sharp, neither damage nor casual 
ties were comparable to the toll 
exacted almost nightly two years 
ago.

American soldiers and civilians 
recently arrived In London stood 
on street comers to watch their 
first raid "in force.” Britons and 
others who have been through pre­
vious heavy aerial attacks headed 
for shelters.

As great searchlights swept the 
sky and the defense barrages In­
creased In Intensity, British night 
fighters went up to meet the enemy. 
High overhead formations of the 
big RAF bombers headed for the 
continent also were picked up by 
the searchlights.

Although crowded residential areas 
In London suffered damage from 
enemy bombs, there was no report 
of military targets being hit.
